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HEBREWS CLAIM COLUMBUS.

Christopher Columbus languished
iii chains, neglected and unappreciatedbefore the close of his earthly career.

But, as has ever been the ease

une generation "buildoth the tombs
of prophets" their progenitors illtreatedor murdered. The new world
today paid proper respect to the memoryof the great Genoese who, while
derided by the world as a wild visionary,launched forth upon the broad
Atlantic in a frail craft in search of
(lie western hemisphere.
As it was in the days subsequent

to the death of Homer, when seven

cities claimed to lie the scene of the
birthplace of the poet, the claim that
Columbus was a Catholic is now disputedby no less an authority than
Uabbi Abram Simon, of the WashingtonHebrew Congregation, who occasionallyvisits Alexandria. The rabbi
in a sermon last night adduced historicalevidence in suDDort of his theory.

Dr. Simon began by saying that the
great discoverer's name had been 01iginallyCristoval Colon, a Hebrew
name, rather than Christopher Columbus.The reason for the change,
he said, might have been because of
the Spanish inquisition, when membersof the race were being persecuted.

Dr. Simon said that he knew that
Columbus had been a professed Catholic,but lie asserted that many Hebrewshad been forced to profess, outwardlyat least, the Roman faith. He
added that Columbus had had many
Hebrew afliliations. His mother, Dr.
Simon said, had been of a Hebrew
family, and all of Columbus' letters
extant had been written to Hebrews.
Dr. Simon also cited the fact that on

the first voyage of the discoverer no

Catholic priest had been taken along,
and that there were many Hebrews
on the vessels.
The speaker declared that Columbushad deliberately beclouded his

birth and ancestry, and added that
when the shreds of evidence have been
gathered together the Hebrew people
will have more than a substantial
cord to bind him to their race.

Other denominations save the RomanCatholic have claimed St. Patrick.and at a Hibernian banquet after
the destruction of Admiral Rogdcns-
vesky's fleet by Admiral Togo it was

alleged by some of the speakers that
Togo, Nogi and other commanders of
the Mikado's army and navy were 01"
Irish descent, and that their names

had become contracted in the Jap-j
anese language.

LONDON BY WIRELESS.
-Twin wireless stations to communicatedirect with London will be!

built along the New Jersey doast
within a year, according to an an-

nouncement made in New York yes-;
terday by the Marconi Wireless Tele-
graph Company of America.
The first station, the announcement

states, will be erected within nine
months near Belmar, N. J., upon a

site of 550 acres purchased yesterday.The second station will be erect-
ed at Toms River or Barnegat, and'

v

will bs tuned to a key different from
the first, so that messages to either
station may be received and sent simultaneouslywithout interference. The
distance is 3,100 miles and the esti-
mated cost of the plants will be $750,000each.
The announcement also states that

options have been obtained upon similarsites at San Francisco, and Honolulu,and that it is planned to constructa plant in the Philippine Islands,which will communicate direct
with the one at Honolulu. The companywould then be enabled to send
messages from London to the Philippinesby way of the United States,
relaying the messages by land wires
from the Jersey coast to San Francisco.The plants at San Francisco and
Honolulu will be erected immediately,
the announcement adds,
