Bave
ymy children!” foliowed by a sound of
breaking glass, writes Jaflrey Han-
cock in the New York World, Next
instant something that he took to be
a bundle of clothing wus thrown out
of a window directly above him, and
fell at his feet. Stooping, he discoy-
ered to hld amazement that it wes o
baby, unconseclous, with "blood stream-
ing from i#ts head. The shrleks of
“Save my children!” continued.

Constable Humphroys blew his
whistle, and, to the three ofilcers who
Anstantly responded from rearby
streets, explained:

“Quick! Murder is being done in
yvonder house! This baby was
thrown out of the window Get Il

prediction, and win a slow recovery
to health.

Dreamed of Thieves, Shot His Wife.

Sensational as this occurrence must
be considered, it is but one of many
similar mishaps that have within re
coent years aroused physicians and
FS)'cholugisis to a realization of the
importance of studring attentively the
condition of the mind during sleep
Dreaming is no lenger considered a
mere fantastic, incidental and harm-
less accompaniment of the sleeping
Biate,

menacingly over him. Panic-stricken,;
he leaped out of bed while still asleep,
seized a hatchet, and attacked the'
supposed phantom. 3

It fell at the first blow, and Schid-
malzlg heard a loud cry, which fully.
awakened him. He now saw thet the
“ghost” was none other than his wife,
who had got out of bed for some pur-
pose, and that he hed severely wound-
ed her. She died the next day.

In Chicago, a patlent of Dr. Henry

M. Lymen, dreaming of burglars, drew
a revolver from beneath his pillow
and fired wildly in every direction un-
til it was completely discharged. He
thon awoke, to discover that he had
fatully shot hie wife, lylng by hls
side. And, under ihe influence of &
simlilar dream, a young man of twenty
gshot and killed hls father, to whom
he was Gevotedly attached. At his
trial for murder he testified:
. "I must have fired the gun In my
sleep. I recollect seeing nothlng, nor
am [ consclous of having spoken.
The night was so bright that every-
thing could have been seen. [ must
have been dreaming that thieves had
broken In.”

But even more stulster, because of
far more widespread occurrence and
the greater difftculty In getting at the
true state of affairs, is the Tole often
played by dreams in affecting un-
favorably the health of those “having
them. Incredlble though It may seem,
modern psychologleal investigatlon
has conclusively demonstrated that
there are dreams whose effects con-
tinue Into the waking state, producing
all sorts of disease symptoms.

A striking ease In point s afforded
by the experience of a young woman
who came under the observation of
that well-known Dosaton neurologlst,
Dr. George A, Waterman. She com-
plained of a persistent headache, a
sensatlon of nauses, and a pecullarly
bitter taste in her mouth, a taste which
she could not get rid of, in spite of
having diligently trled to do so by
gargling, cloaning her teeth, ete. Sho
explained that she had awakened early
in the morning with these symptoms
which had continued ever since.

Queer Result of Dream.

‘Dr. Waterman, failing to find aoy
physical cause for ler trouble, sus-
pected that a morbid dream might bo
at the bottom of It, and questioned her
closely. Dut she could not recall hav-
ing dreamead at all for some time past.
He then requested permlssion to hyp-
notize her, explaining that persons
when hypnotized often found it pos-
sible to remember things thet had
dropped entirely out of recollection
In the mormal state. J

Sure enough, in hypnosis the young
woman Informed him that the night
before the symptoms devoloped sho
had had an exceptionully unpleasant
dream. She was climbing alone up a
steep and rocky path, feeling unut-
terably miserable. On a beautiful
lake far below she saw a number of
her friends amusing themselves. B8ho
felt strangely envious of them. Bud-
denly one friend, a woman who had
recently died, appeared before her on
the path and offered her a glass fllled
with a dark lquid, saying to her,
“Drink, for ouce dead you shall never
return.”

Tasted the Draught.
“Then,” the dreamer continued, "I
sat down by the slde of the path, and
thought, *‘Why should I not drink it?
There is nothing for me in lfe’ Sol

took the glass and put it to my lips,
but it tasted, oh, so bitter. It puck-
ered my mouth, ard I said, ‘I cannot
drink It. Life is blitter enough, but
this death is more Dbitter still’ 1
flung the glass from me, and it
changed into a bubble and Roated off
in the air.

“I awoke after this with a h=adache
and feeling awfully ill. Then [ no
ticed what an odd, bitter taste thero
was in my mouth and I got up and
brushed my teeth. Uut 1 could not
get rid of it."

Kknowing the circumstances of her
private history, the neurclogist did not
doubt that the dream, by touching on
certain sad passages in her life, lad
afected her so kaenly as to acquirs
a firm ledgment in the “sub-consclous™
portion of her mind, whence it wouid
liave to be expclied before a cure
could be wrought. Thau this view was
enrrect was shoyn by the total and
permanent disappearunce of the trou

ed to that end.

Past’ Event Cause of Bad Dream.

Lnother patient of Dr. Waterman,
a girl of twenty-one, bad been trau{
bled for nearly a year by frequent at-
tacks of severe pain ir the right side.
As in the previous case no organic
cause for the pain could be found and
it was similarly traced to the baneful
effect of & peculiar dream—a dream of
moving a plano which rapldly grew
heavier while she raised it from the
floor, until it caused a severe pain
extending from her right arm through
her right slde into the leg. All at
once the plano fell with a crash, and
the dreamer awoke to experience &
distinet sensation of pain in her right
slde.

Investigation brought to light the
fact that some time earlier a plane
had asctually flgured prominently in
an eplsode most disturbing to the pa=
tlient. This explained the symplom-

dream, and cleared the way to a
speedy cure, the pain soon disappear-
ing .under treatment by suggestion.
Caused Marital Estrangement.

More often the disease symptoms
resulting from pathologlcal dreams
are mental rather than physical In
character. A most pecullar case is on
record in which a husband developed
st ungccountable antipathy to his
wife. He bimself oould not explain it,
but lie treated her so badly that a di-
voree was talked of. Lucklly, a mutual
frierd vocd him to consult a phys-
fetun who the methods of
modeira medival parelialogy. He was
pit into the hypnotie, state, and while
in thnt etnte rolased a dream in which
his wife rohl thelr children that thelr
fether was a very uncouth man, a de-
claration wiich, in the dream, had re
sulted In a viclent gnarrel batween tha
parents.

Wakling, he had forgotten all about
this dream, but "subconsclously” it
had remalned to plague him, and even.
tually to give rise to his strange dis-
like of the wife he truly loved.

HAVE RABIES STAMPED OUT

Persistent Work In Great Britaln Has
Had Results That Are Most
Gratifylng.

At the present time rables does not
exist in Great Dritain. The last sus
pected cases of rables occured there
In 1908, but dlegnosis showed that the
susplelon was unfounded, Thilg Uritish
Immunity has been obtalned only by
the taking of great palns, Consul-
General Grifiths of London has con-
tribu‘ed Interesting Information on
lhls subject to the Dally Consular and
Trade Reports. The principal way in
which rables has been exterminated
has been by the {ssuance of muzzling
orders, which are very strictly en-
forced. In London und other populous
citles, and throughout the large manu-
facturing districts, the muzzling of all
dogs remalns in foree for twelve
months or longer: in other distriets,
six months or longer, according to the
circumstances in each case. The own-
er of every dog fix months old is re-
quired to obtaln an annual license,
which costs $1.83, for each animal, and
the animal must wear a collar bearing
the name and address of the owner.

When a dog feeis {1l In the early
stages of rabies it is anxious to grt
away from Its lhome and to go “on
the march.” Cases are known whera
dogs so affected have been found te
have continned “on the march” for
seventy miles. In consequences of
this fact, whenever an outbreak oceurs
the area brought under the jurisdie-
<lon of a muzzling and confirming order
{s very large. To prevent, if possible,
the spread of the discase the provi-
slons of the act are applied at once to
the entire territory.

Whenever an aclual or suspercted
case of rabies is reported, an order is
issued requiring every dog within the
distriet and the surrounding area
where the outbreak occurred to be
itept under control by conflinement in
#t kennel or other inclosure from which
the dogs cannot escapne; or securing
it by a coliar or chain; or eflicient
muzzling with an effective wire cage
muzzle. The dog must also be led by
it collar and chain or other attuchment,

Every dog attacked by rubies must
he immediately clanghtered.
