Von Bernstroff Told Ger-
many Must Disavow
Sinking of Ship

Washington Decides to Wait Until
Ambassador Can Forward Evidence'

to be Given Him.

—

Washingon, Sept. 15—Prospects for
a favorable adjustment of the contro
versies between the United States ana
Germany depend entirely on the at
titude which the Berlin FForeign Office
will take toward the recommendations
made today by Count von Bernstorff,
the German Ambassador, following
his conference vesterday with Secre-
tary Lansing.

Details of the conference have he
eme  known, throwing light on  the
eritieal point that has been reached
in the relutions between the two ecun-
tries. The Washington Government
was  almost ready to severe dipio
matic relations, but decided to delay
taking any step until Germany vould
be furnished the evidence in its pos
session on the Arahic case.
Friendliness and candor are under-
stood to have characterized the ron
versation hetween Mr. Lansing
the Ambassador. The latter now bas
been given an opportunity to com-
municate freely with his Government,
so that it may be clearly understood
in Berlin why oflicials here are con-
vineed that the torpedoing of the As
abic could not have been a mistake,
justified or unjustified.

Ambassador von BernstorfT is un-
derstood to have serutinized this evid
ence carefully and to have made cer-
tain smrestions to his Foreign Office.
It probably will be 10 days before »
reply can be received. If a disavowal
of the submarine commander's act is
made, officials here feel that the ques-
tions of indemnity then can he left
to arbitral tribunals.
