It is precisely this pl£n which
the United States desires to follov

along the border without any intentionof infringing upon the sovcreigi
rights of her neighbor, but which, al

though obviously advantageous fo the
i- facto government, it refuses t(

iiiow or even countenance. It is ir
:t protection to American lives ant

operty about which the Unitei
:atcs is solicitous, and not th<
/ethods or ways in which that pro

-oction shall be accomplished.
If the Mexican government is un

willing or unaole to give this pro
tection by preventing its territory
from being the rendezvous and refugi
of murderers sind plunderers, it is no

thereby relieved of the obligation b
take all needful steps to safeguart
American citizehs upon American soil
*This is the finality of President Wil
son.

At the same time, it must be re

mcmbercd, both countries are, to
certain extent, the victims of condi
tions beyond their control. The Bal
timore Sun voices the sentiment o

most Americans when it says we ar

not in Mexico because we want to be
but because we have "been compelle
.go there by the inability of the Mcx
^ican Government to perform its ow

functions. We are ".here not as In
vaders. but wholly as a matter o

self-protection. There are few Am
ericans who would not rejoice toda;
if the necessity had no", arisen. Thcr
are few who w;ould not rejoice if w
could retire at once with the censor

able prospect that this ncce:".sit
would not recur. This ir. our who]
case. The conditions in Mexico hsc
made it imperative for us 'o saii

guard ourselves. Whatever we do will
. be done in pursuance of that oibjecl
and with the sole purpose of. putting
an end to a situation. that is a con

stant menace to us ?tnd an insupejrablf
obstacle to Mexican peace and prosperity.No such thing as "benevolentassimilation" is contemplated,
and- there will be none, though a

: temDorarv guardianship may be re-

quired.
In considering our attitude and oui

rights we should not lose sight, however,of the Mexican viewpoint or of
Mexican rights. These are stated
with a great deal of force and feelingin the letter of the Mexican
Consul at Baltimore, R. Calvo Y.
Arias. We can imagine how wild
with wrath Americans would be if
we were in a condition similar to

that of Mexico and a big foreign powerhad kept an army on our soil for
three months and refused all our

demands to retire. No matter how
right the foreign pow'er might be,
no matter how wrong we might be,
one thing is sure we would be fightingmad to the last man, woman and
VJIIJIU dUiUU^ us.

Some day we shall withdraw from
Mexico, unless we are false to our

professions and ideals. Withdrawal
is only a question of time, and we believemost persons will agree that the

jShorter the time, the better. A war

with Mexico would require considerabletime, and the reorganization of
Mexico after such a war would take
a much longer time, and entail a

responsibility which no thoughtful
American would have the Governmentlightly assume. We managed
to graduate Cuba after a comparativelyshort training, but we must
still keep a watchful eye on her; and
the Philippines have cost us an immenseamount of money and anxiety,
and their education is still incomplete.We arc big enough and strong
cnougn to witnaraw irom mexico

without ragard of any loss of prestigejust so soon as our own protectionwill justify it. But if Carranza
wishes to hasten our withdrawal, he
must do so not by threats, but by
the demonstration of his ability and
"his willingness to control the Mexican
elements that have been carrying on

a border warfare against the people
of the United States.
