United States, However, Will Insist
Upon Full Compliance With De-

mands by Mexico

Mexico City, June 350n—The for-
eign office has practically completed
the reply to, the last American note.
It may be given out Wwithin a few
hours. : |

The general belief is that the re-
ply will be pacificatory and will re-
lieve the possibility of war between
Mexico and the United States.

The magjority of well-informed
persons in the capital believe there
will be no hostilities.

They base this belief not only on
gheir knowledge of developments
here, buf on the attitude of Wall
Street and London financial inter-
ests likely to be aftected by war.

Washington, June 30—The Wash-
ington Government still waits full
compliance with its demands by the
de facto duthorities of Mexico.

Release by General Carranza's
order of the American prisoners
taken at Carrizal has averted the
probability of jmmediate retaliatory
steps. It is possible that it has also
helped to pave the way toward an
attempt at peaceful settlement of
the whole border situation. High
officials made it very.clear, howev-

- ery~that 'the -vitnl point. at issne—
the future stfitude of Mexican fore-
es toward American trpops in North.
efn Mexico, engaged: in guarding
the horder and pursuing bandits who
raided American territory—remains
to be settled.

The State Department has no ad-
vices as to when a diplomatic re-
ply to its demands may be expected.
The Carranza government has adopt-
ed -the unusual course of complying
in fact with an urgent demand from
a foreign government before it
even acknowledged receipt of the
note or made any statement of what
it proposed to do.

Pending a satisfactory answer to
its second and more far-reaching re.
quii-’emdnt, the United States will
continue to hurry troops to the bor-
der and to take every step necessary
in preparation for the carrying out
of its purpose by force .of arms.

Intimations have come, it is un-
derstood, that Carranza intends to
back up ‘the orders issued by Gen.

Trevino directing that American
troops be attacked if they moved
in any direction in Mexico except
toward the border. Officials are fully
' prepared for a reply of that charac-
! ter, despite. the fact that the pris.
oners taken at Carrizal have been
promptly surréndered on demand.
They expect, however, that the re-
afirmation 'of positton will be made
in a note free from hostile languge
and continuing the disqussion of the
advicability of the withdrawal of Am-
erican troops from Mexico.

Apparently ' Secretary ‘ Lansing is
determined to get a clear statement
of intentions on which action by the
United States can be founded. Car-
rnza officials profess an ernest de-
sire to avoid a clash, however, and
a further struggle to fix diplomatic-
ally responsibility for hostilities that
may come ig foreshadowed.

Mr. Lansing made it clear to Ig-
nacio Calderon, Minister from Bo-
livia, that pending a formal reply
from the Carranza Government to
his last pote, no offer of mediation
would be acceptable to the Uniteq
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huahua City and Juarez have been
central figures in one of the most

striking chapters of the Mexican sit-
uation, are here.

Two stories differing widely, were
told by the men. One, told by Lem
H. Spillsbury, upholds statements
he was credifed with making at Chi-
huahua City, charging Capt. Boyd
with obstinacy in advancing in the
face a certain Mexican attacks. The
other, narrated by men of the Tenth,
blames the Mexicans for the ensuing
fight.

Francisco Trevino, provisional gov-
ernor of the State of Chihuahua,
made public here by the American
Union Against Militarism,
When Captain Boyd, commanding
‘the American troops, insisted on
passing through the town,. Lieuten.
ant Colonel Rivas, who had conduct-
ed the parley, reported to General
Gomez, commanding the garrison, the
telegram says:’

“General Gomez who went out in
person{” the message continues,
“having obtained the same reply, he
made a proposal to the American
commander in order to avert a con-
fliet between the two forces, that
they should stay on the ground four
hours, meanwhile wiring to Juarez
to ask permission to enter the city,
but the American commander refus-
ed and both chiefs retired.
“A'.neripans advgneed- and sud-
denly opened fire. A battle followed,
which lasted -iwo hours. General
Gomez was killed-in the first :volley
‘Lieutenant Golonel Rivas took his
place, forcing the Americans fo re.
treat. DPrisoners declared the Am-
erican commander was alone re-
sponsible for the action.”

ALL ATTACKS ARE MET

Russians Driving Through Eastern
Galicia With Railroad Cenlre as
Their Objective

Paris, June 30.—The newspaper
Echo de Paris declared today that
the Russians have captured the im.
portant Galician railway city of Ko-
lomea. "

Petrograd, June 30. — The Ger-
mans have begun a series of sudden
violent attacks aginst General Kur-
opatkin’s entire front, from Riga,
through Jacobstadt, to Dvinisk. It
is believed Field Marshal von Hin-
denburg, is launching a new offen-
sive in an effort to divert Russian
troops from the Galician and Volhy.
nian campaign.

Virtually the whole of Kuropat-
kin’s front is under bombardment.
German raiding parties have been
harassing the Russian lines for 48-
hours.

Interest is divided between the
German operations in the north nmij
the Russian advance on Kolomea, in
southeastern Galicia.

Paris, June 30.—The German last
night shifted their attack back to
the west bank of the Meuse, and de-
livered several violent attacks, pre-
ceded by liquid fire, between Ava.
court and Hill 204, the war office
announced.

ATl these attacks were repulsed,
the ,enemy suffering frightful loss-
es, but east of Hill 304, the Germans
carried the first line of a fortified
work in which all the French oc-
cupants had been wuried. The
French recaptured the work by «
most brilliant cognter-attack,

The Germans became active yes-
terday along the Belgian front, but
a German attack was repulsed. Near
Nieuport, French artillery, support.
ing the Belgian lines, dispersed
three enemy reconnaissances.

London, June 30—The “great offen-
sive” burst into flame along the en-
tire British front yesterday.

The patrol skirmishes and trench
raids have become engagements with
Sstrong infantry detachments” and
local artillery duels have grown into
a vast and general bombardment ]
In all of these the British claim
the offensive was with them.

In Champagne, the French broke
through the second German lines near
the Butte of Tahure and north of the
Aisne there has been more slaughter.

London, June 30—The Russians
claim a great victory in East Galicia
and have resumed their tally of pri-
soners. The Russians for some days
have been held in their northwest-
ern thrust from Bukowina into Gali-
cia by a desperately fighting Austro-
German army. Petrograd announces
the IRussians have broken through
and are well on their way to Aolomea.

This is the greatest railroad junc-
tion for Eastern Galicia, and from it
the Austrians have been pressed
sonthward, three lines of trenches
being taken.

WILSON DEMANDS

WORLD'S RESPECT

Ready to Fight For Justice
to Nation, He Tells
Throng

—_——

TURNS LAUGH ON T. R.

Many in Philadelphia Cheer Presi-
dent’s Outline of His Own Brand

of Americanism

Philadelphia, June 30.—In an ad-
dress ringing with patriotism and
filled from beginning to end with
candid conceptions of  American
ideals, President  Wilson  yes-
terday briefly outlined what he be-
lieves should be this country’s policy
in dealing with foreign nations, be-
fore the members of the Associat.
ed Advertising Clubs of the World
and a crowd of 15,000 persong assem-
bled in Independence Square. The
President received 'a tremendous
avation from the crowds that pack-
ed the square when he left fhe flag-
draped stand and the cheers were
still ringing in his ears when, with
Mrs. Wilson, who accompanied him
from Washington, he entered an au-
tomobile to be taken to his special
train.

Not once in his address did Presi.
dent Wilsen mention Mexico or the
situation that threatens to embrail
this nation in war, but he left no
goubt in the minds of his hearers
that hig policy in dealing with the
country below the Rio Grande will
be firm and that he will be actuated
throughout by unselfish motives. A
great outburst of applause greeted
the speaker’s declaration that the
United States has a right to de-
mand fair treatment from other na-
tions and that America should be
fair in all dealings with other coun-
tries.

" “Phat, T am ready to fight for at
any cost to myself,” was the Presi-
dent’s “significant announcement.

Catching his inspiration, no doubt
from the advertising men’s slogan,
“Truth,” ‘the speaker, at the oufset
of his address said: ‘

“1 wish, very much, gentlemen,
that candor and truth might always
be the standard of -politics, as well
as the standard of business.”

Launching into. his address,  the
President aroused his hearers when
he outlined the principles of this
country amd what he believes they
stand for,

“Ameries is at a point. gentlemen
where it is more than ever neces.
sary that she should understand her
own ideals not only, but be ready to
pui them into action at any cost.”

Apparently outlining his policy in
dealing with turbulent Mexico the
President declarved:

“T believe that, at whafever cost,
America should be just to other peo-
ples and treat other peoples as she
demands that they shall treat her.
She has a right to demand that they
treat her with justice and respect,
and she has a right to insist that
they treat her in zhat fashion, but
she cannot, with dignity or self-res-
pect. insist upon that unless she is
willing to act in the same fashion
toward them.”
