fidence. However, there was one

thing that should prove so valuable
to many others, that Mr. Knight will
pardon the little innovation, the G.
R. feels assured.

It is one of his firm beliefs that
the greatest need of the Southland
is of educated men and women. He
has eight children of his own, and
he naturally thinks they are the biggestkind of a legacy he can leave
to posterity, and, he is right.
At the birth of each one of these

youngsters Mr. Knight took out an

endowment policy due to mature at
that crucial time when the expense of
education must be seriously considered.Three of his sons have passed
through the University of Virginia
and are rendering a good account of
themselves in the world, while the
others will follow them in due course.

As to the commercial future of the
South Mr. Knight is an optimist of
the brightest hue. There was a time,
he admits, when the men below the
Mason and Dixon's line were not able
to compete with the business men

who flocked south after the war. But
that day has passed and largely as

a result of up-to-date educational
methods. The business men of the
soutn touay tip tneir nats omy to

.superior acupien, and it is rarely
that they find it.
Alexandria has labored under a

number of handicaps, Mr. Knight admits,and since he has lived here all
his life he ought to know. One of
these is that in the days following
the war Alexandrians became afflictedwith a sort of business paralysis,
as the result of a number of rather
disastrous investments. They were
