Council of Defense at Meeting Mon

day in Richmond Will Adopt Con

servation Plans.

Council of defense will discuss at its
meeting to be held at the state Capitolon Monday. This mobilization will
be concerned not only with material
things, such as foodstuffs and minerals,game and equipment of all kinds,
but it will be extended to personal
service as well.

It is suggested that men and womenand children volunteer for service,and leave the decision as to just
the sort of work they will be called
on to perform to governmental
agencies. Those' who for any reason

cannot assume military duties would
be listed and classified so that the
government, state and national, could
quickly call them into active service
when occasion of need arose. r

Under a plan so comprehensive as

this, every one owing allegiance to

the state would be in line to do effectivelyanything that the state had
a right to expect. There would be
no such thing as "slacker" and there
would be no doubt as to the potentialpower of Virginia to meet any
situation that might arise.

Another way in which the Virginia
council will endeavor to assist the
[national body will be in the work oi

standardization of all staple supplies
needed for hospital use. The purposeof this will be to aid the medicaldepartment and the army and
navy and the public health service,!
the Red Cross and civilian require-
ments, and also to prevent waste and
duplication of articles which the
manufacturers would be called upon
to make, thereby increasing the productionof standard articles.
A list of standards adopted by the
