A RESOLUTION proposing amendment to section 32 of article 2 of the
Constitution of Virginia, and providing for publishing said amendment and

certifying tha scone to the next general assembly.

Resolved by the senate, the bouse of delegates concurring (a majority
of the members elected to each house agreeing), That the following amend¬
ment to the Constitution of Virginia, be. :i!i<l the same is hereby, proposed, and
referred to the general assembly t«> b<- chosen ut the next general election "f

members of the house of delegates, for its concurrence, in conformity with
the provisions of section one huudrcd and ninety-six, of article lifteen of the
eald Constitution, namely:

Strike out from the Constitution of Virginia section thirty-two, which is
Is the following words:

Sec. 32. Every person qualified to vote shall be eligible to any nttlce

of the State, or of any county, city, town or other subdivision of the Stat'-,

v/hcrcin lie resides, except as otherwise provided in this Constitution, and

cxcept that this provision as to residence shall not apply to any ollicc elective

by the people where the law provides otherwise. Men and women eighteen
years of age shall be eligible to the oflice of notary public, and qualified to

execute the bonus required of them in that capacity.
And insert in lieu thereof the following:
Sec. 32. Every person qualified to vote shall be eligible to any oiliee of

the State, or of any county, city, town or other subdivision of ;he Slate,

wherein he resides, except .-is otherwise provided in this Constitution, and

except that this provision as to residence shall not apply to any oi'.iee elective

by the people where the law provides otherwise: and except, further. thai the

requirements of this section as to residence and voting qualifications shall
not apply in the appointment of persons Co fill positions under a municipal
government requiring special technical or professional training and experi¬
ence. Men and women eighteen years or age shall be eligible t<. the ollico

of notary public and qualified to execute the bonds required of them in that

capacity.

A RESOLUTION proposing amendment to section 13S of the Constitution
of Virginia.

Resolved by the senate, the house of delegates concurring, fa majority
of the members elected to each house agreeing*. That the following amend¬

ment to the Constitution of Virginia be. and the same is hereby proposed,
and referred to the general assembly to be chosen at the next greiu-ml election

of members of the house of delegates, for its concurrence, in conformity with

the provisions of section one hundred and ninety-six, of article fifteen, of

the said Constitution, namely:
Strike out from the Constitution of Virginia section one hundred and

thirty-eight, which is in the following words:
Section 138. The general assembly may. in its discretion provide for tho

compulsory education of children between the ages of eight and twelve

years, except such as are weak in body or mind, or can read and write, or

ore atlending private schools, or ate excused for cause by the district school
trustees.

And insert in lieu thereof the following:
Section 138. The general assembly may. in its discretion, provide for the

compulsory education of children of school aye.

A RESOLUTION proposing amendment to section 117 of article S of the

Constitution of Virginia, and providing for publishing said amendment and

certifying the same to the next general assembly.

Resolved by the senate and the house of delegates fa majority of the

members elected to each house agreeing thereto). That the following amend¬
ment to the Constitution of Virginia b-\ and the same i< hereby. piro|»osv<t
and referred to the general assembly to he chosen at the next general election

of senators and members of the house of delegates, for its concurrence, in

conformity to the provisions of section one hundred and ninety-six of artioe

fifteen of said Constitution, namely: *

Strike out from the Constitution of Virginia section one hundred ana

seventeen, which is in the words and figures following, to-wit:
Section 117. General laws for the organization and government of ci tios

*nd towns shall be enactcd by the genera! assembly, and no special net sin l

be passed in relation thereto, except in the manner provided in .article four

of this Constitution, and then only by a recorded vote of two-thirds of tho

members elected to each house: and except also in the case of cities having

more than fifty thousand inhabitants, as hereinafter provided. Hut each of

the eiti"« and towns of the State having at the time of the adoption of this

amendment a municipal charter may retain the same, except so far as it

shall be repealed or amended bv the general assembly: provided, tint every

such charter is hereby amended so as to conform to all the provisions,
restrictions, limitations and powers set forth in this article, or otherwise

provided in this Constitution.
Notwithstanding, however, anything in this article contained the general

assembly tnav. by general hw or by special act (passed as prescribed in

article four of this Constitution), depart in any respect (except as otherwise
in this section expressly provided) from the form of organization ami gov-

ernment prescribed by this article for cities and towns, and may provide,
from time to time, for the .various cities and towns of the Commonwealth
sii'-h -form -or forms of municipal government as the general mbly may

deem best: but no form or forms of government atithorfc-.ed by the second

paragraph of this section shall become operative except as to such c i t i- - or

towns as may thereafter adopt the same by a majority vote ,.f its qualified
electors at an election to be held as may he prescribed therefor by law. All

the limitations on the powers of the councils of cities and towns imposed by
this article shall apply in like manner to the principal legislative authority
under any form of government whi-h may he authorized hereunder. The

term "council" as used in sections one hundred and twentv-flve anrt °ne

hundred and twenty-seven of this Constitution shall be construed to include
the body whiqjh. under any form of municipal government, .shall bo vested
with the principal legislative authority of such municipalitv.

The general assembly, for the purpose of this article, may classify cities

According to their population, hut the maximum population* proscribed' for

nny class shall exceed the minimum population for-the same class by at

least ten thousand. The general assembly. at the request, made in manner

which may he prescribed~hy law. of nr.;- c?ty having a population of over fifty

thousand inhabitants, may grant a special form of government for such city.
Any laws or charters enacted pursuant to the provisions of this section

shall be subiec* to the provisions of this Constitution relating exoresslv to

judges and clerks of courts, attorneys for the Commonwealth, commissioners
of revenue, city treasurer and city sergeants.

And insert in lieu thereof the following:
Sec. 117. (a) Generai Ip.ws for the organization and government of

cities and towns shall be enacted bv the general assembly, and no special
act shall be passed in relation thereto, except in the manner rirovlded In
article four of this Constitution, and then only by a recorded vote of two-

thirds of the members elected to each house. But each of the cities ar.d towns

of the State having at the time cf the adoption of this Constitution a

municipal charter may retain the same, except so far as it shall be repealed
or amended by the general assembly : provided, that every such charter is
hereby amended to conform tn all thf- provisions, restrictions, limitations and
powers set forth in this article, or otherwise provided tn this Constitution,

formity with the provisions of section one hundred and ninety-six, of article
fifteen of said Constitution, nalnely:

Strike out from the Constitution of Virginia section one hundred and
thirty-three of article nine, which is in the following words:

Section 133. Each magisterial district shall constitute a separate school
district, unless otherwise provided by law. in each school district there
shall be three trusted selected, in the manner and for the term of office
prescribed by law.

And insert in lieu thereof the following:
Section 133. Kach magisterial district shall constitute a separate school

district, unless otherwise provided by law. In each school district there
shall be not more than three trusters selected, in the manner and for the
term of office prescribed by law.

Men and women may serve as school trustees in said districts, and in
cities and in towns forming separate s.-huol districts.

Section 184. No debt shall be contracted by the State except to meet
casual deficits in the revenue, to redeem a previous liability of the State,
to suppress insurrection, repel invasion, or defend the State in time of war.
No scrip, certificate, or other evidence of State indebtedness, shall bo issued,
except for the. transfer or redemption of stock previously issued, or for such
debts as are expressly authorized in this Constitution.
And insert in lieu thereof the following:

Section 181. No debt shall be contracted by the State oxept to con¬

struct, or reconstruct, public roads, to meet casual deficits in the revenue,
to redeem a previous liability of the State, to suppress in<urrection^rep/»l
invasion, or defend tho State in time of war. No scrip, certificate, or other
evidence of State indebtedness, shall he issued except for the transfer or

redemption of stock previously issued, or tor such debts as are expressly
authorized in this Constitution.

on propertv. not to exceed in the aggregate live mills on the dollar in any

one year, to be apportioned and exoetided by the local school authorities
of said countjes^cities, town- and districts ,in establishing and maintaining
such schools as in their judgment the public w'eliare may require; provided,
that such primary schools as may be established in any school year, shall
be maintained at least four months of that school year, before any part
of the fund assessed and collected may he devoted to the establishment of
schools of higher grade.
