taie, if a bill which will be presented
to the General Assembly in January,
and which has been drawn by the
Renters' and Consumers' League is,
passed by the legislators.

Limitation of the percentage of

profits in rent, based on the actual
assessed value of real estate, would
mean that a higher valuation of Rich-,
mond property would be called for by
owners, according to R. W. Merchant,
vice-president of the organization, and
one of-tho sponsors for the proposed
bill. \
An at-tack through legislative action

on the rent situation has been con¬

templated for some time by the Rent¬
ers' and Consumers' League, accord¬
ing to officials of the organization.
Although defeated in the City Coun¬

cil, the Consumers' League, backed by
the Housewives' League, plans to also

present a measure to the Legislature
calling for the standardization of the
loaf of bread as sold by bakers and

calling for the wrapping of all bread
sold. It is also known that Benj.
L. Purcell, State Dairy and Food Com¬
missioner, is having drafted a bill
which would regulate the loaf of
bread to three or four standard sizes.
