article written by Health Officer!
Foulks, in which he stated that filth
bred 3 flies.
The writer would like to ask what j

has been done by his department to!
stamp out this pest, as we have long;
since discovered that action rather j
than words is necessary. I

Particularly we would call his at-
tention to the Northwestern section j
of this city, where the water is lyini
in the guters in this section, and is !
green with filth and vermine which
he says breeds-flys. We might call his |
attention to the fact that this is the
city's duty fully as well as the peo-
pies.
The residents of this citv will be

very glact to take their share of this j
burden if they car: be sure of any co-

operation from the health department.;
The streets, alleys and sidewaiks of j

this town are not in any condition to |
be proud of. especially we would re-'
commend that the health officer look !
into seme of the back alleys in the
above section, where he can see the
reason for disease and flies. To my j
knowledge nothing is being done about;
these things up to the present writ- j
ing.

Although the newspaper is a very
good medium, a perscnel talk with
the people would be received with
much more gratifying results and re-'
suits are what the people are looking j
for.
The health officer say, "If there was j

no f.lth about there would be no flies,
It can thus readily be seen that;
the fly question is entirely in our own j
hands.", we take it for granted that
"our own hands" includes his hands,
though we must say that if the officer j
ever had the solution in his hands he
must have opened them and let it

drop.
The manure and garbage piles, of i

which he speaks not only lie around \
on personal property., but also on

public thoroughfares as well, we

have got to get .these.
