LUTHERAN ACTIVITIES
Mr. H. E. Pugh, Richmond, Virginia,

statistician for the Virginia Svno<5
and an active member of Saint Paul's
Lutheran Church of which Dr. J. J.
Soherer is pastor, has been appoiir ed
State Chairman for the campaign for
$1,250,000, to be conducted by the Na¬
tional Lutheran Council the last two
weeks i n October. Mr. Pugh was

chosen because of his wide acquaint¬
ance throughout the Synod and his
deep interest in the work of European
Relief and Reconstruction which the
National Council is doing. The Na¬
tional Council was organized in 1918
by a number of the leading Lutheran
bodies of America, to assist the dis¬
tressed Churches of Europe in their
work of rehabilitation. Of the 65,000,-
000 Lutherans in Europe, over 59,-
000,000 have been seriously affected
by the war. Dr. John A. Morehead,
well known in Virginia as president
of Roanoke College, Virginia, for a

number of years, has been the Coun¬
cil's European Commissioner and has
directed, through local committees,
the distribution of clothing and the
administration of funds in sixteen
countries of Europe.

Ne\v»y opened Russia presents the
most ditlicult problem the Council has
The latest cabiegram from Dr. More-
beud confirms the fear that though
emergency belief is being rushed to
?he interior by this and other agencies
literally tens of thousands are dying
of starvation, sickness and exposure,

t

before they can be reached. First at¬
tention is' being given to forwarding
food, clothing, and medical supplies,
into the large Lutheran sections. Then
the other regular activities of the
Council's five million dollar,, the/e
year European program will follow.
These comprise rebuilding of church
houses, hospitals, orphanages and hos¬
pices, financial aid to students ami
teachers, and assisting church papers
and publications. During the war a

number of Foreign Missions estab¬
lished in India, China and Africa by
societies in Central European coun¬

tries became greatly distressed foi
lack of funds and workers. The Luth-
on.ns of America, through the Na¬
tional Council, came to their rescue

and will suppbrt them until the ori¬
ginal societies can again take charge.
Last year the Council collected a

fund of $1,800,000 for European Re¬
lief. Owing to the easing of condi¬
tions in several of the countries, and
the rate of exchange, it is estimated
that $1,250,000 will effectively main¬
tain the program of relief in Europe
for another year.
The Lutheran Bureau, a depart¬

ment of the National Lutheran Coun¬
cil that has charge of the national
publicity and general development, ii
managing the World Service Cam¬
paign, directed by Rev. Howard R.
Gold, at the Council headquarters, 437
Fifth Avenue, New York City. From
October 15th to 30th, the invitation
will be given in Lutheran Churches
throughout the United States to make
worthy gifts that shaM restore and
save whole provinces of their fel
believers and their neighbors.

70 RENDERED
HOMELESS

fllcGrath. Minn., -Sept. 7..More
than 70 -tfugees frcm the vicinity of
Solana and1 White Pine, inclurlin^r
those who at noon today were made
homeless when the village of Wliite
Pint? was wiped out by fife, are being
cared for the night bv the National
Guard contingents stationed at this
place.
Many cf the refugee? are penniless

and are at a lo-s where to seek finan
cial aid v.uh which tj move to other
place?. All the buildings in White
Pine were destroyed except one dwel
iing, sev.ral shacks and the school-

house. Adjt. Gen. W. F. Rhinow
said he was cf the opinion that the
fire was of incendiary origin. With
the fire swept area surrounding the
village and the wind blowing in an

opposite direction, from that in which
the forest fires are burning, it was
impossib.e, dn 1ms opinion, for the fire
to have started by sparks from the
forest fire area, as first reported.
The f're which todav caused evac¬

uation of Solana and Arthydea, a vil¬
lage numbering- about 12 families,
was checked iate last night, when the
wind died down and gave the fire
fighters an opportunity to lay an-
other br-ak. The general situation
was considerably improved last
night, but a serious situation remains
at Solana, where it is feared spread1
of fire would mean the trapping of
about 20 families and the destruction
of the village a-.id more than 13 miles
of tamarac and balsam timber.
