Airs, G, is the
mother of five children, and Mrs, R, of
three or four, A son of the latter is mar-
ried to n dnughter of the former, aud re-

Tienm e scen entering the liouse of Mrs,
Gerber, by some neighbors, Nothing fur-
ther was hieard or geen of them until one
o'clack, when Mrs. Ream, the danghter of
Mre. Gerber mmorried 10 the son of the
murdered woman, went to the house ef her
mothor, where she diseovered both mother
and mother-in law lyibg upon the floor
with their thiroats eut from earto car, their
skulls smasled and crushed in u horrible
manuer, Bhe immedistely gavo the alurm,
aud the neighbors were =oon wronsed.—
The sight presented to them was truly swe
ful; the whole upper end of the floor was
ane pool of blood, which hes run around
tho bodies of the muordored woinen and
glued thom to the flovy,  Their hair was
mwatted and hung to their countenances,
while dark clots of blaad covered their fea-
tures.  ‘Tlie doop and ghastly wounds in

| their throats were opened, and revesled

the seversl portiops of the neck, as far
buck s the spioe.

Both were bruised and battered sbout
tho head in o terrible mavner ; their skulls
being erushed in numerous pluces.  Where
tho skin hiad been severed, smuil streams
of blood had issued, and gloed the huir to
the floor, Their cloths were all in disor-
der, leaving portions of their persons ex-
posed. Tbis supposed that the wmurdors
wust have knoeked the women down with
their clubs; one of them in falling struck
the door by tho side of the stairs which
destends luto the kitehien 5 here was found
large pools of blood, while along the side
it could bo seen by the murks that & per-
son had fallon against the door. From
the kitchen, they must have been dragged
into the small slcoping room, where their
