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Copper Coins Melted Up.

Nearly ten thousand bags or about
two hundred and fifty tons of copper
coins have been brought from India.
These coins are shipped asscrap cop-
per and are worth more at present
price of copper than their coin value.
The Brass Foundry Company, of New
Haven, Conn., received five tons of
this supply, and they have favored
us with some interesting samples of
the coins they are melting.  The cop-
per is worth 19 cents a pound in this
country but for 19 centsin American
silver several pounds of copper coins
can be obtained in Bombay or Cal-
cutta.  Of course, the coins are in
common use there, but are so bulky
that the natives are glad to dispose
of them for silver and gold. The
coins are bigger than a quarter of a
dollar and are much thicker than
any of our copper coins. They very
miuch resemble the old American cop-
per cent.

nutive goveroment in the early part
of tha present century, when the
price of copper was very low.
