BAUGHMAN'S

T. W. Harrison
is now judge of the Twelth Judicial
circuit, and the case is interesting,
especially to lawyers, es deciding for
the first time the «-uestiou as to
whether or not a jwdge*,mav sue or be
sued in his own circuit. Briefly the
hist«iry of th*- oa**t is as follows: John
[a Wissler, the «h-feudatit, wss a sub
scriber to £5,000 of the stock of the
Equity Improvement Company of
\\ îocbester, Va., a "boom" compativ,
start»»«! in 1SKÍC He with other*», be-
oattie dissatisfied with his invest¬
ment, th«- chief ground of complaint
being that Judge Handler, of Scrau-
tou. l'a., who was president of the
compauv. had taken stock amouutiug

£60,000 uot t«> be paid for in
money, but in property in Scratit«»u
estimate«! by him, which estltnatt
was accepted by the compauy, to b<
worth $431,000, and that he had re

,000 in stock of the com

pany and a deed of trust for $155,
for this property: when upon in

vestigation by tbe other stockholder
it was decided that the whole prop
erty was not worth over $100,00f
The defendant, together with otbe
stockholders, among them a numbe
of Baitimoreans, formed a syndicat
and employed the plaintiffs in thi
case to defend their interests, enter

ing into contracts to pay in cash
per cent., and upon being release«
from their obligations S per cent, ad
ditional, in all 10 per cent., of tb
par valus of ths stock held by eacl
In 1899 after considerable litigatioi
the Equity Company decided to cea«

business and to relssse sll stocli
holders, among them the defcndarj
to this action, and shortly thereaft«
the plaintiffs demanded of Wissler
settlement under his contract.
