Atlantic to Quebec.

On the voyage Murray kept David-
f0n under close observation, although
sllowlng him considerably wmore free-
dom than Froest allowed Balfour.
When, however, he had got safely as
far as London he was both mortified
aud astonlshed at the lkelihood of his
baving had all his trouble for nothing.
