One ol'tho leaders arose, simply 
remarked. " The meeting is now dismissed," 
and then, without a word being' spoken or 
a look ot recognition with one another ex­
changed, the Shakers glided out of the ball, 
the women through one door, and llie men 
through another.

I'oinarknldo Masonic Inciilcnt. 

The first Masonic funeral thai over oc­
curred in California, took place in tho year 
IS lit, and was performed over the body of 
a brother found in tho bay of .San Fran­
cisco. 

An account of the eoremoni.s states that 
on the body ol the deceased was found A 

silver mark of a Mason, up,MI which 
were engraved tlio initals of his name. A 
little further investigation revealed to 
tho beholder, the most singular exhibi­
tion of Masonic emblems that was ever 
drawn by the higenuily of man upon the 
human skin. 

There is nothing ill tho history of tradi­
tions of FrecoiAspury equal to it. beauti­
fully de.lted on his left arm, in red and blue 
ink, which time could not efface, appeared 
all the emblems oftlio entered apprentice­
ship. There were the Iloly l>ible, the 
square and compass, the twenty-lour inch 
guago aud common gavel. There were 
also the Masonic pavement/ representing 
also the ground-floor of King Solomon's 
Temple tho indented tessel, which sur­
rounds it, aud the blazing star in the cen­
ter. 

On his right Arm, and artistically exe­
cuted iu the same indelible liquid, were 
the emblems pertaining to the fellow craft 
degree, viz: the squate the level And tho 
plumb. There wen- also the five orders of 
architecture—the tusean, doric, ionic, Cor­
inthian jind composite. 

In amoving the garments from his body, 
the trowel }Vo'sotitrd ifself, "with all the 
other tools ot operative Masonry. Over his 
heart was the pot of incense. 

Oil the other parts of lijs body were the 
bee-hive, tho " Hook of Constitutions," 
guarded by the Tyler's sword, the sword 
pointing to a naked heart; tho All-seeing 
eye, the anchor aud ark, tho hour-glass, the 
scythe, tho l'orty-seventh problem of Eu-
elid, the sun, moon, stars and comets, tho 
three slops emblematical of youth, man­
hood and age. 

Admirably executed was tho weeping vir­
gin, reclining- on A broken column, upon 
which lay tho "Hook of Constitutions," In 
her left?hand* slio- heM" the? rrofr bi' incense, 
tho Masonic emblem of immort ility of the 
soul. 

Immediately beneath her stood winged 
Tims, wifli his" scythe by his side, which 
cuts th'e brittle thread of life, and the hofffc 
glass p.t his feet, which is ever reminding 
us that our live s are withering away. Tho 
withered and attenuated lingers oftlio De­
stroyer were placed amid tho long and 
gracefully flowing ringlets of the disconso­
late mourner. 

Thus were the striking emblems of mor­
tality beautifully blended in one pictorial 
representation. It was a spectacle such as 
Masons never saw before, and in all proba­
bility such as tho fraternity will novel" wit­
ness again. Tho brother's name was never 
known. — Culorwlo ChkfUun

An Llcplinut Inspects a Bridge. 

The Montreal Star says tho well known 
sagacity of tlio elephant had a somewhat 
remarkable exemplification, at St. John, in 
tho Province of Quebec, on Saturday 
morning last, in which the immense Cey­
lon elephant, belonging to Campbeh's 
Menagerie and Circus, which was to exhibit 
iu Montreal, was tho hero. Wo will pre­
mise our statement with tho fact that, A few 
weeks since, while traveling from Water-
lmry to Noi'thiteld, in the state of Vermont, 
this elephant in crossing a bridge, over a 
crock, crushed the lloor with his enormous 
weight, And fell pArtly through, his fore-
quarters only remaining on the bridge. By 
this Accident ho WAS lAmed for several days, 
bnt not sufficiently to prevent him from 
traveling. When he was brought to the 
Long Bridge, over the lliehelieu River, at 
St. Johns, ho evidently retained a vivid re­
collection of this mishap,and neither coax­
ing, threats, persuasion, nor force, could 
induce him to budgo an inch on tho, to 
him, perilous structure. Nor does it Ap-
pcAi" tlmt his Apprehensions were unfound­
ed—for the proprietors of tho bridge no­
tified the lnenAgerio managers that they 
were dubious of tho capacity of tho 
structure to uphold tho weight 
of tho elephant, and if they crossed him 
they must do so at their own risk. Tlio 
morning was rather chilly, and AS they did 
not wish to risk his health by swimming, 
they concluded to make tho venture. The 
band chariot and an enormous den of per­
forming lions wero started on ahead of 
him, iu order to give him confidence, and 
when ho saw that they wero safely over, 
ho WAS induced to follow, which 
ho did very Blowly, testing eAch 
plank and timber with his lore feet 
aud trunk as ho progressed. Whenever ho 
discovered any of tho timbers to bo defec­
tive ho would cross over the divison to tho 
opposito roadway, aud would so progress 
until ho caino to another doubtful place, 
when ho would cross back again. lie 
worked along in this way until he had 
come moro than half way over, when lie 
became sn?;picious that neither road was 
safe, and started rapidly back, driving back 
a long den of cages that wero follow­
ing, and clearing the bridge for the space 
of ten or moro rods. At this juncture a 
flock of sheep CAmo running past him. And 
ho vented his spleen l>y picking them up 
one by one with iiis trunk turn throwing 
them into the river until he had disposed 
of seven in this way. 31^ was finally in­
duced to go on, and after having been 
more than two hours in crossing, ar­
rived safely over. The scene was witnessed 
by over two thousand people, and the ut­
most excitement prevailed.

The mem­
bers eif the club arc, ill ncc .i dance wilh the 
constitution, elected to their position once 
every year by subordinate clnl.s, facetiously

Europe.!ii Harvests—lisliiiiido of Ihe

Another brilliant week has fiiilli. r re­
deemed the present Summer from the bad 
character it commenced with, nmi, so far 
as wheat is concerned, it could not have 
been belter, the occasional coolness exper­
ienced preventing too liasfy a maturity of 
the grain, aud, contrary to all expectations, 
we can announce that wo aro on the eve of 
haivest. Samples of ripe grain have been 
exhibited at market from the neighborhood 
of London of full average quality, though 
rather short. Others, however, have ap­
peared thoroughly blighted Irom Essex, 
where, we hear, there is much of foot-rot, 
occasioned by the exessive wet chills on a 
forward growth; others much blighted 
have been exhibited from the Ecus. The 
well-drained loams will therefore, as usual, 
carry tho day, and the excessively heavy 
as well as the light lands are to go short.— 
Hungary has about finished with a good 
quality, but doubtful yield, as have Italy, 
the south of France and Spain; but there 
aro yet complaints of backwardness and 
some rough weather in the north of Eu­
rope, while nearly tiie whole has yet to be 
gathered before wo know what is Our gen­
eral slock of food. Prices as yet have 
stood remarkably well for the unexpected 
lint ners of the weather; but (here has-been 
a decline generally of Is. in this country, 
and about the same in Franco and Belgi­
um. Tho biirley and peas are said to be 
suffering from want ol rain, as well as 
oats, potatoes, and many esculents; bnt 
there seems many indications that this is 
not far oft', and our only hope is that it 
will be smart and transient, lest the main 
crop should suffer, Ol'tho course ol'tho 
crops in Europe we do not hear univer­
sally favorable reports; and though we 
would hope for the best, no great if any 
surplus is to bo reckoned on.

I never knew the power of my Saviour 
until then ; and, although death is to be 
passed upon an innocent woman, Lord, re-
ceivo my spirit; and although I ani fouud, 
guilty by an earthly judge aud jury—(there 
she raised her voice defiantly)—my Great 
Judge and Jury who are in lleAven, they 
will receive me to their home. (Sensation.) 
I am iunocent in the sight of my God, and 
I fear not what man can do unto me.— 
What, eveu though you should put me to 
death to-morrow, I would receive it cheer­
fully, my God, as it has come from Thee; 
for now I am left -alone; my home 
is gone; my friends are far; I have but one, 
anil that is Ho (pointing upward.) Lord, 
do not leave me in this terrible hour. 
Lord, prepare mc to moot this trial. Thou 
knowest I am innocent. Murder! I loved 
my husband. God, thou knowest I loved 
him. Yes, and he loved me. Call his 
friends; call those that were with him 
when he died. What is tho reason that 
this has been brought against me, O God ?" 
The prisoner hero made A rambling state­
ment about her husband's mother liaviuy 
accused her of poisoning her husband bo-
eausu she had not got some money that be­
longed lo him.

A Celestial Giant.

The counting-room of the Tribune was 
visited yesterday morning by an Asiatic 
g.-ullcman of such remarkable altitude that 
all tiie loungers in Printing House Square 
crowded in or clustered around the doors 
in uopw; of catching a glimpse of his giant-
ship. This extraordinary individual hails 
from Foo-Choo, in China, aud rejoices in tho 
Irysyllablo appellation of Chang-Woo-Gow. 
He has been exhibited in Europe during the 
past four years, and was very handsomely 
entertained by Queen Victoria and the 
Emperor Napoleon, and has been tho re­
cipient of many valuable presents. IIo ar­
rived in New Vork on Thursday ol' last 
week, in the steamship Denmark, from Liv­
erpool, accompanied by his manager, Mr. 
Carlelt, of Norwich England, aud his wife, 
Kingf'oo, a lady of ordinary stature and 
very pleasing presence. Chang is '22 years 
old, and about eight feet six inches iu 
height, and his lather he says was even 
taller than himself. He speaks both French 
and English fluently, a d lias a decidedly 
intelligent eountor.r.m.: Iiis face is per­
fectly smooth, anil his phisiognoiny betrays 
his nationality. lie w;is attired yes­
terday, in an ordiiiAry summer suit 
of gray, and sported a stylish black 
lull' but wnen on exhibition both 
lie and his wife wear Chinese 
costume, and display a stock of Asiatic cu­
riosities, concerning which they give much 
interesting information. Chang's weight, 
: lth< u ;h lie is slenderly rather than stoutly 
buiil, is It",1! pounds, and has caused many 
amusing accidents. At one-time he was 
liiling in a London cab, with a Tartar 
dwarf about two-leet high, when the bot­
tom tanldt-nly gave way beneath Chang's 
led, precipitating the unlucky dwarf into 
the niud ol'Parliament p,fleet: and on an­
other similar occasion the giant himself 
was deposited on the ground, and ubligtd 
to run for soino distance through an ex­
cited aud admiring crowd, ('hang and his 
wife have been engaged by the manager of 
Wood's Museum, and wiil soon be on exhi­
bition (here.

Th- tunnel through tin: Ih.oa'pe Mounl-
laiii, in Massachusetts is now more than a 
mile in length, aud after numerous delays 
and litigations tho work is again making 
good progress. A correspondc.nl of tho 
Rochester (N. Y.) Union writes an inter­
esting account of a trip through tho tunnel 
in the last week of July. He says: 

"before entering the mountain we ex­
amined the work's at the river's side by 
which the tunnel is making its way toward 
North Adams. We found, in a building' 
called the 'Compressor House,' four im­
mense air condensing, machines, each work­
ing four cylinders, by which air is 
di i \ en through a pipe more. than 
a mile into tho tunnel. and there 
made to .do the work of steam 
iu drilling the roelcat the 'heading,' as the 
remote end of the tunnel is called. Such a 
wheezing, puffing and groaning you never 
heard air make. And no wonder. It was 
obliged to bo crowded into an immense 
number of atmospheres, and made to travel 
5,7(10 feet through an eight-inch pipe, and 
jerk and twist a steel drill into a vein ol 
quartz rock almost as hard as adamant. . It 
labored very severely to do this work, so 
when we get our short trunk line from 
Bochesti-r to Boston we cannot be too 
grateful to the vigorous air which gives us 
thoiloosac tunuel. We must also thank 
Dedfield rhcr, which is all used up in 
working tho compressors. More thor­
oughly is it absorbed by the canal from 
the dam above tho tunnel than is tlio Gen­
esee river ol'teu absorbed by our ilochester 
mills in midsummer 

" Having seen the instruments which are 
boring' the mountain and are hastening the 
cessation of the stage ride you enjoyed so 
much, wo returned to the opening "of the 
tunnel over the immense pile of work call­
ed 'the dump,' a stone hill several hundred 
feet long and sixty high, the debris of the 
blasting in the mountain. The train was 
about to start for tho 'heading,' The 
'train' consisted of three cars, each about 
two feet high, trucks and carriages, six 
feet by four in horizontal shape, drawn by 
a weary-looking white mule named 'Janu­
ary' (from his snowy appearance we sup­
pose), who was superintended by a most 
active and dirty small boy. The third 
'gang' was then on its way to relieve the 
second. They were our fellow-passengers. 
Off wo started with a jerk by 'January' and 
a yell by the 'small boy,'and like a leAp 
Irom the tropics to tho arctics, from day to 
night, from sunshine into a cascade, we 
darted into the coldness, blackness And 
drippings of the Iloosac tunnel. 

"The sudden cliAiige from a temperature 
ot HO ° to that of 52 °, which is the un­
varying temperature of the tunnel tho year 
round, was at first very disagreeable. The 
The constant percolation of water through 
the shallow rock nt the entrance was a dis-
incliautiug surprise. The darkness was 

expected. Our lantern did us good service, 
however, and very soon tho temperature 
became pleasant; and as the rock got thicker 
tho water ceAsed dripping. Then the weird 
experience of AU underground journey com­
menced. On we went into total darkness. 
The hollow, rumbling sound of the eai s in­
tensified tho Activity of the whole nervous 
organizations of us novices. ImAgimition 
worked hugely And fearfully. On for eight­
een hundred feet through a hole twenty-
four feet by arched twenty feet we went, 
when, like stars throngh a dim mist, some 
lights appeared in our front, and our small 
boy kept up an unearthly yelling, which he 
Afterwards called 'the whistle of his engine.' 
In some dim and seemingly ugly and un­
natural way, we rolled pasta 'galiery' hold­
ing workmen, who, I afterwards understood, 
are the 'finishers' of tho tunnel, on into the 
darkness again, our mule looking like a 
ghost, and we feeling like denizens of An­
other and very strange world. 

"Every influence seemed to conspire to 
produce terror And excessive nnearthiness 
thenceforth. From the first 'gallery' lor 
one thousand two Hundred feet the tunnel 
is not quite finished, and the projecting 
rocks sixteen or eighteen feet Above us 
glided, through llie gloom And our lantern 
light, in a way no one CAn imagine who has 
not seen them. Dusky aud fearful, they 
seemed to move toward us, threatening us 
with injur}'. But. about three thousAnd 
feet from the entrance our journey chAnged 
into something we Are glad now to have ex­
perienced, but which we do not at all care 
to oxporience again. Tho second 'gallery 
was passed. The shape of the tunnel 
changed. The roof came down ten or 
twelve leet.- And we were going on at full 
speed with tho jugged rock roofing us only 
about four feet above, and sometimes not 
so far off as that. 

"l-'or nearly 2,700 feet we thus journey­
ed, stooping down to the bottom of the 
car, and feeling almost a sense of sufi'ocA-
tion. I assure you your journey, 1,500 feet 
overhead, just then, WAS A thousand-fold 
more pleasant to yon than was ours to ns. 
Wo would have exchanged places with you 
no one can tell how gladly. It may bo very 
well for professionals to go into the moun­
tains in our way, but it is terrible for those 
who have never done such a thing before. 
Our mule, sin All though he was, crouched 

. as he ran, and we each moment bent lower 
in fear of the rocks, which seemed to be 
ready to sweep us off tho cars. At last we 
sloppod about three hundred feet from the 
'heading,' in the midst of some thirty or 
more dingy-looking operatives, each of 
whom held a caudlo in his hand or had it 
attached somewhere to his body. 

"We got off tho cars, trembling with the 
excitement of the journey, and though we 
had been prepared tor it, there was a flash 
of light, And down we almost fell to the 
rocky floor. Tho tunnel blasts liAd been 
fired. Our. CAI'S were stuuncd AS by the 
explosion of a battery of sixty-four pound­
ers ten-fold intensified, and the stricken 
air rushed by us as the gust of a tempest, 
while off through the mountain reverbe­
rated the sound like oft-repeated thunder. 
Our party bore it well. A few days before 
our visit some ladies fainted at the shock. 
The blast was repeated. Forty drillings 
wero exploded. Wo then went forward to 
the 'heading.' About two hundred feet 
from it were the drilling mAchines, aud in 
front of them two heavy gAtes, placed 
partly across tho tunnel to prevent rocks 
from being thrown too far toward tho 
workmen. Near the gates was the galvanic 
battery used for firing the blasts which are 
exploded six times a day. About one 
hundred feet Irom tho 'heading' was a rock 
several hundred pounds in weight. It li.id 
been thrown so far Irom the blAst. We 
clambered over the ruins five thousand 
seven hundred l'ect from the tunnel's en­
trance, And pulled out some of the quartz 
through which the drills Are now making 
slow progress, and hurried to the cars. 

"Wc got back to open air as soon as pos­
sible, concluding we would much rather 
follow you over the mountAin thAn try to 
get Any further through it. Our way out 
WAS beset with perils, not the leasd of which 
were two nitro-glycerinc explosions at the 
first 'gallery,' which blocked our road so 
that we were obliged to climb over tho de­
bris and walk the rest of tho way to Ilia 
outer air. As wc emerged into daylight, 
dirty and nervous, the heat WAS oppressive 
And dispiriting; but wo were grateful for 
our deliverance, And glAd we b.-ul bAd a 
safe'adventure,'which was an adventure 
iudeed. 

. "In about four years tho way will be 
made through the mountain, and not till 
tin n can one go under it as well as over it. 
Talcosc slate is hard to penetrate, especial­
ly when there is so much quartz anil spar 
injected through it as there is at Hoosac. 
There are two hundred and fifty men east 
find west of the mountain, working toward 
each other night and day. The central 
shaft, which you saw on top of the moun­
tain, is to be 1,030 feet deep, and the 
workers are down now about 700 feet. 
Next spring the central slwift will bo finish­
ed to the grade, and in it the tunnelling 
will go off west aud east also. Now about 
twelve feet A day is made; then about 
thirty feet a day will be accomplished. In 
one year less tlmn the contracted time the 
whole work will bo finished, and the 
Springfield road east will not compare lor 
beauty or speed wilh the Iloosac tunnel 
route. 

"By faith eveu mountains can be remov­
ed and east into tho depths."

ModeiaterDri liking. 
The Star, the organ of the temperance 

societies in New York, states that there 
never was a time when young men and mid-
dle-Aged men drank as at present, and al­
ludes to au account published some time 
since in its columns of several brilliant 
journalists who have lately died victims of 
intemperance. We must admit that the 
Star is fearfully correct in its statements, 
and strong in its appeals for some move­
ment looking toward a general reform of 
our present drinking usages. It makes a 
few practical suggestions, whicn, as they 
arc all good, we both copy and approve. It 
says: 

The press and the pulpit have in their 
power to change all this. Why don't they 
doit? The press can create a moral tone 
in the community, if it will, And surely the 
press has suffered sufficiently from the 
cause to feel enlisted in the matter. The 
pulpit, which iu olden times made tem­
perance, if not a hobby, at least A regular 
theme, is, with very few exceptions, 
literally silent on the subject, And A gen­
eral tone of lAxily prevails About the mat­
ter, which is as wicked as it is foolish. 

Let us add Another suggestion. It is that 
onr most eminent physicians give the re-
suit of their own nersonal observation ot 
the effects of moderate drinking on then-
own pAticnts during the past year. No 
names need be ;;iv.n, and no facts need be 
stated which nm;Iit identify the cases de­
scribed. The testimony of Doctors Roch­
ester, Miner, and others of like standing, 
would be Accepted as conclusive eviden. .-, 
without these personal and irrelevant de 
tails. 

Let us know how wine aud spirits are 
affecting highly respectable men who were 
never drank in tlicir lives; how this young 
man, with a brilliant intellect and a spot­
less name, is gradually losing his better 
powers through "moderate" indulgence, • 
how another man of middle age has nar­
rowly missed death's door through "mod­
erate" and privAto potations; how fashiona­
ble women have, by moderate indulgence, 
implanted in their offspring that ineradica­
ble thirst for stimulants; how, on nil Miles 
and iu quarteis Joist suspected, strong 
drink is steadily doing its devil's work and 
leaving souls in ruin, while the exterior is 
all respectable and indicative of strength 
and health. 

From repeated conversations with such 
men as we have alluded to, we arc satisli- d 
that they could jointly prepare an exhibit 
of tho actual ravages of this evil ill (I.e. 
highest circle of our society, which would 
thrill the community with a wholesome 
horror, and make every intelligent man 
pAUse before again giving countenance to a 
vice so destructive as at present, and no­
where more destructive than among those 
who openly oii'i-inl against the standards oi 
public propriety.

which our physicians without any breach 
ot professional honor- can disclose. 

Bt 'TTF.n MAKING.A "farmer's wife ' in 
the Western Rural says: Washing butter, 
in my opinion, destroys that rich flavor 
thill good bnder should have; and I find 
that Ihe particles of water left in it will 
turn sour and rancid quicker than the mill: 
will if uo Wider is used. The greatest dif­
ficulty in making sweet butter is in k.-epieg 
Ihe cream too Jong, in order to get a "b:'g 
churning." I have been repeatedly aslo-.f 
what made my butter taste so rich and 
sweet. I answer, 'I ski in my milk at it 
proper time, churn olf " and never wash 
my butter, but work it twice aud some 
limes three times before packing it away. 
I have been making butler tor my own 
family for twenty-live years, and have 
found this way preferablo to any other. 

—-Mexican advices say the Indians of the 
state of Chiapas, on the frontier of Guate­
mala, have revolted, and are committing 
serious depredations. At Channla and sev­
eral other largo towns they raised the 
standard ot insurrection and murdered tho 
curate and residents. About 10,000 of 
them niArchcd on San Cristobalt, but were 
defeated by the govei nnient.
