Old Versus New Settlers.

For some time, perhaps years past
we have noticed a disposition on the
part of a few persons to create and con-
tinue an open hostility between the old
and new settlers of this place and vicin-
ity. We regard thisas wrong in every
sense of the word, and hizhly injurious
to the interests of the connmunity.  We
are aware that the principle of squatter
sovereignty has been reeognised to some
extent in the West, an'l that those who
may happen to piteh their tent first en
a certain spat of earth are by many sup-
posed to be invested with certain rights
and privileges which those who arve un-
fortunate cnough to come later do not
possess.  This idea may be correet so
far as ownershin of soil is eoncerned,
but is entirely erroncous when applied
to civil rights and social privileges —

membership.of which shall depend upan
the length of time a man or woman may
have dwelt in a town or city is as un
principled as it is dangerous. An old
settlers’ society or a new scttlers' socicty
in a place is simply a foclish combina-
tion of repellant forces to drive peo-
ple away as well as a fircbrand to create
local disturbance.  Two-thirds the
improvements of every western town
are made by new comers. This is partie-
ularly truc of Austin. The money to
build up the town has been furnished in
most instances by those who would be
excluded from an “Old Settlers” associ-
ation. But this is not all. After hav-
ing expended their money liberally;
the effect of which is to enhance others
property as much as theirown, and per-
haps more. these recent comers are ap-
proached by the leaders of the ancient
order of squatters, and told that  they
are trespassers but, if, in consideration
ofbeing permitted to remain, they will
yield their individuality and principles,
and become identified with the “clan”
adopt their modes of duving buziness,
and nod aseent to whatever they may
dy it will he “all vight,” otherwise they
will be denied any voice in civil or social
