Tlioy think 
our boatM. intfOMiparably preferably to the 
English, both iu ninkc aud model;'and one 
old Oxford oarsman remarked to a member 
of the crew: 'U. only wish you would die-
card this bofttf, itfftt our men'might use it." 
Tho Aiaev^cau model was universally prais­
ed. "Tho host boat-buildef in the world," 
snid Blaikte, "lives on Long Island, and bis 
name is Elliot." They pursued the same 
eonrset of training to winch they are aecus-
toniod in preparing for raocs on LakeQnin-
sigamond, tisiUg fruit and milk freely, not 
deeming it best to change a diet on which 
one of the crew had jiist prepared him­
self for a raco. They do not think that 
batter time can bo made ou Lake 
Quinsigamond than .011 tho Thames 
but aro conviuced that they were delayed a 
minute or more by the use of u coxswain. 
They also admit that Oxford was delayed 
by a row-boat whieh got in tlieir way. 
Thoy were not pleased with the Oxford 
stroke, and would not wish to conform to 
it. Tho Oxford: men lean forward, pre­
serving a semi-oreet position, however, re­
minding one of "striking au attitudo," as it 
was expressed, dip tho oar well, then bring 
tlio body back with a sudden effort, which 
sooms to raise them almost from thoir seats. 
Mr. Blaikio thinks Harvard started with a 
stroke injudiciously quick, but not nervous. 
They should havo lessoned it so vera! strokes 
to the minute, relying 011 a continual steady 
stroke rathor than any advantage to bo ob­
tained by a gain at the start. 

Tho gentlemen say very little of the 
treatment they received from tho Oxford 
crow, but circumstances indicate that tlieir 
reception might havo been more cordial. 
For tho lirst tivo days after their arrival no 
Oxford man camo near them. Indeed, tho 
crew wore forty miles away, and they re­
mained there. Thou they named-ono of 
four or live days otifWhion they would meet 
them. Only one member of tho Oxf >rd 
crow waft at tho dinner given them in Lon­
don, but this ma excused, as they had 
made arrangements to start immediately 
on a tour through Switzerland It is en­
tirely undoeided, whether therjp will be a' 
return raiee oa this side of tho wator 01- not. 
Two met&bers of thld crew willd>o gradua­
ted next year, aud their places, must be ac­
ceptably filled/if ft challenge' 1$ accepted. 
Darbifihire, the Qxford stroke, expressed a 
desire to conic; but feared tho expenso 
would pibye an obstacle'With his crew, lie 
was assured tfia^ the exp$nso cbnld bo mot 
on this side if necessary. 

Mr. Loring will begin tho study of law 
on Saturday. Mr. SimmVns has gone to 
Dresden, whencehe will go to Yionna. Ho 
intends to study medicine. Mr. Fay will 
ro-entor the Harvard Law 8chool, and 
Messrs. Lyman and Burnhr.m wilt tako 
theft pliers in tho senior blahs. Mr Blaikie, 
toiiiv'dW so mueh WwartWiringing the race 
about, and superintending its business de­
tails, has accepted the oflico of Pardoning 
Clerk, lately hold by a son of Jttdgo Iloar, 
and will go on to Washington, to enter 
upon his duties, in a few days. Tho gen­
tlemen will go' to Boston by the Bristol 
boat this evening.

TIIE MlSTKllY SOLVED. 

Herbert Field '..Murdered—lit* llody 
found. 

From the Uu&Wo extra, isth..' ,4l 

At mldrilghtlaqt night, and after our fog-.' 
ular edition for the we^k hfcd been workod 
off, Sheriff Bocor, iEscjulro Ingram, 
ham, tho prosecuting^attorney, fOid athhrK,'-
were called up with the startling annoTinco-
mont that the body of Herbert Field, the 
missing baukor, had been found just this 
side of Frankfort, twenty-live miios north 
of Manistee, and brought in on the Barber, 
aud was now iu tho warehouse of Messrs. 
Kirkland A Son, all of whioh was found to 
bo true. ' 

Tho horrible fact was established that 
)v>oi Field wan murdered. His body was 
found iu the warehouse just as it was pick-
ad up oil tho boach twenty-five miles away, 
whore tho rapid current of tho lake, which 
was known to have sot norlh with groat 
force 011 tho fatal Sunday and Monday, had 
carried it. 

Three ghastly wounds, made with a 
blunt instrument, told too well the horrid 
manner of his death. Tho body was 
dressed, as last seen, excopt tho coat was 
gouo, and thero was a rono attached to it. 
Tho coroner's inquest will be hold at nine 
o'clock this a. ni., by Justice Ingram, the 
proceedings of which will be laid bofore 
our readers at an early our. 

At an early hour this morning the news 
was broken to Mr. Vanderpool and his wife 
and friends, and affcther thorough search 
was made for tho missing money, but with­
out success. 

A warrant was yesterday issued for Mr. 
Vanderpool by Justice Conover, aud placed 
in the hands of Sheriff Secor, and Mr. Van­
derpool will bo held in safe custody to an­
swer to tho foarful chargo of murder. 

Fellow-citizens, a horrible and terrible 
murder has been committed in our midst. 
So long as there was a possibility of hope 
we had hoped Mr. Field would yet bo found 
alivo. Tho finding of his body settles at 
once and forever the question of his mur­
der. There is yet room for doubt as to the 
perpetrator or perpotrators of this horrible 
crime. As good citizens, it becomes every 
one to wait and investigate, and do every­
thing possible to aid tho authorities in set­
tling this question fairly and justly. The 
investigation should bo calm, but thorough, 
that tho guilty may be brought to punish­
ment, aud that justice may be vindicated. 

LATEB—Wro o'clock p. ni.—The inquest 
was held at 9 a. m. by D. D. Iugmm, Esq., 
at Thurber's Hall. The following jurors 
wore called and sworn ; 

George Shacklcton, Wm. Wallace, H. N. 
Green, W. S. Hunn, John Canfield, G. M. 
Wing, James Morton,Michael Fay, E. Buck­
ley, W. II. llaymond, J. G. Ramsdell and 
It. P. Thurber. 

Tho citizens were admitted to seats, and 
this large hall was packed to its utmost ca­
pacity, leaving only room for tho examina­
tion. Tho body was brought forward, pack­
ed in ico. Drs. E'lis and Shurly were in 
attendance. Rollins Crispin, the man who 
found the body, was first sworn, and testi­
fied that he found the body about 11J a.m., 
Sept. 17th, one and a half miles sou(h of 
Frankfort, on the beach, out of tlie water, 
on tho top of tho sand, but not imbeddod. 
The head was toward the south, and that 
the wind was blowing from the wost; that 
he had beon over tho same gronnd about 
three hours before) didn't then soe the 
body; thero was a hay ropo .or cord, about 
threo feet long, around tho body; nothing 
fastened to tho lopso or long end of the 
rope; both front pockets turned wrong side 
but;''back pockct contained a #20 gold 
piece, and had tho name " Herbert Field" 
written on inside; tliero was a bottle laying 
off about six foot from tho body, and iny 
ffrst thoughts wore that it..was a„drnukon 
man; soon saw that the man'was dead, and 
then called tho coronor; whon we got back 
from Frankfort with the corner and others, 
tliu sand had boon washed up over a part 
-of tho right arm and cheek. 
, At this point the jury exaininod tho body, 
which was bloated and very miich discol­
ored and offensive. Thoro wero three 
wounds in tho head, ono on tho back part 
and one on the top. The ono on the back 
was the only one that appeared deep. This 
was about ono aud one-half inches up and 
down, and ono iuch wido, through the 
skull, and deep. Thore waa a mark on tho 
arm. 

Witness said Dr. Harvey examined tho 
body in tlio proseuceof a coroner's jnry then 
and there called. . Tho $20 gold pioco was 
in an cnvolopo, which had boen addressed 
to the deceased. The gold piece had a holo 
through it. Thoro was a largo gold ring, 
with red jet, on tho finger of one of the 
hands. Tho bottle was a short-necked, 
light glass bottle; was round, and would 
hold about a pint; was empty, but had a 
corkm.it. 

Dr. L. S. Ellis sworn, says, I havo exam-
inod tho body; found a wound on the right 
side of top and back part of head; fracturo 
of w Ji imiilii'il; vttPCffl 
says fracturo was ragged, and wo found 
pieces of skull left on the brain. Tho 
wound on the top of tho head is an inch iu 
width; depression of tho skull here, but no 
protrusion of tho brain; slight flesh wound 
in forehead, of 110 particular importance; 
on the loft arm, in India ink, is the profile 
of a female; also found mark of cord around 
tho body. The wounds are sufficient to 
produce instantaneous deaih. The 
wound on the posterior part 
of tho skull, indicates that it 
was done with the head of a hammer or 
hatchet, the other that it was the same in­
strument, but reaching toward the front so 
as not to ponetrate with full force of instru­
ment. Either wound would probably pro­
duce death, the large one instantaneously, 
tho other not necessarily at once. 

Dr. E. L. Shurly testified in substance 
tho Bame as Dr. Ellis. The examination 
.of other witnesses was continued at some 
length, hut nothing further was developed 
of public interest at this time. 

At tho time of going to press the verdict 
of the jury had not been rendered, but it 
must bo in acoordance with tho above facts, 
and circumstances are such as to strongly 
point to George Vanderpool, the lato part­
ner of the deceased, as the probable mur­
derer, who is now in custody awaiting his 
examination on tho charge of wilful mur­
der. 

The iliMiigof the Waters—A California 
Phenomenon.

Among the curious phenomena of our 

elimate none is BO incredible and so myster­
ious as the rising of the Borings in tho very 
tlfaie when all theory would prove that our 
driest time should M insk setting t in for a 
long continuance. Yet everywhere, .our 
long term of drought from dearth of rain 
has .reached within sixty, daya of its termin­
ation, the springs, instead of growing moro 
dry to the and, begin to grow prematurely 
moist, and water now# without rain whero 
not a drop wau seen a week before ! When 
we read attentively this laW of nature, wo 
shall see a beautiful provision that, saves' 
our trees and shrubbery from tho clestrue-
iivo dessication thatbefalls thpe lierbago o'f 
tho fields to tho vory; roots; In other cli.-
niatentlio counterplay of oloc'tric forces 
draws wator from the upper air to feed tho 
rooted hprb..by downward percolaticni- In 
California this' action is simply reversed. 

There being no water above, electric con­
duction finds play iu drawing it from be­
neath. Thoro is reason to believo that our 
soil has porosity corresponding to the pro­
cess. In no climate are tho waters under 
the earth so abundant Thoy are saved 
from superficial evaporation by the habi­
tude of our streams to sink underground 
and disappear from sight. Evaporation 
does not cease; bnt instead of being dissi­
pated in tho atmosphere direct, it passoe 
through the intervention of the earth, and 
in its passage it moistens all the pores and 
foods the tree roots in its ascent In the 
longest days and the hottest snnshino, evap­
oration takes away the ascending surplus 
from the surfaco so fast that none remains 
to show flow npon the ground. In the lat­
ter days of August, this sun powor and tho 
length of days declino. August is also our 
month for fogS. The grain boaring herb-
ago is dried up or cut (town, atid the jiores 
it kept open aro glazed over and imper­
vious to vapor from beneath. Everything 
conspires to check tho noedloss wiuito of 
wator through the air . And thus it is that 
in our lengthening night time thore romains 
a surplus to givo flow to tho surfaco springs. 
Blessed be Providcnco for this kind pro­
vision, by which, as tho lengthening 
drougths threaten destruction, thoro cornea 
from depths concealod inoroasejof moisture 
bringing to tho earth resurrection of 
lifo and salvation.

Sir .lolin Franklin—The Strange Story 
from California. 

Tho Tribune has tho following: 
•*. The report from San Francisco of the 
discovery on the California coast of a 
rebotd of the Franklin oxpodition supposed 
to hiiTo beon thrown overboard among the 
IfDr.eh"waters of tho Arctic circlo, and after 
twSniy-ono'-yoars to have been cast ashoro 
something like 8,000 miles from tho place 
where it was launched, is full of a melan­
choly interest, though thore is littlo proha-
hiiity.lhat tho document, oven authentic, , 
will add much to what we already know 
of tho last days of IJninkliu's gallant band. 
In all likelihood tho rccojil is merely a 
duplicate of tho' one which McClintock 
discovered on King William's Island in 
1850. Sir Leopold, it will bo remembered, 
fouud thoro the only authentic account of 
Franklin's fato which, up to tho present 
time, has over reached us. In a ;cairn, 
erected twenty-oighl yoars. before by Kir 
John ltoss, ho found, inclosed in a 
tin case, a record of Sir John's 
last cruise up to tho 25th of April, 1^48. 
Franklin had died on tlio lith 
of Juno, 1847. The ships Erebus and Ter­
ror had been frozen in for nineteeu months 
and the survivors of tho crow, 10/5 in num­
ber, under command of Capt. Crozior, had 
abandoned them and set out over land for 
the Great Fish river of British North Amer­
ica. McClintock heard from tho Esqui­
maux how tho white, men had ono by ono 
droppod down and died on tho way. ' Ho 
found the skeletons of two or three, with 
their abandoned sledges, boats, and guns; 
he satisfied himself that the remainder had 
perished miserably among tho frozen 
straits, and their bones had been lost in 
the waters when the short summer thaw sat 
iu; and though there has since, been a ru­
mor that Crozior and some of his men were 
alive sevoral years later among the Esqui­
maux, and may even yet be wandering in 
those inaccessible regions where the foot 
of no other civilized man has ever trod, 
there can be little doubt that McClintock's 
conclusions were justified, and that no la­
ter record of the most memorable of all 
Arctic voyages will ever reach us. 

The document said to have been fonnd 
on the California coast appears to havo 
boen written, aa that found on King Wil­
liam's Island was, on ono of the printed 
forms furnished by the British Admiralty 
to all discovery ships, for the purpose of 
being inclosed in bottles and thrown over­
board in order to ascertain the direction of 
ocoan currents. So exa(it indeed, judging 
from tho telegraphic report, is its resem­
blance to the McClintock relio. that we 
shonld havo little hesitation in pronounc­
ing it a forgery inspired by that document, 
were it not probable that a forger would 
have invented some variation, and given 
the rocord a later date. The latitude is the 
same as that in which Crozior deposited 
the writing in the tin caso; the longitude 
differs by ten scconds, Crozior giving 98 0 

4 nrin. 15 soc., and the California report 08 
deg. 4 mill. 5 seo<-hut this discrepancy 
may bo owing to a telegraphic blunder. 

If this waif was really committed} to tho 
waves by tho crows ot tho Erebus and 
Terror when thoy sot bnt upon their awful 
land journoy in the spring of 1848; it must 
have floated through..that Northwest Pass­
age which so iuany lives and so many years 
of heroism wero expebded in seeking, and 
which it is now.,known that Franl^lin was 
the first to discover, though the knowledge 
of it was not brought back to the civilized 
world until Sir Leopold McClintock return­
ed from his search. It must havo, floated 
through Behring's Strait, :boen tossed 
about tho shores of British America, per-
haps crossed and recrossod' tho Pacific, be­
fore chanbo threw it Upon the beaoh of San 
Buenaventura. Such a courso \70nhl b0 an 

"interesting confirmation Of tho theory that 
whilo thero is-a warni oceanio current set­
ting northward from the oquator through 
Boliriug Strait, tlicrO is' a cold counter cur­
rent under-running it, which carries off the 
waters of tho Pole to be heated under the 
tropical sun, and again sent northward.

But it was 
no Use. She persisted in her efforts. She 
also stated that there was another girl 
whom tho rascal had seduced and aban-
bolied, by whom he also had a child. She 
advised the would-be-brido to bewaro of 
the impostor and seducer, as he would de-
eoive, ruin and desert hor, as he had his 
other victims. So excited did the poor 
creature become, that she threatened to 
shoot her seducer if he undertook to have 
the coremony porformed.

,phenotu.etf<?n. .According, tp.ono' of them, 
tho ground had boon grnaiially undermined 
by tho action, of subterranean wator, and 
tho fall of tlip root of tho spaco thus l^ollow-
ud out occurred as a matter of courso. Tho 
village of Moll ia situated at a considerable 
elevation above tho iovol of tho soo, and 
tlio spot whero the lako in now to bo found 
was, before this unexpoeted ohango, a gent­
ly undulating plain."

Heroic Consuls. 
From the J oartori Liorsihl. ^ 

The following intorosting ami exciting 
vair*itive,'of wljijh ,#e published a short 
telegraphic account a'lew^ dii.ys agp;"1n px-'; 
traeted front Ihii Jaujaiea'Guardian of Aiig : 
list Jff ilo which it was furnished J»y H cor-: 
ri'Snij'ihlbut who recently escaped frojiv 
Santiago ite Cuba, where In- was pcrswiiU d 
by the Spanish volunteers in conuequcncr 
of being suspected as "a Cuban sympa­
thizer." 

-Mr. - Hamnden,--thc consul, being WCll 
known and greatly reapectod iu Kingston, 
the subject lias been 0110 of general con­
versation, whilo his heroic conduct has 
called forth expressions of universal admi­
ration. Tho narrative runs thus : 

\ poor unfortunate seaman had been 
apprehended on a charge of being implicat­
ed »n alillibusteriiig expedition, and ho was 
thrust into prison and afterwards condemn • 
od to be shot, on evidence aa unlikely and 
improbable as any one coujd conceive. He 
was an American, tho soii of English pa­
rents, and notwithstanding tho strenuous 
efforts of tho Amorican and English Con­
suls, tho Spanish authorities seemed deter­
mined to sacrificc this poor man's lifo. On 
tho morning appointed for liis execution ho 
was marched out to tho usual place, amidst 
a great show of bloody solemnity. Ho was 
immediately followed by Mr. ltamsdeu, tlie 
British Vice Consul, and the American 
Vico Consul, to inako a still further protest 
in tho prisoner's favor. 

"Mr. Runlsdeu read tho document, pro­
testing in thoname of England and Amer­
ica, declaring that the prisoner was alto­
gether innocent of the charge which had 
been laid against him.dnnauding his im-
modiato releaso, and declaring if tlio unfor­
tunate man's lifo was taken, those who took 
it would be guilty of murder, and would bo 
aliko answerable to the governments of 
England and tho United States of America. 
During tho reading of this document, 
which was done with calmness and deter­
mination, tho prisoner fainted from excite­
ment, and thoro wero strong signs of impa­
tience on the part of the Spanish troops, 
who manifested a thorough determination 
to force the authorities to tako this man's 
life in spite of all remonstrance. 

"A consultation followed, and Mr. Rams-
den and tho American consul were even­
tually informed that their remonstrance 
camo too late, tho prisoner had been al­
ready sontenced to death, for having taken 
up arms against Spain, and that the order 
must be carried into effect. With this the 
order was given to tho firing party to pre* 
sent. It was the work of an instant, and. 
Mr. Consul ltamsden and tbo American 
consul, rushing with the flags of their res­
pective nations before the levelled rifles of 
tho Spanish troops, and in front of the un­
fortunate man, shonted 'Hold, And, 
throwing the English flag around himself 
and tho prisoner, and addressing tho officer 
in charge of tho firing party, said: 'Gen­
tlomen, as a Consul of her Britannic Majes^ 
ty,I cannot stand silently by and soe this 
foul mUrdor of a^ ipnocent man. It is my 
duty to protect his life and if yon take his, 
you must tako it through these !'—placing 
himself immediately in ( front of tho con­
demned: seaman liis eyes sparkling. ' while 
his manly form heaved with tho indigna­
tion Ins speech had so heroically express-
.«d., : 

"Tho merican-consul, wrapped in tho 
•Star* and Stripes' of the Union, stood 
abreast and for somo moments the Span-, 
iards- stood 'aghast,. 1 the . conduct of these 
two consuls being moro than thoy oould 
comprohend. The emotion of tho prisoner 
was extreme; he was supported right and 
lelt by the consuls, and the poor fellow shod 
a profusion'of tears from weariness and ex­
citement, A consultation was again held, 
and the prisoner marched back to jail un­
der an cscort of troops, the consuls sup­
porting tlio unliappy inivn all tho way along. 
Tlio furoro was beyond :dos<jriptian. After 
dark tho prisoner was reprieved, and finally 
shipped .off tUa: country though -the inde­
fatigable exertions of the consuls."
