Wbat to Do. 
Poople generally don't like to be told 

what to do. They had rather have tho 
credit of knowing all about thuir own 
business; both what they ought to do 
and how to do it, and many men are 
entitled to that credit. But while 
there may be an acknowledged capacity 
to conduct one's private affairs, in most 
men, still when tlio aggregate eapaeity 
is united on county, State, or genoral 
government matters, there is often a lia­
bility to somewhat mix things. What 
to do under these circumstances is an 
important question, but is susceptible 
of prompt decision. We thiuk the 
best course is to take a calm and dis­
passionate view of the situation, analyze 
the causes which have led to the evils 
sought to be removed, and then set 
about applying the remedy. That 
remedy is in the hands of the people. 
It is the ballot. The ballot should, 
this fall, dispose very summarily, of 
every man who has once proved recreant 
to the trust reposed in him; and when­
ever, or wherever, it is possible to find 
a inau who is more careful to serve the 
publio than to aggrandise himself, then 
put him in a position where he may 
prove his sincerity by his conduct. 
Such men are to be found; it is true 
they are not too plentiful, but we have 
too much faith in mankind to believe 
that all men have gone astray. We be­
lieve that in most communities enough 
men may be found of the right stripe to 
redeem it from ruinous mismanage­
ment, and place its affairs on the high 
road to permanent prosperity and con-
sequeut public contentment, as far as 
the administration of public affairs can 
contribute to such results.

The opinion !3 rapidjy gaining 

ground among the people, aud espe­
cially in Minnesota, that if there is 
anything to couipla'n of in the conduct 
of office-holders, the people themselves 
are usually to blame for b. Thiaking 
men beg'n to see that it has. been too 
frequently the custom, to pay little-oc no 
attention to the conduct of a public 
servant after lus election. This care 
lessness of the people has contributed 
to produce similar indifference on the 
part of office-holders. Conscious of a 
luck of oversight on tho part of their 
constituents, public men are apt to be­
come less watchful of their own conduct 
than tho interests of tli£ puljlk1 service 
and a proper regard for their reputation 
demand. One class in -particular, is 
responsible for the growth of thi;-s fuel-
inir, and that class is composed of men 
who profess to disregard party distinc­
tions, and claim that one party v/ould 
become as corrupt as another witli the 
same opportunity. We need not stop 
to discuss that point, but would ask, 
upon whom rests the re sponsibility of 
venality, while voters will not give 
themselves the trouble to investigate the 
character and capabilities of the men 
who. axk for their suffrages, hut permit 
the most solfi>:h. designing, and incom­
petent candidates to ride into office upon 
their backs ? No man should he deem-
<il worthy to serve the people in any 
capacity, whose character is not above 
suspicion ; and no y tcr can shirk the 
responsibility of the consequences, who 
has failed to satisfy himself upon this 
point. Especially iu a Republican 

Farm Policy. 
The experience of the be3t farmers 

in the United States, teaches the lesson 
that variety of produce is the best pol­
icy with regard to farm management, 
and Minnesota farmers are now getting 
ready for a consideration of the subject. 
Itjwas a necessity of the pioneer to realize 
quick returns, for his labor, and the 
enormous yield of wheat promised by 
the virgin soil, as well as the compara­
tive ease and certainty wi'h which that 
cereal could be put in and secured, 
plainly indicated the course to be pur­
sued. But now, it r ay he doubted 
whether exclusive wheat raising is the 
most profitable, or indeed, whether it is 
safe. We think those who have been 
long ia tltC State, will agree with us in 
urging attention to other products, es­
pecially dairy and stock interests. The 
facilities of Southern Minnesota f >r dai­
rying, cannot be surpassed, and the 
promise of profit is far more flattering 
than is afforded by the prospective 
wheat market. Our advice is: Buy 
stockbegin on a small scale; raise all 
your heifer calves, cultivate the best 
grasses, and when you have largely in­
creased the flow of milk, unite your ef­
forts in the establishment of cheese and 
butter factories. This plan, combiued 
with wheat, an.d the many products 
needed for the support of stock, will, 
if a judicious use is made of the man­
ure, keep up the fertility of the land, 
and render the business of farming less 
hazardous and dependent upon uncer 
tain contingencies. In looking over 
the list of fine stock at tlve: S tate Fair, 
in tho MiatMopolis. Ttilune, we were 
pleased to see the' name of 31. C. Pot­
ter, of our county, who exhibited some 
cattle of the Durham breed, having a 
first-class pedigree, which elicited high 
praise, and secured the first premium. 
We hope to see Mr. Potter's example 
followed by many in this part of the 
State, and we believe that every man 
who is public-spirited enough to import 
and raise thoroughbred stock will meet 
with a large reward.

None of the citizens, however, seem 
to indulge any hopes of outstripping all 
competitors in Southern Minnesota, or 
of drawing to the town many lines of 
railway by the irresistible magnetism of 
geographical position. On the con­
trary, they appear to be satisfied with 
the prospect of a moderate and healthy 
growth as the county seat and the cen­
tre of a rich farming country. 

No business is over tfone here, and 
all laudable interests arc steadily im­
proving their condition. A fine brick 
Bank is being built by Major Hall, the 
progressive genius of tho place, and 

J£atoQ, the acgommo&ttiug Post­
master, is maimfacturipg some " con­
crete " brick fop a largo store and pub 
lie h"ll. A fine new str*cture will 
soon, take the place of the old school 
house, where for so long the cause Of 
education has been ably maintained by 
Mr. Thurston, whose merits have re­
ceived a fitting recognition in his ap 
pointment as County Superintendent of 
Schools. 

A staunch Republican paper is pub 
lished here, under the editorship of D. 

Parker, Esq., which is a credit to 
the county as well as to himself. The 
religious privileges, however, are some­
what limited, and, although the l&ip-
tists and others hold stated meetings, 
a person who wishes to worship in a 
duly constituted sanctuary must take 
" Hopkins' choice," and attend the 
Presbyterian, where he will hear a 
logical exposition of that ancient faith 
by the popular pastor, Mr. Abbott. 

The only great need here is a new 
and suitable lotel, and should some 
man of ability and experience, like Mr. 
Mathes, of your city for instance, em­
bark in the enterprise, he wou\d be 
well rewarded. 

In conclusion, let me say that my 
t: lines have fallen in pleasant places," 
and that I am well contented in this 
village on a hill, where all my old Aus­
tin friends will be cure of a hearty wel­
come from OLYMPUS.

THE river at Red Wing levee, on 
Tuesday evening, was within ten inetnes 
of high water mark of 1859. 

THE location of the St Paul & Chi­
cago Railroad from Hastings to Red 
Wing is to be commenced next week 
by the engineers. 

Op 180 emigrants who arrived at 
Milwaukee last Saturday, 75. came to 
Minnesota, 91 remained in Wisconsin, 
and 14 went to Iowa. 

THE Hastings Union says the loss of 
the hay crop is still worse than before 
reported. Nearly all of it has dis­
appeared from the bottoms a few miles 
below the city. 

THE Wabasha llcrahl has heard of 
the contemplated erection, at that place 
next year, of several manufacturing 
establishments, which will eventually 
employ hundreds of men. 

THE coroner's jury in the case of 
Charles Myers, found dead at Red 
Wing recently, returned verdict that 
Myers came to his death on tho 19 ult., 
by means of a pistol shot fired by him­
self. 

ON Monday last trains from St. Paul 
to Minneapolis restiui .l running on the

ry passengers to and from- Minneapolis 
to connect at Mcmlota with eastern 
trains to and from >St. Paul. 

TUB Minneapolis lumbermen are 
generally making preparations for log­
ging next winter. Mauy have already 
sent up teams and men to prcparo the 
camps, cut out the roads, and make 
such other preparations as aro neces­
sary before the crews of men arrive in 
the fall,. 

CiEX EU4L SEWS. 

TEN thousand seven hundred com­
mercial messages passed through the 
Western Union office in New York on 
FrSday last ,

observatory, at a depth of 91 feet below 
the sutface, has not varied more than 
half a degree -during the interval. 

The Milwaukee and St. Paul R. R.

It will be a high bridge, above 
the sinoke stacks of the largest steam­
ers. It will be completed within a year, 

Gold is coming; from Europe—£414, 
00.0, equal to afeoul $2,000,000 was 
shipped last week. It is also stated 
that large quantit.es of speeic have been 
drawn from the Bank of France for 
shipment to this country. These ship­
ments were madc on account of the high 
premium which gold brought at the 
time. 

Local politics are very much mixed 
in Cincinnati. The Democratic Re­
form ticket is half made up of llepub

ON Monday week the new building of 
the National Military Asylum, at 
Milwaukee, was dedicated in a quiet 
manner, tho chief'feature being an ex­
cellent address by lieu. B. F. Butler, 
of Massachusetts, one- of the Board of 
Managers. The accommodations of the 
building arc suiiicent to contain com­
fortably five hundred inmates, and in 
beauty of finish and complctenc5s of ar­
rangements the Asylum is a model. 
The number of soldiers now in tine Asy­
lum is 274. 

NA.MKS OF CHURCHES.—Tho New 
York Suit has an editorial inveighing 
against "Levity in tho names of 
Churches." It gives a list of the pop­
ular names of some of the New York 
churches. 15ev. Dr. Bellow's church 
is known as the "1'cef steak church" 
in allusion to its c >lor ; another is call-
el "The church of the lloly Shanghai,1' 
from the glided weather-cock that 
adorns its steeple.

A Unitarian church in Brook­
lyn from some peculiarity of its struc­
ture is called "The church of the lit ly 
mud turtle." Mr. Jay Cooke, it is
