supply. This will prevent sugar and mo­
lasses-from declining to the old ptioe%> vn-
til some new and much more productive 
source -of sugar' shall' be developed. We 
muke tliia remark to remove a notion, whveh 
prevails, that,,if Cuba were restored' to 
peace, and Louisiana to her former'pfb-
ductiva capfieity^ sugar and molasses wotild 
be furnished at their old prices, and then 
sorghuri would'be no* longer'profitable; 
Reasoning thus, many have refrained from 
engaging in sorghum, and many who are in 
the business, regarding it as a tempora^yjor 
short-lived enterprise, fail tb make adequate 
and permanent preparation for the business 
This is a mistaken policy, we think, and we 
advise' those who are making preparation 
for work to consider well, and aeei if' they 
are not warranted in regarding aorghnm as 
a business likely to be permanently profita­
ble, and worthy of a permanent and alsub-
stantial outfit in buildings and apparatus. 
But ail the probabilities are that Cuba will 
not for many year4« if ev«r again,, prodnpe 
her former abundance of sugar, and that. 
Louisiana will not' for five, and, perhaps, 
ten years, produce as much sugar as ehe 
did before the war. So that the producer 
of sorghum may calculate upon a> good, sub­
stantial, and a continuous profit from the 
business, and also upon the chances 
amounting almast'to. a certainty-that the 
profit will be, for some years at least, be ex­
traordinary. Under these ciroumstanceK the 
"revival of interest iu aqrghumi!' must, we 
think, become a permanent and "a growing

Murder Wiirdat^AMo«l1Hr*n^Cftse. 
From tbeTMatoiip. 1.1 Sentinel. 

It is now ffrft. Ifo: far more that 
the body of-a stranger-wai found in the 
woods near the Stony Brook Bridge, about 
one mile to the east of Pennington, a vil­
lage of this county. We were a child then, 
resided near said village, and remembered 

: the circumstance well. It was an incident 
to make a lasting impression on a quiet 
rural neighborhood. Years- later when we 
boys used: to go in to swim in that vicinity, 
more or less fears were always excited by 
reference to the circumstance, for boyhood 
as well orage is aupenrtitiouii. (Nobody 
believes in ghosts, and yet almoBt every­
body is afraid of them. 

The body was found in a sitting posture 
against a beech tree. The face was dis­
torted, the eyea protruding qa. though the 
dead man had died in agony. His hat lay 
a few feet from him, Hif dress betokened 
one in comfortable circumstances. He was 
a stranger, and no one ever remembered to 
have seen bim. There was no money upon 
the corpse. The body, without special ex­
amination, was buried, we forget where. 
There were no .wounds, and no evidence 
of violence. At that day public scrutiny 
was not so acute in reference to the myste­
rious deed, and no verdict of Bnpposed 
murder was recorded. 

And now comes the strange elucidaiton 
of the caae.. A few days since accident 
placed in our hands a copy of tbe Man 
cheater (England) Examiner. In tbat 
number we found the dying confession of a 
man named Daniel Hulseman acknowledg­
ing to a murder perpetrated forty yearn 
ago, in the state of New Jersey, United 
StateB of America. The muidered man's 
name was Jamea Eberhart The murderer 
was acquainted with his victim in the old 
country, and came out about one year be­
fore him. Hnlseman was a tanner, and 
worked in New York. When Eberhart 
came over he sought out bis old acquaint­
ance. On pretence of examining the coun­
try and purchasing land, Hulseman started 
with Eberhart on a tonr through New Jer­
sey. 

He had with bim a flask of poisoned 
brandy, as he had resolved to murder his 
friend for his money. They first stopped 
at Princeton, and then concluded to walk 
across the intervening nine miles to Pen­
nington, the weather beiug pleasant and 
public travel being greatly circumscribed. 

When within a mile of the latter place 
they stepped over into the woods, under a 
tree, to partake of some victuals tbey had 
procured before starting. Hnlseman then 
passed his flask to bis companion, who 
arank liberally, and died within an hour 
thereafter, in fearful agony, Hulseman look­
ing on all the while. He then robbed him 
of his money, and set him up against a tree 
as before described. 

There are still old men nbout Princeton 
who will remember tUs event. It seems 
almost marvelous that, after a lapse of forty 
years, this affair should havo come lo light 
By a death-bed confession, three thousand 
miles from the place of commission. And 
yet it iB even so. 

—The Rev. Mr. Reed, of Maiden, Mass., 
considered the expenditure of $10,000 on 
hi 6 church edifice a poor way to dispose of 
money, and hoped "the Lord would lay 
the whole thing flat" The big gale did the 
business, and left a wreck worth, for kind­
ling wood, about $600.

Goowinq PuppEivMiis-'r.—.H,. B. G. , De-
Kalb, Ills.— Can you give-me atiy informa­
tion abont growing peppermint in thewsst? 
Is any one growing it here, if so, with,what 
success'? 

Peppermint is.veiy extensively cultivated 
in St Joseph county, Michigan. We think, 
as much as 10,000 lbs. of oil has been dis­
tilled there iu a single year. Peppermint 
may be girown from the "seeds, but it is 
easier to propagate it by division of the 
roots. For starting a plantation, it would 
be desirable to sow the seeds in drills the 
year-before. The planting and field culture 
Of peppermint is mueh the same as that of 
strawberries.' Roots' orie' year old are the 
best for setting. They are put in a light 
farrow abont one foot apart, mid the earth 
drawn slightly over them. In throe Or four 
weeks the room will be firmly established 
and will require lioeing at least three times 
during the season. After the first year the 
field requires little attention, except to pull 
up the weeds. About every fourth year the 
field is plowed up, and we^ understand'that 
sufficient roots sprout up to renew tbe field. 
The plants are ent when in fall blossom 
and before the first leaves begin to fall off, 
which generally occurs about the last of 
August; although it is sometimes harvested 
as late as October. The first crop pro­
duces the best oil, the highest yield to the 
ocre. and the largest amount of oil to the 
herbage. 

-How to BUILD A (TORN Care.—How to 
have, a rat proof corn crib is a great ques­
tion among farmers. A correspondent of 
the New York Farmers' Club gives the fol­
lowing experience: 

"I nave a corn crib tbat has stood for 
twenty years, and has never had a-iat, and 
but one mouse in it to my knowledge. 
Posts ten or eleven feet long and eight 
inches square; mortise two feet from one 
end; for end-slUs, two-inch mortise with 
tusk. Taper post from sill to the end, by 
hewing off inside until the end is reduced 
to four inches diameter; make ^smooth 
with draw-knife, and nail on tin amooth 
half way to the end, below the sill. Let 
sills be eight incheB Bquare; also, end tie 
them and the rafter plates strong with 
moderate interties. Biace well, and lath 
up and dOwn with three-quarter inoh lath 
dovetail or countersink joists crosswise, 
lay the floor and board np the ends with 
ungrooved boards;, leteaeh bent be twelve 
feet long, six feet wide at the sill, and 
seven and a half feet at plate; and if full to 
peak, it will hold 250 bushels. I never, had 
an ear to hurt on acconnt of the' great 
width. If preferred, lay the floor with lath 
or narrow boards,-with room for ventila­
tion. Eaoh post should stand on Stone, 
abont three inches from the ground, and 
each stone have a: foundation two feet 
square and below the frost" 

Cow STABLE FLOOBB.—Throughout the 
country not more than one barn in every 
ten can be found that contains a stable 
floor BO constructed but that the cattle are 
compelled to be in their own filth, and the 
sides, legs and udders, of the eows are in a 
most untidy condition when the morning 
milking is done, and unless a great deal of

This will 
make agood bed for the animals to rest 
upon, and it will also absorb all the mois­
ture that may fall upon it If dry sawdust 
spent tan bark or dirt are pnt in, moisture 
will not be contracted in .su&cient amount 
to injure the floor below, nnless stock other 
than cows are kept upon'it Another good 
way is to lay down three strips of ineh 
boards, and uppn these lay the platform of 
two-inch plank, giving an elevation,of three 
inches. Air will circulate betweeii the 
floors and prevent rot It is not economy 
to nail one floor to. another without space 
between. 

CLOVER AS A FRRTIUZIBB.—When red 
clover is plowed under to renovate the soil, 
and when, the crop is good, the clover roots 
and stnbble, with barn-yard manure, will 
famish all the vegetable matter needed, in 
the soil, while in feeding clover hay, nearly 
all the mineral matter, nitrogen and am­
monia Is passed, and may be saved in the 
manure; so that on good land, where all is 
well managed, and tho clover sod plowed 
up while yet in fall vigor, so as to secure 
the largest benefit from the large mass of 
roots, nearly the fall benefit of the clover 
crop may be had, both for feeding and for 
making manure. 

CHEAP DINNEHH.—Pierre Blot has written 
to the New York World explaining the 
reason why cheap and good dinners cannot 
be had in this country as well as in , Europe. 
The disinclination of Americana to go any 
distance for their dinners, and their habit 
of taking this meal at the counter nearest 
their place of business, is regarded as the 
main eanse of the difficulty. In Europe 
tbe case is different and business 
men there will walk blocks, and even 
miles, to reach a place where they can 
get cheap and good lood. Another reason 
is said to be the fondness of Americans for 
display, and their preference for this un­
substantial quality to palatable and digest­
ible dishes. And again, the rents in this 
country, custom necessitating the location 
of eating-houses iu the very centers 
of business, aro very much higher than in 
Europe, and the busy part of tho day iB 
confined to a space of about three 
hours while most of the • restaurants 
are entirely closed on Sunday. On 
the other hand, those who eat at 
restamants in Europe take two meals 
a day, and at different hours; the break­
fast hour is from 8 o'clock in the> morning 
to 1 o'clock in tbe afternoon, and the din­
ner bour from 4 o'clock to 9 o'clook in the 
evening, and on Sundays. Che business at 
all the eating houses is livelier than on 
week days. Iu concluding, Mr. Blot says 
tbat these who carry lunches with them 
have two advantages above all others— 
tbey get a cheap lunch and take their din­
ners at the proper time—which is when 
they are through with the business of the 
day—they then have time to eat and to di­
gest.
