CANNIBALISM IN CANADA.

OTTAWA, March 21.—The most aston­

ishing stories of cannibalism at the 
head waters of the Ottawa were related 
to me this afternoon by a ™«»M whose 
respectability and veracity are un­
doubted. For several years' past lum­
bering operations have been conducted 
iu the Ottawa valley with unrivalled 
enterprise and success, the pine trees 
becoming more scarce cach succeeding 
season, until at length the lumberers 
have pushed their way to the head 
waters of the Ottawa and its tributaries 
in search of good timber limits. 

According as they receded from civ­
ilization and carried their operations 
further north, they began to get a more 
thorongh knowledge of the Indians of 
the Upper Ottawa, and from time to 
time almost incredible tales of the 
tribes to the northwest of Lake Timis-
comanque were related by adventurous 
lumberers and fur traders. Many of 
their stories wC .̂' DISBELIEVED and were 
looked upon as shantymen's yarns with­
out A foundation of truth in them. Es­
pecially has it been the case when on 
two or three' occasions it was asserted 
that among the Obitteebee Indians, a 
portion of the Algonquin tribe, were to 
be found cannibals who occasionally, 
when pressed bj hunger, satisfied their 
appetateby killing some Of the younger 
members of their families,and then eat­
ing them. These horrible stories gain ­
ed no credit,as it had never been estab­
lished as a fact that any of the tribes of 
North American Indians were canni­
bals. 

A LUMBEBMAN'S STOBY. 
This winter, however, Mr. Wright, a 

lumberman, living near Ottawa, had a 
lumber' shanty on one of the tributaries 
of the Obitteebee Lake, within a day's 
travel of Fort Timiscomanque, one of 
the Hudson Bay trading posts, and 
while on a visit to his limits, from 
which he has returned, he ascertained 
the following facts: A camp of Obit­
teebee Indians was established about 
ten miles from Mr. Wright'S shanty 
early in the winter, and the squaw with 
lier children- the oldest boy about 14 
years of age—came occasionally to the 
shanty to trade off fur with the foreman 
for grease and flour. Provisions were 
scarce at the shanty, as supplies bad to 
be brought such A long distance, and 
he had to forbid the Indians from com­
ing around the place. As the winter 
advanced the snow became deep, and 
game was so scarce that the Indian 
camp was sometimes without food for 
two days at a time. Hares, that had 
been plentiful other years,. had been 
decimated by A disease that had at­
tacked them during tbe summer, and 
the Indians were reduced to' a state of 
starvation. 

PARENTS EATING THEIR CHUIDKEN. 
The owner of the wigwam returned 

one evening in January, after an un­
successful hunt qf two days, and found 
that one of his children had teen killed 
by the squaw, and the family were then 
satisfying their hunger with part of the 
flesh, which had been half cooked in a 
kettle. The old lndian, without asking 
any questions, joined with the rest in 
tlie horrid repast, and satisfied his ap­
petite also. The family lived for three 
days on the body of the child, and 
when - it was-^totally consumed, the IN 
dian again started out to hunt, but was 
unsuccessful. On returning to the camp 
he drove his .̂ TOI^ABHWK THROUGH the 
flkull, of another child HIMSELF . and, 
without .ceremony, the squ^w proceed­
ed to boil ia sufficient quantity.of the 
flesh for a meal. 

THE WIFE SACRIFICED TO HUNGER. 
The weathe* grew colder,' with more 

snow, and it was impossible for the In­
dian to go on another hunt. He singed 
the hair off. some dry heaver, skins/and 
they managed tb; keep alive until I this 
supply failed. Then, one day when 
savage with hunger, without warning, 
he tomahawked the squaw, and he and 
the boy fed off tho carcass for several 
days. In the meatime the weather 
cleared up, and the. Indian started in 
the direction of .a mootfe park, several 
miles from the camp, to try and secure 
some game; but the snow, though deep, 
was lights and he could not. get within 
rifle-shot of the deer. 

A TERRIBLE ALTERNATIVE. 

Alter a three days1 Ijnnt he returned 
to the canSp, and the boy, who SAW that 
his father had no provisions with him, 
at once made up his . mind that :he or 
the old man Lad to die. Witliont 
waiting to discuss the question with 
his parent he.sent a rifle buUet through 
his HTO$*T  ̂:and before the J blood had 
time to cool he was assuaging his ter­
rible hunger with pieces of his father's 
flesh. He remained iu the camp as 
long as the provision lasted, and then 
made his way to the shanty, where he 
related in A mixture of broken French 
and Indian the facts which we have 
given above. The men could not be­
lieve tbe horrible tale until the young 
Indian had Confessed it to the priest, 
who resided at a statiou several miles 
down the river. 

He _nl«P CONFESSED that on one other 
6'Ccadi6n nis sister, ayear younger than 
himself, had been killed and eaten two 
year3 previous, when they had not had 
ahy game for several days. 

THE ONLY SURVIVOR OF A FAMILY. 

An Indian, with an un^ronouteeable 
name, 'who camps by himself near the 
head of the Obitteebee lake, is known 
and Bpoken of as the only surviving 
member of a family of cannibals, and 
he is shunned and feared by other 
members of the tribe. 

HOW THE CANNIBALS LIVE. 
The Obitteebee Indians are described 

as beiiig tail and stoutly built, with a 
very forbidding cast of countenance, 
.the squaws being - positively repulsive 
i.H THEIR appearance. : They are lazy 
and filthy in their habits, make no at­
tempt at tilling .the soil, and live en 
tirely by hunting and trapping. They 
sometimes engage as axemen in the 
shanties, but seldom remain long, as 
they will not will not,work constantly, 
and it is as hard to feed one of them as 
it is to keep six white men. The 
squaws and children are clothed with a 
sort of blanket which they make from 
hare skins, cut into strips, plaited ,_AND 
stitched TOGETHER in the required slaapo. 
Their dwellings in STATER are"composed 
of poles, which are stacked iu the form 
of a tent, and covered with bircli bark 
and moss, a fire being built inside in 
the centre, from which the smoke finds 
its escape through a hole in the top. of 
the wig warn.1 As long as 'game is plen­
tiful, the Indians remain in the same 
camp; but if a moose is killed at any 
considerable distance, the camp is 
moved to that vicinity, and the owners 
remain there as long as thoy can find 
enough to eat.

Relies ot a Punt People. 
A Manchester (Tenn.) paper describes 

a cave near that city, commonly known 
as "Bone Cave," from which lias been 
brought, at various times, by boys and 
other persons who have tried to explore 
its hidden recesses, human bones of 
unusual size. Tho popular legends of 
the people are to the effect that it is 
somehow connected with the people or 
race which created the "Old Stone 
Fort," that stands a short distance to 
the west of the town. A few days since, 
some boys discovered an almost entire 
human skeleton of mammoth size. The 
bones of the forearm were 
nearly twenty inches long, while the 
bone of the lower part of the 
leg was longer than an ordina­
ry ' man's lower liihb, foot and 
all. The jaw bone of this giant would 
slip over the face of an ordinary MAN; 
Stimulated FC^V these discoveries, and a 
laudable curiosity to learn the secrets 
of this mysterious cavern, on a recent 
day, six gentlemen^ including the edi­
tors ol this paper, made the necessary 
preparations and started BUT to explore 
the " bone cave*" After an exhiliarat-
ing walk of two miles through a clear, 
bracing air, they reached the entrance 
of the cave, where they divested them­
selves of their overcoats and lighting 
their torches, they entered one of the 
many passages, but after a short 
scramble, they found further advance 
stopped by large pieces of rock that 
had fallen and blocked up the passages. 
Again they started, and this time they 
were correct. Going back about 250 
feet, they found the passage growing 
more and more narrow; until they 
had to go it " snake fashion." At this 
point they found A sharp descent 
leading—they know not where, but 
rocks detached and sent whirling down, 
reverberated and rebounded until the 
sound, was lost in the distance. After 
some pounding away of rooks, a passage 
was made large enough for one M N N  TO 
"squirm" through. A tough, long 
grape vine was then procured, • and 
turned down, and while the upper end 
was held by two stalwart, men, the 
seniofeditor grasped it and swung off 
determined to find the bottom of that 
cave, China, or—some other place. At 
a distance of abbut twenty-five feet 
they struck bottom, but found it was 
only on a shelving platform that sloped 
off and led—no one knew where. Soon 
other members of the party came down, 
and explorations commenced. They 
foundtheffrselves in a vaulted chamber 
about twenty-five feet -wide by sixty 
long, with passages leading in every 
direction. Following pne, they 
rambled on for forty or fifty feet,, 
and then their appeared one of the 
most beautiful lakes imaginable. The 
water clear and sweet, and the ceiling 
over the water, studed with stalactites, 
reflected back the light Of the torches 
like diamonds.. There was no LW^A of 
ascertaining the size of the lake, for the 
banks were perpendicular, and it 
seemed like a peril set in a bed of 
rocks. Another passage which was ex­
plored by B. F. Fleming, was found to 
extend in a direct line towards the "Old 
Stone Fort." This passage followed 
for a distance of nearly two hundred 
feet, when further progress was stopped 
by the passage being filled up with de­
bris. The passage looks as if it ha'1 

been cut from the solid rock by the 
hand of inan, and gives rise to the 
hypothesis that of some time, far back 
in the dark ages, the cave was used by 
a race of men—giants, if you like-
that built this stone fort and the 

mounds," and this underground pass­
age led from the fort to the cave, a MIL** 
distant.. After a good look at this pari; 
of the cave, the party returned to day­
light, having been under ground three 
hours, and traversing over a mile INNI'DO 
of the cave. Then they had a short 
search in the tunnel known as the 

Dead House." Here were found 
many bones, but all in a state of decom­
position and decay. This tuiinel or 
chamber is coated with soft, loose soil 
to the depth of a foot or more, into 
which one can plunge a stick with per­
fect ease, while, all of the rest of the 
cave is solid robk. The soil is supposed 
to be decayed animal matter—flesh and 
bones. More explorations are pro* 
posed, and an eflort will be made to 
get scientific Knowledge of the phe­
nomena. :•

The Whipping-Post in England. 
• Two years ago the House oi Commons 
introduced and passed a measure pro­
viding for corporal punishment by the 
common hangman fn cases of garroting 
and robberies, with violence, from the 
person. An account of the prisoners 
flogged has just been issued. Only the 
initals of the convicts are given, with 
the nature, reason, and' amount of the 
punishment, the persons by whom it 
was ordered, and those by whom it was 
wituessed. Iu the seveu years covered 
by the return, 5,614 floggiugs were ad­
ministered in England aud Wales. The 
great instrument is. still the birch, and 
boys are its chief subjects. Most of 
the boys thus birched were over ten 
years of age ; the majority seem to be 
between 11 and 14. There are,however, 
a considerable number at eight and 
nine ; about a couple of dozen at seven 
years of age, and oue small incorrigible 
who stands iu the catalogue as only 
four—which we are inclined to hope is 
a misprint for 14. He is down as hav­
ing boon sentenced at the Marylobone 
police court in April last, and as hav­
ing received ten stripes with the birch. 
The more formidable instrument of 
punishment is, of COURSE, only used for 
older criminals. The " PAT " appears 
to bo used 111 about one case iu fift). 
I11178 cases it had been administered 
under the powers of tho act of 1864. It 
IN a noteworthy fact that since garrot-
ers havo been sentenced to floggings 
the offenee has almost disappeared 
from tho criminal records of England.

A XONSTEit RELIC. 

Discovery o< the Skeleton ofa Hsutodes 
'ns Nearly Perfect State—Twenty-live 
Feet I'Ong and Foartees Feet Ifigli. 
Otisville, N. Y., Correspondence N. I. Times.! 
The farm of Mr. Andrew Mitchell, 

about oue mile from this plade, is, and 
and has BEGH' for "weeks, visited by verf 
many people. The attraction is the 
huge and almost entire skeleton ol a 
mastodon, which has been fonnd by 
piecemeal in a swamp on his land since 
January last, and whieli has been PAT1 

together by a Professor from Boston, 
Mass. The farm which has so sudden­
ly become famous was purchased by 
Mr. Mitchell some time since, and in 
January he hired a man to dig muck 
from a swamp to place on the uplands, 
he himself being engaged in New York. 
The man had excavated to the depth of 
four feet whejj he came upon an enor­
mous bone, shaped like a rib. He 
stopped work and informed Mr. Mitch­
ell of his discovery, who, thinking it 
must have belonged to some monstrous 
animal, directed that deeper and more 
extended digging be done. 

At a depth of fifteen feet the pelvis, 
head and other large bones were fouad. 
Search has been continued until almost 
the entire skeleton has been exhumtd, 
and the scientific gentleman from Bos­
ton says it is-much larger than the 
famons remains in the Boston Museum, 
and which was also found in THIN coun­
try, and. which was the largest known 
specimen of these extinct mammalia. 
The skeleton isitf a barn on Mr. .Mitch­
ell's farm, and no train stops at this 
station but brings numbers of curious 
or scientifically-inclined persons, on 
their way to visit the monster. The 
upper jaw and main portion of the head 
.weigh about SOA.pqunds, and measures 
three feet seven inches, across the top. 
There are four teeth in the upper jaw 
two on each side. The back teeth 
extend seven inches along the jawbone, 
and are four iiicbes across. The open­
ings where the tusks have been are 
are three,, feet and eight inches' 
deep, and eighteen inches ill 
circumference! The vertebra was 
found in forty pieces, but lying alto­
gether, while the pelvis was taken out 
whole and uninjured. The 
where the spinal cords lay when the 
monster was alive is five inches iueir-
curaferenee. Among the WI««NG bones 
are the tusks,'the lower jawbone  ̂ and 
those of the hind len. One bone of a 
leg that has been found weighs alone 
350 pounds. When the skeleton is re­
constructed, it will measure fourteen 
feet from the bottom of its feet to the 
top of its head, and over twenty-five 
feet from head to tail. 

WORK is steadily prosecuted, in the 
excavating in search of the missing 
bones. Great difficulty is met in the 
filling in of water, a pump of consider­
able capacity being, steadily worked by 
horse-power to keep the pit clear. 
: A singular incident connected with 
the skeleton is that in his "TFUNNNVI JG 
found a quantity of undigested matter. 
Among it were fresh-looking and very 
large leaves, of odd form, and-blades of 
strange grass, of extreme length, vary­
ing from an inch to three inches in 
width, and looking as if freshlv cropped 
from the earth. The spot where the 
remains were found is low, marshy 
ground. 

Parties in New York have already 
opened negotiations with MR.

Anatomy of a Piano-Forte. 

. A writer has taken the trouble to give 
the actual material used in constructing 
A piano-forte.' In every instrument 
there are fifteen kinds of wood, viz: 
pine, maple, spruce, cherry, walnut, 
whitewood, apple, basswood and birch, 
all of whi?h are indigenous; and ma­
hogany, ebony, holly, cedar, beech and 
rosewood, from Honduras, Ceylon, 
England, South America and Germany. 
In this combination, elasticity,strength, 
pliability, toughness, resonance, light­
ness, durability and beauty tire indi» 
yidual qualities, and the general result 
is voice. There, are also used of the 
metals, iron, steel, brass, white metal, 
gun metal and lead. There are in the 
same instrument of seven and a half 
octaves^ when completed, 214 strings, 
making a total length of 787 feet of 
steel wire, and 500 feet of white (cover­
ing wire.) Such a piano will weigh 
from 900 to 1,000 pounds, and will last, 
with constant use (not abuse,) 15 or 
20 years. 

Union of the Central Americas States.

The 
construction of telegraphs and national 
highways, the establishment .of mail 
steamers and the excavation OF the in-F 
teroceanic canal through Nicaragua, 
and a national congress, which 'meets 
May 17, at La Union, iu Salvador, are 
provided for, and the death* penalty for 
political crimes is abolished. Nicara­
gua has not signed: the pact, but ia ex-
pected to do so.

The Boston Advertiser,in recounting 

the history of tlie Great Republic, which 
was built at Donald McKay's shipyard 
in Boston says : "Here haye been built 
more fast clipper-ships than in any 
other shipyard in the world. Here was 
launched the Lightning, the fastest 
ship ever known. She made the trip 
from Melbourne to Liverpool in sixty-
eight days, a time that has never been 
equalled,- by a sailing ship. The Blaines 
and Champion Of the Seas were sister 
ships, and at the time of the great iSe-
poy multiny sailed from Portsmouth, 
England with troops on the 
same day, and after one 
hundred and thirty-eight days en­
tered Bombay on the same evening and 
at the same" hour. Here originated 
that famous series,the Sovereign of the 
Seas, Empress , of the Seas. Champion 
of the Seas, and Glonr of the beaa.lir. 
McKay has built one hundred and fifty 
ships; in the years 1855 and 1856,within 
fourteen months, fourteen were launch­
ed from his yard. Those were the 
palmy days of this now neglected branch 
of American, industry, when our RAIDS 
were the glory of. tlie nation ana the 
envy of the world. The last ship 
launched by Mr. McKay was the Glory 
of the Seas, in 1869. She is of two 
thousand one hundred tons and the 
largest ship sailing under the American 
~ g. Since then the yard has been silent 
and deserted."

It is a fact worthy of general notice 

that wood may BE* rendered, without 
great labor or expense, nearly as capa­
ble of resisting fire as brick or stone. 
This is done by soaking the dried lum 
ber a short time in a solution of soluble 
glass, a silicate of soda or potash, after 
which it is immersed in lime-water, by 
which tlie silicate of seda-is decomposed 
and the pores of the wood filled with U 
silicate of lime. The substance is fire­
proof and cannot be dissolved in water, 
and its presence and effect in tlie fibre 
of tlie wood are, therefore, permanent. 
Soluble glass is readily obtained, be­
ing already largely nsedfor various pur­
poses in this country. There is I o pa­
tent upon the process, and it cau there­
fore L»e used by any builder or lumber 
dealer.
