A Sight tu itn African Tree. 

Niglit is a favorite time with almost 
all wilil animals for feeding or moving 
about. Especially is this the case with 
tliost* African creatures which during 
the day pass their time in forest or 
caves. Elephants particularly select 
t-lie night for feeding, and they will then 
quit their dense cover, and wander on 
plains where they would fear to show 
themselves during daylight. On more 
tlmn one occasion we passed several 
hours of the night concealed among the 
branches of a tree, in order to have the 
opportunity of watching the habits of 
some of those animals whose nature it 
was to lie hidden during the day. 

On the first occasion that we ever 
tried this experiment, we had taken for 
our companion a friend, who was neith­
er gifted with patience nor with that 
enthusiasm which is necessary to ren­
der a night in a tree a pleasant change. 
We remained it^ this tree some two 
hours, our companion, by his frequent 
movements and the noise he made,ren-
dering it unlikely that we should see 
any animal whose hearing was acute. 
The bright moonlight, however, that 
renders everything by night nlmnat. M 
visible as by day, tempted us to ven­
ture on other occasions to undertake 
night adventures. And on more than 
one night wc were rewarded by wit­
nessing events that do not fall within 
the experience of every person. 

One night in particular we recall as 
a very interesting one. It was after an 
afternoon ride near the bush down by 
the Imvoti river, where we had seen 
the fresh spoor of several elephants, 
that we decided upon passing a few 
hours in a large tree that stood apart 
from the main bush, and from the 
branches of which a good view could 
be obtained of the ground. For a com­
panion, we selected our usual hunting 
Caft're, who was always ready for sport, 
and arming him with one of our guns, 
we started at aluut ten o'clock at night, 
reached the tree after half an hour's 
walk, aud soon were settled amidst its 
branches. 

A walk by night in a country where 
there are such animals as lions, leo­
pards, hysenas, snakes, elephants, buf-
lalo, and other formidable creatures, 
requires considerable caution; for it 
would be excessively awkward to run 
against one of these anim^ or to turn 
a corner of a bush, and suddenly find 
yourself face to face with one of *h»tn 
There are, too, some creatures which 
make a practice of following men at 
night—the hyiena in particular, as we 
experienced on more than one occasion. 

Having taken our stations in the 
tree, we waited patiently for a view of 
soma animal. In spite of its being 
commonly considered " a comfortable 
place," we believe that there is no seat 
more uncomfortable for a length of 
time than a seat in a tree. First, it is 
very hard; secondly, it is impossible 
to cliaLge your position mueh; thirdly, 
there is always a risk of falling, partic­
ularly if yon get sleepy and dose, and 
it is almost impossible to lie down, or 
even recline. But when it offers a se­
cure retreat from wild animals, it has 
its advantages. 

F or fully half an hour we saw noth­
ing, although the rustling of the bush 
l udicated that various animals were on 
the move. The noises one hears at 
nigiit in a wild country are very singu­
lar, and when heard during tine still-
nebs of an African night, few sounds 
are more striking than the weired howl 
or moan of the "strand wolf,"or 
hyiena. The cry also of the jn/Aal iB 
particularly wild, and can be heard 
from a very great distance; whilst the 
peculiar note of various night-birds is 
heard as they flit around the tree In 
which they discover an intruder on 
their domain. 

After listening to the various sounds 
that occasionally were heard, we sud­
denly discovered several animals 
und. r the tree in which we were con­
cealed. We dared not move, for to 
move was to make a noise, and to n"^k« 
a noise would alarm the what­
ever they were. It was therefore nee-
essury to get a good view of them with 
out raeving—a proceeding of some dif­
ficulty; but we accomplished it, and 
found the creatures were bush-pigs a 
large pig that lives entirely in the bush, 
and is about as watchful and cunning 
as any animal that inhabits Africa, its 
power of hearing and scent being both 
very acute. It knows quite well when 
any danger threatens it; and is not 
without powers of defence, tor it pos­
sesses sharp tusks that will rip up a 
dog or a man as though a razor were 
usee. 

It was scarcely worth while to alarm 
any larger animals that might be near 
by firing at these pigs, so we were con­
tent to watch them as they turned up 
the ground, and fed on the roots they 
got. 

(Suddenly, without any apparent 
cause, two or three of these pigB gave a 
sharp grunt, and ran off into the bush. 
We thought that they had by their pow­
er of scent discovered our proximity to 
them; but we shortly found their alarm 
was duo to a much more dangerous 
enemy than man—an enemy whose cun­
ning was greater than even that of the 
oldest boar among the party, and whose 
strength was such, that a full-grown 
pig was compared to him little more 
than a rat to a eat. The animal that 
caused the alarm was a leopard. 

Whilst we were wondering what had 
caused the sudden departure of the 
pipfs, we heard u rustling of leaves and 
branches, a sudden rush, a sound as of 
struggling, a sharp squeak or two, and 
•ill was quiet again. We strained our 
< vns to distinguish the forms of the 
victim and its slayer, as the two lay 
hall" ccncealed among the thick under­
wood. At length we madeoutthe form 
of the leopard, lying on the body of the 
pig. The ferocious animal had adopt­
ed its usual mode of seizing its prey by 
tli«* back of the neck, and had succeed­
ed in breaking the neck of the pig in a 
few seconds. 

Here was a creature well worthy our 
lead, so we quietly changed our posi­
tion to bring the gun to bear on the 
leopard. Although apparently fully 
oe upied wi tli its prey, the leopard was 
".till oil the alert, for slight as was the 
noi;-:e we made in moving, he rose 
qui, kr,-, glanced upwards, and with a 
graceful bound was out of sight before 
we could pull n trigger or even take 
aim. The pig we knew was dead, go we 
decided that we would have a ham of it 
Lefoi-i•• ag. The leopard had scarcely 
1( it .is prey half-an hour, before steal­

thy steps were heard approaching the 
dead pig, aud soon two hyaenas were 
busily employed in feasting on ii. The 
noises we made in the tree alarmed 
them, but they were not to be balked 
of their feast, for seizing a huge piece 
of pig, they scampered off to a distance 
with it. After finishing this piece they 
would sneak up to the citrons, lay hold 
of a fresh piece, and rush off with that. 
The liyienas between them nearly finish­
ed tho pig, the remains were satisfac­
torily accounted for by some jackals, 
and what appeared iu the dim light to 
be ichneumons. The latter fought and 
squabbled over the bones and scraps 
like so many hungry dogs, and by day­
light we found scarcely a sigu of the 
wild pig, all that remained of it being 
some blood on the dry grass where it 
had fallen. 

It is surprising tho amount of ani­
mal lifo that moves about by night in a 
wild country. No one would for a mo­
ment suspect that in his immediate 
ueighborhood there were a multitude of 
creatures which he never saw, unlesB 
he watched for them by night. We 
have seen creatures that are very un­
common roaming about by night in the 
most reckless manner. A lew years ago, 
we were staying at a friend's* house in 
this country, and having seen some 
strange signs on the lawn, we watched 
one night when the moon gave a fair 
light, in order to see what night wan­
derers visited us. Before long we ob­
served two little dark .objects moving 
on the lawn, and on coming quickly up 
to them, we surprised two hedgehogs, 
creatures we had not seen by day any­
where near the lawn. Upon following 
up the trail, we found they actually 
lived in some cover on the bordera of 
the lawn, aud within fifty yards of the 
house. 

At the time we saw the wild pig killed 
by the leopard, there was scarcely half 
aa hour during which several creatures 
did not pass our post; but the greatest 
excitement occurred just as day was 
breaking. 

Several times during the night we had 
heard the sharp crack of a broken branch 
in the distant forest, and now and 
then a shrill sharp cry, both of which 
told ns elephants were not far off. To 
attempt to obtain a shot at them by 
night would have been too dangerous, 
and unlikely to result in success, as the 
underwood in the bush was so dense 
that even on a bright sunny day, ob­
jects were scarcely distinguishable in 
the gloom. There was a probability, 
however, of these giants of the forest 
coining out into the open, and if so 
we might obtain a shot at them from 
our tree. 

It was not till just before sunrise that 
the herd of elephants came near the 
tree in which we were concealed, and 
and then they seemed to scent dan 

>r, for instead of coming 
>ldly forward they stopped ana 

..owing through their trunks, appear­
ed to be carefully scenting the air.— 
Whether they really smelt danger is 
impossible to say, but they would not 
approach nearer to the edge of the bush, 
and we could not obtain a view of any 
of them. 

After passing a night in a tree with­
out firing a shot, it was impossible to 
resist the temptation offered by the 
proximity of these elephants, so that 
as soon as there was sufficient 
daylight for to see our way, we 
entered the dense forest, and en­
deavored to get ashot at one of them. 
We soon found that our presence was 
quite well known to these crafty ani­
mals, for they trumpeted and grumbled 
as wo approached. 
and before we expected it, a cow elc-

Ehant with a calf, charged through the 
usn towards us. We had to retreat 

with all speed, at one time the vicious 
animal being scarcely ten yards from 
us. A sudden dodge up a 'small game 
path, however, gave us a fresh start, 
and we widened the distance between 
us, 

So dense was the underwood in this 
bush,and so savage were the elephants, 
that after a night passed in a tree, we 
felt disinclined to beard them in their 
own domain. We therefore returned 
to our tent, after which a bathe, and 
breakfast, followed by an hour or two's 
sleep, dispelled all the had effects of a 
night in an African tree.

The Avenger of Bloed.

About 12 o'clock on Sunday there en­
tered this town from an easterly direc­
tion a male and female rider. They 
rode leisurely upon the public square, 
exciting no particular curiosity in the 
minds of those who saw them.

They were fugitive 
from that in a matrimonial sense, Tay­
lor having unlawfully possessed him­
self of Lannum's wife, and the two en­
deavoring to escape together. A short 
time after they had ridden from town, 
perhaps half an hour, a single horse­
man rode in their wake, passing hur­
riedly through town, taking the direc­
tion of the above mentioned parties. 
This was George Lannum, the husband 
of the woman, who, a couple of hours 
later, was brought into town a prisoner, 
he having overtaken and killed Ti " .'aylor. 

tragedy occurred at the residence 
of Mr. Joseph Dohoney, a worthy citi-

lis hahmAW A. !l _ . zen of this county, residing two 
out on the Glasgow road. Taylor and 
the woman, when the husband appear­
ed upon the scene, were seated at Mr. 
Dohoney's fireside, resting and await, 
ing bodily refreshments, which the 
family were providing. The riders' 
horse had been stabled and saddles 
left at the front of the house, 
and it was by these that he knew that 
he had come upon the escaped. Dis­
mounting, he advanced toward the 
house, and in passing up the ynrd was 
observed by Taylor through 'the win­
dow, who had risen to his feet, and was 
standing upright when T«anm»m en­
tered. His entrance was the instant 
signal of hostilities, and without an in­
terchange of words each drew a re­
volver, and the deadly fire began. Two 
of Lannum's shots took effect in Tay­
lor's breast, in the region of the heart, 
producing death in less than thirty 
minutes. Lannum escaped with two 
bullets through the lappels of his coat 
and vest, and a slight wound on the 
back of his left hand. Lannum surren­
dered and was brought to jail, the wife 
accompanying. Taylor leaves a wife 
and seven children. 

$17,000 Awaiting Somebody.

About five years ago, a youth, appar: 
en ly fifteen or sixteen years of agej 
called at the publishing house of John 
E. Potter & Co., m Philadelphia, and 
offered a manuscript story for publica­
tion. Mr. Potter, the head of the firm, 
who happened to be in nt the time, 
smiled at the idea of" one so youthful 
aspiring to appear in literature as tho 
author of a. book; but finally, at the 
urgent request of the boy, consented to 
keep the manuscript a few days and 
look it over. When he had done so, he 
was convinced that the story, while 
evincing a lack of polished education 
on the part of the !>oyish author, pos­
sessed considerable merit as an exciting 
novel, some of the scenes being de­
scribed with wonderful power; and, 
after consulting with the other mem­
bers of the house,decided to publish it. 

When the youth called 11 few days 
afterward, he told him of his conclu­
sion, and it was agreed that the author 
should receive a royalty of ten cents a 
copy on all sold. The story was duly 
published in book form, under the 
title of " White Rocks," and since that 
time 170,000 copies have been sold. 
But what is singular about it is, that 
the youthful author has been seen or 
heard of since, and there is now due 
him the sum of $17,000 as copyright on 
his story.

Cutting Meed Potato**. 
From tho Ohio Farmer. 

At least one-half of the labor of out-
ting potatoes may be saved by using a 
common tin apple-quarterer, which any 
tinner will make for thirty cents. Set 
the quarterer permanently on a thick 
piece of plank six inches square, so 
that the edges of the plow will be upper­
most. In cutting into quarters only, 
place the eye end of the potato on the 
centre of the quarterer, and push the 
potato down so as to cut through the 
stem of the potato; this will give each 
piece an equal share of eyes. If small­
er pieces are desired cut as nearly 
through as possible and have the quar­
ters hold together, aud then draw up 
the potato and cut across the quarters 
on one side of the wings of the quarter­
er into eight, twelve, sixteen, or more 
pieces, as wanted; the pieces toward 
the stem end being cut the largest. 

In cutting potatoes worth from one 
to twenty dollars per pound, and where 
from three to five pecks are used to 
seed an acre, we out potatoes into quar­
ters or eighths lengthwise, and then 
subdivide the eyes into from two to 
eight pieces, giving each eye as nearly 
as possible an equal share of the pota­
to. These very small pieces seem to 
produce as well as large ones, if the 
ground is not too dry while they are 
startiug. ^ Three to five bushels of seed 
per acre is a plenty.

Spring Wheat and the Chlneh Bug. 

Tho comparatively high price of 
wheat may lead farmers to BOW large 
quantities of this grain the coming 
spriug, right in tho face of threatening 
danger from the ravages of the chinch 
bug iu regions so infested. It is true, 
early sowing and early ripening may 
prevent the worst consequences, but it 
is not to be relied upon with certainty. 
Early sowing on a well-pulverized soil, 
seeded with not less than one and a half 
bushels per acre, of plump, healthy 
grain, placed within half an inch of the 
surface of the ground, are prerequis 
ities to success. 

It has been hoped that the severity 
of the winter would tend to lessen the 
number of bugs the coming year, but 
this does not follow as a natural con­
sequence. It is denied by entomolog­
ists that the chinch bug winters above 
the ground in cornstalks, but our ob­
servation is different, for we have found 
them alive and apparently healthy in 
the winter under the blades and »mimg 
the husks. Our observation, too, is 
that the bugs do more damage to wheat 
sown on corn-stalk ground than upon 
stubble ground plowed in the fall.— 
Western Rural. 

Growth of a Horse'* Bones. 

We extract the . following from the 
Irish Sportsman and Farmer. " With 
respect to the growth of hones, so far 
as regards height, it generally discon­
tinues between three and four yean 
old. After three years eld the limbs 
very seldom become longer, but the 
carcase increases in depth between the 
top of the withers and that portion of 
the chest immediately beneath it. Pro­
fessor Ferguson some years ago discov­
ered that the measure of the fore-limb 
of a three-year-old colt or filly, from 
the centre of the pastern joint, is the 
measure of that portion of the adult 
animal between the centre of the elbow 
joint and the top of the wither. Thus, 
it is wanted to know what increased 
height a three-year-old will attain when 
he or she shall have reached maturity, 
it is only necessary to ascertain how 
much greater the distance is between 
the elbow joint and the top of the 
withers. The difference between these 
two measurements will nearly exactly 
indicate the maxium height the animal 
will attain in the ordinary course of 
nature, on arriving at maturity. This 
rule has for some time been recognized 
in the cavalry of the English and Con­
tinental armies as almost infallible. 
Bones are continually, though slowly, 
changing their structure; but 
as to their length, the bones 
of horses generally discontinue their 
elongation at about between four 
four and a half years old. With respect 
to substance and structure, they are 
not not quite developed until the ani­
mal iB about five years old." There is 
also in the same paper a letter from a 
" Vetrinary Student," of which the an­
nexed is a portion, but which hardly 
display so much practical knowledge: 
" I percived a paragraph, signed 'Row­
el,' condemning the use of bearing 
reins, and, as I fully concur with the 
views of the writer on the subject, you 
will perhaps allow me to observe tlmt 
he has omitted in his list of diseases, 
vices, etc., consequent upon the con­
tinued used of the bearing-rein, one 
very common and at the same time 
rather dangerous affection, viz: poll-
evil. When the head of the animal is 
elevated for a length of time, the mus­
cles of the neck—especially the long-
issimus dorsi being placed in an abnor­
mal position, that is, too long contract­
ed, become irritated, and a certain 
amount of inflammation is set up, which 
ends in the formation of an abscess, 
constituting the so-called poll-evil; 
and, owing to its proximity to the spin­
al cord, there is danger of the pus bur­
rowing in on the cord, causing paraly­
sis and death. Then, in the operations 
for this disease, it is almost impossible 
to perform successfully unless conver­
sant with the anatomy of the parts, as 
the ligamentum fluchce is situated there, 
and if that is cut the head immediately 
drop." 

Pomltrjr Breeding. 
AFEW PRACTICAL HINTS THEBKON. 

It is assumed by many persons who 
have attempted the experiment that 
poultry breeding is a "humbug," and 
that it " costs more than it comes to," 
to try to rear fancy fowls. The class 
who assume this complain that because 
they have paid a high price for fowls, 
and having placed them in bleak and 
damp positions they do net meet their 
expectations as egg-producers, nor can 
they rear chickens successfully; the 
fowls become diseased and die, and the 
owner becomes discouraged, and hence 
is ready to cry out " humbug." The 
great trouble with such is that they 
have no knowledge of the management 
of poultry, frequently allowing them to 
shift for themselves, expecting or as­
suming, because they have paid fancy 
prices i'or fowls, that they should be a 
source of profit without the least care 
or trouble. This is an erroneous idea 
to get into the head of a new beginner. 
Fowls can not be bred profitably and 
successfully unless proper care is be­
stowed upon them. 

Before a person begins the breeding 
or keeping of fowls, he should mark 
out Koine definite plan for his houses, 
etc., keeping in mind on the outset 
that the henneries should as a general 
rule face the south, for fowls like 
flowers, will always thrive best when 
they have plenty of sun and light, pure 
air and free ventilation, without drafts. 
We would recommend, if it were possi­
ble, to have two sets of breeding houses, 
and to secure success in hatching, mate 
your adult cook birds with yearling pul­
lets, aud the yearling cockerels with 
adult hens two or not exceeding three 
years eld, and the produce in almost all 
cases will prove healthy and vigorous 
birds. 

Do not neglect to feed your breeding 
stock regularly and at stated periods, 
anil see that tlioy have clean, fresh wa­
ter immediately after giving them their 
feed, if you are not fortunate enough 
to possess a self-watering fountain. We 
do not believe in the idea advanced by 
some shiftless breeders, that because 
the ground is covered with snow in the 
vicinity of your coops or runways, your 
fowls need no water, but can slake their 
thirst sufficiently with snow. Our ex­
perience is that fowls allowed to slake 
their thirst with snow for any length 
of time are liable to scours and diar­
rhoea, and eventually death. 

There certainly is no difficulty in 
breeding fancy fowls if a person will 
use ordinary care and forethought.— 
And as to the profits derived therefrom 
there is not a question. We have bred 
fowls more or less for the past thirty-
live years,have studied their habits, and 
can speak with some degree of certainty 
upon the subject. Therefore we have 
no hesitancy in advising those who have 
repeatedly asked us the question, "Can 
j»onltry raising under ordinary circum­
stances lie rnnde to pay ?" to try and 
prove 1 lie matter for themselves. 

Our advice has always been in com­
mencing the business to begin on a 
small scale select one or two varieties 
of fowls, and experiment with them, 
tdking care to keep a correct debit and 
credit account during the season, and 
at tho end thereof strike a balance and 
give us yoiir experience for publication, 
so that others may profit thereby. If 
you have committed errors the first sea­
son, they csnbe corrected the next. An 
exchange of views and opinions in poul­
try breeding will prove of as much im­
portance and benefit as in almost any 
other department of farm-husbandry.— 
American Rural Home. 

TIIE CALIFORNIA EARTHQUAKE. 

Ita St- verity In the Southern Portion ot 
tlx- State—Heavy I>naa or Life and 
Property. 
Dispatches from the volcano district 

in Inyo county, 400 miles southeast of 
San Fraucisco, give additional details 
of the earthquake disaster on Tuesday 
last. Shocks continue, though with 
decreased violence. It is remarkable 
that only the single Blight Bhock of 
Tuesday was felt in oentral and north­
ern California. Cerro Gordo was badly 
damaged. Some buildings were thrown 
down, but only one man was killed. 
Lone Pine seems to have been directly 
over the center of the disturbances. 
Among the killed at thejlatter place was 
Mr. Grey, aged 42, a native of Texas. 
The remainder were all Spanish Amer­
icans. The first shock is described as 
like a park of artillery fired beneath 
the town. Col. Whipple, who was in 
the second story of an abode, states 
that he had just time to jump from his 
bed and reach the doorway, when the 
house appeared to crumble to pieces. 
He was buried in the ruins, but suc­
ceeded in extricating himself from th« 
debris, suffering from fearful, but not 
dangerous wounds. The scene beg­
gared description. 

Nearly-all the populace was buried 
beneath the ruins. Cries for help and 
screams of pain from the wounded filled 
the air, while those who escaped from 
the rnins were calling for help to rescue 
fathers, brothers, wives and children. 
The first shock was followed in quick 

ccession by three others. Three hun­
dred distinct shocks were felt between 
half-past two o'clock and sunrise. In 
fact, the whole earth was in a constant 
shake and tremble for over thirty hours. 
A chasm was opened extending thirty-
five miles down the valley, ranging 
from three inches to forty feet in width. 
Bocks were torn from their places and 
rolled down into the valley. Every­
where through the valley are seen evi­
dences of the terrible convulsion of na­
ture. There is much desolation among 
the inhabitants. A Lone Pine dispatch 
says that several shocks were felt in 
•.hat city Friday night,and are still com­
ing from the southeast. Persons an­
ticipate the finding of immense chaama 
in the mountains as soon as the snow 
disappears enough to admit of in­
vestigation. 

Rumors of volcanoes having been 
seen in active operation from the sum­
mit of Green Hood Mountain, sixty 
miles south of Visalia, are in circula­
tion, but are considered at best dubi­
ous. The Indians in that vicinity all 
left, fearing a recurrence of a general 
convulsion of nature, which, according 
to tradition, occurred there some hun­
dred years ago, and created what is 
now known as Owens River Valley, but 
was before a chain of mountains. 

The section affected by the earth­
quake is sparsely inhabited. 

Additional advices from Inyo county 
place the number of killed by the 
earthquake on Tuesday at 30, ana the 
wounded at 100. In Desert county, 
stretching from Owens Lake to the 
Mexican line, are craters innumerable 
of volcanoes not long extinct. Several 
volcanoes are active. It is supposed 
by some that these volcanoes may be 
eruptive again. A gentleman from In­
dependence asserts that smoke and 
asnes from a volcano were distinctly 
seen southward of that place, and 
word has been brought there that lava 
was seen flowing down the mountain. 
The report is not authenticated. The 
shocks continued to decrease in force 
up to Thursday morning, when over a 
thousand had been counted. At Tib-
bet's ranche, fifteen miles above Inde­
pendence, forty acres of ground 
sank seven feet below the 
surface of the surrounding coun­
try. Big Owens lake has risen 
four feet since the first shock, depos­
iting shoals of fish on the shore after 
it receded. For a distance of three or 
four miles through Lone Fine the earth 
cracked, one side remaining stationary 
while the other side sunk deep, leaving 
a wall of earth,extending three miles in 
length, where formerly was a level 
plain. Innumerable cracks were made 
tnroughout the valley. There is no 
parallel to this earthquake since 1812, 
when the mission of San Juan, 
Capestrance and La Paressima, in 
Southern California were destroyed. It 
is, of course, a matter of common con­
versation in California, but creates not 
the slightest apprehension outside of 
the district affected. 

THE YELLOWSTONE PARK. 

What California Thinks of It. 

From the Department of the Interior, 
with its approbation, comes to us a map 
and plan of a national park to be set 
apart as a government reservation. 
The location is on the head waters of 
the Yellowstone Biver, between the 
44th and 45th parallels of north lati­
tude, and 110 and 111 degrees 10 
minutes longitude west from Green­
wich. The area of the proposed park 
is 40 by 83} miles, embracing 1,333 
square miles and a fraction, or about 
86,525 acres. In the southeast corner 
of this parallelogram comes in (running 
almost due north) the Yellowstone 
River. After a flow of ten miles the 
river enters Yellowstone Lake, of an 
irregular shape, ten to fifteen miles in 
extreme length and width. 

Near the centre of the park the river 
debouches from the lake, and after 
traversing for a few miles the hot 
springs region, tumbles over the Upper 
Falls and enters the Great Canon, six 
miles long. Coming out of this canon 
it receives a number of small tributary 
streams, from the east and west, and 
passes through another region of hot 
springs. The southern part of the 
park is partly watered by the head of 
Snake river, flowing southward, and 
with Clark's Fork forming the Colum­
bia river. About ten miles from the 
southwest corner of the park is Madison 
Lake, a small body of water two miles 
long by one wide. This lake gives rise 
to Madison's Fork of the Missouri, 
which flows northward and westward, 
watering, with many tributaries,a large 
part of the west centre of the park. 

The level lands are along Madison's 
Fork, and are in the centre of the park, 
spreading around the great plateau of 
Yellowstone Lake and the hot springs. 
It is a most picturesque region, em­
bracing some of the grandest and some 
of the most beautiful scenery on the 
continent, with lakes, rivers, mountains 
and valleys, all in charming proportion 
and most pleasing contrast. But the 
policy of Betting apart so large an area 
of the public domain fcr the exolusive 
delights of the rich, and shutting out 
actual settlers and cultivators, is un-
American and ought not to prevail.— 
Sacramento Union. 

Treatment of Prisoners. 
The Tichborne claimant in Newgate 

is in a common cell, in which but one 
change has been made. Owing to the 
prisoner's weight, a wooden bedstead 
has been substituted for the usual 
hammock. The only persons allowed to 
see him are the jail officers and his 
lawyer. Like any other prisoner, he 
is allowed to have meals from outside, 
but he is not permitted to have stimu­
lants. The guest of New York City, 
Mr. StokeB, is in jail for murder, but 
his apartment is luxuriously furnished, 
and the little levees and dinners he 
gives to his friends are among the dain­
tiest of entertainments. 

THE SOLDIERS' HOMESTEAD KIM 

Kn-

ON the evening of the 4tli of March 
there was a wonderful display of the 
aurora australis and borealis, which 
was simultaneously visible in both 
hemispheres. Advices have reached us 
that it was seen from England, France, 
Lisbon, Malta, Constantinople, Alex­
andria, Bombay, Snez and Aden. In 
all probability a visible electro-magnet­
ic zone enveloped the whole earth. 

Provisions of the Law Recently 
acted by CongreHM. 

The Soldiers' Homestead bill, re­
cently passed by Congress, provides 
that every officer or soldier, seaman or 
marine, who served during the rebellion 
aud was honorably discharged, shall, 
on compliance with the Homestead act, 
receive a patent for 160 acres of public-
land—not mineral—inclmhn the al­
ternate reserved sections of public 
lands along the line of any railroad or 
other public work; provided that said 
homestead settler shall bo allowed six 
months after locating his homestead 
within which to commerce his settle­
ment aud improvement; and provided, 
also, that the time which the homestead 
settler shall have served in the army, 
navy, or marine corpB, aforesaid, 
shall be deducted from the time 
heretofore ^ required to perfect 
title, or if discharged on account of 
wouuds received, or disability incurred 
in the line of duty,then the term of en­
listment shall be deducted from the 
time heretofore required to perfect title 
without reference to the length of time 
he may have served, provided, however, 
no patent shall issue to any homestead 
settler who has resided upon,improved, 
and cultivated his said homestead for a 
period of at least one year after he shall 
commence his improvement as afore­
said. Any one entitled to enter under 
thif act, and who has heretofore entered 
less than 160 acres under the Home­
stead act, may enter enough under the 
present act to make 160 acres in all. If 
any person entitled to the provision of 
this act has died, and widow, if 
unmarried, or in case of 
her _ death or marriage, then 
her minor orphan children, by guardi­
an duly appointed, shall be entitled to 
all the benefits of the act. If any pre­
vious entrjr under the Homestead act 
has lapsed by reason of absence of the 
pre-emptor in the army or navy, the 
entry shall be restored. Any soldier, 
sailor, marine officer, or other person 
coming within the provisions of this 
act may as well by an agent as in per­
son enter upon said homestead, provid­
ed that said claimant, in person, shall 
within the time prescribed commence 
settlement and improvements on the 
same and thereafter fulfill all require­
ments of this act. The Commissioner 
of the General Land Office is to malra 
all needful rules to carry the act into 
effect.
