FARM AND NHOUSEHOLD,

In Black Comb Usecfal ¢

Black comb, unlessit be very old and
choked with pollen and ﬁlth,lz a8 use-
ful for breeding purposes as any other.
For guide combs it is better than an:
other, as it is tough and will not brea{
away from its fastenings as new comb
will.  Care should be taken, notwith-
standing, to diseard all comb from
which the bees of former seasons have
not hatched out. Sometimes in old
combs some cells may be observed from
which the sealing has not been removed,
some such cells may have small perfo-
rations in them, their crowns being
sunkea, and their contents dried wp ;
others miy still retain tho remains of
deadiuhzeod,: but wherever these ‘are
seen th®combshonld“bo éonsigned to
the melting-pot, for there is danger
that the combs are infected with foul
brood.—British Bee Journal

Weaning Calves on Graclk, i

The Agricnltnral Gazette (Eng.)
says:  Calves may be weaned inexpen-
sively upon gruel, We have seen the
process earried out, and can state with-
out fear, that healthy, well-grown
beasts may be thus obtained. Before
giving the details of this plan we
should w-.\mnir our readers f:-lom attempt-
ing it umlessthey intend to givo it
their persomal ‘supervision, ér at least
ean insuge its being. pyoperly carried
out. Jfowell dona it will answer, but
unless well done it is sure to fail. The
calves are upoy new milk for the first
week or ten doys, and are then gradual-
ly changed on to a gruel com as
follows : 7 Ib of linseed-cake is crush-
cd and dissolved in 2
2 gals. of hay tea and’'2 gals, of water
are yext added; finally, 7 1 of mixed
meal, formed ok equal portions of ont,
wheat, ‘barley and beanmeal, is then
stirred fn. ~Of thisgruel 2 quarts, with
2 quarts of water, are sufficient for one
meal, and the calves are fed at 6 a. M.
and 6 P, 31, Sidaltade e - 0

Patrons Planting Trees and Vines,

The Rural Sun suggests: Let-each
Grange require every member to plant
out oue or more fruit trees or gra
vines (which duty might be held as a
debtagainstthe nemberuntil the proper
season occurs.) If the custom is per-
manently fixed, that there shall be as
many fruit trees set out as there are
mectings of the grange, it will convert
even fence-corners into places of profit
and supply an immense amount of fruit
to the country without feeling it pecu-
niarily or o ise, On old fields
where scarcely anything else will grow,
peaches and grapes, plums and cherries,
may be made to yield in prodigal profu-
sion, B{ all means,-the fence-corners
around the farm should be devoted to
this purpose. At nt they are usu-
ally given up to briers and bushes, and
form uncouth borders to our farms.

Manures do not Leach Down.

Mer. Miller says ““mannre applied in
a green state, and plowed under, and
the greater portion of it remaining a
number of inches below the surface
nearly a year, much of this has gone
too far down to benefit the next crop.”
Now, if the above theory is true, why
is it that, on land that has been ma-
nured for thirty or forty years, the
deeper we go down the poorer the soil ?
It secms to me that.there must be a
mine of manure underlying our farms,
and that it is about time that we went
down after it.

If this th, is true, how doas he
account for the fact that when the ma-
uure is plowed under on part of a lot,
wid the other part left without any ma-
nuare, and the whole planted to corn,
the corn on the manured part is much
better than it ison the unmanured part,
and that the oat -crop following the
corn will be: greatly benefited by the
manure, and the clover will take better
and ;;i)vc alarger yicld of hay for several
years?

In plowing corn stuble reviously
manured, farmers generally plow one or
two inblies deeper than they did when
they plowed under the manure, and I
think this~on all ordinary soils—will
bringnup all the manurial element not
used by the corn. I do not think there
18 near as much danger of manures
wasting, covered up with soil, as there
is to leave them through the summer
;n tltnu yard or manure shed liable to

weat,

Seasonable Food.

The wholesomeness of food depends
uearly as much on the time it is taken
as on the quantity. 'We have grown so
Inxurions in our physical as well as
mental $astes, that we are ‘constantly
tempted to eat things ont of season,
Yiclding to the temptation, as we ofton
dv, we pay the penalty, soon or late, in
temporary or chronic derangement of
onrhealth,  Themeat which is excellent
in cold, may not be desirable in warm
weather ; fish is best during spring and
carly summer 5 vegetables and  fruit
are nutritious when theyare fully ripen-
ed by sun and season, and not artificial-
ly stimulated,

Nuturc knows what she is doing ; she
furnishes for every latitnde the produc-
tions fittest for such latitude, e need
varicty, not so much atone time as from
time to time. The delicacies of the
scason will not hurt us ; but the deli-
cacies out of season certainly will, if
long coutinued. The appetite so jaded
as to crave oysters in July, or straw-
berries in December, needs eareful cor-
rection by the adoption of the simplest
habits. The palate naturally relishes
what nature has near at hand.

As arale, not only is the simplest
food the best food, but the most sca-
somuble is, in the long run, the most
appetizing,  Lhere is no dificulty in
determiniug what we should eat, since
the products of our climate show us
plainly month by month, Fish, flesh
wnd Truit, by theiv plampness, tender-
ness and ripouess, themselves denote
when they are ready to be eaten, A
sound stomach will profit by whatever
an unspoiled palate enjoys,—Seribner's

A WHALE ON AN OYSTER BED,

The Largest Fish that wan Ever Killed In
Rariian Bay.
From the New York Sun, May 29,

The fishing senson has opened earlier
than usual this year at South Amboy,
and the piscatory inhabitants are con-
gratulating themsolves on so auspicious
a commencemont as the capture of an
onormous whale. Last Friday morning
John Spain saw, a short distance from
theshore, what appeared to him tobe a
sloop bottom upward. The water was
not more than fivo foet deep, and the
supposed boat had grounded on an
oystor-bed. Whilo Spain was specu-
lating as to the probable fate of the
crow, the object be to move per-
oceptibly, and several jets of water were
thrown into the air. Tho astonished
obsorver had nover soon a levinthan,
but had read about them in connection
with Jonah, and scon pictures of them
tossing lurgo hoats forty fect in tho air
with a slash of their tails, and he be-
lieved the creature before him to be
very like n whale.
ohn' rushed’to the house of Capt.

Roberts and surprised that mariner
yond measure by assuring him that
there was a whale in the Oyster bed.
A single glanco at the dark, gliswning
wmass, rising four feet out of tho water,
sgsured the experienced Captain that
the creature was .indeed a leviathan of
large dimensions, harda ground. Arm-
ing himself with a gun, a hatchet, and
a considerablo quantit of powder and
ball, ho junped into a boat and started
upon one of the mostremarkable fishing
excursions within the range of hisex-
perience. Arrived within a few yards
of the monster, he took a steady aim
and planted a ball under his fin, The
bullet sank boneath the skin and a jot
of blood spurted out, but for allthe
effect produced upon the whale the en-
terprising Captain might as well have
fired into the trunk of a trce. Row-
ever, he tried & second ‘lhot and a third,
and continued to practice npon the crea-
ture until its sides looked liko u target
after a German shooting festival. He
thinks he finully
had his ammunition and daylight hold
out, but in the absence of any more
lead he seized his trusty hatchet and
prepared to renow the contest at close:
quarters, :
Againand again,that murderous blade
sank deep into the side of the monster,
and every stroke was followed by a re-
sponsive 8; It was warm work,
and though the Captain has few equals
with oyster-tongs, after he had cut n
hole in the creature’s side about four-’
teen inches long by eight wide and a
foot deep, ho was glad to rest. The
whale wasapparently as fresh as cver, and
showed no signs of guing into his final
flurry, thoughheevineed an overwhelm-
ing desire to get off the oyster-bed.

gletmwhile loodgood, having heard
of the event, had notbeen idle. He had
gone to Samucl Ney, the village black-
smith, and made him blow up his fire
and manufacture a stout iron s ten
feet inlength. With this formidable
weapon hot from the forge, he was now
seen approaching the shore accompa-
nied by Ney. Capt. Roberts saw them
coming nnd renewed his onset nupon the
whale, enlarging the hole severalinches,
but failing to kill the creature.
The blacksmith evinced an amount of
cool diseernment in the face of danger
not unworthy of his French namesake
of martial renown. He directed Blood-
good to spear tho whale in the hole
made by the Captain’s hatchet. The
hint was acted fipon, and 4 feet of iron
sank into the whale’s blubber. The
struggle was not long in doubt after
that. With the skill of Arctic voyagers,
the three men kept ont of reach of the
monster in his dying * flarry,” and in
ten minutes he was a dead whale. Not
all the row-boats in South Amboy
could have towed him off théoyster-bed,
but a steamtug fastened a ﬂnwur to
him and ced him ashore, where
the united efforts of the inhabitants
hauled him out of the water.

There were divers conflicting theories
as to the cause of his inland excursion.
Many old fishermen, who by virtue of
their calling were supposed to know all
about whales, though none of them had
ever seen one, cherished a pleasant fic-
tion that the creature being, essentially
a denizen of the briny ocean, getting
accidently into the river, had become
blinded and bewildered with the un-
wonted effects of the fresh water, and
moved on blindly to its fate without
knowing where it was going to. Others
assignedsicknessas the causeof its com-
inginto the river, saying thatthese crea-
tures always went into shallow water
when they felt themselves dying, and
this theory was somewhat borne out by
the fact that the creature’s snout was
covered with parasites, which are said to
attack whales when they are on the
point of death,

In coming up the river, the whale
must have kept in a comparatively nar-
row channel, the water of theRaritan be-
ing very shallow at seme distance from
the banks, Had it been high tide, there
is & strong probability thatit would have
passed up to New Brunswick, a distance
of seventeen miles,

The whale was found to measure 48
feet in length, 9 feet through the body,
and thirty feet in circumference. The
head was 10 feet long, and the tail 14
feet. The gills, from which the whale-

bone is produced, were 9} feet long.
On Saturday the crowds oomin;%rom
far and near to view the ir-

ed the captors with the idea of
a pa; speculation of the exhibition,
and 1t was acoordingly encl and a

smail price charged for admission. On
Sunday the throng was so great that
cvery boat procurable was pressed into

the service at Perth Amboy and along
the New J. er:;r coast. Numeroussloops
wer2 chartae for the oceasion, and
hundreds were unable to obtain boats,

The total sum realized was $308, and
double this amount would have been
taken had all who dssired to see the.
whale been able to do so. Moreover,
the. peculiar rank and overpowering
odor which arose from the carcass as
the oil oozed friom the holes made with
the hatchet, deterred mauy from ap-
proaching it. It increased in density
on Monday, under the cffects of the hot
sun and on Tuesday many of the most
respectable  inhabitants  of the little
scttlement near where it was landed
talked about making a hasty departure,
and lamented that it had ever flounder-
ed up the river. Before night it was
all cut up and the blubber sent to the
opposite side of the river to be tried
out. Much of the oil was lost, but it is
estimated at least twenty barrels re-
main, which will realize about$650, The
whalebone is worth $100. The skeleton
is to be presented to the New Bruns-
wick College.

‘When the remains were being taken
to the field to ‘be buried, two yoke of

Ponce de Leon’s Fountain of Life.

From a sketch of Central Florida,
written by Mrs. E. E. Long, of Flor-
ida, and published in the Tallahassee
Floridian, we take the following :

“It was cn route to Suwannee Old
Town that Gen. Jackson and his troops
halted beside the famous fountain of
Ponce de Leon, now miscalled t1 ¢ Wa-
kulla Spring. The line of march made
by the Spaniard confirms the supposi-
tion that this was the spring sought by
tho adventurer, and its curious charac-
ter is quite sufficient to have given it a
distinct renown. What makes it o mar-

} | vel of nature is its great depth and cx-

ceeding transparency,—a transparenc,
greater than that of the ntmospgero, ni
evinced bl' seeing the smallest object at
near 200 feet below, and in passing over
its unrippled surface in a floating skiff
the novel sensation of being suspended
between skies is produced. i

The Ponce de Leon fountain, to be
seen to advantage, must be visited on a
still, sunshinny day, without breeze,
and with the sun as near the meridian
a8 possible. From beneath o
i mmh limestone precipice,
and from a dark, yawning, unfathoma-
ble abyss, springs the fountain, spread-
ing out into a circular form of several
hundred yards, forming the Wakulla
River. The water is not particularly
cold, and does not inits taste betrayany
of that mystical power we would like
to establish. It is the ingredient of
lime that gives transparency and also a
magnifying quality to the spring. The
smallest coin, and even a pin, can be
seen twirling through its depth,enlarg-
ed at every turn, until it rests on the
rocks below, and as a like object counld
not be scen through the atmosphere at
the same distance, this conclusion is
reasonable. Nothing but actual obser-
vation can give an idea of the
picture. The moss-covered stones
jutting irrcgularly from four hundred
to two hundred feet feet below, whero
they centre around a bouudless depth ;
the flexible roots and grasses all bathed
in rainbow hues ; the numerous fish,
eels, and even alligators, sporting in
their element, reflecting the same pris-
matic coloring, and the gentle, dreamy
gliding over the depths of aqueous
transparency, accompanied by the mu-
sic of the warble-throated mocking bird,
making it, with its kalcidoscopic
changes, more like a fairy scene, and
we lose for a time our sense of the
carth, earthy. Dense hammocks of
cvc;zmens, magnolia, bay laurel, inter-
laced with the grapevine, clematis and
ever- cful jessamine, with their va-
ried tints of leaf and blossom, softened
by a veil of gray moss, affords a fit set-
ting for so curious a gem, suggesting a
magnificent opal,
