Tue bark Isabel is expected at Tacoma
this week. She is loaded with twe thou-
sand tons of tea consigned to St. Paul,
Chicago and New York. The consignors
are Frazar & Co., the Northern Pacific’s
agents at Yokohama. It 1s estimated
that the tea will load tén tons to the car,
which will necessitate the use of two
hundred cars. These will be run in
special air-brake trains of twenty cars
each, making ten trains in all. It is
probable that the trains will double be-
tween Helena and Glendive and between
Mandan and St. Paul, as the grade be-
tween those peints will permit of such
peavy trains. The trains will be run
throngh as specials, and upon a time card
prepared especially for the occasion.
The time £o be consumed in the trip will
be something dess that 175 hours. This is
the first tea shipmeaé undertaken by the

Northern Pacific. and if the experiment
proves a success, and there is every indi-
cation that it will, a regular line of sail-
boats between Tacoma and Yokohama
will be established. When the trade has
been built up to such proportions as will
justify it, the Northern Pacific company
will put on a line of steamers.

A SEREE S

FROM CALIFORNIA. *

[We publish below what we consider
a very interesting letter, written by Miss
Ellis to her family. The letter is a pri-
vate one, but we thought it too good to
fileaway in the Ellis secretoire, and her
parents have consented to let us give it
o our readers.—Ep.]

' CLOVERDALE, Cal., July 10, 1885.

Friday morning when I awoke they
told me Omaha was three hundred miles
away, and we were winding close along
the banks of the Platte river. Nebraska
is a vast plain, and that nver winds
through 1t like a silver thr.ad. The
country was 80 beantiful and the morn-
ing air so refreshing, that we braved car
smoke and tan and rode on the car steps.
I simply wish I knew the number of miles
we rode this way! This much I do know
—that when the scenery was poor we
rode this way to rest eurselves, and when
it was grand we rode here that we might
get a better view. I bad seen plains at
home, and it was only during the glory
of the morning that I enjoyed Nebraska
and its winding river. But near evening
I forgot any weary hours of the day
when the cry was raised in the car:
“Snow-capped moundtains in the dis-
tance.” I had waited so long to see a
mountain (years before I started) and
there in the cool of u perfect sunset to
look miles and miles away and see some
huge monster shining and vlittering
against the sky, to be told that that was
a mountain, and that we were nearing
the region where they would never dis-
appear, seemed too’ much, and senti-
mental as I felt at the time, and doubly
80 as I feel now, the tears came to my
eyes. Why was this so? I did not do it
for effect, for when I knew what was
ahead I went by myself. Was it because
it was so grand or was it because I knew
these mountains to be a barrier over
which I could never look to my home un-
til they were passed again? Be that as
it may I dried my eyes, for had I cried at
every mountain I have seen since then,
I should be a second Pacific Ocean, and
that would never do. You never saw a
snow-capped mountain, did you? Well,
give u white cloud a durk foundation and
you have what the distant snew-capped
mountain was and is to me. When one
gets close enough to them, like every-
thing earthlv, they lose the heaven that
they seemed, and become terribly ma-
terial.

It was just cvening when we reached
Cheyenne, und for the first time in mv life
Istruck a city that exactly suited me.
Nothing that I ever saw compared with
the part we could see. Clean and beauti-
ful, with great stores whose equal I never
saw but in Chicago, and such beauty and
comfort in every corner. I never heard
a word of praise for the place, but if I
had the choice of a home [ would take
this city. We had a nice long stay here,
and I wish it bad lasted a year.

About 10 o’clock we came to Sherman,
a little pluce with a huge monument to
its hero, and remarkable for the fact that
this is the highest point over which trains
pass 1in the west, 8,000 and some feet
above the sealevel. The dry atmosphere
was readily noticed by the girls with
“bangs.” In fact my hair got such a
dryness that it has been unmanageable
ever since.

The next morning we found rivers flow-
ing west, nnd our watches one hour be-
hind. All this time we were in the
mountains, and yet is it not strange that
one passes over them almost without be-

ing aware of the fuct? ’

Wyoming territory was grand, but I
will not describe it to you for I have not
time, and when I remember Echo Cannon
I simply cannot describe it. I must see
you: I must roll my eyes, and throw my
arms, and lay you on the flat of your back,
to make you understand anything about
it. Do not fear my forgetting it. There
are some things we can never forget, and
though I have not a scratch in my note
book about it, I will remember it forever.
Don’t talk to me of Europe! If it has
anything grander than America’s western
scenes, God could never have made it,
and there is evidence enough of Satanic
power in the heaving and tumbling of our
own mountains to suit me.

It was sunset again when we reached
Ogden, and pulling out from this, an-
other queen-city, we rounded Salt Lake.
From the grandeur and voleanic action
of Echo Cannon, we came to a scene
which breathed peace and beauty. O,
can you not see with me!—distant moun-
tain ranges, just before you, at whose
feet water bright and expansive dances
and ripples in contentment. The sea
birds fly over it in large numbers, now
high up in the air and now touching the
water with their wings. The nearshore
of the lake is white and one needs not to
be told that this is salt. Over the moun-
tains the sun more large and red than I
ever saw it before. looks upon us from
the mountain-brow, looks for a moment
only and then sinks away. The halo
that surrounds it pauses but a moment
and that too disappears. Welook above
and the stars shine, we look below and
the lake ripples and plays, but soon its
ripples are lost in the darkness. We
move on as quickly as if one of earth's
most lovely scenes was to reappear the/
next day. But when we look back in the
morning the lake is gone and under our
eyesis sage brush and sand.

If you wish to know what I saw all
through Nevada, imagine sage-brush and
sand. and when you have imagined this
as long and as far as you can, add double
the amount you first saw. Make the
sage brush go to seed and spring up fifty
thousand times (good crops each time)
and make the whole male population of
the ¢lobe haul sand for two hvndred and
fifty-nine years, then multiply this by six
and you will begin to understand what is
meant by the sage-brush and sand of the
West.

As we followed that Humbolt river, saw
the mirage so plainly in the distance,
and were delayed two full hours on that
burning desert, we could see the old stage
line not far from where we stopped. I
thought many times of papa. I even
looked across that burning vlain and saw
the *‘train” as it wound slowly along fol-
lowing the mirage, which seemed so real.
I could see his homesick face as he laid
his companion away 1n that devil-planned
place. The thing I could not see was,
why they did not all die. But I will
leave this weary place and tell you a
little of the glory spread before us.

The old sayings about “clouds with
silver linings.” ‘‘darkest just before day,”
are more than appreciated in going into
California. The Rockies are beautiful,
but they are not to be compared with the
Sierras. The lovely trees and flowers are
missing on the former and made up on
the latter. We passed the summit in the
night, but like the rockies we would
never have known it had we not been
told so.

" My first glimpses of California were

equal to my wildest expectations. The

.

-

grand old trees, each looking a8 if it had
afresh coat of varnish and embodying
every hue in the kingdom of green shades,
the mountains covered with pine and
other forest trees, the pretty fields and
comfortable homes—all were equal to my
brightest dreams.

But after leaving Sacramento, where
we stopped for dinner, the sun came
down hotter and more direct than on
Minnesota’s most torturing days, the
wind blew a hurricane, and the dry coun-
try was put into the state of a Sahara
sand storm. This lasted all the p. m.,
and when night came the most deuse fog
arose from the Pacific. In the morning
everything was wet, and that kind of wet
which makes one stickto everything he
touches. This was the weather when in
crossing the San Francisco ferry I looked
to the west and saw the Pacific. It might
just as well bave been a cabbage-bed for
all that I could see. Then came the
thoughts which draw people’s faces down
and stir up a fog somewhere besides in
the Pacific, and the thoughts, What did I
come for? What am I to do? I hate
this weather and if this is the “Golden
State,” take me back to the ‘‘Potate
State,” and let me stay there. But when
we had crossed the nine-mile ferry we
entered the Sonoma Valley, and of all
beautiful places I ever saw this seemed
theloveliest. Tcanneot describe it, for the
clock has struck *‘twelve,” and my ideas
have struck ‘‘one.” Enough to say it is
my home, and if I am not happy I never
shall be. Thethought that you are all so
far away and that I put you so, leads me
to look at your pictures often.

I fecel so well after this long journey,
and as school dees not begin for three
weeks, I think I will take my trip south
now, for if I wait until just before I come
home, I shall never go, and Ishall always
regret not seeing the whole thing. It
will cost heavily, but I cannot help that,
and to stop where I am now would be
like going to Eurepe and staying in Cork,
for fear of the expense of going further.

G. A. R. LETTER.

GETTYSBURG, Pa., July 14, 1885,

EpITOR TRANSCRIPT:—Gottysburg battle-
fleld is one of the grandest and most pictur-
esque places imaginable, and well fitted to
be the theatre of the greatest conflict of the
nineteenth century. No wonder that compe-
tent military authorities, long before the
event of the battle, commented upon ita
adaptability for that purpose, with its hights,
valleys, fine ground for cavalry movements
on the flank, and parallel ridges for mutual
defence and protection of troops. If a
battle must be fought, and one that is to be
immortal in the memory of mankind as the
turning point in the destiny of a great nation,
no spot could bhave been selected more in
keeping with the magnitude of the occasion.
No one can travel over this great battle-fiold
without being impressed with its natural
beauty as well as by the memory of the
terrible tragedy aeted out there just twenty-
twe years ago.

Any one who visits the battle-field with the
idea they can see much of it in a single day,
will be very much disappointed. We traveled
assiduously on foot over the field during six
full days, not less than from 60 to 75 miles, be-
sides a considerable distance in conveyances,
and yet felt the task was poorly completed.
Including the immediate cavalry operations,
the line of battle could not have been less
than eight miles long, and covered points
front and rear not less than five miles apart.
It is estimated that a space not less than 25
square miles was strown with the bodies of
80,000 men and 5,000 horses, killed and wound-
ed in the battle. The contlict swept from hill
to hill, and raged in the streets of the town,

be shown the battle-field to be pointed to all
the country about him that he can see. As it
would be utterly impossible to give any ade-
quate deseription of the battle in a single
letter, we will make only a few comments on
what we have scen.

On arriving in Gettysburg, we were so for-
tunate as to gecure excellent quarters and
board at John Holtzworth's, a social home-like
place, which greatly promoted the enjoyment
of our visit.

After dinner, we visited the scene of the
firat day'sconflict, where Gen, Reynolds was
killed. Stood map in hand, in the cupola of
the Theological Seminary, which commands a
splendid view of the entire country, and care-
fully studied all the points®of the battle for
the entire three days. Followed with the eye
the route of beth armies to the contlict, and
the very places where the batteries were
planted, the charges made and the officers
fell. Looked at and visited the spot where
Gen. Reynolds was killed while looking across
the meadows for reinforcements. The tree
near which Reynolds fell is pitted with bullet
holes and jagged pieces of iron from its roots
high among its branches. The walls of the
Seminary are speckled with holes where the
bullets fromn the Rebel muskets struck. Near
by is the fumous railroad cut where our forces
bagged several hundred Rebels in the fight.
From our sgplendid look-out, we could trace
the Union line of battle on that first day, and
see many miles away the routes taken by
Loungstreet, Hall and Ewell in converging up-
on Gettysburg to overwhelm the Union army.
There beneath us was the meadow across
which our defeated troops fell back hotly
pursued by the victorious rebels. On my way
back to town visited a somewhat interesting
locality, the house of Mr. Sheads, which lies
in the track of the retreat. Here Col. Whee-
lock of New York, fled into the house closcly
followed by a Rebel officer who demaunded his
sword. The Colonel refused to surrender,
and dared the Rebel to shoot. A daughter of
Mr. Sheads came up behind the Colonel and
slyly took the sword, and unobserved in the
tumult, secreted it. Col. Wheelock made his
escape that evening and subsequently re-
covered the sword. While Mr. Sheads was
pumping water for the victorious Rebels a
_gell cawe from the Union lines through the
porch and exploded by the well killing an of-
ficer who was boasting of the victory they
would win. Up in the gable of the house there
still remains a shell sticking in the wall. Mr.
Sheads lost all his sons, four in number, in
the war. The samc evening, attended by Mr.
Holtzworth, I visited Mrs. Wade, whose
daughter Jennie was killed while baking
bread for the Unioen soldiers on the morning
of the third day's battle. Mrs. Wade, who
lives in a small one-story house, went to her
bureau and brought various little mementoes
of her daughter, including several photo-
graphs taken at various ages. She says their
house was in the front of the Union lines, and
the soldiers kept asking for bread. As the
bread had given out, Jennie said she would
bake some biscuits for them, and while ner
hands were in the dough, a bullet from the
Rcbel sharpshooters came through the door
and killed her instantly. She was standing at
the time beside her mother. It was with
peculiar interest that I heard Mrs. Wade give
all the circnmstances, and exhibit the little
mementoes she had treasured up so sacredly,
Jennie had a lover, Corporal Skelly, who was
shot a few days before, near Winchester, but
the event did not come to her knowledge be-
fore her death, and so the lovers, each ignor-
ant of the other's fate, passed suddenly
through the flames of battle into the other
world. When she was taken up for burial his
picture was taken from her pocket stained
with her blood. The G. A. R. Post is named
from him, “Skelly Post No. 9.” Her mother
showed me the bread tray Jennie was using
when killed.

Although the entire population of Gettys-
burg remained in their homes during the
three days battle this was the only instance
of any one being injured. The people took
refuge in their cellars, and often, during the
raging of the fight, could hear the bullets
striking against the walls. Many of the
houses are badly scarred up with bullet holes.

Day after day, guide-book in hand, we
traveled over all the more conspicuous points
of interest. Looked over east Cemetery Hill
where the Louisiana Tigers charged our bat-
teries on the evening of the second day, and
were annihilated; the dark valley where the
Massachusetts second was sent on their 100l

hardy charge against an impreguable position

and_leit half their number on the fleld of
death; the spot where Cushing fired the last
shot from tbe last gun’ at Picket’s men, and
fell dead; where Webb’s brigade stood and
rolled back Picket’s assault; the bloody
ravine where the First Minnesota was sacri-
ficed -to nhold the ground until the line was
formed behind them; and many like places of
interest. After that walked along the Kebel
lines and followed their points of asssult.

It was with the deepest interest, I walked
from the spot where Picket led his men, 18,000
strong, through the'wood out upon the plain
where for three-fourths of a mile they ad-
vanced in the face of nearly an bundred can-
non, pouring shot and shell and grape through
their ranks, crushing, blasting, scattering
thousdnds until one could have walked all the
way stepping on the bodics of the dead.
There was nothing like it in all the history of
the war. Here I picked up a plece of a shell
thrown into the column by the Union guns
and will bring it back to put into McIntyre
Post with some bullets donated from the boys
of Skelly Post to Mcintyre Post. Relics are
becoming scarce, as they are eagerly sought
for by the multitudes who annually throng
these grounds. There are lots of relics for
sale, but as the supply seems to be inexhaus-
table, people are inclined to question their
genuineness, and prefer to hunt the fields for
themselves. Some curious incidents occur.
A few days ago, a man from Delaware came
here and said be had a narrow escape during
the battle from a shell which barcly missed
him and burrowed under a rock. He offered
five dollars to a young man if he would dig
the shell out. The offer was accepted, the
rock turned over and the shell recovered. 1
held the shell in my band, being very careful
of course not to drop it. Not long since, an
officer came here, and asking for & hoe, dug
up a sword he had buried during the battle.
Another officer recovered a sword, which he
had thrown into a well.

Wefound the people very hospitable, and
readyto comnmunicate what they knew about
the battle, and so learned very much that was
interesting. Mrs. Sherfy, whose house is
frequently mentioned in the accounts of the
battle, as it was situated near the famous
peach orchard where Gen. Sickles made the
angle of his line for the second day’a battle,
and where the fighting was of the most des-
peratecharacter, gave me many interesting
reminiscences of the conflict. She suid there
were 48 dead horses in her door-yard, and
they had to hire help after the battle to bury
them. Inthe bedy of an apple tree, in front
of the house, still remains a solid cannon ball,
which you can turn about with your hand as
the wood is decaying. The house bears many
marks of the conflict.

One day, I enjoyed the services of Mr. John
Holtzworth, nephew of the gentleman at
whose house [ was entertained, the guide ef
the battle-field. He has made the battle a
study for the last twenty years, and is able to
give reliable information upon all import-
ant points. No one visiting the battle-tield
should think of patronizing any one else.
One evening my host very kindly took me out
of Gettysburg about 4 miles to visit the fine
monument erected where the cavalry battle
was fought on the third day, between our
forces and J. E. B, Stuart'scavalry. Gen. Lee
sent bim to nttack and turn our right flank,
while he pierced our centre with Picket's
men, thus capturing our rightand crushing
the Army of the Potomac, but Stuart was
defeated as well as Picket, and the Confeder-
ate cause was lost.

On the morning of the firet day’s battle the
valley of Gettysburg was beautiful as Para-
dise with its fields of graln, well fenced, and
neatly kept, but at the end of the third day
it presented a scene of destruction and deso-
lation perfectly indescribable. The grain was
trampled into the ground, every fence leveled
with the ground, and the earth strewn with
the wreck of the conflict. Even the stonesin
the cemetery had been leveled with the
ground. For yearsit remained neglected, but

has now recovered its early thrift, and is a
most delightful place to visit.

Last evening [ had a very pleasant time in
the G. A. R. hall, with the Post, where there
are many valuable relics stored. The Post
Commander’s stand is made from a section
cut from the trunk of a tree pierced by a
solid shot. To the student of history a visit
to the battle-field of Gettysburg is an event
long to be remembered, and amply re"mys the
efforts made to secure it. W.E.S.
