ILLINOIS. 
A horse with glanders was found at Dan­

ville a few days ago and was shot by the 
authorities. 

J. B. Felkor, of Amboy, ex-mayor and 
ex-State Representative, died the other 
day, aged fifty years. 

Prof. B. G. Roots, for many years presi­
dent of the State Board of Education, died 
at Tamaroa recently, aged seventy-seven 
years. 

The Southern Illinois Press Association 
met at Anna a few days ago. A banquet 
was given the members in the evening. 

The five Chicago boodlers recently taken 
to the penitentiary have all been assigned 
work, Leyden as a butcher, Wasserman is 
making chairs, Cchs is in the laundry, 
Varnell in the harness shop and Van Pelt 
•as a waiter in the convict's dining room. 

Burglars robbed the house of Samuel 
Martin, near Hume, the other night, secur­
ing fWO and a gold watch. 

William H. Dewes, an early settler of 
Illinois and a veteran of the civil war, died 
at the age of seventy years at Monticello 
recently, 

A wagon containing Mr. and Mrs. Bailey, 
of Alton, was struck by a train a few days 
ago, and Mrs. Bailey was killed and her 
husband fatally injured. 

The twenty-fourth annual meeting of the 
Illinois Dental Society was held recently at 
Cairo. 

The farmers of Madison County are com­
plaining of the cut worm, which is destroy­
ing the corn as fast as it grows. 

G. W. Barnett's grain elevator at Abing­
don was burned recently. Loss, $10,000; 
partly insured. 

John R. Burdett, a carpenter of Murphys-
boro, aged twenty-nine years, was struck 
by lightning'and instantly killed a few days 
ago. 

Lewis J. Torrance, an old man living in 
Dry Point township, Shelby County, was 
fatally gored by a bull recently. 

Joseph Beade, a miner in the Galena lead 
mines, was killed a few days ago by some 
rock caving in on him. He was sixty years 
old aud left a large family. 

John R Milburn, a business man of 
Bridgeport, on returning from Olney re­
cently got off the train and left a sachel 
containing $S,0J0 in cash and paper in his 
seat. It had not been found. 

IOWA. 
Governor Larrabee has appointed the fol­

lowing Board of Examiners to examine 
candidates for State mine inspectors, as 
provided by the new law: Arthur Connery, 
of What Cheer; John W. McMullen, of Os-
kaioosa; John Gilson, of Des Moines; G. J. 
Ramsey, of Dawson; J. T. Beard, of Cleve­
land. 

The Ancient Order of United Workmen 
held its biennial session of the Grand Lodge 
of Iowa in Dubuque recently. The number 
of lodges in the State is 199; new bene­
ficiary certificates issued for the past two 
years, 1,071; number of deaths for two 
years, 147; number of beneficiary certifi­
cates in force May 1, 8,033; amount of ben­
eficiary fund paid on death losses for the 
same time, $276,000. 

W. P. Daniels, of Cedar Rapids, has been 
chosen grand secretary of the Railway Con­
ductors' order. 

John Laffey and John Curry, of Keokuk, 
were drowned at Warsaw the other after­
noon by the overturning of a boat in which 
they and three others were rowing. 

Fred Greeninger, of Sioux City, aged 
fourteen years, was instantly killed a few 
days ago by the horse which he was riding 
falling on him. 

Mrs. Daniel Griffith, of Correctionville, 
was suffocated by gas a few days ago. 

James Larson, an old resident of West 
township, Montgomery County, was killed 
by lightning the other morning while lift • 
ing a sack of corn from a barb wire fence 
during a thunder-storm. 

David Marietto, an old resident of Vin­
ton, aged sixty-five years, was drowned in 
the river opposite that town recently. 

Joe Farley, a wealthy farmer near Ewart, 
was found dead the other morning en­
tangled in a barb-wire fence. It was sup­
posed he was intoxicated and fell into the 
fence. 

LeeE. Cole, of Burlington,has resigned as 
chief clerk of the mail service of the Sixth 
•division, and Walter E. Butler, of West 
Union, has been appointed in his place. 

During a recent storm at Burlington a 
boy was riding a horse when a flash of 
lightning came and the horse fell to the 
ground and died. The boy had his leg 
broken by the falling of the animal. 

C. E. Howe's vinegar factory at Council 
Bluffs was burned the other day. Loss, 
$15,000; insurance, $10,000. 

WISCONSIN. 
James Finley, a farmer, was arrested at 

Beloit recently on the charge of forging the 
names of his father and father-in-law to a 
note for $250, and it was reported that he 
had used notes so made to the amount of 
87,000. 

Governor Rusk appointed Prosecuting 
Attorney Robert J. Wilson, of Fayette 
County, to be county judge, vice Judge D. 
8. Rose resigned, and W. J. Hooker to suc­
ceed Wilson as prosecutor. 

Joseph Barnard, one of the oldest resi­
dents of Wausau, was found dead in his 
bed the other morning. He 'was seventy-
three years old. 

The "Zoo" & Southwestern Railway 
Company recently filed articles of associa­
tion with the Secretary of State at Madison, 
the purpose being to construct a road which 
will be two miles long across the Mississippi 
river opposite Alma. 

While carelessly handling a gun a tew 
evenings ago at Mineral Point,Mark Terrill, 
proprietor of the City Hotel, shot and 
killed Henry Wesley, a colored man. 

The cattle disease in different parts of 
Jefferson County, more particularly in 
Hebron township, was on the increase a 
few days ago. One farmer had lost six 
valuable calves from this unnamed disease. 

Residents in the northern part of Ash­
land are somewhat troubled over the cav­
ing in ol several acres of earth. It has set­
tled four feet, and in the openings poles 
have been run down twenty feet. It is be-

*lieved there is an underground lake below 
that part of the city. 

John Hopper, one of the wealthiest farm­
ers of Manitowoc County, was killed in a 
runaway accident the other day. He had 
just conveyed his wife to Hayton, where 
she took the train to Ahnapee to attend the 
funeral of her brother. 

D. A. Johnson, aged twenty-eight years,* 
of McFarland, and unmarried, left with 
Mrs. N. Knudson, of the same place, the 
other day. The woman is forty years old 
and leaves a husband and six children. 

William McCarthy, a carpenter of Janes-
ville, visited his wife a few nights ago 
and gave her ten minutes to promise to 
withdraw her suit for divorce. She re­
fused and he cut his throat. Physicians 
saved his life.

J. H. Kiel was murdered and robbed at' 
Menominee a few days ago, his body being 
found in Cedar river soon after. 

MICHIGAN. 
The breaking of a lamp the other aftoiw 

noon caused the burning of the south half 
of the Michigan Wood-Pulp Company's 
mill at Niles, inourring a loss of 130,000. 

The Michigan monthly orop report, com­
piled from 001 reports from 678 townships, 
estimates the probable wheat yield at 50.8 
per cent., 31 per eent. less than last year, 
promising 18,000,000 bushels, a decrease of 
5,000,00a 

Careless "trammers" at the Cleveland 
mine at Ispheming the other morning al­
lowed a tram-car loaded with two tons of 
iron to fall down the shaft. August Turn-
quist, aged twenty seven, was killed, aud 
E.'J. Sifley was injured at the bottom of the 
shaft. 

Burglars secured $1,800 in cash, cheeks 
for 91,570, and other valuable papers from 
the safe of Lyman Jennison, at Jennison-
ville, the other night 

A boiler in the Caro wooden works ex­
ploded the other morning, killing one man 
and badly wounding four others. 

The residence of Dr. W. B. Church, in 
Marshall, was entered a few evenings ago 
and t415 was taken. 

The new twenty-stamp mill of Ropes' 
gold mine at Ashpeming has started up. 
This doubles the capacity of the mill Last 
month's product of gold and silver of the 
mine was worth $1,200. 

Erastus Preelyn, aged thirty-five years, 
living near Belleville, gave some medicine 
to his sick wife the other morning, and 
then laid down on a lounge and died of 
congestion of the lungs. 

Sault Ste. Marie is greatly excited over 
the find of a ¥3,000 gold nugget at the Sud­
bury mine on the Canadian side of the 
river. Many smaller nuggets have been 
found there. 

Maggie Philputt has sued ex-Mayor 
Langdon, of Detroit, for $50,000 damages 
for alleged breach of promise of marriage. 
He is fifty-five years old, a widower, and 
the father of grown daughters; and she is 
twenty and said to be handsome and styl­
ish. 

The other evening a crowd of Hollanders 
in Grand Rapids stoned off the watchman 
on the new track of the street railway on 
East street, and tore up the track. The 
police and railroad men were stoned and 
shot at, several being badly hurt. 

MINNESOTA. 
Alexander Johnston, a well-known jour­

nalist of St. Paul, ex-secretary of the Cham­
ber of Commerce, and ex-register of deeds 
of Ramsey County, died recently, aged 
fifty-five years, leaving a wife and four 
children. 

Jim Hill's recent sale of short-horns from 
his farm at North Oaks included thirty-
seven head which sold for $14,335. 

It is said that there is a big oversupply of 
logs in the Mississippi this season. There 
are more logs in the streams than the Min­
neapolis mills can possibly saw, and there 
are no storage booms and no market for the 
logs. A demoralization of the lumber mar­
ket is threatened. 

Peter Leville and P. McMahon were 
drowned recently at Duluth by the upset­
ting of their canoe. 

Two children at Red Lake Falls were 
poisoned to death recently by eating wild 
parsnips. 

Twenty-six men employed in excavating 
a canal for the Electric Light Company's 
new building at St. Cloud, struck for an 
increase of twenty-five cents the other day. 
They were discharged and their places filled 
with new hands at old prices. 

At Garden Grove twenty-four cases of 
scarlet fever and ninety-six cases of 
measles were recently reported. 

The funeral of Commodore Kittson took 
place at St. Paul recently, and many places 
of business were closed out of respect for 
his memory. His estate is estimated at 
$5,000,000. 

The Congregational church at Fergus 
Falls, costing $18,000, was dedicated free of 
debt a few days ago. 

The Minnesota division of railway station 
agents met at Winona recently, and the 
old officers were re-elected, headed by G. 
F. Talmage, of Hastings. 

A seven-year-old son of O. H. Brown, of 
Lyle township, while watching his father 
fell trees recenti; va3 struck by a tree and 
had his skull crushed. 

The tow-boat Charlotte Boeckler, belong­
ing to the Schulenberg-Boeckler Lumber 
Company, while taking out a raft at Still­
water a few days ago struck against the 
bridge, demolishing one span of forty feet. 
The damage amounted to $i0,000, and would 
delay travel for ten days. The loss to 
farmers and saw-mill men on the other side 
was great. 

DAKOTA. 
Charles Herr, near Wessington, had his 

barn destroyed by fire the other night, to­
gether with grain, machinery, etc. Loss, 
$1,500. 

It is said the opening of the great Sioux 
Reservation will be no special advantage 
to the people at large for several years. It 
will require the remainder of this vear to 
secure the necessary number of signatures 
by the Indians. All of 1889^vill be required 
to survey it; most of 1890 will be used in 
having these surveys put through the 
United States Land Office. Not until the 
end of that year can settlers occupy the 
land, and then only homesteaders can take 
it. They must live on it four years and 
then pay fifty cents an acre for it 

A fire at Blunt a few mornings ago de­
stroyed eleven business places, aggre­
gating in value $15,000, with only $2,000 in­
surance. Several people narrowly escaped 
with their lives. Several business men 
are rendered nearly destitute, but all will 
resume. 

The Dakoto packing-house at Huron was 
burned the other day. Loss, $20,000. 

Sioux Falls has guaranteed $50,000 to 
William Ryan & Sons, of Dubuque la., to 
put in a $150,000 pork-packing house. 

Lange's clothing-house and Blockwell's 
billiard hall, at Spearflsh was burned re­
cently. Loss, $6,000. 

At the first Territorial conference of the 
Knights of Labor, held the other day at 
Aberdeen, a Territorial Assembly was or­
ganized and S. J. Conkling, of Watertown, 
was elected master workman. There are 
about fifteen hundred Knights in Dakota. 

John Pletscherwas drowned atLudden 
recently while attempting to cross the fer­
ry with a load of hay. 

A proposition for a creamery at Wessing­
ton Springs has been received from a prac­
tical creamery man of Chicago. 

An Olivet justice has decided that an 
American double-action revolver is not a 
weapon or a firearm, but bears about the 
aairia relation to weapons as a dumb watch 
does to real timepieces. 

Last year was a great year for the loca­
tion of Mineral claims in the Black Hills, 
This year will be largely devoted to their 
development. 

A terrific fight occurred a few days ago 
in Hartford township between an insane 
man named Henry Ehde and A.B.Jones 
and wife. Ehde's head was pounded into 
a pulp, but he is expected to recover. 
Jones and his wife were both badly cut by 
being struck with an iron bar. 

FIELDS ENGULFED. 

The Deluge in the Mississippi Valley 
Shows No Sign of Abatement—Bains 
Keeping the Rivera Out of their Banks 
—Terrible Destruction All the Way 
(Tom Iowa to Arkansas—Great Suffering 
Among the ^Residents of the Flooded 
District —Relief Measures. 
ST. Louis, May 10.—Yesterday's reports 

from the flooded districts are from Keo­
kuk, la., to the remote parts of Arkansas, 
aud show terrible destruction. A Louisi­
ana (Mo.) dispatch says that the breaks in 
tho levee here caused the river to fall about 
a foot since Thursday night, but the 
flood is increasing in the Sny dis­
trict from one end to the other. An­
other break occurred below this city 
Thursday night, and the torrent is now 
rushing from the lower end of the valley 
to meet with the flood coming from the 
other break above. A great many of the 
farms are ten feet under water and the 
buildings almost ruined. Crops will be en­
tirely destroyed. The only remaining hope 
of the farmers is that the water will go 
out in time for a late corn crop. 

QUINCY, 111., May 19.-—The water has fall­
en two and a half inches, and many are 
hojtoful that the floods have attained their 
height. But the Des Moines river, which 
empties into the Mississippi forty miles 
north, is rising, and it is feared tho worst 
is yet to come. 

The first loss of human life was reported 
yesterday morning. Before there had been 
a number of narrow escapes from drown 
ing in efforts to rescue stock, but no one 
had been drowned. 

In the Indian Grove district 150 families 
wore rendered homeless. They are obtain­
ing partial shelter in barns on the bluffs, 
while many are still in the upper stories of 
their flooded houses. All are suffering, 
but are being cared for by neighbors. 

In the Sny levee district there are several 
thousand people deprived of shelter. They 
can be found on the bluffs or any high 
ground camped with nothing but tents to 
protect them. Many of them are almost 
without clothing, having been driven from 
their homes so quickly. There is much 
suffering among them even for food. The 
damage to railroad property is very large. 
Miles of track are washed out and many 
bridges gone. 

Three relief expeditions, organized by the 
Quincy Whig, Friday visited the flooded 
families of the Sny and Indian Grove 
levee districts, and report a great deal of 
discomfort and suffering on the part 
of the refugees, who are encamped 
on the high lands in tents or wagons, with 
scanty clothing and food. Of the 150 
families rendered homeless in tho Indian 
Grove district many are partially sheltered 
in barns and sheds of farms not in­
undated, and the attention of more 
fortunate neighbors has so far pre­
vented actual want. The misery and want 
of tho homeless families in the Sny dis­
trict is reported still more absolute. At 
least 600 men, women and children who 
have saved nothing but perhaps a 
few chickens and escaped in cloth­
ing insufficient to protect them from the 
weather, are in great need of assist­
ance. The investigators found that the 
railroad property in the submerged dis-
ricts had suffered great loss. A thou­
sand yards of both the Chicago Burlington 
& Quincy and the Wabash tracks were 
found to be washed away. 

KEOKUK, la., May 19.—There was a very 
slight decline of the water late Thursday, 
but the rain that set in at 2 o'clock served 
to keep it at a standstill. Measurements 
recently taken show the stage of water to 
be within less than a foot of the great rise 
of 1851. The railroads are all blockaded 
and will not be able to resume for a week, 
even should the worst of the flood be over. 
No further damage is reported from the 
village of Alexandria. 

HANNIBAL, MO., May 19.—Great damage 
has been done in the lumber district here 
by the flood, and the loss to the property-
holders of the Sny district is incalculable. 
Old citizens are of the opinion that the rise 
is not yet over. 

O'FALLON, Mo., May 19.—The heavy rain 
has added largely to the increase of water 
in the flooded districts. Much uneasiness 
is expressed on account of the continued 
rise of the Mississippi and Missouri. The 
Culvert river has risen over three feet 
since morning. The loss already done to 
wheat and corn is very considerable. 

FEAKFUL FLOODS IN ARKANSAS. 
ALMA, Ark., May 19.—The hardest rains 

for many years have been falling in Ar­
kansas in the last two days, and the 
streams are overflowing. Immense cotton 
fields and corn bottoms are submerged and 
the country is suffering a general inun­
dation. So quick was the rise from 
the Big Frog creek that the people were 
forced to flee from their homes and some 
were compelled to swim for their lives. 
Many women and children are standing on 
the tops of houses crying for help, with the 
water ten feet deep around them and still 
rising. It is feared that several lives have 
been lost. 

A waterspout in Crawford County caused 
Frog bayou to overflow %nd submerge over 
10,000 acres of corn and cotton, which are 
completely destroyed. The rise was very 
sudden. People took refuge upon house­
tops, from which some were rescued in 
boats, others remaining on them all night. 
The Frisco & Valley route tracks are under 
water. Two bridges have been washed 
away and no trains are running. Much 
stock has been lost. 

FOUR OUTLAWS LYNCHED. 

BUSINESS CARDS. 

Vlglantes Put an Knil to the Crimes of 
Several Western Radians. 

WOODwAUD, Ind. T., May 19.—Four men 
were lynched Thursday night near the 
western border of the Cherokee strip 
by vigilantes. Among them was one 
of the notorious Chitwood boys, who 
have been robbing, thieving and mur­
dering for years in the neutral strip 
and in Southern Kansas. It is doubtful if 
even the Benders were more cold-blooded 
or their crimes greater. One of the others 
lynched was a notorious criminal for whom, 
it is said, numerous rewards had been of­
fered by Kansas authorities. He went un­
der the name of "Dandy" Hook, but had 
a score of aliases. The other two were 
strangers in the strip and declined to give 
their names. The)' protested their inno­
cence to the last, and there is no reasona­
ble certainty that they were guilty. Stolen 
horses were found in their possession, but 
they claimed to have got them honestly. 
All were hanged on the charge of horse­
stealing.

Swept by a Mail-Storm. 
PRATT, Kan., May 19.—A terrible hail­

storm swept over this county Thursday 
night, destroying fruit and wheat and corn 
for miles of territory. People caught out 
had their heads laid open by the driving 
hail. Cattle and pigs were killed. All 
windows facing the north and west were 
broken. Each farmer's loss in the territory 
covered is from $500 to $1,000. At Cullison 
and Wellsford roofs were broken in by the 
weight of the hail-stones.
