Antificial Prodection of Boads

This is the subject of perhaps the
niosl Ctirious paper presented - to the
French Academy of &ienees for many
months past.  The reparatory aetion
of the periosteum (or membrane direct-
I{ investing the bones) in reproducing
the ossevus substance when partially
lost or destroyed either by accident or
disease, is a well-know fact; and vari:
ous surgical operations are fownded
upon it; but Doctor Ollier's expetis
ments, presented to the Academy at
its last sitting, throw quite a new light
on the subject. These experiments
performed upon rabbits, are divid
into three series: 1. Loug slips of
riosteum were detached from the tibia
thronghout their length, one of' their
extremities only beitig left adherent to
the bone. These slips were then rolled
around the muscles of the leg in vari-
ous ways, and in the eourse of time
bone was produced in varioos shapes,
as, for example, a spiral, an 8, &c.! 2.
In the second series of experiments the
slips of mtullm were entirely de-
tached the bone three or four
days after the opperation, and, not-
withstanding this scparation from 4ts
primative souree of life, the periosteuim
still continued to produce botte. 8. In
the third series the periostenm was
entirely detached from the bone at the
outset, and immediately transplanted
to some other region, under the skin
of the shoulder or of the back, for ex-
ample; still the periosteum produced
bone. - An advanced age, it appears,
diminishes this property of the perios-
teum, but does not completely dl:;troy
it. The esseous tissue thus ohtained
is real bone, similar to that of the rest
of the body. After a certain time a
cavity is formed within, containing
marrow, which derives nourishment
for threc or four isswes. [In. short,
these curious experiments show that
bone may be obtained wherever the
periosteum can be introduced; and
that a membrane may prese-ve its
properties notwithstanding its removal

transplantation. The cure and
treatment of fractures” may be cons'd-
erably improved by these unexpect:d
facts.—Galignani’s Messenger. .
