THE BATTLE OF EllERUBUSCO.
From Claiborne’s life of John A.
Quitman, we extract the following re-
garding the conduct of South Caroli-
nians at the battle of Cherubusco. It
is well tvofth teading:

Col. Butle#, of the South Carolini.
an, had left his sitk bed against the
remonstrances ot his friends; to lead
the Palmettoes to the combat, Early
in the cngagement diis horse wis shot
ander him.  Soon after he rtceived 4
painful wound in the knee, and ylcld-
ed the command to Lieut. Col. Dick-
inson. Taking the Palmetto flag from
the hands of Sergeant Baggs, Dickin.
son placed himself in front,and Baggs
was immediately shot down., Col
Butler now came up to resume the
command , and was killed by the side
of Dickinson while standing under the
flag. Dickinson himself soon fell mor-
tally wounded, (he died rome wecks
afterwards,) and Major Gladden re.
ceived it from his hands and committed
it to Licut. Baker, who, being unable
from debility and exhausttion to ea
it, Major Gladden placed it in the
hands of Patrick Lennard, and led his
tegimont to the ehatrge. his_meh fell
tapidly, but not one wavered from
first to Inst; tinder the concentrated
fire of the enemy. In the whole
history of the war there has never
been a more striking cxample of in-
difference to death, the result of stern
resolve. Iach man fonght for the
bonor of Carolina* Several compan-
ies were almost annihilated. Some
had not men enongh to bury their
dead ot benr their wounded to the
ambulantes. The uniforms of some of
the ofticers were literally torn from
their persons; the color bearers were
shot down, but the flag, bathed in
their blood, was always seized as they
fell, and were borne to the front.—
Prondly it floated through the tempest
of desth until the vietory had been
won, and then, all torn and blood
stained, it drooped over its own glo—
tious dead.” '

Al-
though the owtier of as fine aspan of
horses as I have ever secn,and a su-
perb earriage, he prefers walking into
the city to church on Sabbath morn-
ing, and during the weck to the post
office, where he can ususlly bo found.
This will not b the case, however,|
after the Republican, Mr. Cochran and
his assistants, have taken possession.
