Why the necessity of a temperance-* 
atmosphere ? First, for the benefit of 
our children growing up in our midst ; 
your child and mine i s not mfe in a 
community where strong dr ink ' is an 
article of common merchandise, where 
the Devil is licensed to kill both body 
and soul. Our children need to be 
thoroughly impregnated with the notion 
hat the use of intoxicants is subvers­
ive of all the best interests of the com­
munity ; ruining families, destroying 
property, increusi ig taxes, militating 
n numberless ways against the i>eace, By the atmosphere, we understand

is practically omnipresent.; we breathe 
it with every breath, and the relative 
proportion of its constituent parts, 
ciiuses a feeling of exhilaration and 
cheerfulness, and an appearance of an­
imation, or a feeling of depression and 
lassitude, and an appearance of dull­
ness, according to the greater or. less 
abundance of the lite giving oxygen. 
This atmosphere of ours permeates our 
houses, creeps into the pantry, occupies 
the bedroom and plays ' ide and seek in 
the closet and bureau drawers; it en­
velopes us like a si no id, and assidu­
ously attends us wherever we go. 
Chemically speaking, it is composed of 
nitrogen, oxygen, carbon ,c acid, ammo­
nia and watery vapor; these are the 
same in every part of the earth; whether 
in Minnesota or Texas, from the head 
waters of the Mississippi to the Mexi­
can Gulf, in the United States, Europe,

Living in such an atmosphere, there is 
little danger that they will become 
drunkards or drunkard makers. 

Then the breathing of this atmos­
phere is of great benefit to those who 
are or have been addicted to the use of 
strong drink, removing them from the 
temptation to a greater or less degree ac­
cording as the atmosphere is more or less 
pure.

enjoyment of health, and the smooth 
working: of the human machine. 

There is another sense in which the 
word atinospliere is used, i. e. in regard 
to mental and moral states of society. 
We speak of it political atmosphere, a 
moral or religious atmosphere, an at­
mosphere of evil, etc. The atmosphere 
with which we have to do this eveni ig 
is a temperance atmosphere ; what it is, 
how to create one, how to perpetuate 
it, wiiy its necessity, what its effect. 

Vhat is a temperance atmosphere ? 
It is a condition of things existing in a 
community, represented by people who 
do not buy, sell, use, or in any way en­
courage the sale or use of intoxicating 
liquors as a beverage. I speak of in-
tempemnce in the matter of liquors, as 
the kind which produces the most no­
ticeable effects, although there is, of 
course, intemperance in food and dress, 
juid iu the use of that most disgusting 
thing—tobacco. How shall we create 
this atmosphere 'i First, remove the 
beams out of our own eyes ; let us ex­
amine our own lives and carefully purge 
ourselves of even the mspkion of evil 
iu this respect, lief rain from using the 

.accursed stuff iu any way, shape- or 
manner, and ba honest with ourselves in 
the search aiid i I answering the ques-* 
tion as to whether it is necessary. 
When we debate the question as to 
whether castor oil is necessary, we are 
honestly and thoroughly convinced that 
ii is so before we .open our mouths to 
admit the nauseous dose, and then shut 
our eyes and grit our teeth when we 
take i t ; are we thus honest in the mat­
ter of liquor? When I am sent for in 
the middle of a dark, stormy night to 
visit a patient live miles off, I go ; but 
it is like having a tooth extracte 1 to 
think of it, and only because I am firmly 
persuaded after thoroughly questioning 
the messenger, that it is necessary; 
-am I thus careful as to the sale or use 
of intoxicating drinks ? Do we, each 
one, bring the same argume ts to bear 
upon this question of the necessary use 
of liquor, that we do upon anything 
very repugnant to our senses ? 

Having picked the mud out of our 
own eyes, and being enabled to see the 
specks iu our neighbors eyes, we should 
by words fitly spoken, show that the 
sale and use of intoxicating drinks is 
contrary to our ideas of respectability 
and houestv, and the results thereof 
repugnant to our sense of decency and 
morality. The young ladies are respons­
ible for their share in the creation of 
this atmosphere; if they discountenance 
the use of liquor and decline to associ­
ate with a young man who drinks (the 
only safe way for them to do), I tell you 
there would be a rattling among the 
dry bones and a speedy abandoning of 
the habit. We should not allow our­
selves to make sport of drinking, as we 
are all apt to do. What, I ask iu .the 
name of God and humanity, is there to 
laugh at in the sight of a creature, made 
after the image of God, under the influ­
ence of liquor, his natural powers, men­
tal and physical, prostrated, and himself 
degraded below the brute level ? What 
is there to boast of or chuckle over, in 
the act of drinking liquor ? Whose ap­
plause do we gain, that of the best men 
in the community ? Not by any means. 
Whose respect do we secure ? No o ie's, 
not even that of the lowest and 
most fawning creature in the commun­
ity. Would you boast of the fact that 
you could drink more water, more milk 
or coffee than any one V or that you 
could drink any at allV Why not? 
Must it be something that puts you up-
od the level of the brute (I ask pardon 
of the poor brute) iu order to be a fit 
subject for boasting V Awav then with 
the nonsensical idea that it is manly or 
looks smart to drink liquor. How can 
we perpetuate this atmosphere? By 
constant vigilance ; by precept and ex­
ample ; by a constant use of the means 
whereby we have created i t ; by moral 
suasion when practicable, by legal sua­
sion when necessary ; by discountenanc­
ing its use in mince pies or iu the form 
of cider, as well as iu the more common 
ways. irou like cider, do you V Brandy 
adds to the flavor of the pies, does it ? 
and you say it does not hurt you, and 
yet, by tampering with the demon in 
the least particular, you render the at­
mosphere impure and poisonous to a 
greater or less degree; and shame upon 
the citizen who lacks the stamina or the 
disposition to deny himself or herself 
in so small a in itter. In Order that the 
whole family may dwell in an atmos­
phere of purity; Then we perpetuate 
this atmosphere by selecting for our 
law makers, men who are-opposed to the 
traffic, and too honest to be bribed, and 
by fostering temperance principles in 
our own minds, and not being asliamed \
