THE STATE CONSTITUTION. 

When the joint convention was ready to pro­
ceed to a ballot tor United States Senator, Mr. 
Camp—alter remarking upon the constitution­
al provision, (section II, article 6,) declaring 
that— 

"The justices of the Supreme Court and dis 
trict courts shall hold no office under the Uni­
ted States, nor any other office under this 
State; and all votes for either ot them for any 
elective office under this constitution, except 
a judicial office, given by the Legislature or 
the people, during theii continuance in office, 
shall be void"—moved, as a test and to settle 
the question, to amend the journal of yester­
day by striking out the recoid that two votes 
were cast tor S. J. McMillan 

Mr Murray objected that the convention was 
not formally informed that these votes were 
cast for the Chief Justice. 

Mr. Rutledge argued that the question was 
not to be decided here. 

Mr. Camp did not believe the constitution ol 
the State prohibited or made void these votes 
lor the Chief Justice, but thought it important, 
since there are those .vho think otherwise, that 
the question should be decided now. 

Mr. Coggswell opposed amending the journal, 
as proposed, Lecause it only recorded a fact. 

Mr. Murray suggested that if (the Speaker 
having so ruled) the journal could be thus 
amended by a majority, it might be amended 
by a majority so as to elect a Senator, sav by 
strikinff out Gov. Davis' vote. 

Mr. Bos worth moved a substitute resolution, 
instructing the Speaker and Clerks not to 
count votes hereafter cast for any justice of the 
Supreme Court or ol a District Court of the 
State. 

The substitute was accepted bv Mr. Camp 
and was then rejected by the convention, witn 
but few votes in its favor. 

WILKINSON AND THE "PRESS." 
Mr. Wilkinson, obtaining leave to make a 

personal explanation, read a paragraph trom 
the St. Paul Preat, saying: 

"The friends of Senator Wilkinson were 
greatly surprised and pained to hear him vote 
yesterday for Loehren, a State's Rights Demo­
crat of the most extreme school" 

Upon this Mr. Wilkinson commented by 
saying he bad always steadily held that this 
must be a firmly-knit union of States.
