Sir Stafford Northeoteon the American Pres-
idential Muddle.

Sir Stafford Northcote, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, speaking at a banquet in
Liverpool lately, made the following al-
lusion to the American Presidential question:
‘““Nobody can witness without sympathy and
a certain amount of admiration the conduct
of the great mass of tne American people un-
der the difficulties presented by the Presi-
dential question. We believe they have a
donstitution which they are able satisfactor-
ily aud honestly to work out for themselves,
and even in the present great difficulty we
cannot help seeing taat they are endeavoring
by honest exertion to find & constitu.ionab
solution. The matter must come to an end
shortly. The settlement, I hoje, will be
very beneficial to the commercial condition of
the United States, and therefore also to that
of England. Iam happy to think that good
feeling exists between England and the Unit-
ed Statesin regard to the European situation.”
The Chancellor expressed the opinion that
the moment was one of anxiety, but it was
not one for anxiety that should prevail over
the hepe tor a satisiactory result,

A Live Corpse.

The Omaha papers tell a horrible
story to the effect that a corpse encased in a
metallic coffin, which was being shipped trom
Californis, for interment at some eastern point,
come to life while on theroad. The express
messenger affirmed that he heard sounds pro-
ceeding from the coffin, and was laughed at by
the train men, but his convictions were so
strong, that, upon arriving at a convenient
point the case was opened, and there were
signs that convinced him that the man, al-
though dead then, had been alive since plac-
ed in the cofin. The Omaha Herald states
that when the coffin arrived at its destination
and was opened, unmistakable proofs of the
terrible truth were discovered. The hands
were clinched, the lips bitten, and the mouth
filled with a bloody froth. The man had been
alive and it was his moaning that had been
heard by the express messenger,

Big Haul of Counterfeit Money.

James Brooks, of the government
secret service, who caused the arrest a few
daya since of John McKeenan and wife, of Cin-
cinnati, for dealing in counterieit money, and
of Miles Ogle for manufacturing the same, has
induced the latter to make a confession, and
by this means obtained possession of over one
hundred finely executed plates. Among
them were plates for the manutacture ot $10
notes on the banks at Richmond, Lafayette
and Muncie, Indiana. He also recovered
forty thousand counterfeit fifty cent pieces,
which were found buried near Brighton, a
subarb of Cincinnati. These pieces so closely
| resembled the genuine that none but experts
could distinguish_ the difference between
them.

On the 22d Mr. Merrimon submitted
a resolution in the Senate declaring it is not
within the lawful reach of the Senate to charge
committees ef the Senate with duties to
performed away from the eapitol while Con-
gress is in session.

The House, on the 22d, defeated a
resolution to inquire why the troops are being
removed from the frontier. A bill was intro-
duced by Mr. Frye to establish a court tor
the trial of contested elections for the office of
President and Vice President. It provides
that the court shall consist of the Chief Jus-
tice of the Supreme Court and six judges of
the U. 8. Circuit Court, to be selected by the
Chiet Justice. Mr. Hunter moved to suspend
the rules and pass the joint resolution to
amend the constitution by providing that no
claims shall ever be allowed for property lost
in the rebellion, unless the person was loyal
tgl :cllt: government—lost, 116 to 72, not two
t s

The Senate, on the 23d, resumed con-
sideration of the compromise bill, and Senator
Sherman spoke in opvfosltion toit, giving as
one reason, that he believed it unconstitution-
al and a scheme by the Democrats to count in
Tilden. Senator Conkling favored the pas-
sage of the measure, but denied the er of
the President of the Senate to count the votes;
if the constitution gave all power to one man
it was not easy to see how_ Congress could
witness or verily the act. Whatever words
the President of the Senate chose to utter the
two houses must listen to him. Mr. Conk-
ling being nnable to conclude his speech fur-
ther consideration ot the question was post-
poned one day.

Mrg Burtz was admitted as a mem-
ber, and took the ron-clad oath, on the 23d.
Mr. Seelye addressed the House at length upon
the all-important question, tavoring the com-

romise. Mr, Williams, ot Wis. believed the
resident of the Benate had the power to
count the electoral vote. Mr. Tucker made
a cons itutional argument in the support ot
the compromise. q‘he House then adjourned.

In the Senate, on the 24th, the com.

mise bill was again taken up and Mr.

argeant spoke in opposition to the bill. He
argued that the power to count the electoral
votes lay in the Senate, and that the compro-
mise measure leit the decision on all ques-
tions with one man, the fifth judge. He fur-
ther opposed the bill becanse “it degraded the
Supreme Court, and because it invited a po-
litical party defeated by the ordinary forms,to
clamor for another hearing, He said it was a
surrender of Republican riﬁl_:ta. Mr.
Conkling then concluded his speech
commenced the I?revious day. He de-
nied that the bill was a compromise; it
surrendered the rights of none. Mr. Morton
said he had over 800 letters from Indians,
Ohio and other States approving his course in
opposing the cmnl:mmme. r. MecDonald
had been throuqh hdiana, and the general
voice of ublicans as well as Democrats
favored the bill. Morton never ed Mec-
nald as & correct exﬁnent of Republican
principles. Senators vard, Christiancy,
and Morrill endorsed the measure, while
Blaine believes Congress does not possess the
power it proposes to transfer. Benator Thur-
man also favored the bill. .

In the House, in considering the
&u:ation of privileges, Mr. McDill. of Iowa,

ught the President ot the Senate alone
had power to count the vote. Mr. Bright
thought the whole power lay with Congress
and no returning board could oust its juris-
diction. The committee on Pacific railroads
reported back favorably the bill for an eight
years’ extension to the Northern Pacific. The

In the Senate, on the 27th, the mili-

The Compromise Bill Signed.

President Grant signed the compro-
mise bill for counting the electoral
vote, at 10 a. m. on the 20th, and sent
a special message to the Senate an-
nouncing the fact. The President in
his message says he believes the bill
gives assurance that the result of the
election will be accepted without re-
sistance from supporters of disappoint-
ed candidates and that the highest of-
ficer shall not hold his place with a
questioned bill of right. The message
also alludes to the imminent peril the
country has escaped through the adop-
tion of the act. He further declares
that in no instance had the President
of the Senate exercised the power of
deciding disputed election returns.
In such a case as this, where the re-
sult is involved in doubt, it is the duty
of the law making power to provids in
advancg a lawful mode of settling the
difficulty, as to which should receive or
hald the office. No party or citizen
loving their country can sacrifice too
much in preserving it. True liberty
and progress caa only exist through
cheerful obedience to constitutional
law. The bill is calculated to meet
the present question. The country
needs and requires peace and harmony
between all sections.

As a result, the highest judicial tribunal in
the nation has determined that the railroad

their terms ; and finally, that he Constitution
and laws devolve upon the Legislatare, with-
out submission to a vote of peop'le the
duty of providing for their payment. Mean-
while, amid the vicissitudes of business, I,
in common with many of the creditors ot the
State, have become Seriously incovenienced
by my inability to realize anything upon this
l“ﬁ obligation.

e question is presented whether I shall
wait until the State is ready (o pay the entire
debt, or whether by a volun offer on my
part to compromise the claim for a portion of
the amount due, I shall induce the Legisla-
ture to make an immediate and final settle-
ment. In view of the uncertainty of life, or
the ble alternative otleaving to my
heirs an unsettled claim, and of the desira-
bility of freeing myself inadvancingage, from
the anxieties and uncertainties incident to the
situation, I have determined to adopt the lat-
ter alternative, and am now here to makea
proposition so much less than my legal claim,
mf:o manilestly advantageous to the State,
that I trust I shall be met with a correspond-
ing spirit of compromise on the part ofthe
pepresentatives of the people.
