RECORD OF THE NEWS. 
Political, Personal and Foreign Do­

ings and Gossip, 
Eeview of the Markets. 

Trade in the mercantile line has been 
nnnsnally good lor mid-winter, in wholsale 
quarters. The only important changes in 
prices to note in groceries. Java coffees and 
refined sugars are down handsomely. It 
seems to be the opinion that cotton goods 
will rule strong dnring the coming season, 
and that further advance may be expected. 

Flour is quite unsettled since the recent rise 
in wheat. There is quite a broad margin in 
the quotations. Some brands o f X X X X ot 
very good reputation are held at 96.00 V bbl, 
while choice family flour and "straight" 
XXXX is held firmly at 96.60 lor wholesale 
and job lots, and S6.75@7.00 for small. In­
terior qualities are not now in much demand, 
and quotations are nominal. "Patent Pro­
cess" flour, which is in demand throughout 
the country as the equal if not superior of the 
very best winter wheat brands, sel ls to deal­
ers and consumers at f&60@l0.00 V bbl. Rye 
flour is in moderate demand at $5,50@6.00 V 
bbl; buckwheat i s not much inquired lor, and 
with very small stocks on hand quotations 
are mostly if not entirely nominal. 

The local offerings ot wheat hare been un­
usually liberal, stimulated of course by the 
very high rates which have prevailed. W c 
have to note a very sharp decline within the 
week, aggregating 10c V bushel on all quali­
ties. The decline is largely in excess ot any 
similar movement in the great markets, and 
can only be accounted for by the supposition 
that buyers found themselves paying more 
for grain than it was worth, or than it was 
l ikely to be worth in the spring. The sudden 
hutting down of a large number oi the flour­

ing mills of the State, not only in M i n n e a p o ­
lis but in nearly all the principal centres of 
flour manufacture, has undoubtedly had a de­
pressing influence on the current buying 
price oi wheat. The reason given ior this 
evidently concerted movement is the alleged 
disproportion between the price of wheat and 
its product, flour. Millers asserted that they 
lost money on every bushel of wheat that 
they bought and manufactured, although they 
were carelul not to give figures to support the 
statement, or to give producers credit for the 
profits made on the vast amounts of flour 
formerly sold on advancing markets, which 
was manufactured from low priced wheat. 
But there will be no serious embarrassment 
l ikely to follow the sudden disinclination of 
local manufacturers to buy our leading cereal. 
Millers will want wheat in the spring, if they 
do not now, and will then be compelled to 
pay all that it is worth.

the U. S. Senate, from Georgia, a cor­
respondent ot the N. Y. Herald writing from 
Atlanta, says: "The scene when the ballot 
was closed was indescribable. Grown men 
wept l ike children, the members rushed to 
each others' arms, hats went to the ceiling 
and men jumped to the tops of the desks. 
The vast crowds m the corridors now caught 
the enthusiasm, the whole of the great capitol 
literally rang and trembled with applause. 
The deafening cheers, coming mysteriously 
from an invisible audience, entered every 
door of the House, drowning all ether sounds. 
The two houses separated in the tumult, and 
the crowds hurried to the telegraph office 
and in ten minutes the news of Hill's triumph 
had gone all over the State and the Union. 

Working of the New Indian Policy. 

The following from a reliable party 
at Red Cloud, dated the 31st ult . , gives the 
status of affairs at that agency: "The Sioux 
and Araphoes Sioux, who took part in the 
McKenzie fight, mustered out and were paid 
off last week, are immensely pleased with 
their treatment, and convinced that loyalty 
pays. The policy pursued here since last 
October has been a success. The change 
which has taken place in the attitude of the 
Indians since the disarmament is wonderful 
One can scarcely believe that the Indians he 
now sees here submissively obeying the 
slightest behest of the agent, can be the same 
as those who last May showed such supreme 
contempt lar the government and its desires." 

Foul Play in Kan sas. 
About three weeks ago George Clark 

Jesse Eaton, Virgin Wright, and W. C. Pow­
ell, well known citizens of Austin, Sumner 
County, Kansas, left that place for Kiowa 
Barbour County, with four wagons loaded 
with corn. Not returning at the time they 
weree xpected to , the opinion prevails that 
they were murdered by Indians, and their 
teams run off. The opinion is strengthened 
by the report that the remains of four wagons 
and harnesses have been found on the road 
by hunters, and by the fact that a party of 
Sioux passed through that section of the 
country some time ago. A number of friends 
of the missing men have started out in search 
ot them. ________ 

Horrible Suicide. 
Edward Clyde, a young man living 

in Napouee, Ind., committed suicide recently 
in the following horrible manner: He first 
drove a penknife into each temple, but not 
satisfied with that, procured an old, rusty 
pocket-knife with a blade three and a halt 
inches long, and then drove that into his fore­
head to the handle and then broke it off, 
leaving the blade in his head. He was soon 
after discovered by h i s parents and endeav­
ored to escape from them, running more 

FORTY-FOURTH CONGRESS. 
Proceedings of the Second Ses&io 

A l a r g e n u m b e r o f f e m a l e su f f rage 
petitions were received by the Senate, on the 
30th. Senator Christiancy in presenting a pe­
tition, said he was informed, and believed 
there was not a single drunkard, gambler, or 
person of vicious life among the petitioners, 
and his observation satisfied h im that the 
people advocating the amendment were 
among the m o s t thonghtful and intelligent 
people of the country. The five members of 
the joint committee for counting the electoral 
votes were then selected unanimously, as 
given in another column. _^ 

In the House, on the 3&fc, the bill 
appropriating $600,000 to be paid to James 
B .Eads for constructing the "jetties" at the 
mouth of the Mississippi, was passed. The 
bill abolishing the Board of police Commis­
sioners of the District of Columbia was passed 
over the President's veto. The House then 
proceeded to vote tor members of the elector­
al commission, each member rising and giv­
ing the five names of his choice; The result 
was, Payne, 238; Hunter, 269; Abbott, 262; 
Garfield, 238; Hoar, 261. Three votes for Mc-
Crary, of Iowa, were given by Becker, Chand­
ler and Smith of Georgia; four for Foster, of 
Ohio; and one each for Jdills, Singleton, Black-
barn,Lynde,Townshend and Wood. A bill was 
passed providing that BO damage for infringe­
ment of patents which shall have occurred 
more than one year previous to the notice of 
infringement. 

T h e S e n a t e o n t h e 3 1 s t r e c e i v e d n o ­
tice, that the four associate justices selected 
by the arbitration committee had chosen As­
sociate Justice James P. Bradley as the filth 
member of the commission. A resolution was 
passed regulating admissions to the south 
wing ol the capitol during the counting of the 
electoral vote. The Pacific railroad bill was 
further discussed and the Senate adjourned. 

I n t h e H o u s e M r . Garfield i n t r o d u c e d 
a bill providing tor the more thorough invest­
igation ot accidents on railroads. The resolu­
tion declaring Colorado a State and admitting 
James B. Beltord as a member ot Congress 
from that State, was passed and the new mem­
ber sworn in. Barnes, the telegraph agent, 
was discharged from custody, he having de­
livered up the papers demanded of him. The 
House held an evening session but no busi­
ness was transacted. 

I n t h e S e n a t e o n t h e 2d i n s t . , a s e r i e s 
of resolutions, signed by 300 names of colored 
voters ot South Carolina, was offered, the res­
olution denying that intimidation was used 
in that State to induce the blacks to vote the 
Democratic ticket. Messrs. Ingalls and Alli­
son were appointed as tellers under the com­
promise bill. 

T h e S p e a k e r a p p o i n t e d a s t e l l e r s o n 
the part ol the House, under the electoral 
bill, Me&srs. Cook and Stone. Mr. Kasson 
called the Speaker's attention to the fact that 
the two names were chosen from tbe Demo­
cratic side. The Speaker informed him that 
the President of the Senate would select two 
from the Republican side, when Mr. Kasson 
replied that he would do so on account of the 
action by the Speaker. The Speaker said he 
had done his duty, and Mr. Cox concluded 
the tilt by sayng thai it was insolenee, on the 
part of Kasson, nevertheless. 

T h e S e n a t e , o n t h e 2 d , p a s s e d a b i l l 
limiting claims against the United States 
which heads of departments oi bureaus are 
cailed upon to decide, to s ix years time, or 
they shall be void. A bill was introduced to 
enable Indians to become citizens ol the Uni­
ted States. 

In the House, the time of the short 
session of the 2d was taken up with the legis­
lative appropriation bill. The section fixing 
he pay ol Senators at $4,500 was first stricken 

out, then that fixing the pay ot Representa­
tives was also stricken out, and the House ad­
journed. 

Minnesota Matter;*. 
THE MINNESOTA HISTORICAL SOCIETY. 

T h e a n n u a l r e p o r t o f t h e S t a t e H i s ­
torical Society has just been printed and laid 
before the Legislature. It shows a very grati­
fying condition ot prosperity on the part of 
the Society. During the past year there were 
received over 70Q. works. The Library now 
comprises 7003 bound, and 1C.016 unbound 
books, or a total of 17,000 publications, being 
the largest collection in the State, and. com­
prising a great number of rare, curious and 
valuable works, in addition to General Stand­
ard literature, the whole valued at $50,000. 
One of the main objects, of course, is the col­
lection of material for tbe history of Minne­
sota. On this subject, its library is very 
complete, and there is nothing too small or 
apparently valueless to escape its' notice. It 
endeavors to preserve every newspaper, book 
and pamphlet printed in Minnesota, or else­
where, relating to it, It has now 658 bound 
volumes of Minnesota newspapers alone, a 
collection ot the utmost value to futnre gen­
erations, as material tor the history of the 
State, and of great use even at present. Ot 
most of these journals, it has the only copies 
in existence, and persons frequently make 
journeys of considerable length for the pur­
pose ot consulting them. The necessity of 
a fire proof building, tor the safe keeping of 
these, and other irreplaceable records of our 
state, is noticed. If once destroyed, they 
could never be secured again. The Society 
wish to secure a complete history ot every 
county, town and village in the State, which 
ought to be done by some competent person 
before the old settlers are all taken away, as 
most of this material is preserved only in the 
memory of our pioneers. Gov. Pillsbury, in 
his message, warmlr commends the Society 
tor its usefulness, and the good management 
it has been under. J. F. Will iams, who for 10 
years past, has been its Secretary and Librar­
ian, still holds that position, and is working 
steadily for the success and advancement of 
the Society. Contributions towards the 
Library of the Society should be sent to 
him.

The Presidential Tribunal. 
Its Organization, So les and Proceedings. 
T h e P r e s i d e n t i a l C o m m i s s i o n w a s 

completed on the 31st of January, by the se ­
lection of Justice Bradley, of New Jersy, as 
the fifth Judge. The whole Commission is as 
follows : 

Judges-Clifford, Field, Miller, Strong and 
Bradley. 

Senators—Bdmund ,Frelinghuysen,Morton 
Thnrman and Bayard. 

Representatives—Payne, Hunton, Abbott, 
Hoar and Garfield. 

The Republicans have engaged as counsel 
W m . M. Evarts and £ . A. Stoughton, of New 
York, and Stanley Mathews and S. Shellabar-
ger, of Ohio. All these gentlemen are present 
and have entered upon the preparation ol their 
case except Stoughton, who is expected 
to-morrow. They are authorized to associate 
with themselves any others they may desire, 
who are familiar with the Louisiana and Flori­
da cases. The Democrat* have^as counsel 
Lyman Trumbull, ot Illinois', Matt tt. Carpetf-
ter, of Wisconsin, Jeremiah Black, of Penn­
sylvania, and Ashabel Green, of New York. 
The rules of the tribunal are substantially the 
same as those governing the Supreme Court. 
The sessions for hearing argument will be 
held in public in the Supreme Court room. 
The duration of oral arguments is limited to 
two hours for each side on objections, and 
four hours for each side on main points at 
issue in each case. Limitation as to number 
of counsel who will be recognized as conduct­
ing a case is two for each side. All these l im­
itations may, however, be enlarged on at the 
discretion of the Commission, whenever a 
majority deem the point in controversy of suf­
ficient importance to warrant more extended 
argument. 

The Count Commenced 
A t o n e P . M . o n t h e 1 s t i n s t . , Speak­

er Randall announced the arrival of the Senate 
in the Hall ot the House of Representatives, 
for the purpose ot counting the electoral vote 
for President. 

The President of the Senate took a chair, 
having the Speaker on his right. When the 
Senators and members were seated, the Pres­
ident of the Senate said: ' The joint conven­
tion of the two houses of Congress for count­
ing the votes for President and Vice President 
will now come to order." Perfect silence fol­
lowed, and the President of the Senate con­
t inued: "In obedience to the constitution, 
the Senate and House of Representatives have 
met to be present at the opening of the certifi­
cates and the counting and declaring of the 
results of the electoral votes for the offices of 
President and Vice President ot the United 
States for the term ot four years, commencing 
the 4th day ot March next. In compliance 
with the law the President of the Senate will 
now proceed, in the presence of the two 
houses, to open all the certificates of the sev­
eral States, and in their alphabetical order, 
beginning with the State ot Alabama." 

Senators Allison and Ingalls, both Republi­
cans, were appointed tellers on the part ot the 
Senate, and Representatives Cook and Stone, 
bo'h Demociats, on the part of the House. 
The States were called in alphabetical order 
and Alabama, Arkansas, Connecticut and Del­
aware were counted tor f i ldenand Hendricks, 
and California and Colorado for Hayes and 
Wheeler. Then Florida was reached and Mr. 
Stone, the teller, proceeded to read the certif­
icates. The reading of the first certificate 
showed the four votes of Florida to be for Hayea 
andWheeler. Then the presiding officer banded 
the tellei s another certiticate.received from the 
same State,which upon being read by Mr. Stone 
showed four votes for Tilden and Hendricks. 
The former certificate was authenticated by 
the late Governor Stearns ; the latter by At­
torney General Cocke. Then the presiding 
officer handed down to the tellers still another 
certificate from Florida, received through a 
messenger the 31st of January, and corres­
ponding with the one received by mail the 
30th e>f January. This third certificate is the 
authentication of the electors who voted for 
Tilden and Hendricks and is made by the 
present Governor, Drew. Objections to the 
first certificate for Hayes and Wheeler were 
sent to the clerk's desk, signed by Senator 
Jones, of Florida, Casper, McDonald, of Indi­
ana, and Repiesentatives Field, Tucker,Jenks 
and Springer. The Clerk ol the House read 
the paper. It asserts that those p e r s o n s -
Pierce, Humphreys, Holdenand Young—as­
suming to act as Presidential electors, never 
were duly appointed by the State of Florida, 
or in any manner whatever; that the other 
four persons had been elected, and had irre­
vocable title to the office; that the certificates 
of election ot the first tour persons was un­
truly and corruptly procured and made, m 
Pursuance ot a conspiracy between them and 

l. L. Stearns, late Governor; that they were 
usurped, and that their votes are illegal, null 
and void. 

Further objections being called tor, Senator 
Sargent sent up to the Clerk's desk, on behalf 
of himself and Senators Conover, Sherman 
and Teller, and ot Representatives Woodburn, 
Dunnell, Kasson and McCrary, three several 
sets of objections to the votes cast by Messrs. 
Call, Hinton, Bullock and Young, the Demo­
cratic electors, on the ground that the papers 
are not authenticated, as required by the con­
stitution and laws. Senator Jones, ot Florida, 
made an objection specially to Humphreys, 
as holding an office ot trust and profit under 
the United States. Mr. Kasson made an ad­
ditional objection to the third set of certifi­
cates; because they were not authenticated by 
the person who held the office of Governor at 
the time that the functions ot the electors 
were exercised: 

Presiding officer—"Are there further ob­
jections to the counting of the vote of Flor­
ida ?" After a pause. "If there be none, the 
certificates and papers, together with other 
papers accompanying the same, as well as the 
objections presented, will now be transmitted 
to the Electoral Commission for judgment 
and decision. The Senate will now withdraw 
to its chamber. So that the House may sep 
arately determine the objections." 

The Tripartites Consider Florida. 
A t 3 P . M. o n t h e 1s t i n s t . , t h e tr ipar­

tite commission assembled in the Supreme 
Court room and the following communication 
was read: 

Hall of the House ol Representatives, Feb. 1, 
1877.—Te the President of the Commission: 
More than one return or paper, purporting to 
be the return as certificate of electoral votes

procedure and rules the commission adjourn­
ed until 10:30 a. m.on the 2nd. The Democrats 
announced they had as counsel.Mr. O'Connor 
of New York; Judge Black, of Pennsylvania, 
Judge Trumbull, of Illinois; Mr. Merrick, ot 
Washington, and Mr. Green, of New Jersey. 
The Republicans announced, W m . M. Evarts 
of New York. Messrs. Stanley Matthews, and 
Samuel Shellabarger, of Ohio, and E. W . 
Stoughton as counsel. 

T h e P r e s i d e n t i a l C o m m i s s i o n a s s e m ­
bled at 10 a. m. on the 2d inst., to listen to the 
argument in tne Florida case. Messrs. Field 
and Tucker addressed the Commission at 
length in behalf ot the Democrats, and Messrs. 
Kasson and McCreary in behalf of the Repub­
licans. The Commission then adjourned. 

Tbe argument in the Florida case was con­
tinued before the tripartite commission the 
3d inst. , Messrs. Merrick and Jerre Black 
speaking tor the Democrats, and Stanley Mat­
thews and E. W . Stoughton for the Republi­
cans.

Minnesota Legislature. 
The Senate on the 30th indefinitely 

postponed Lineau's bill substituting the guil­
lotine for the gallows, and declined to me­
morialize Congress to pensioning soldiers of 
the Mexican war. Mr. Donnelly introduced a 
bill asking Congress to amend the tree cul­
ture act so as to require but ten acres 
of trees to be cultivated Instead of forty acres. 
A bill was passed providing a bounty of1300 
tor catching a horse thief. House bills were 
passed changing the name of the town of 
Liberty to Lake Park; incorporating the vi l ­
lage ot Reads. In committee ot the whole it 
was recommended to strike out the clause in 
the insurance faw compelling companies to 
invest $100,000 in U. S. bonds. 

I n t h e H o u s e o n t h e 3 0 t h , M r . B o h n i -
well called u p his resolution tor sending tor 
persons and papers as testimony before the 
railroad committee, and it was passed alter a 
good deal of opposition. A communication 
was received from the Attorney General in 
answer to a resolution asking lor-an opinion 
on the St. Paul and Pacific railroad question; 
he deciding that the act of 1776, chapter 117, 
is constitutional and of forcee. Bills were in­
troduced by Mr. Crooks to empower railroad 
companies to enter into agreement with bond­
holders; and to empower railroad companies 
to issue preferred stock. Mr. Mott introduced 
a bill increasing the number ot commissioners 
oi Winona county to seven. Bills were also 
introduced to amend the savings bank law; 
giving $2,000 to the Forestry association; to 
incorporate Zumbrota; relating to the assess-
•xnent and collection of taxes, and for boun­
ties for the planting ot trees. A bill was 
passed amending the charter of Northfield, 
and also amending the charter of Hamline 
University. 

Bills were introduced in the Senate, 
on the 31st, to provide for posting constitu­
tional amendments for the information ot vo­
ters; amending the act incorporating the Min­
nesota Western railroad company; to create a 
new judicial c !rcuit of Anoka, Wright, Sher­
burne, Mine Lacs and Isanti counties; besides 
several other bills. Senate bills were passed 
on various unimportant local matters, also 
several important House bills. The bill to 
admit James R. Bennett to practice law was 
passed—22 to 17. The bill asking Congress 
to pension soldiers oi the Mexican war, was 
again brought before the Senate by reconsid­
ering the vote by which it was on the pre­
vious day postponed. Mr Donnelly's usury 
bill was passed, after repeated amendment, 
by a vote of 18 to 3. The bill to establish a 
second hospital tor the insane, to be located 
at Rochester, was discussed at much length, 
Mr. Williston moving to strike out Rochester 
and insert Red Wing. After much comment 
the Senate adjourned without acting upon 
either the bill or the amendment 

On the 31st ult. petitions poured in 
from all over the State asking for the passage 
of the bill regulating the sale of liquor, intro­
duced by Mi. Wilson. A large number ot 
petitions from sportsmen were also presented 
protesting against the passage of the bill for­
bidding the killing of birds which prey upon 
grasshoppers. Bills were introduced on nu­
merous unimportant local subjects. Senate 
billsjwere passedjleaving the summoning ot 
grand juries discretionary with circuit judges 
in counties having less than 12,000 population; 
amending the act incorporating the St Louis 
Dalles Improvement company; exempting 
benevolent associations from the insurance 
laws. House bills were passed relating to re­
plevin ; Child's amended usury law; incor­
porating Benson; authorizing the draining ot 
certain lakes in Isanti county ; amending the 
general law for incorporating villages. The 
bill submitting the twice deleated constitu­
tional amendment to another vote by the peo­
ple was passed, also the bill authorizing 
towns in Isanti, Mille Lacs and Sherburne 
counties to vote bonds to aid m building a 
railroad. In committee of the whole the bill 
tor a constitutional amendment prohibiting 
the use of public money in sectarian schools 
was amended so as to apply to all schools 
where religious ceremonies or services are 
had, and a motion to indefinitely postpone 
was lost by a vote ot 43 to 64. 

In the Senate, on the 1st inst., after 
the presentation ot the usual number ot pe­
titions, Mr. Hall introduced a memorial to 
Congress opposing any extension ot time for 
the completion ol the Hastings & Dakota rail­
way. Mr. Stacy introduced a bill reducing 
the required test of kerosene to 110 degrees. 
Various other bills of a minor character were 
introduced, after which Donnelly's usury bill 
was called up and amended so that one-halt 
of all penalties collected under its provision 
shall go to the school fund. The bill was 
criticised by Messrs. Williston, Wheelock and 
Edgerton, and strongly defended by Mr Don­
nelly, R. I. Smith, Nelson, Wilkinson, Doran 
and others. The bill was finally passed by a 
vote o l26 to 11. The bill, in brief, provides 
that the rate of interest m no case shall be 
greater than twelve per cent., and if so col­
lected the whole amount of interest paid may 
be recovered, and all notes ol bills upon which 
more than twelve per cent, shall be charged 
shall be void, whether the fact be shown on 
the face of the instrument or otherwise. The 
bill then provides tor clerical errors and other 
proper exceptions. 

The House on the 1st inst., passed 
the Senate bill to prevent catching fish in 
Round Lake, and Howe bills appropriating 
$2,600 tor repairing the Normal School at 
Mankato, relating to writs ot habeas corpus, 
and changing a school district bsundary in 
Isanti county. A large number of bills were 
introduced, among which the only ones of im­
portance to our readers were the following: to 
compel children to attend school; to provide 
lor draining wetlands or swamps; and amend­
ing the laws of 1873 relating to county trcas-
uiers. In committee of the whole the bill to 
pay Wheeler and Manning, who killed two of 
the Northfield robbers $500 each, was recom­
mended to pass. Mr. Mills offered a resolu­
tion declaring the office ot Railroad Commis­
sioner unnecessary and a sinecure ; Ihe res­
olution went over under notice ot debate. 

A l a r g e n u m b e r o f b i l l s w e r e i n t r o ­
duced in the Senate on the 2d, among which 
was one legalizing printing country newspa­
pers upon the co-operative plan, and a bill le­
galizing the conveyance of real property with 
but one witness. The t committee appointed 
to enquire into the eligibility of Senators re­
ported that they had been unable to find any 
suspicion or doubt upon the eligibility of any 
Senator A bill was introduced author­
izing Wilkin, Becker and Wadena coun­
ties to issue bonds to aid in building the-
Minnesota Northern railroad. A lengthy 
debate was had on the Inebriate asylum on 
the bill repealing the law creating that insti­
tution. Senator Daniels, Stacy, Hall, Edger­
ton. Robbins, and others spoke in favor o f the 
asylum. Mid Wilkinson, Donnelly, Lineau 
and J. Smith, Jr. against it. A motion to re­
commit the bill tor amendment was lost by a 
vote ot 17 to 20. 

In the House, on the 2d, the ways 
and means committee reported against appro­
priations to build a new wall and blacksmith 
shop for the State prison, and considerable 
discussion was occasioned. The bill was re­
committed. Twenty-three bills were intro­
duced, few of which deserve special mention. 
That of most importance was \>j Mr. Crooks, 
appropriating 176,000 for the purchase of seed 
grain lor sufferers by grasshoppers. The grain 
to be furnished the destitute farmers, and his 
receipt taken therefor, and the amount of 
its actual cost be charged up against him up­
on the books of his county auditor to be col­
lected in the first two years when he shall 
raise a crop. Mr. Crooks also introduced a 
bill providing bounties for the destruction of 
grasshoppers, giving one dollar per bushel 
for insects caught before June 1st, and a pro­
portionate amount thereafter. Mr. Muir at­
tempted to have the bill providing for repair­
ing the root ot the Mankato Normal school 
building, brought back from the Senate, but 
failed. 

In the Senate on the 3d. Mr. Nelson 
stated that a subpeona from the Sergeant-at-
Arms of the national House ot Representatives 
had been served upon Senator Finseth to ap­
pear at Washington to give evidence as to h is 

eligibility as an elector. Mr Nelson said tt was 
for the Senate to determine whether Congratt 
can take a Senator of this state away from h i s 
duties by a telegraphio dispatch. The matter 
was referred to the committee on federal re­
lations. Among the Senate bills passed waa 
one legalizing a vote on cattle l e t t ing fat 
Meeker county; for a state road from Booker 
statien to Sank Rapids; Authorising Wabaaha 
to issue ferry bonds;and for paying th* f U t l t 
reward for the capture of the Northfield rob­
bers. 

The House held a short session on 
the 3d, adjourning at 11 o'clock to visit the 
State prison A few bills were introduced, l « t 
they were of a purely local and unimportant 
character. It was generally admitted, i s the 
course oi remarks, that few appropriations 
can be made for bridge buildinr, as there la 
very little el the internal improvement fond 
available. Two bills of considerable impor­
tance were passed, one to enable railroad cor­
porations to make and «nter into agree—am 
with bondholders; vhe other to empower rail­
road corporations to issue special and prefer­
red stocks. A bill was passed to extend time 
for payment of personal property taxes in Red­
wood county. «•
