TRKASURV RKMBVK. 

WASHINGTON, May 19.—A commnnication 
was received from the secretary of the treasury 
in response to the resolution of the 16th inst., 
by which ho was directed to report wb&t 
amount of United States lcf(al ten lee notes 
have been redeemed in coin since the 1st of 
January last and also what amount of coin he 
considers himself authorized to retain in the 
treasury for the purpose of maintaining the 
resumption of specie payments, under the pro­
visions of act of January 4, 1875. Secretary 
Sherman writes: "There has been redeemed 
in coin since January 1,1879, of legal tender 
notes an amount of $4,133,513. As to the 
amount of coiu authorized to be 
retained in tho treasury for the purpose of 
maintaining resumption of specie payments, J 
have to state that under the pro­
visions of the resumption act authorizing the 
secretary of the treasury, in order to 
provide for the redemption of United States 
notes, to UHO any surplus revenue in the treas 
ury not otherwise appropriated, and to issue 
certain boudu ot the United States therein, the 
reserve of the treasury has been increased to 
$138,000,000, that being about 40 per cent, of 
tho notes outstanding to be redeemed, and be­
lieved to be the smallest reserve upon which 
resumption could be prudently commenced and 
successfully maintained. AH fully set forth in 
my last annual report, this reserve arose from 
the sale of $95,500,000 of bonds, ai.d from the 
surplus revenues as authorized by law, and it 
must, under tho existing law, be maintained 
unimpaiied for the purpose for which it was 
created.

Senator JMaiue said attempts were being 
made to show that Webster recanted and changed 
his views on the nature of our government in 
bis closing years. The chance wi<rds used by 
different men to describe our governmental 
system need not bo taken too literally. The 
important fact is that, as between nationality 
and State rights. Webster threw his iufluence 
in favor of the former. He quoted Webster's 
own comments on the Capon spring speech, 
showing he had been misrepresented by the 
construction placed on that speech in the South. 

Senator Blaine read from Webster's com­
ments on the constitution to the effect that 
the very iirst resolution adopted by the con­
stitutional convention of 1787 declared that 
the government should be national and not a 
mere compact between the States. Webster 
used the word compact when he said the gov-
ornmeut was the result of a compact between 
alt peoolc and not between States. Senator 
Katon had evidently got his inspiration for 
Friday's speech fioni A. H. Stephens' history, 
a mischievous book, the more so as it is writ­
ten by a sincere man, a fact making its mis­
representations doubly dungerous. Another 
of Stephens' misstatements was that Webster 
declined to vote against Calhoun's States 
rights resolutions of 1S38. Webster had 
elaborately denounced these resolutions, yet 
Stephens said Webster ominously refrained 
from putting himself on record against them. 

Senator Blaine quoted further from Web­
ster's views, alluding to Senator Hill's asser­
tion that he assented to secession as he would 
to the death of his father—with sadness of 
heart. Blaine showed that in the Georgia con­
vention that voted for secession, 89 voted 
against it and '208 for it. It seemed, said 
Blaine, that as 208 voted for it, Hill thought 
ho would consent to the death of the old man 
rather than be in a minority. The Senator 
from Georgia, Hill, said the Union was saved, 
not by the Republicans, but by the Democrats. 
In Connecticut, it was not Buckingham and 
Kooley, it was Senator Katon who did it. In 
New York it was not Seward, but Gov. S e j -
inour. In Ohio it was not Cha»e, but Val­
landingham. But President Lincoln did not 
think the Democrats were helping him along as 
rapidly as the Senator from Georgia thought. 

Senator Blaine referred to the Democratic 
committee who c ime to Washington to effect 
the release of Vallandingham, but who would 
not sign a paper pledging their loyalty, which 
was suggested by President Lincoln as a pre­
liminary of the revokation of the military order 
that held Vallandingham in arrest. Blaine 
spoke of a recent discussion about the use of 
troops in Maryland and Delaware during the 
war, and said the oath to be required to be 
taken by voters was only what every Senator 
bad to take. 

Senator Bayard rose and warmly defended 
the loyalty of the people of Delaware. He 
said Blaine could not mention one unpatriotic 
act of that State. He had always personally 
resented any imputation of disloyalty. The 
oath required was an insult to a people who 
needed no incitement to loyalty. 
_ Senator Blaine thought Bayard unduly sen­

sitive. He hud only quoted the resolutions of 
the Delaware legislature. The Schenck orders 
were issued on proof that sedition existed. 

He then argued that the Democracy of to­
day were seeking to carry out the principles of 
Calhoun and Breckinridge, not those of Jack­
son and Douglas. He then spoke of the dis­
tinctive charucter of the school books of the 
South, in which principles hostile to the gov­
ernment were inculcated, and he gave the fol­
lowing, from one of the Southern arithmetics, 
as a case in point: ''If ten cowardly Yankees 
have to run, knowing that t t e confederates are 
following, how long would it be before they 
were overtaken," and he referred to the address 
of John S. Prescott, of South Carolina, at the 
university of Virginia, in which the 
speaker remarked that the Mayflower 
was filled with horrors and crimes, 
the Jamestown with freemen loyal to their 
country and to God, and saying other things in 
denunciation of the Mayflower, and in praise 
of the Jamestown emigrants. 

Senator Morgan said ho doubted if such 
school books were used in the South. If so he 
would have heard of them. There were some 
other literature which ought to be made known. 
He read from the minutes of the twelfth annual 
session of the African Methodist Episcopal 
church held in December, 1878, in Alabama, to 
show that one of the members was charged with 
voting the Democratic ticket and the confer­
ence upon considering the cause decided that 
jurisdiction be lodged with the North Alabama 
conference. (Laughter.) 

Senator Blaine resuming, read an extract 
from the speech of Sonator Hampton, and said 
if that meant anything it meant a great deal; 
it meant preparation for another conflict, or it 
was idle rhetoric. Such was the character of 
the literature throughout the South. 

Senator Hampton replied the words quoted 
by the Seuator did not mean another rebellion. 
If language was idle rhetoric i t was not such as 
the Senator poured out. Peace had her vic­
tories not less renowned than war. 

Senator Blaine replied: Yes, but peace did 
not prevail at the battle of Waterloo, to which 
the Senator alluded. He repeated the lan­
guage was cither idle rhetoric or a prodigious 
menace. 

In conclusion, be said the laws to secure fair 
and free elections ought not to be repealed. 
The only object in repealing them was to grasp 
political power. Every step taken by the 
Democrats was in the same direction. "They 
want to strike down the federal to exalt South­
ern power. Other measures are to follow. 
What they were he did not know, but the Re­
publicans would resist them by every constitu­
tional means, and the Democrats, despite the 
threats of the Senator from Kentucky (Beck) 
and the Senator from Connecticut (Eaton) 
would be obliged to submit in the end. The 
power of the government was not to bo put 
down by a threat or compulsion by a political 
party. 

Senator Vance stated that he waa reqneated 
to state a fact, which was also within his own 
knowledge, that the partisan school literature 
spoken of by Blaine, is non-existent. During 
the war a few such works were circulated, but 
since then no Southern child had ever seen one. 
He thought it essential to a proper considera­
tion of this bill that it be discussed on its 
merits, but the arguments of i u opponents 
were party denunciations. Senator Vance 
pointed ont that all the territoty absorbed in 
the country's rapid growth had been acquired 
under Democratic rule except Alaska, a barren 
country with a climate which he had heard 
described as "nine months winter and three 
months damnation poor weather." (Laugh­
ter.) 

Under Democratic rale there waa no credit 
mobilier, no returning board frauds, no elec­
toral commission, no Belknap. The other 
side wail at the approaching end of all things, 
bnt the only thing coming to an end is the 
corrupt Republican party. The Southern men 
act with the Democrats of the North to restore 
good government. Whenever the Republican 
Senators abandoned vituperation and ventured 
to touch on the merits of the question they 
were illogical. One Senator asked if we fear 
thirty soldiers in North Carolina We do just 
as the Hollander fears the first crevice in the 
dyke that may lead to an inundation, Inst as 
the physician fears the first speck of gangrene 
in his patient's wound whiohT pre­
sages danger. The logio o f . the « e -
pnblicans is, "elections shall be free 
if we have to surround the polls with bayonet*. 
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They shall be according to B u t e laws, if we 
have to overthrow the civil authorities by 
force. To have it our way, they shall be pure, 
if i t takes John Davenport and every criminal 
in our cities to manage and give them purity. 
They shall be conducted without the appear­
ance of violence, i f artillery has to be trained 
on every ballot box, and thoy shall be fair if 
we have to arrest every man offering to vote 
the Democratic ticket. Unless we can use the 
army at the polls to count in the next Presi­
dent we will abandon the defences of the coun­
try." 

What the people most need is rest, concluded 
Senator Vance. The residents of his section 
desired it above their chief joy. The policy 
of conciliation pursued by the Democrats of 
the North would alone secure this lesnlt. Let 
ns imitate nature, who has covered the battle 
fields of the rebellion with her robes of green. 
Let us throw a mantle over the memory of tho 
past. 

Senator Logan, as a reply to the assertions 
that nnder the Democrats the army was used 
to keep the peace, read an extract from a 
speech by Hon. G. H. Pendleton in the House 
of Representatives in 1858, defending the 
President's use of troops in Kansas and Utah 
for that purpose, the tenor of which is that 
governments have never been overthrown by 
military power, unless civil weakness and cor­
ruption had preceded. 

Senator Logan offered an amendment in ef­
fect that persons honorably discharged from 
the military or naval service of the United 
States because of disability resulting from 
wounds or disease incurred therein, shall be 
preferred for appointment to civil oflioes and 
positions in the government departments if 
qualified to discharge the dutiea of such posi­
tions. This amendment was ruled not t o be in 
order as changing the existing law. 

Senator Teller offered an amendment intend­
ed to secure prompt payment of claims for ar­
rears of pensions when allowed out of money 
directed by the bill to be used for that pur­
pose. He stated bis object was to render delay 
in the payment impossible after a claim was 
adjudicated. The amendment was re led out 
of orde: as new legislation. 

The bill was then reported back to the Sen­
ate, and the amendments made in committee of 
the whole agreed to, except that authorizing 
the employment of three additional clerks in 
the postofticc department, which was disagreed 
to, yeas 25, nays 26. 

It was agreed that the vote on the so called 
political part of the bill should he tukeu to­
morrow at 4 P. si. After an executive session, 
adjourned.

NAVAI. OFFICERS MII.KAOK. 

WASHINGTON, May 19.—The navy department 
have taken an appeal to the supreme 
court from the decision of the court of 
claims in favor of Commodore W. G. Temple, 
that naval officers are entitled to eight c nts 
per mile for expenses while traveling outside 
the United States on public duty, instead of 
only actnal expenses, as the department holds.

ABMV PROMOTIONS. 

The Senate in executive session this after­
noon was devoted to a further consideration of 
the report of the judiciary committee on the 
subject of array promotion. At the termina­
tion of the debate a motion was made to amend 
the committee's resolution so as to declare 
that last year's prohibition is not now in lorce 
and that nominations for appointments and 
promotion in the army may legally be con­
firmed. This amendment was adopted by a 
majority of six or seven votes, but when the 
roll was called on the question of agreeing to 
the resolution in its vitally amended form the 
minority refrained from voting and this 
broke a quorum, their hope being to 
obtain a majority vote in a full Senate at the 
next executive session, and, meanwhile, to pre­
vent final actio.). In consequence of these 
parliamentary tactics, on account of the late­
ness of the hour, the Senate adjourned, with 
the main question still pending. I t was devel­
oped to-day that the members of the judic­
iary committee were not unanimously iu favor 
of the repeal that has been presented en this 
subject. 

GROWING GRAINS. 
Good KcporU from t h e Northwes t , E s ­

pec ia l ly from Minnesota . 
CMCAOO, May 19.—The Inter Ocean publishes 

an analysis of about 300 letters which it has re­
ceived within the past three or four days. They 
represent the condition of growing crops 
throughout the Northwestern States. 

Illinois—Winter and spring wheat have a 
trifle larger acreage than last year, with good 
promise. Oats decreased in acreage, and not 
very good condition. Corn mostly planted, 
and larger acreage than last season. 

Wisconsin—Small grains rather backward, 
owing to dry weather. In some places wheat 
rather thin, but the acreage increased over last 
year. 

Minnesota—Drv weather injured wheat pros­
pects for a while, but recent copious showers 
have brought the crop in excellent condition, 
and with largely increased area sown, especially 
on hitherto unbroken soil, there will be a largo 
yield. Corn will also be a larger crop. Oats 
rather inferior in quantity and condition. 

Dakota—Largely increased amount of wheat 
and oats raised. No damage from grasshop­
pers. 

Io*a—Winter wheat, increased area and in 
fine condition. Spriug wheat in some locali­
ties rather thin on the ground bnt generally 
looking well. Acreage probably increased, al­
though reports are contradictory. Corn will 
be an unusually Urge crop. Oats like wheat. 

Nebraska—Increased acreage of all grains, 
probably be equal to one-quarter. Crops in 
splendid condition. 

Substantially the same may be said of Kan­
sas. On the whole the prospects are very flat-
terring. 

MISCEGENATION. 
Protest of Virg in ia Colored Men Aga ins t 

the Decis ion of Judg-n Hughes—Emigra­
t ion Advised to More Favored Loi-atlties. 
RICHMOND, VS. , May 19 —A convention of 

colored delegates met here to day for the pur­
pose of considering matters connceted with the 
welfare, rights and improvement of their race. 
W. C. lloone, a colored lawyer of this place, 
was made permanent chairman. After an ad­
dress by ex-Congressman Kerin. the following 
preamble and resolution was introduced: 

WHEREAS, We see that we cannot get our 
rights here in the midst of this class of uncom­
promising oppressors of our race, and since by 
the decision of Judge 11. W. Hughes, of the 
United States court of this district, in the 
"Kinney-Hall intermairiage case," the State 
can oppress and abridge our privileges as citi­
zens of the State, and that there is no law of 
the United States to protect na from said abridg­
ment and oppression; therefore, 

Jtemlved, That we recommend to our race 
throughout the State to organize themselves 
into an emigration society for the purpose of 
leaving tho State, provided our condition is 
not bettered by the authorities of the State.

mOM OVER THIS SKA. 

T h e Grounds U p o n W h i c h It W a s Rased 
and I t s Scope. 

OMAHA, Neb., May 19.—Judge Dundy's at­
tention was called to remarks reported to have 
been made by Gen. Sheridan this afternoon, 
and he made the following statement in regard 
to the effect of his decision in the Ponca case: 
There i s no law of the United States, or treaty 
stipulation setting apart a reservation in the 
Indian Territory for these Indians, nor for re­
moving them thereto, nor keeping them 
thereon. They cannot be removed and kept 
there by force for the one reason 
that no law or treaty in any 
way authorises this to be done, and the decision 
h based upon that order alone. I t is not claim­
ed in the opinion that Congress might not au­
thorise this or a treaty be made which would 
justify resort t o force, bnt simply that no 
such authority has ever been conferred so far 
as these particalar Ponca Indians are concerned. 
Of course i t is not claimed the same rules 
would apply to Indian tribes having reserva­
tions to which their treaties require them to 
remove and remain thereon.

AFGHAN TBEATV. 

SIHLA, May 19.—The vice regal council has 
been specially summoned for to-day to consider 
t h e d r a t of the Afghan treaty. Tho ameer 
baa agreed l o such terms aa will secure the 
chief objects of the British policy. 

DISTRESS AND FAMINE. 

The news from Cassimer is very bail. An 
increase of the distress and famine, joined to 
incompetency, corruption and want of organi­
zation on the part of officials, is producing a 
most serious state of affairs. 

CHOLERA. 

Cholera in Peshawar is threatening to raise 
an obstacle to the prompt withdrawal of troops 
from Afghanistan. The disease has appeared 
in most of the cities of the Punjaub. 

VANDALISM. 

Outrages by armed gangs is asauming 
alarming proportions in the Deccan, especially 
in the Poonah districts. For some t ime past 
bands have been scouring the country, commit­
ting daring attacks on houses and villages. 
Thcv seem to form a part of regular organi­
zation under the command of Wassado Bul-
wund, lately clerk in the financial'department. 
They are suspected of setting the fire which de­
stroyed the government school, palace, law 
courts, poatoflice, p dice office and hfty houses 
in Poona the night of the 10th inst. 

MANIFESTO OF THE MALCONTENTS. 

In the remarkable manifesto to the Bombay 
government, threatening another mutiny and 
to put a price on the head of the governor, un­
less the distress is relieved, they inform the gov­
ernment unless extensive governments works 
and employment is provided for the people, 
native trade encouraged, tsxes leduced and the 
salaries of highly paid Europeans cut down, 
they will not cease to plunder and will extend 
to Europeans what they have hitherto confined 
to natives. They will kill the governor of 
Bombay, hang the judge of the court of ses­
sions at Poonah, carry murder and rapine 
throughout the country, and engage 
in the massacre of Europeans. The 
manifesto ended by warning 
the governor that unless he at once complies 
with the requisition the pries of 1,000 rupees 
will be put upon his head. Four persons, in­
cluding Wassado Bulwuud, append their signa­
tures to the manifesto and seals. The govern­
ment, which was at first inclined to leave the 
matter in the hands of the local police, is now 
taking more energetic measures. A consider­
able number of troops patrol the country, and 
a reward of 1,000 rupees has been offered for 
the capture of Bulwuud. 

INCENDIARY FIRES. 

BOMBAY, May 19.—Incendiary fires, kindled 
by native malcontents, continue in the Poonah 
district. The Indian police killed the ring­
leaders and four men belonging to a band of 
Dacoyts near the city of Poonah. Several 
others were wounded. One thousand troops 
are engaged in suppressing the Dacoyts in the 
Bombay presidency. 

Herman!/. 
PARLIAMENTARY SOIREE. 

BERLIN, May 19.— Prince Bismarck's parlia­
mentary soiree Saturday evening was less nu­
merously attended than on the previous occa­
sions, the free-traders sending but a thin con­
tingent. To the deputies from Alsace-Lorraine 
the prince was most affable. The appointment 
of Gen. Martinfel as governor of the province 
he said was certain, and a better man for the 
post could not be found. The chancellor then 
held forth at great length to the listening dep­
uties on fiscal matters, dwelling upon the press­
ing necessity for protecting the agriculturists, 
especially the petty holders against foreign 
competition. A wood tax was also sorely 
needed if arbor culture in Germany were not 
to be completely destroyed. The duty on beer, 
too, must be got through. Referring to the 
tariff debates, he observed that if any one 
thought they would wear his patience out by 
prolonging the discussion, they were very much 
mistaken. He would remain in Berlin till Sep­
tember, if necessary, but successfully finished 
the thing must be. The honorable members 
were clearly not yet acquainted with the tough 
and dogged perseverance of Prussian tfficials. 
Later on the prince referred incidentally to the 
silver sales of the Prussian bank, which he 
would like to see stopped. 

SLAVE TRADE TREATY. 

BERLIN, May 19.—The reichatag has approv­
ed the Anglo-German treaty for the preven­
tion of the slave trade on the African coast. 

THE TARIFF. 

In the reichstag to-day the bill authorizing 
the provisional levying of new customs duties 
was referred to the tariff committee, the ma­
jority of which are protectionists. In the de­
bate preceding this action VonHofman admit­
ted the bill involved a violation of constitu­
tional rights, bnt he hoped the reichstag 
w.-u'.d make allowance for the circumstances. 
Bennigsen, in behalf, of the national liberals, 
was willing to absent to a strict enforcement of 
the bill for a month. Windhorst opposed the 
bill. The reichstag accepted the government 
proposals relative to duties on brass, precious 
metals and flax. 

PROVISIONAL DUTIES. 

BERLIN, May 19.—Herr Hoffman explained 
iu the reichstag, to-day, that the bill author­
izing a provisional levying of duties hi intended 
te apply to any duties which may be proposed 
hereafter. 

France. 
PARIS, May 19.— Leroyer, minister of justice, 

to-day informed a deputation of radical depu­
ties the government had decided not to grant 
amnesty to members of the commune, but 
simply to pardon them after the 16th of June. 
Rocbefort, Voiles and Blanqui will be thus 
pardoned, but a simple pardon does not in­
clude restoration. 

CHURCH AND STATE. 

VERSAILLES, May 19.—In the chamber of 
deputies to-day Lockroy, referring to the conr 
dect of the Archbishop of Aix, demanded that 
the payment of the salaries of rebellious ec­
clesiastics be withheld, and advocated the 
separation of church and state. Leprre, min­
ister of the intern r, replied that the members 
of the cabinet were in complete accord on 
Minister Ferry's educational bills. They were 
determined to oppose clerical encroachments. 
Should the reports of the speeches of the 
Archbishop of Aix and his subsequent pastoral 
prove correct, be (tho archbishop) would be 
prosecuted. 

DABIIN CANAL. 

PARIS, Hay 19.—At a meeting of the Isth­
mus of Darien canal congress to-day, Delesseps 
said their labors were progressing rapidly, and 
would probably be completed Sunday or Mon­
day next. Fentanes read a report, stating it 
would be necessary, in order to insure tho 
permanency of the canal, that six millions 
tons of shipping should psss through it an­
nually. He condemned the idea of erecting 
locks. 

Central America. 
REBELS SHOT AND TO BE SHOT. 

PANAMA, May 19.—Gen. Renjifo baa an­
nounced his intention of executing Gen. Mara-
landa and several officers captured at the battle 
of Aquadas, on the ground that they prolonged 
therevolntion against the government after 
they had lost all hope of success. He lays 
do n the doctrine that blood uselessly shed 
must be avenged. Several-Mexican officers 
captured recently in the ranks of the revolu­
tionary party in Honduras will be tried by 
court martial and shot. 

England. 
WHAT XJuTOOB YIELDS. 

LONDON, May 19.—A correspondent at Simla 
states among the principal points of agreement 
with Yakoob Khan are British command of 
the passes with sufficient territory to constitute 
a scientific frontier, the appointment of a 
British resident at Cabul and control of the 
foreign relations of Afghanistan.

All the principal ministers 
of the imperial government are accompanied 
by monnted Cossacks when they appear in 
public. Hotels and boarding houses are under 
police surveillance. 

D E S P E R A T E SHOOTING. 

A Sedalia, Missouri, dispatch says a 
fatal shooting affray occurred seven miles 
north of St Louis on the morning of May 17, 
between Claib Lowery and Bard Smith, two 
young men, sons of prominent citizens in that 
vicinity. An old grudge existed between the 

[ parties, and, meeting on the road, Smith in a 
J wagon, and Lowery on horseback, Smith 
jumped from his wagon, drew a pistol and 

fired five shots, one of which passed through 
his leg. through the saddle and into the horse. 
Lowery returned but one shot, that missing 
Smith, who jumped into his wagon and drove 
off. Lowery is not expected to live through 
the night. 

B U N G L I N G H A N G I N G . 

H e n r y A l p h o n s c D a v i s , w h i t e , Henry 
Andrews, white, and Louis Carlton, colored, 
noted Chapel Hill burglars, were hung May 
16, at Hillsboro, county scat of Orange county, 
North Carolina where their numerous crimes 
were committed. Each'of the prisoners pro­
claimed their inocensc to the last. Carlton 
spoke an hour and said his salvation was sure. 
The parting between Andrews and his' sister 
on tho scaffold was most affecting, and moved 
the crowd of witnesses to tears. All were firm 
and showed no signs of wavering. The hang­
ing took place at 2.30, and was badly botched. 
The ropes around the neck of Davis and Carl­
ton were too long, and their feet rested on the 
ground. They were raised and the ropes re-
tied, causing death from strangulation. A 
terrific thunder storm prevailed during the 
whole proceedings, and the scene was wild and 
terrible. At least 8,000 people were present. 

R I G H T O F C I T I Z E N S H I P . 

R. W . Boisse l ier and h i s brother, 
Cooper D. Boisselier, of German parentage 
but bom in St. Louis, Mo., have 6cnt a letter 
to Secretary of State Evarts btating that for 
the past two years they have been greatly an­
noyed by Prussian officials claiming they 
were under obligations to serve in the Prus­
sian army. Also, that their father, Carl S. 
Boisselier, who now resides in the village. 
Borbie, near Eekemferde, in the province of 
Sehleswig, and who is a naturalized citizen of 
the United States, has been threatened with 
confiscation and attachment of a portion or 
all of the money or property he mey see lit to 
bequeath to them if they fail to appear in 
court at the city of Sehleswig on the second 
day of July next. They ask Secretary Evarts 
to take such action at. will stop the demands 
of the Prussian government and protect them 
in the rights of American citizenship. The 
Boisselier brothers lived and did business 
u St. Louis since IS73, and are registered 
voters. 

G E N . STANLEY TO B E C E N S U R E D . 

T h e Record o f court mart ia l in case of 
Gen. W. S. Stanley on the charges of conduct 
unbecoming a gentleman and prejudicial to 
service in charging Gen William B. Hazcn 
with cowardice, has been considered by the 
Judge Advocate General of the Armj and it 
has.been decided to Issue an order reconvening 
the court at Governor's Island, New York harb­
or, for the purpose of making up and|prcsent-
ing more specific findings in ' regard to the 
conduct of Gen. Stanley. The private opinion 
of all the war department officers seems to be 
that Stanley has sustained his charges against 
Hazen at least to a very great extent, and that 
he has in no way di*hornored himself in 
bringing them against Gen. Ilazcn, but it is 
considered that the interests of the service re­
quire that Stanley should lie specifically ad­
monished against bringing charges, writing 
letters and adopting the course which he has 
taken during the past few years in order to 
expose and humiliate Gen. Hazen. 

E X E C U T E D BY SHOOTING. 

W i l l i a m W i l k c r s o n w h o shot Baxter 
in Yantic two years ago was executed at 
Provo, Utah, Maj 10. n e evinced great nerve, 
and sat in the chair facing the guns, distant 
about thirty feet, without either bandaging or 
closing his eyes. His wife spent up to within 
a half hour of the execution, with him. 
The scene of parting was very affecting. He 
made a speech, expressing thanks to the offici­
als and others, stating that he had no ill will 
towards any, but one who swore falsely on the 
trial. He hoped God would forgive him. He 
bade all good-by, shook hands with a few of­
ficials and others, and then took his position 
in tho chair, and at the signal from the Mar­
shall 'hree concealed marksmen fired. He leaped 
from the chair exclaiming "Oh, God," fei« for­
ward on his face and continued breathing in 
gasps for twenty-seven minutes, when the 
physicians pronounced him dead.

Receipts for the Table. j } 

Clam fritters.—Take 25 clams and'sfew 
them in their own liquor; salt and pepper 
them slightly; cook for 15 minutes slowly?; 
drain the clams, chopping them as fine as 
possible, removing all the hard portions 
first: make a batter of four eggs, with a 
half-pint of sifted flour and npintofmiltt; 
get it as smooth as possible; mix tlie claiirs 
with it; use butter for frying. AsmaTl 
addition of parsley is excellent. • 

To Boil Onion*.—There is a great deal of 
prejudice against this most wholesome 
of all vegetables. Take two quarts of 
onions, peel them carefully; wash and'put 
in two quarts of cold water; when it has 
boiled up twice, change the water an"d re­
place with the same quantity of tailing 
water; add two tablespoonfuls of salt, and 
boil again until the onions are fender; the 
length of time onions require to cook de­
pend upon the condition of the onion'; if 
in Summer when fresh they take from one-
half to three-fourths of an hour; m Winter 
from one to one and a half hours; when 
boiling is finished, put in colander, and 
allow to drain thoroughly; for the saiicc 
take a tablespoonful of flour, a tablespooil-
ful of butter, and mix them thoroughly, 
beating them to a cream; a salt&poon of 
salt, half of white pepper, a pint of milk, 
and one-half pint of water; boil the 
milk and water, pour it over the butter 
and fiour,and then cook the sauce on a 
slow fire; put the onions into the sauce 
and heat thoroughly. ' 

Chicken Salad.—Boil fowls tender anil 
pick clean, using no skin; do not cut 
chickens in too small pieces—must 
not be hashed; to one chicken put twice 
and a half the weight of celery, cut in 
pieces of about one-quarter of an inch; 
mix thoroughly, and put chicken and 
celery on the ice. Dressing—the yolks of 
four fresh eggs with the yolks of two 
hard-boiled eggs. Rub these as much 
as possible before introducing the 
oil; a good measure of oil is a tablespoon­
ful to each yolk of fresh egg. All the art 
consists in introducing the oil by degrees; 
you never can make a good salad against 
time. When the oil is well mixed put'.in 
salt—two good heaping tcaspoonfuls; 
good, dry table salt is a necessity—and 
one teaspoonful of white ground pepper. 
Never put in salt or pepper before .this 
stage of the process, because the salt and 
pepper would coagulate the albumen of 
the eggs, and you cannot get the dressing 
smooth. One tablespoonful of vinegar, 
added gradually, with a teaspoonful of 
tarragon vinegar. Make the dressing in 
a vegetable dish, large enough to hold 
the whole salad; then when you have 
mixed the.chicken and celery in it turn 
it into your celery bowl. Mix very thor­
oughly; clean the sides of your salad-bowl 
with a cloth or a bit of bread—a smeary 
salad-bowl is an abomination. Stand the 
whole in a cool place until ready to serve. 
Too much dressing is really a greater mis­
take than too little. The crispness of 
celery in a salad is very evanescent, and a 
chicken salad should be eaten .shortly 
after dressing. If a great deal of salad, 
as for a supper, has to be made, work up 
your dressing a half hour beforehand, and 
mix when wanted. If a chiken salad 
stands too long it loses all its excellence. 
There ought to be no red pepper in a 
chicken salad; its characteristic should 
lie blandness. In Baltimore a chickeu 
salad is called an olio. Three years ago 
chicken salad was introduced in London, 
with the most marked success, by an 
honorable member of the—P. L. Club. 

Snow Custard.—Beat eight eggs, leav­
ing out the whites of four; add them to 
one quart of milk and five ounces of su­
gar; have a shallow pan of hot water in 
the oven, set the dish into, and bake till 
the custard is thick; then take it out and 
set it away to cool; beat the remaining 
whites very light, add half a pound of 
sugar gradually and a teaspoonful of lem­
on-juice. When the custard is cold lay 
the whites over the top in heaps, but dp 
not let them touch. 

Duff.—Any kind of sweet stuff on board 
ship is called duff, but there is duff and 
duff; mostly it is rather a sticky and sick­
ening kind of a thing, and as heavy as 
lead, but then, you know, you can't kill a 
sailor. They do say that many a good 
seaman has owned his life to duff, because 
when it blew hard and he was furling a 
sail after having - eaten a lot of it, he 
was so ballasted that the tearin'est 
nor'-wester couldn't budge him. The 
story of the American privateer that he 
was short of ammunition and loaded a 
gun with Dutch cheese is contrary to the 
tradition. The true version of it is that 
he cook put a duff pudding in the mouth 

of theguu and that it did awful execution, 
just raking the enemy's deck and carrying 
away his main-mast. Now, here is a dun 
which aint very fancy, but it's real good: 
You take ship-biscuit and soak 'em in 
water and put 'em in a towel and dry 'em 
in water ami if they aint soft enough 
mash 'em smooth. Quantity, about a 
pound. If you can get to a butcher along 
shore, buy alwut a quarter of a pound of 
suet and cut it up fine; mix that wit)) 
your soaked biscuit. Take half a pound 
of raisins and pick out the stones. Pick; 
ing raisins is a blessed job. If there arc 
any women on board, insist on their do 
ing that. Mix your raisins iu with your 
stuff; add a half teaspoonful of salt; add 
to that a half tumbler of molasses,, and 
grate a whole orange peel into it. Stir it 
all up, and tie it in a towel and boil her 
for two hours. Dont forget tojiave 
your water in the full boil when you put 
her in. This is good enough for ordi-
dary occasions, but should you want a 
regular spread, here is a better duff.' J 

Duff No 2.—Take half an8-cent loaf of 
bread, and pour on that a quarter of a 
pint of milk—condensed milk is as good 
—and let her soak; get half a pound of 
suet, chop fine, aud al>out the same quan-> 
tity of raisins, and a tablespoonful of 
currants; wash your currants carefully 
and dry them before you put th m in; 
now add three heaping spoonfuls of white 
sugar: two eggs, a half teaspoonful] of 
salt, and the grated peel of two lemons. 
Mix it up, tie in a cloth, and flour the 
cloth well. Boil for two hours. Now, 
Ixith these duffs must be eaten with'a 
sauce; otherwise they are kind of choky, 
but molasses is good enough for the first 
duff. This is what we call Cabin Passen­
ger Sauce for duff No. 2: Take a quarter 
of a pound of butter and beat it up in 
water to get the salt out of it; then have 
a half a pound of brown sugar, and mash 
it into the butter, getting it smooth. Put 
the yolkrof an egg in that, and a wine-
glassful of brand jr or rum or sherry; Tom 
is the best. Put it on to heat stirring it' 
all the time, and wait until it bubbles-
good. If it is thickish, add a little warm 
water. Grate a dust of nutmeg in it be­
fore you send it in, and you can add a 
dash of lemon juice.
