A Woman on Her Way to the Gallows—

Mrs. Jennie R. Smith and Her Paramour

Bentenced to be Hanged for the Murder of

Her Husband.

There is real mdq deep-seated excitement

in Jersey City to-day over the sentence to

death at the hangman’s hands of Mra. Jennie
Bwith and Covert D. Bennett, for the murder
of Mre. Smith's hueband, The case has ex-
cited great interest from the first. Both
prisonersare young, Mrs. Bwith under
thirty, and Bennett just over twenty. They
bad been much in each other's company,
‘snd were confessedly guilty of illicit love
before the tragedy. Smith was found dead
in his bed, his body mautilated with wounds

made by a knife and blodgeon.

On the trial Mrs. Smith adhered to the
story 1old by her on the morning of the dis-
covery, and averred that ahe found her

husband’s dead body by her side on awaken-
ing from & stupor which sbe believed
have been d by chloroform admini
tered in ber sleep. The State proved no
material fact inconsistent with this story.
Bennett proved that he entered a horse car
in that purt of Jersey City in which Mrs.
Bmith lived, at nine o’clock on the night of
the muorder, and went to the ferry. A young
man, a fellow actor, wko knew him well, saw
him about eleven o'clock at the Bowery The-
ater, which was on his way to bis boarding-
bouse in Williamsburg. A fellow-boarder,
a lady, swore that she admitted him before
midnight, and he went to his room. He
met other inmates of the house at break-
fast. Bennett, learning by the newspapera
that he was snspected of this foul murder,
awnited, as he avers, for several days to see
whether the real murderer shonld be arrested.
Then he gave himself up.

Tricks of Memory.

Several cases ftried in the Cireuit
Courts in this city have developed cither
some curious tricss of memory on the
purt of witnesses, or something worsc,
In one case a witness had made a deposi-
tion giving a minute detail of a certain
important transaction, but on the witness-
stand he could not remember anything
about it, although it occurred but a few
months before.  Iu anether case in which
a deposition had also been taken the wit-
ness who made 1t, when put on the stand,
gave an entirely different necount of the
matter. In neither instance did the wit-
ness have any personal interest in the
suit, and a rigid cross examination and
outside scrutiny failed to deteet anything
beyond a trick of the memory. A gen-
tleman who knew one of these caseg, in
commentine on it, said an experience of
his own led him to be very cautious in
torming a severe judgment of a witness
so situated. A few days agn, he
said, he was in the office of a friend,
where he was  sufficiently intimate to
tuke freedoms, and sccing “there a book
which he wanted to read, he wrapped it
up intending to take it away with him.
