KILLED BY THE CARS.

Mankato, Minn., June 23.—The conatruotion
train, Mort;Kingsley conductor, killed a man
named Andrew Qilbertaon at dark Baturday
cvening.

The oxen stood quictly
until tho engine was within ten feet of them,
when they suddenly ran across the track. The

his stupor, and he sto *d up in the wagon, which
was struck in the rear by the engine, and be
was hurled forward on the track. The engine
caught him, and when the train passed he was
picked up with his limbs cut off and his head
b almost shapel The poor wife was
frantic in her gricf. Bbe ran along the track
where the unfortunate man had been dragged,
pi¢ked up fragments of his skull and flesh and
tried to press them into place on the shattered
piece of humanity.

He
had a key for the door of the Hull house, bat
bhe was unable to make it fit, and
conségquently be raised the window
of the lower story and fastened
it up mo as to provide for himself an easy meana
uf making has escape from the house He had a
candle with bim. On ascending the staims he
heard some one snvre and thought it was a
man. He blew the candle out and walked into
the room and stepped  to the side of the bed.
Mrs, Hull, awakening, asked “whoin it?"

“The doctor,” replicd the negro. Bhe pat
bir hand up and touched his face a3 he was
ntanding close to tha bed. The robber threw
her hand back 8o she could not touch him, at
the same time laying bis hand heavily over her
mouth. He then got hold of the cologne
bottle and dashed cologne into the face of the
struggling woman, after which he got on the
bed and made a gag of the bed clothing. Bhe
was by thia time in 2n exhansted condition,
snd be tied her in the manner in which she was
funud on the moruing after her murder.

Afterwards Cox relates he relighted the can-

dle, holding It close to her face, the culogne

gnited, which ta fo- the singeing of her
eyebrows nnd other burns on the person of the
woman. The robbery was then committed and
the robber made his “escape. soon leaving New
York for Boston. He repeats his stat

MURDEROUS ROW,

At Chicago, on Sunday, June 22, a se-

A BURGLAR sUIOT.

Last week several burglaries were com-
mitted in Owatonna, Steele county, Minneso-
ta.

PRESIDENT HAYES' MESSAGE.

Aunonncing His Disapproval of Certain Parts
of the Judicial Appropriation Bill,

Wasninoros, June 23.—The following is the
tex! of the President's message vetoing the
judicial appropriation bill :

To the House of Representatives : After a
careful examination of the lll entitled “‘An
act making appropriations for certain judicial
expenses, 1 return it herewith to the Honse of
Representatives, in which it originated, with
the following objections to its approval :

The general purpuses of the bill is to provide
for certain judicial expenses of the govern-
ment for the fiscal year ending June 39, 1850,
for which the sum of $2,600,000 is appro-
priated. These appropriations ure required to
keep in operation the general functions of the
judicial department of the government, and if
this part of the bill stood alone there would be
no objection to its approval. It contains,
however, other provisivns to which I desire 1o
ask your attention. At the present session of
Congress, a majority of hoth houses, favor-
ing a
REPEAL OF THE CONGRESSIONAL ELECTION LAWS
embraced in title sixteen of the revised stat-
ntes, passed & measure for that purpose as a
part of the bill, entitled an act making appro-
priations for legislative, execntive and judicial
cxpenses of the government for the fiscal year
ending June 30th, 1880, and fur other purposes.
Unable to concur with Congress in that meas.
ure, on the 20th of May last, [ returned the Lill
to the House of Representatives in which it or
iginated withont my approval for that further
consideration for which the constitution pro-
vides., On reconsideration, the bill was ap-
proved by less than  twe-thirds of the Honse
and it failed to become a law.

She was a regalar
Bunday-school gcholar, and her young life was
without reproach. Her father stands by
her with love and coufidence, and she
siands by her busband.  Bhe is with him con
stantly. The most sensativnal developements
are Jooked for when the attempt will be mwde
to heenk down her character. Over one huu-
dredl and filty witnesses  have been summoned,
The care excites the most  intense in-
tereet, and pablic opinion is divided. If the
girl's character is sustained, the sympathy will
he with Hill. Simmons was very popular and
bl a host of friends, whe mourn his death.
His family is one of the best in Georgin. Mayor
Hill, of Cbattanooga, is a brother of the priso-
ner, who also has fine connections.  One of the
sensational points is a letter written by Mrs.
Hill to her hnshand, in which she confesses her
ruin, and gives lher story as to how it was
brought about, telling of the alleged use of
drogs, ete.

One of the most encouraging things about
the defense in that Bimmons had been repeat-
edly warned about Hill, and that he always
nid he proposed to run Mra. Hill as long as he
wanted to, ned that he would be heeled for
Hill whenever he wanted to shout. The girl's
father described piteonsly his and Hill's search
for the wife all night o fter she had left her bus-
band’s house.

HOUSE, FARM AND GARDEN.

Hints to Ladies Going to Travel,

Ladies who contemplate visiting fash-
ionable resorts will need a large or limit-
ed supply of clothing according to the
length of time spent in one place. Ifa
tour among different watering places is
intended, affording only a few days or u
week at each, a comparative'y small num-
ber of dresses will prove sufficient,for the
obvious reason that they are virtually
new in each different place. The travel-
ing dress should by all means be of a ma-
terial whien will stand sun, wind and rain;
and here we find nothing more serviceable
than the light wool or s1lk and wool ma-
terials which abound, or a black or dark
colored silk of a hight quality. It should
be made in simple style, as devoid of trim-
ming or any thing which may prove a
resting place to dust, as possible.  Let the
hat or bonnet correspond; select a kind of
trimming which is readily Dbrushed, and
which does not soil easily. An ulster is
also very desirable, since by reason of its
lightness it forms scarce an appreciable
addition to the amount of luggage, while
the freshness of the traveling suit is pre-
served by s proportionate exclusion from
the shower of coal dust so often unavoida-
ble even on first ¢lass railroads. Mohair
is preferable for the ulster,” as it does not
crumpic nor require doing up. Lisle
thread gloves are most worn, and in going
any distance beyond a day's  journey,
there should he at hand a supply of linen
or paper collars and cufls, or frills, as may
be thought most desirable. A rubber
waterproof is o useful addition, and it
may be compressed within a very small
space. Rubber overshoes, in case of sud-
den storms, should not be forgotten, nor
is it safe to travel without a shawl.

How the Nutmegs Grow

Nutmegs grow on little trees which
luok like littie pear tiees, and are gener-
ally over twenty feet high. The fowers
are very much like the lily of the valley.
They are pale yellow, and very fragrant.
The nutmeg is sced of the fruit, and mace
is the thin covering over this seed. The
fruit is abont as large as a peach.” When
ripe it breaks open and shows the little
nut inside.  The trees grow on the islands
of Asia aud in tropical America.  They
bear fruit for seventy or cighty years, hav-
ing ripe fruit upon them at all seasons,
A fine tree in Jumaicea has over 4,000 nut-
megsonat yearly, The Duteh used to
have all this nutmeg trade, as they owned
the Banda islands, and conquered all the
other tribes amd destroyed the trees. To
Keep the priee up, they onee burned three
pites of nulmegs, each of which was as
large a= a church. Nature dia not sym-
pathize with such meanness.

Tl dletermaned should not e done —car-
ried these nuts, whiclh are their food, into
all the surronnding conntries, amd  Arees
wrew aenin aned the world had the lwene-
fit.

Soups,

Ciownl sonp 1 the literal snbslunce of
the ingredients from which it is made.
All the good of the meat, vegetables or
grain is found in the soup: nothing is
lo=t, nothing wasted: aod for that reason
soups form the most economical and at
the same time the most nuotritive of foods.
The pot liquor in which meat has been
hoiled is frequently thrown away under
the misapprenension that it is useless.
That is o zreat mistake, and if vegetables
or grains were added with a seasoning of
sweet herbs it would be found  that a pa-
latable aml very good dish could be ob-
ained from it.  In warm weather there
is an ohjection to soup on account of its
heating qualities.  Another mode of pre-
paration of meat and vegetables which is
cqually effective in economizing, all the
juice and substance of the material is to
put the vegetables and meat, together
with suflicient seascning and as much wa-
ter s may be suflicient to keep the whole
from becoming dry or burning, into an
earthen-ware pot with a close cover, ce-
mented on with a flour paste, and to
hake in an oven three or four hours,

Broiling.

The houschold is asked, “if broiling is
not a zood method of cooking. ™ * Certain-
Iv, and in some instanees it is the only
way to prepare certain dishes properly.
Beef steak, fer instance, chops, and some
kinds of fish should always be broiled.
It is an extravagant way of cooking, how-
ever, and one requiring great care to
make the dishes thoroughly good and
palatable.  The fire is the first considera-
tion, and the gridiron the next. The
first should be clear and bright, and the
sccond absolutely clean. If it has no
groove to receive the drippings, it should
De tipped hack in order that the fat may
fall on the back of the stove and be burn-
ed there, and not discolor the meat as it
must do if the gridiron lies flat over the
fire and the fat dropping from it burns
uniler.

Replying to the question, *“How long
does it take to broil?”  That depends al-
together on what 1s to be cooked. It
takes from ten to twenty minutes to broil
a steak, according to the size and quality
of the meat.  Chops, from seven to twenty
minutes.
