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The opening day of the Htatc fair, aa was 
Eaturally to be expected, found matters on the 
grounds in an unfinished and inchoate condi­
tion generally. A large amount of labor and 
time is requisite, under the most favorable cir­
cumstances, to get an institution of the magni­
tude and importance of the Stato fair in good 
running order, and in the present case it was 
not to be expected that a different rule would 
abtain. 

The forenoon witnessed a decided change for 
the better in the general appearance of the 
buildings, Largo numbers of workmen and 
employes wore- busily employed in preparing 
and arranging exhibits and in making decora­
tions and other necessary details fur showing 
off goods and wares to the best advantage. 
This scene of busy preparation was continued 
throughout the day. and by night it was plain 
to be eeen that an immense deal of work had 
been accomplished. 

The attendance wa<t not large, but as the 
gates were not formally opened until noon, it 
was still respectable in numbars for an open­
ing dsy. It was estimated that considerably 
over a thousand persons visited the grounds 
during the course of the day. 

A rnoMrr BAILBOAP, 

Tlio early v iMtur to too grounds, yesterday, 
would, in all probability, have awarded the 
priie medal for promptness and completeness 
of detail, to the St. Paul, Minneapolis & Mani­
toba railroad, for its splendid exhibition. This 
was gotten up under the supervision of Her­
man Trott, Eso,., and, considering the brief 
period allowed for the gtthering of materials, 
nas a model of taste and skill in i ts simplicity 
and effectivenens of detail. There was as fine 
wheat, oats, rye aud barloy in the straw, in 
sacks and boxes ready for the mill, as can be 
foaud anywhere under the canopy of heaven. 
There was wheat weighing from fifty-nine to 
sixty-two pounds to the bushel, and yielding 
from twenty to forty seven and a half bushels 
to the acre. There was noticed some samples 
of wheat gtown on old land in Wright county, 
which yi« Ided forty-one bushel*, weighing 
sixty-two pounds to the bushels. There were 
splendid vegetables of all kinds, grown on 
this year's breaking; also a fine collection of 
apples and other fruits and native grasses. 
There were of course monster pumpkins, cu­
rious gourds Cone shaped exactly liko a base 
ball club), big beets, huge squashes, one weigh­
ing 115 pounds, etc. , which would have de­
lighted the head of the Presidential bumpkin 
who occupies Mr. Tilden's scat, when on a fair-
seeing tour through the country. Altogether 
the exhibition is highly creditable and speaks 
iu unmistakable language the fertility and 
productiveness of the country along the line of 
the road.

While tho scoring for thia heat was going on, 
u manuamed O'Brien made » verbal protest 

against the mar* Nettie B. being allowed to 

participate in the race, on tbe ground that she 
bad a better record; that her name had formerly 
been Fannie D. , and aa auch ahe had been|ruled 
off the Boffolo track. 

The jndgea accepted the proteat, but re ­
quired it to be reduced to writing, and after an 
interval of about an hour, the following paper 
waa filed: 
"Judges St. Paul Driving Park: 

I proteat Nettie B . in tbe 2:50 race; also in 
the 2:37 race, for trotting under asaumed name 
and having a better record. JOHN KATHAK-" 

During the trotting of thia, tbe aocond. heat 
a queer, and, to tho old horsemen present, an 
unaccountable deluaion aeemed to take hold 
of tbe three jndgea. While the 
horses were passing to tbe half mile and thence 
to the homestretch and down, these gentlemen 
discovered or thought they did, that Nettie's 
driver was holding her iu, and hence that there 
waa o l l u a i o n between him and Mack's driver. 
In a jiffy the delusion spread and. the word 
weut out that the mare could beat the horse 
and that the heat should be declared "off." A 
long parley enauedand the more "chin music" 
thero waa the firmer became the conviction 
that that wicked driver most be unseated and 
the beat driven over again with a new driver 
for tbe marc. 

The driver and owner were both called and 
badgered to find out what they bad to aay. The 
driver emphatically denied knowing the marc 
by any other name or that be knew of her hav­
ing any record at all. He had >een driving her 
aince last spring. 

The owner. Hardy, waa next subjected to ju­
dicial investigation. He dtnied the record 
part of tbe story and said the mare waa ten 
years old; that he had owned her two years, 
and that he knew nothing of her having any 
other name. As to collusion on the part of the 
driver, he waa not aware of it . If any other 
man could make her trot faster than her regu­
lar driver, or fast enough to win first money, 
he would like to see i t done, aa he wanted to 
have tbe awag. He admitted protests had 
heretofore been filed against bia mare, ba t said 
they had invariably been withdrawn, and aa to 
the charges made against him that her t ime 
had been suppressed at Mankato, he claimed 
that auch was the fact, but that i t waa done in 
accordance with an nnderatanding with tbe sec­
retary and treasurer of that association. 

The judges again had a long discussion over 
the vexed question, and finally with the aid of 
G« o. A. Nasb, who assumed the role of mentor 
to the disquieted trio, decided the second to be 
"no heat,' on the ground that Nettie was not 
driven properly - i . e . , "for all that waa in her," 
and that the heat must be trotted over, and a 
new driver assigned to drive the marc. 

This decision was decidedly what Dick Swiv-
eller would call a "stunner," to the horsemen 
and others who bad watched tbe race attentive­
ly, and could eee no signs of jockeying or col­
lusion on the driver's part The action of the 
judges waa freely commented on, aa their'de­
cision was avowedly based, not on the protest 
filed, but on the assumption of unfair driving. 
Tho further injustice of deposing the driver 
and substituting another in his stead, on a pre­
text at least very doubtful, waa so glaring that 
many disinterested persona did not hesitate to 
denounce it as gi ng«]y improper. 

However, there was no recourse, and one of 
the judges, Mr. Cross, was assigned to drive 
tbe marc. Haray, tbe owner, interposing no 
objection, Mr. Cross mounted the in Iky, and 
the beat was trotted—Black winning, with Care­
less second, Nettie third. Smoker fourth. Lady 
Hcsa fifth and Peerless aixth. Tim?, 2:40^. 

In trotting the heat after passing the hrst 
quarter, Nettie broke badly, and before she 
could be brought down had dropped consider­
ably to the rear. Whilo on tbe three-quarter 
atretch she recovered and got down to work, 
and thence on to tbe wire behaved nobly, but 
could not recover lost t ime. This heat hardly 
justified the confident assertion prcvionsly 
made by the judges i s to the mare's ability t o 
beat Mack, nor their suspicions as to the jock­
eying of the driver. But all this failure was 
satisfactorily accounted for by the w ispered 
intimation that after trotting the "void" heat, 
the driver had neglected grooming bis animal 
and bad slyly given her a pail of water, so de­
termined waa lie that she should not win. Be 
this as it may, it is certain that with the able 
driving of Mr. Cross she did not accomplish 
what she had done with her own drive. Verily 
some things are easily accounted for!

TUE ROBER MURDER. 

CONFESSION OF DBEW. 

READING, Pa., Sept. 1.—Charlea Drew, under 
sentence of death aa one of the principala in 
the Rober murder, haa made a oonfeaaion. He 
says: " I went to Brandt last aummer and we 
aat on the porch. He treated ma to beer, and 
both felt its effects. He said wo oould make 
money and told me how. I said I would con* 
aider it . Finally I naked i f ho waa alone. Ho 
replied there were three others with h im. He 
mentioned Hummel and Wiee, and I aaid I did 
not know them. Ho then of fend t o bring 
them up . I saw them but only knew Wise. 
From boyhood up I knew him. I then agreed, 
and they insured Rober. I aaid i t waa a hard 
thing to kill Rober. He aaid they oould make 
money. When they again met Brandt aaid 
there were five interested. Hummel also apoke 
abont it. Wiae came and asked whether I waa 
to kill Rober. I told him I waa not certain. 
He ursed me to go ahead and aaid they would 
shoot me i f I didn't. I promised, but I never 
intended to do it , aa the insurance had all been 
eficted. Brandt afterwarda aaid they had a 
plan ready, and if I did not 

KILL HIM THEV WOULD SHOOT M l , 

and t o aave my life I promised. A week or two 
afterwarda Wiae aaid I should not do it , so far 
aa he was concerned, aa he said be did not like 
the job. Think it was the aame day he said I 
had to kill Robrr. I t h e n a a k e d Frank Stick­
ler to do it, because I could not. Stichler aaid 
he did not care, be could kill any one, bnt 
he bargained I should go along, which I prom­
ised, but declared I would not touch Rober. 
Then Rober came to my house, and we went 
off together with Stichler. 1 waa first, Rober 
waa in the middle, with Stichler following. I 
went over the plank and Rober got on it . Stick­
ler got Rober by the legs, threw bim in and 
jumped on top of b im. Rober fell below tbe 
plank. I then went back to the fence. I t waa 
first intended to drown Rober in the dam. 
Brandt bad planned that Rober waa to go fish­
ing at KHz Miller's to catch Bah for Brandt 
and wife, and then I was to drown him. 
We went, and Petera went with us. 
When I saw the dam I could 
not to do it, and said we would return, when 
Rober replied: "Yea, it was too cold anyhow." 
I pitied bim. The drowning at the plank af­
terwarda waa also a plan of Brandt's. Brandt 
bad promised me $300 and that the others 
ahould get the same. He promised Stichler 
nothing. I had tried to coax Elijah Stichler, 
bnt he would not go with me. I aaid to Frank 
I would give him 1300 after I waa paid. 
When i t was done they tried to swindle me out 
of all and kill me. This waa planned behind 
tho Bhcd at Brandt's. This they told me in 
jail. When they asked me to go via Ranks-
town I thought they wanted to kill me then. 
Brandt urged me in jail to keep quiet about 
thia matter as they hoped to get clear. I 
didn't see the conspirators so very 
often about the matter. I engaged Frank 
Stichler to do the job after the Kitzmiller 
plan failed. I didn't go into the water. After 
tbe drowning Stichler walked up to my house 
and went to Brandt. I didn't see the old man'a 
atruggles. The plank was made wet by the 
splash when Rober fell. Brandt bad Rober in­
sured in another company to kill him, but the 
company failed and with i t the plan. Brandt 
told me what to say before the coroner's in­
quest. It waa a sort of general plan. Brandt 
often urged me while in jail not to confess. 
He called at my cell for that purpose to-day. 
I am afraid of him, but not of the other*. If 
you hang n v , you will hang an innocent man. 

CRIMES AND CASUALTIES. 

R o s s Eas i ly Henten by S m i t h - F a i l u r e of

BEDFOBD BASI.>, N. S., Sept. 1 - T h e weather 
was lovely, to-day, for the boat woo in tbe 
mnrning.

At length the men got off, 
and Smith, drawing ahead, turned the atake 
boat in nine minutes, leading Rom by twenty-
five seconds. Smith kept a lead of about two 
lengths all the way home, finishing a length 
and a half ahead. Time 20:45. 

The start took place about a una iter to 6. 
Ross took tbe lead, and in the first quarter of 
a mile h'ld i n advantage of about a quarter of 
a length. Then Smith made a spurt and soon 
showed about two lengths clear water between 
himself and opponent. Smith started with 
ab«.ut 36 strokes to the tninnte, which, after 
passing Ros«, ho reduced to 30. Ross rowed 
about "8 strokes to the minute. Aa the stake 
boats wero neared Ross spurted and lessened 
the gap. Smith turned his boat beautifully in 
0 minutes and 45 seconds from the start. He 
turned in seven strokes and scarcely seemed to 
lose the least headway. Rosa loat on the turn. 
He rowed hard, however, and though Smith 
waa now five lengths ahead he decreased the 
distance and pulled iu toward Smith, probably 
intending to foul bim, as the latter waa not in 
his own water. Smith put on a apnrt and 
made a foul out of the question. He slackened 
hia apeed and r»w«d to finish certainly not at 
his best.

DISASTBOLS MILL I'IBK AT BUBLINO'lOK. 
BUBLINOTON, Iowa, Sept. 1.—At 6:45 this 

evening a fire waa discovered in the third story 
of the Orchard City mills and the elevator of 
Olmsted A Cameron. The firemen were prompt 
bnt failed to get at the fire from the stairways 
and in spite of all efforts it horned to the 
ground by 8 o'clock. The Graham hotel and 
Rand & Palmer's buildings on the south aide of 
Main street, the Union hall block, owned by 
the Grimes estate on the west side of tbe alley 
on Valley and Main streets, and tbe block of 
buildings north on Water street, were greatly 
endangered and saved only by bountifful sup­
ply of water from the Holly 
Works.

The bank only loses currency. The bonds 
are private deposits.

YELLOW FEVER. 

T w e n t y - n i n e n e w c a s e s o f y e l l o w fever 
were reported at Memphis, Augubt 20, thir­
teen of w h o m were coloijbd, number of deaths 
uot reported. Hereafter all places of worship 
Sire-to be kept closed. A t St. Louis, August 
46, two mild cases of yel low fever were sent to 
the quarantine hospital. 

A t M e m p h i s , A u g u s t 27 , there w e r e 
twenty-two cases of yellow fever in all—twelve 
whites, ten colored—and ten deaths. At New, 
Orleans, Gen. J. B. Hood and daughter are 
down with yel low fever. The governor of 
Tennessee issues a proclamation urging the 
people of the state to contribute aid to Mem­
phis. Houston, Texas, has declared quaian 
tine against Galveston. 

At Memphis, Aug. 28th, new cases of 
yellow fever were still occurring. Thirteen 
deaths reported. The Howard association 
assigned twenty nurses to duty. Six cases 
reported at New Orleans, from t he quarantine 
section—one death. The condition of Gen. 
Hood and daughter is reported to be favor­
able. 

A u g u s t 29 , a t M e m p h i s , the y e l l o w fever 
was again on the increase. There was 22 new 
cases reported, 6 whites and 16 colored, 11 
deaths, 26 additional nurses were assigned to 
duty. At New Orleans, Gen. Hood's condition 
was reported very dangerous, another of his 
children was down with the fever. There have 
been 17 cases and 5 deaths in all to date. 

A t M e m p h i s , A u g . 3 0 t h , there w e r e 38 
new cages of yel low fever—21 white,17colored; 
ten deaths. The total number of new cases 
reported for the week is 171—white 87, col­
ored 84; the total number to date 848. Total 
number of deaths from yel low fever for the 
week, 61; total number to date, 228. The How-
ard association report having 208 nurses on 
duty in 193 families, 132 white and 61 colored. 
Twenty were assigned to duty Aug. 30th. At 
New Orleans, Aug. 30tb, Gen. J. B. Hood died 
of yel low fever It is believed his daughter 
Lydia will not recover, and bis daughter Edith 
i svcry6 ick . H e leaves eleven children—the 
oldest ten years, the youngest , twins. His 
w ifc is dead and he w as overwhelmed w ith 
financial reverses. As a matter of precaution 
the funeral ceremonies were attended only by 
a few friends. 

A t M e m p h i s , A u g . o i s t , there were 
20 new cases of yellow fever—7 white and 13 
black—aud five deaths. A telegram from 
Gcrmautowu, Tenn., announces that Julian 
Bedford is down with the fever at Bailey Sta 
tion. It w ill be remembered his son Edward 
died of fever about two weeks ago. The How­
ards have sent a nurse and physician to that 
point. Weather sultry and warm. At New-
Orleans, Aug. 31, one ease of yel low fever was 
reported. Lydia and Edith Hood arc both 
dead, and another child of the Hood Family-
is very sick. To date 17 eases have occurred; 
seven recovered, bi\ died, and four remain uu 
der treatment.
