The Times saysi Though the reopening of 
the war in Afghanistan has prodnced but l ittle 
or no effect on the stock exchange, it has doubt­
less checked gradually reviving trade, k new 
element of uncertainty ia felt to have arisen 
regarding foreign parties, the ultimate issue of 
which it is impossible to see, and merchants 
under these circumstance* naturally prefer to 
wait and see whether complications are likely 
to ensue. 

THE AMEER'S COMPLICITY. 

HIM LA, Sept. 15.—It is now believed by many 
well Informed persons that the ameer's com­
plicity in the massacre at Cabul is unquestion­
able. According to the latest information 
orders have been given itt Gabtil for the stop­
page of all direct communication with the 
British. 

THE MUTINEERS AT JELLALABAD. 

LONDON, Sept. 15.—The viceroy of India tel­
egraphs as follows: It is reported the mutineers 
have arrived at Jellalabad. The news of the 
massacre at Cabul has not affected Qnelta, 
which is perfectly tranquil. 

TOR AMEER BKL'OUHAOINO MCT1NV. 

LOUDON, Sept. 15.—The Standard has the 
following from Candabari The opinion pre­
vails among the natives here that the ameer 
has declared against the British. Reports have 
reached here from Khelat Ohelzai that the 
ameer has summoned the Obilzhis to rise 
against the British. 

LATEST FUOM CANDAUAB. 

LONDON, Sept. 15.—A dispatch to the Times, 
Candahar, says: Afghan nobleman, coming 
from the direction of Cabul, reports the ameer 
has sent for proof from Herat and Balkh, and 
has summoned tbo Ohel/nU to Ajbead. A

LONDON, Sept. 15.—A dispatch from Durban 
says much doubt exists as to whether King 
Oetewayo will be caught or not. Sir Oarnet 
Wolseley has informed the chiefs that on the 
capture »f the king their peace and prosperity 
wil l depend; that districts affording him shel­
ter Would be punished by the burning 
of the kraals. A correspondent at 
Ulandi states the system of burning the kraals 
must force Cetewayo to yield or die. 

PERU AND CHILI. 

ENOLIBH TORPEDOIHTB CAFTOBED. 

PANAMA, Sept. 0.—The Star and Herald says 
the Chilian fleet off Pissquay csptnred a tor­
pedo launch and some torpedoes. Scott, an 
English torpedoist; Shirtzer, late master me-

' chaniu of the Lima A Oroyo railway at Callao, 
and a Greek and negro fireman have been sent 
t o Valparaiso. I t ts thought the chiefs wil l 

. t i e executed. Their contract with the mer­
chants of Pern was found, in which they agree 
to pay them £ 10,000 for .iestroying any Chilian 
iron clad and £5,000 each for corvettes.

THE FEVER FAKE. 

TOE GREAT COTTON STBIKE. 

LONDON, Sept. 15.—The cotton operative* on 
a strike at Ashton number between 8,000 and 
11,000. The streets are crowded by unemploy­
ed, but little excitement i.i manifested. Seri­
ous complications are arising at Preston. 
Operatives in the, mills of Harrockses, Miller 
& Co. are expected to submit to the 5 per cont. 
rednction of wages, but tho operatives in the 
8over<ign mills have struck. The Preston 
Operatives1 association has issued a protest, ac­
cusing some of the masters of exceeding reduc­
tion mutually agreed npon and recommending 
curtailment in reduction. 

APPEAL FOB GOVERNMENT ASSISTANCE. 

The mayor of Middles borough has written to 
the home secretary as follows: Trade has not 
revived here, and great distress in the district 
has so seriously affected those who previously 
subscribed to relief funds that our local re­
sources are not to be depended upon. I am, 
therefore, obliged to ask for government assist­
ance. 

FRENCH ELECTIONS. 
PARIS, Sept. 15.—M. Ollivier, Bonapartist, 

has been elected to the chamber of depntiea 
from Guingatnp. Archard, who was elected at 
Bordeaux, and who defeated filanqni. radical, 
was exiled under the empire. 

IRON FCRNACES BLOWN OUT. 

GLASGOW, Sept. 15.—In consequence of the 
resolution arrived at by the Scotch iron masters 
last week not to sccode to the demand of the 
workingmen for an increase of wages until the 
price of iron reached 60 shillings per ton, fifty-
four furnaces have been blown ont in various 
parts of Scotland, rendering 3,000 men idle. 

BIFFRBINO WOBKINGMKN. 

LONDON, Sept. 15— Relative to the appre­
hended distress among the working class in the 
thickly populated tnwrs in the northeast of 
England, it is estimated 20,000 persons in the 
district referred to have neen thrown ont of 
work during the three years past. There are 
thousands of empty houses in Darlington. 
Stoeklon and Newport are als-* seriously affect­
ed, and the climax of distress has been reached 
at Middleborongh. 

FLOODS. 

LONDON, Sept. 15.—A Paris dispatch states 
the village of Juseig, in Tyrol, is flooded and 
several persons drowned.

THIRTEEN NEW CASE*, SEVEN DEATHS. 

MEMPHIS, Sept. 15.—Thirteen new oases were 
reported t o the board of health this morning, 
among the number being Devoio John Sedger, 
Mrs. Tom O'Donnell, and two children of Rev. 
T. J. Peres, a Jewish divine. Seven deaths 
have occurred since last night; among the 
whites are T. Keefe, Garret Demeres snd Nancy 
Pulver. Weather clear and cold. The ther> 
mometer last night dropped to 51. 

NIGHT REPORT. 

MEMPHIS. Sept. 10.—Nineteen new c a s e s -
twelve white, seven colored—were reported to 
the board of health to-day. One additional 
death was reported—a colored man. 

Dan Sullivan, a well-known steamboat elerk, 
died this afternoon at 5 o'clock, after the reg­
ular report of the day had been signed by the 
secretary of the board of health. 

At a meeting of the committee of safety this 
afternoon action on the resignation of Col. 
John F. Cameron, as superintendent of all 
camps, was reconsidered, and he has consented 
to remain in charge. Himself and Dr. D . T. 
Porter leave for Nashville to-morrow morn­
ing. The following was also adopted by the 
committee! 

Jietolved, That with a View to securing rations 
from the national government for Issuance to 
the people of Memphis now in camp, that D. 
T. Porter and Hon. John Johnson be appointed 
a committee to correspond with the honorable 
secretary of war in order to secure such rations. 

Donations to the Howard association, to-day, 
aggregated f 715. 

Twenty nurses were assigned to duty by 
them. 

Bev. Father Walsh has so far recovered that 
he Is able to be at his poet again. 

Tho thermometer, to-day, has ranged be­
tween 74 and 7ft 

SIX MILES O f f . 
Kicbard Sharp died, to-night at 7 o'clock, 

six miles ont on Poplar street boulevard, of 
fever. His brother Joseph will hardly survive 
to-night. 

LANOSTAFF IK MEW YORK. 

NEW YORK, Sept. 15.—A. D . Langstaff, presi­
dent of the Howard association of Memphis, is 
in the city endeavoring to raise money for the 
relief of his suffering fellow citiaene. The 
board of trade has already appointed a com­
mittee to make collections. The chamber of 
commerce is expected soon to take action. 
President Lingstaff saya the Howards bad 
money enough to pay their way until to-mor­
row night; if by that time aid i s not forth­
coming they wonld be compelled to abandon 
this work, which simply means to abandon the 
hopeless to their own resources. 

NEW YORK, Sept. 13.—A. D . Langstaff, presi­
dent of the Howard association, reports a suc­
cessful beginning in New York of the work of 
raising funds for yellow fever sufferers in 
Memphis. The hardware board of trade col­
lected $725, which has been telegraphed to 
Memphis. Tho chamber of commerce holds a 
speeial meeting Thursday to promote the ob­
ject of Langstaff's mission. 

QUARANTINE BAIBED. 

NATCHEZ, Sept. 15.—The city council passed 
a resolution raising the quarantine against 
New Orleans on all freights except woolen 
goods packed in New Orleans, and requiring a 
clear bill of health for the admission of pas­
sengers. 

AT CONCORDIA, MIBS. 

NEW ORLEANS, Sept. 15.—Greenville, Miss., 
specials report a pestilence of malignant 
fever at Concordia. Several deaths have oc­
curred the past week, including 8. Frank, Geo. 
Tobin and Attorney Key. The surrounding 
neighborhood have quarantined agaiiist Con­
cordia. 

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Sept. 15.—A special to the 
Conner Journal Sept. 15: If the fever at Con­
cordia is not yellow fever i t i s none the less 
fatal. The steamer John B. Mande arrived 
here thia morning. She landed twenty miles 
above Concordia at 9 o'clock Sunday morning. 
Her officers report Si Frank, Geo. Tobin and 
Attorney Key all dead. Six new caaea are 
reported. Quarantine against Concordia has 
been established. 

AT NEW ORLEANS 

NEW ORLEANS, Sept. 15.—Dr. Loeber, sur­
geon of Tours infirmary, reports to the board 
of health1 a case of yellow fever, Louis Gold­
smith, 20 years. He came from Morgan City. 
The board of health met to discuss of raising 
the quarantine, but nothing waa done. Dr. 
Bemiss stated he had telegraphed the secre­
tary of the board of health, who told him there 
were two mild cases. These cases have since 
proven to be not yellow fever. 

Dr. Rutherford, State health officer, Texas, 
notified the board that Texas will raise the 
quarantine, and was assured that the eity is en­
tirely healthy and can give clean bills of health 
to passengers leaving New Orleans. The board 
adopted the following: 

Resolved, That in view of the present sani­
tary condition of the eity of New Orleans, care 
be taken to continue the moat scrupulous clean­
liness of the city, and all stcamooata and other 
vessels leaving the city. The national board 
of health be and is hereby requested to co-op­
erate with us in the termination of other re­
strictions than those relating t o hygienic 
moasnree. 

RIVER QUARANTINE RAISED. 

LOUISVILLE, Sept. 15.—The board of health 
has raised the river quarantine against 
Memphis. Seven cases of yellow fever have 
been treated here this season, all imported; 
four deaths. 

BOTH. BLOWN OF. 

COLUMBUS, O., 8«r»LJ5.—The Cochin hotel, 
occupied by Henry tforbin, at Weaterville, this 
county, waa blown n p last night by gun 
powder, and, although the building was oooa­
pied by a number of people, a o one bat Corbin 
was injured, and he not fatally. I t i s not 
known who placed the powder in the building, 
but Corbin asserts i t was done by some of the 
villagers, and la the outcome of his refusal to 
eeaaa sell ing liquor in the village. FOOT years 
ago a building be eocnpted aa a saloon waa de­
molished by gnu powder, and Corbin toft the. 
town, only returning a abort t ime ago . All 
attempts to arrest the guilty parties proved a 
failure. The damage done to the hotel and 
numerous adjoining buildings wilt be 16.000. 
Thee i t i sensof Weaterville insist, that while 
they favored resorting to stringent measures to 
prevent liqnor Bailing i n the town, that they 
wonld never favor such measures aa these re­
sorted to last night. 

OCEAN STEAMSHIP MISSING. 

BALTIMORE, S e p t 15.—The steamship Lo-
raine, Capt. McOauley, which sailed August 
16th for Tjrnc, England, with 85,801 bushels of 
wheat and twenty head of l i re beef cattle, baa 
not been heard from since. The cargo was 
valued at 8100,000, and the grain waa insured 
in a New York office. I t ia stated that the 
Underwriters objeoted to the manner in wbieb 
the grain was loaded. The steamer must have 
been eangbt in the terrible storm of the 18th. 
If disabled, ebe might have put into Bermuda, 
with which there is no cable communication. 
Dead cattle were seen in the pnlf stream after 
the cyclone.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 15.—An explosion oc­
curred at the Quaker City Oil works, Cooper-
ville, whereby Geo. Emery, son of the proprie­
tor, was killed.and Andrew Emery, another son 
and James Stanger, machinist, were ao badly 
injured their lives are despaired of. The works 
had jnst been erected and were started np for 
the first t ime on the refining of oil by a new 
process. The main sti l l was blown to atoms 
and the burning oil scattered in every direc­
tion. 

UNFAITHFUL OFFICIAL. 

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.—Aa a result of the 
investigation of the charges against the post­
master at Erie, Pa., i t is understood that official 
will be removed and his successor appointed 
without delay. 

SILVER CERTIFICATES. 

The silver certificate bids fair to take the 
place of the standard silver dollar to a great 
extent. In paying out 10 per cent, of checks 
in silver dollars the treasnrer is generally 
asked for certificates in their stead. Thia is 
especially the case with the banks. The banks 
then pay them ont over their counter the aame 
aa greenbacks. In this way a large amount of 
silver certificates have gotten into circulation 
in this city. 

CROP REPORTS. 
The following is the monthly report of the 

department of agriculture, showing the condi­
tion of the cotton, corn and tobacco crops: 
Cotton: Returns to the department, Septem­
ber 1st, show a heavy decline during August. 
The general average ia 85 against 91 for the 
month previous. Corn: Tho average condi­
tion for the whole country, September 1st, waa 
95 against 03 in August. Tobacco: The average 
condition of this crop for the whole country, 
September 1st, was 87, an advanoe of 10 per 
cent, from the condition August 1st, and an 
advance of 6 per cent, over the condition for 
the same t ime last year.

CROOKED WHISKY. 

A t C i n c i n n a t i , a t 1 o 'c lock o n the morn 
ing oi S e p t 9, revenue collector Amos ,Smith 
in company with several officers, gained access 
to the redistilling establishment of Frank An­
drews, 33 Sycamore street, where they discov­
ered fires iu the furnaces ablaze and illicit 
whisky running from the mouth of the still 
Into a half-filled barrel. Attending the still 
was a man named Drautman. The officers ar­
rested the mau and bottled tonic whisky, to 
be used as evidence, and departed, after plac­
ing a guard over the establishment. 

CUBAN SLAVES. 

R e p o r t s h a v e b e e n r e c e i v e d f rom San­
t iago De Cuba that slaves on the plantations 
have demanded liberty, and their masters 
have agreed to give them their freedom if they 
will engage to work three years for wages. 
Many slaves arc running away and the local 
authorities have asked Captain General Blan­
c o what they shall do. A dispatch from Mad­
rid announces the government will propose to 
cortes that all slaves be g iven their liberty on 
July 1, 1860, on condition of seven years 
obligatory labor with wages paid. 

ATTEMPTED LYNCHING. 

A m a n n a m e d B a i l e s w a s s e n t e n c e d t o 
be hung at Athens, Alabama, Sept, 13, but the 
case was appealed to the supreme court next 
term, and sentence suspended. Bailes killed 
his wife and narrowly escaped lynching at the 
time. Three thousand people assembled on 
the 13th i n s t and broke into the jail, took 
Bails one-half mile out of town for the purpose 
of hanging him, but no one would t ie the k n o t 
The sheriff then jumped into the wagon, pistol 
in hand, drove Bailes back t o town and lodged 
him in jail, and the crowd slowly dispersed.
