The Senate has rejected the nomination of 
Howard M. Kntchin, of Wisconsin, appointed 
under a tcnipory commission during recess of 
the Seuate to be collector of internal revenue 
at Fond du Lac for the third district of Wis­
consin, vice Albert Kosbern, suspended under 
the tenure of oUice act.

A d v i c e a f rom W a s h i n g t o n t o J a n . 8 0 
state that the fact that France and Germany 
have formed an alliance for the purpose of the 
construction under European auspices of a 
ship canal over the isthmus of Panama have 
come to the knowledge of Secretary Evarts, 
and he has had an interview with Captain 
Eads, of jetty fame, with the view of com­
mencing the dock system of crossing the isth­
mus. His object is to commence In advance 
of foreign powers, so that If trouble between 
this and European nations grows out of the 
matter the United States may be on the de­
fensive, instead of the offensive, as would be 
the case If our opponents began first. I may 
add that a gentleman of New York, who is ad­
vised of tho reported foreign alliance, has a 
letter from a European source .which says 
that there is a great probabilitv of foreign 

war with the United States within the next 
six mouths. 

T h e Mark L a n e Express in i t s rev iew 
of the British grain trade for the past two. 
weeks , says: All out door work Is again 
stopped by the frost. Threshing occupies the 
attention of the farmers and home grown 
wheat is consequently more liberally offered 
in some districts, notably Yorkshire. Fears 
are expressed that recently sown wheat has 
been frosted or from some other cause is defi­
cient In vitality. Mauy of the early sown fields 
elsewhere, however, are looking well. Some 
improvement is uoticeable in the condition of 
home grown wheat offered at country markets 
but all except the choicest lots have been neg­
lected. Imports of foreign wheat into Lon­
don have been moderate, and in the American 
especially a smi l l business has been done and 
the week s demand was of the ordinary con­
sumptive character, principally for descrip­
tions of foreign wheat available as a substitute 
for English. According to a moderate com­
pensation it is estimated that the require­
ments of Great Britain and France will reach 
13,000,000 quarters between this and August, 
exclusive of the quantity afloat. Notwith­
standing this trade continues discouraging to 
holders as a consequence of the liberal stocks 
to select from, aud bad demand for our mil­
lers have shown no desire to do more than 
meet the present requirements. It seems scar­
cely likely any marked rise can be expected 
before May or Juno. Under any circum­
stances it will be necessary for the American 
ring to hold over stocks some time longer. 
Arrivals at ports of call have been small 
The demand for Wheat has been quiet and 
somewhat irregular at a decline of a shilling 
to two shillings per quarter. Maize notwith­
standing its scarcity, receded s ix pence per 
quarter.' Wheat for shipment is very inactive 
though offered at a shilling to two shillings 
per quarter less. Maize was slow at a decline 
of six pence. Bales of English wheat last 
week, 26, 903 quarters, at 45a I'd per quarter, 
against 64,582 quarters, at 39s Id per quarter 
for the corresponding week last year. Imports 
into the United Kingdom the week ending 
January 17, were 693,465 hundred weights of 
wheat and 228,510 hundred weights of flour. 

Sudden Death of Horace Thompson of St, 
Paul, Minnesota, 

H o r a c e T h o m p s o n , P r e s i d e n t o f the 
First National bank in St. Paul, Minn., left 
home for New York Jan. 16, accompanied by 
his wife and adopted daughter, and also by 
E. F. Drake and John L. Merriam. The party 
reached New York Jan. 19, and took rooms 
at the Fifth Avenue Hotel. Mr. Thompson 
and his associates visited New York on busi­
ness connected with the extension e f t h c St 
Paul & 8ioux City railroad. On the afternoon 
of Tuesday, Jan. 27, the cashier of the First 
National bank received a telegram from New 
Y»rk, stating that Mr. Thompson was danger-
ously ill with pneumonia. The news spread 
rapidly and produced great anxiety in St. 
Paul. Other telegrams followed. One dated 
10:20 p. m. stated that be was sinking and all 

hope lost—another announcing his death at 
10:30 a. m., Jan. 28. The news of his death pro­
duced a profound sensation in St. Paul, Mr. 
Thompson was born in Poultneo, Vermont 
in 1827, and was therefore in the 53rd year of 
his age. When quite young, he and his broth­
er, James E., went to Georgia and opened 
a dry goods store. There he married a daugh­
ter of the late Judge Scarborough. In 1864, 
the brothers removed to St. Paul, and en­
gaged in private banking. Afterwards 
they organized the State Bank of Minnesota, 
and in 1863, with the State bank a sa basis the 
brothers organized the First National Bank of 
St . Paul, of which James E. was chosen pres­
ident and Horace Cashier. On the death of 
James Horace was chosen Pres- which post 
tion he oc cupied at the time of his death. He 
wasthe largest stockholder in the bauk owning 
one fifth the entire capital of a million dollars. 
Besides Lis wife and adopted daughter, Louisa 
Miller, he leaves two sons, Horase aged 26, 
and Charles about 15. A strong and honor­
able man has fallen in his prime, and the more 
his desth is contemplated, the more It will 
be felt as a public calamity.

Thompson grew worse rapidly during Mon­
day night, so that early Tuesday morning the 
physicians declared themselves doubtful of 
the result. During the forenoon the patient 
continued to sink, and at noon all 
hopes of his recovery having been 
abandoned, he was Informed. Mr. 

Thompson; accepted the .dread intelli­
gence wi th his characteristic fortitude and 
calmly set about arranging kU affairs" for t i p 
end. At this t ime his mind was clear aujd 
will unbroken. During the early evening lie 
began to sink rapidly, until midnight, when 
he became unconscious, and at half-past 12 
ho went peacefully to sleep, surrounded 
by a large- number of sorrowing 
friends. Among those ia attendance was, 
Rev. Mr. Gross, formerly his old pastor tit 
the First Baptist church, St Paul, who offer 
cd a touching prayer over his remains. 

FORTY-SIXTH CONGRESS 
SENATE, Jan. 27.—Senator Randolph 

reported the bill for the relief of Fitz John 
Porter. Senator L»gan made a minority re­
port. H e dissented in-toto from the preamble 
—first, because the president had no authori­
ty to organize a commission t o examine the 
esse by taking ex-parte testimony—second 
because the action of the court martial is not 
reviewable by Congress—third, because Con­
gress has BO right to pay a person for services 
not rendered, because of exclusion from the 
army. The bill was placed on the calendar. 
Senator • Edmunds introduced' a resolution, 
which was agreed to, Instructing the judicial-v 
eommlttee to Inquire into matters connected 
with the settlement or adjustment between 
the United States and certain railroads. Sen­
ator Bayard's resolution to withdraw the legal 
tender power of United States notes was tak­
en up. aud he addressed the Senate at length 
in its favor. After an executive session the 
Senate adjourned. 

S E N A T E , J a n . 2 8 . — T h e v i c e p r e s i d e n t 
announced that this day had been set apart 
for the delivery of addresses on the life and 
character of the late Senator Chandler. There 
was a full attendance of Senators, and the gal­
leries were crowded w'th spectators. Senator 
Ferry of Michigan Introduced appropriate 
resolutions, among them one that the Senators 
would wear crape on the left arm for thirty 
days. Mr Ferry delivered an address which 
lasted an hour. Senator Anthony followed— 
Senator Bayard was the next speaker—he 
spoke very highly of Senator Chandler's per­
sonal character, and was followed by Senators, 
Hamlin, Blaine, Logan and Morrill all speak-
lug highly of Chandler's integrity, vigor, aud 
slneerlty of character.

HOUSE, Jan. 28, The committee on 
post-offices and post roads reported a bill de­
claring ail public roads and highways post-
routes. The previous question was demand­
ed, but there was not a quorum voting. A bill 
was passed granting a pension to the widow 
of Lieut. Hiram Benner, and appropriating 
$4,100 for a monument to Gen. Herkimer. 
The Senate bill appropriating $75,000 lor pur-
chasing a new site for the naval observatory' 
was passed. The house then went into com­
mittee of the whole on rules, when the com­
mittee rose a message wa6 received from the 
Senate transmitting the resolutions adopted 
by tbat body relative to the late Senator Chan­
dler. Speeches were then made in euiogy of 
the late Senator by Mcsscrs. Newbury Wil­
liams, Wis. , Hubbell,Brewer,Robinson,Biirrows, 
Hawley, Dunnell, Stone, Kiefer,Conger, Biggs, 
Cooper, Barber, Willet and Garfield. The lat­
er in closing, said that looking back on Sena­
tor Chandler's life and summing up his char­
acter he was struck with appropriateness of 
these words of Tennyson in his ode ou the 
Duke of Wellington: 

"Oh, iron heart to true occassion true; 
Oh, fallen at length, that tower of strength 
That stood four square to all the wind that 

blew." 
At the close of the addresses the House Ad­

journed. 

S E N A T E , J a n . 2 9 . — S e n a t o r D a v i s ( I l l i ­
nois! presented a petition against any reduc­
tion of the rate on sheet zine. Senator Kernan 
introduced a bill for celebrating the 100th 
treaty of peace, recognizing American in­
dependence. A resolution was adopted asking 
tho President whether any money has been 
paid by the government to Venzuela under 
the treaty of 1806. A communication was re­
ceived from the secretary of war recommend­
ing that $1,600,000 be appropriated in annual 
installment.^ for the improvement of Harlem 
river. New Yu! k. The House bill making ap­
propriations for fortifications was reported 
with amendments. Ordered printed. Senator 
Gordon moved a committee of nine to consider 
the construction of a canal to connect the At­
lantic and Pacitigc oceans. Senator Davis ob­
jected to so many special committees, regular 
committees should do the work and save the 
expense. The resolution was adopted, but Mr. 
Davis moved its reconsideration and it went 
over. The Senate went into executive session 
and afterwards adjourned to Monday. 

H O U S E , J a n . 2 9 . — T h e b i l l d e c l a r i n g 
all public roads and highways po~t routes 
passed 134 to 97.

or near Lafayette, Ind. Referred. Mr. Ack'.in 
rose to a personal explanation involving some 
newspaper statements and requested the com­
mittee on foreign affairs to investigate. Re­
quest granted. A bill was reported removing 
the political disabilities of William B. Taller-
ferro, of Virgina. Mr. Conger opposed the bill 
on the ground that the petitioner referred 
to the late war as the war between the 
Southern States and the United States, instead 
of the rebellion.

A WOMAX'S DKATH FROM TIXIHW-
J'ilOlilA.

A case of hydrophobia, ending fatally yes­

terday, i s remarkable for t i e presence of a 
mtrnbtfr of features and tho absence of 
others which, the attendant physicians say, 
have seldom if ever before como under their 
notice. 

Mrs. Mary It. Licdermier, the vict im, was 
a widow who, s ince her husband's death, 
some years ago, carried on tho business of 
the beer saloon, No. »il4 N.<rtb Fonrth 
street, beini* assisted by her son, a young 
man. She had one remarkable hobby that 
all the neighbors talked about—a fondness 
for raising poodles, of which sbe bad had 
five in the hon3o for coma time. She had 
also a habit.of picking up homeless or in­
jured little . dogs wherever she 
found them, taking them homo and 
caring f>r them until they 
were rostortd to health and plumpness, 
when she. would seek somo neighbor dc-sir 
ous of adopting a house dog. Between s i s 
and eight weeks ago—she could not remem 
ber the date, nnd all efforts to ascertain it 
exactly have been nnsuccebsfnl—she was at­
tracted one evening to tun sidewalk by tho 
yelping of two poodles tbat she had let out to 
play. She saw a strac«e littlo dog trying, 
as she thought, to hart "one of tbe poodles, 
and upon her stooping to pick np and 
carry away her pets the wicked littlo 
stranger snapped at her and left tbe marks of 
his teeth on the buck of her right hand, just 
abovo the forefinger. Tha wound bled 
slightly, but she regarded it as a mere 
scratch, requiring no attention more than 
the application of a lotion that she got at 
the drugstore jnst opposite her bonse. She 
supposed that the dog belonged to a neigh­
bor and never thought that, it might have 
been mad. Whether tbe dog was mad or 
not, tho doctors and friends have been un­
able to ascertain, and ail efforts to identify 
the animal havo been unsuccessful. 

TUE FATAL SCRATCH. 

Attending to her duties, as nsual. PUG 
seemed perfectly well until Taesday of last 
week, when, after ironing a lot of clothes, 
she complained of unusuni weariness, and 
particularly of rt sharp, shooting pain i» the 
right arm. Next day she felt ns well as ever, 
but ou Thursday the feeling of t iresomeness 
returned,accorupauied by pains in both arms 
and something like intercostal neuralgia. Dr. 
James Collins, of .r>30 Marshall street.came at 
her call, aud she told him she thought she 
had rheumatism. He prescribed some­
thing tbat eased her, and, not suspecting hy­
drophobia, be snppostd that sbe was all 
right agnin. Being called on Saturday he 
observed peculiar conditions. Crossing the 
street to Mr. LawsouV, the druggist, Dr 
Collins remarked that it seomod like n case 
of hydrophobia. Tho druggist recalled the 
dog bite and, if Dr . Collins had doubted be­
fore, he waa now convinced. Ho learned 
that on tho previous evening sht 
had come to Mr. Lawson for a drink of lem­
onade and he observed that she swallowed 
it with seeming aversion and diflioulty. 
When the doctor returned to the house nnd 
brought water in sight of tho woman she 
showed alarming symptoms—a great dread 
of something and extreme restlessness and 
irritability. These continuing, she was 
taken, by tbe doctor's advice, to the German 
Hospital, but there she showed such sus­
picion of everybody's motives and became so 
uncontrollable in her spasmodic actions tbat, 
three hours afterward, she bud to be brought 
home again. Dr. Collins now called upon Dr. 
Charles W. Milles for assistance, and the 
two, after talking over the matter with Dr. 
F . H . GrosB, Dr. E. Santee and Dr. Charles 
Tnrnbull, decided upon a course of treat 
ment to which they ascribe tho subsequent 
abfenca in this.case of thnt violent ccnvulsive 
action which in other victims of hydropho 
bia has necessitated holding by several 
strong men or tying fast to a bed. 

FIOHTIKO TIIE DISEASE, 

The principal remedy used was a sulpbato 
of thejSouth American Indian war-arrow 
poison, called curar or woorara. Among 
othter palliative agents employed were 
campor and opium. 

The doctors desired to paralyze to a cer­
tain extent tho muscles that produce spasm. 
The sulphate, called curare or woorara, 
was administered bypodermically in a filtered 
solution, each injection containing a small 
fraction of a grain of the poison. On Sat 
nrday n ight when she was quiet and perfect­
ly conscious, reference being made to the 
dog, she said sbe did not beiieve that he was 
mad. Then as she complained of thirst 
water was brought and placed in her hand, 
whereupon she exclaimed, sbndderingly: "Oh, 
I can't drink." Dropping the glass she con-
tinned spasmodically: "Oh, my heart would 
atop. I t wonld kill m e . " She took a little 
ice in her month, however, which relieved 
her, bnt next day she could not look even at 
the frozen water. Her last drink was on 
Sunday morning, when with great exertion 
she swallowed some milk punch. Tho only 
t ime when sbe wonld touch food, after Fri­
day, was o n Monday afternoon. Her con­
dit ion seemed better then and she eagerly 
ate considerable meat, potatoes and cabbage. 
After that she steadily grew worse, her men­
tal distress and her evident suffering from 
thirst being hard to picture. 

S h e wauld not believe that she had hydro­

phobia, or that the dog was mad. "The dog 
bite," she said to Dr. Collins, "was nothing, 
and if you understood the case, I'd get well ." 
She was suspicious of everybody, especially 
towards the last, when ber breathing became 
very rapid and heavy, and tho temperature of 
her body extremely high, while a frothy, vis­
cid fluid came from her mouth in such quan­
tities as to necessitate constant ohanging of 
clothing, towels and other articles. Iu one of 
the spasms on Sunday her terror was increased 
by imagining that a hair was growing on tbe 
tip of her tongne. She cried to those about 
her to pluek it out. Although suffering in­
tense agoDy with the symptoms described, 
Dr. Col l ies says tbat the spasms were con­
trolled to a great extent by the medical treat­
ment. Although eonsoions until about three 
hours before her death, which came from ex­
haustion at half-past five o'clock yesterday 
morning, she would listen to n o reasoning, 
and was extremely whimsical . As late as 
Monday evening she desired to know whether 
one doctor was not sufficient. Compared 
with other deaths from hydrophobia h e n 
was an easy one.

A T A X ON K N O W L E D G E . 

Tho Chicago. Slllwauhee Jb St. faul Sc 
cures Control of the Chicago & l'acifti 
Road. 

[Chicago Tribune. | 
The latest railroad sensation i s a report 

that the Milwaukee & St. Paul railroad com­
pany has secured control of the Chicago & 
Pacific railroad. Although nothing definite 
about tho transaction has come to l ight, yet 
everything indicates thst the report is true. 
It i s a well-known fact that the St . Panl com* 
pany was one of the bidders for this proper. 
ty, through Mr. Edwin Walker, at the fore­
closure sale last spring. Mr. Walker bid as 
high as $900,000 for the property, but allow­
ed Mr. John K. Wrenn, the representative 
of John I. Blair, to take it for §916,000. The 
bonded debt of the road ia $2,000,000, of 
which amount Mr. Blair is said to hold $ 1 , -
400,000. Since the t ime of sale the Mil­
waukee <fc St. Paul has opened negotiations 
with the bondholders, and it is understood 
that it has secured all but the amount held 
by Mr. Blair. Whether Mr. Blair means to 
sell out to the St. Paul company i s not 
known, but it is believed that negotiations 
to thiH effect are going on, as Mr. S. S. Mer­
rill, general manager of the St. Paul com­
pany, went to New York two days ago for 
the evident pnrpose of having a consultation 
with Mr. Blair. If the latter shonld remain 
stubborn, the Milwaukee & St. Paul, it is 
claimed, will make ur has already made an 
arrangement with the old stockholders to 
redeem the property, as the t ime fo r re 
deception does not expire until May. In the 
latter ovent the St. Paul company wonld 
simply become responsible for the interest 
on the bonds held by Mr. Blair. I n any 
event, the Milwaukee & St. Paul , it is claim­
ed, is sure to get possession of the road. The 
Chicago & Pacific railroad runs from this 
city to Byron, III., a distance of eighty-eight 
miles. It was chartered February 16, 1865, 
under the name of Atlantic <fc Pacifio, and 
was reorganized under its present tit le April 
30, 1872. It reached Byron in 1864, when 
work was stopped for lack of funds. In May, 
1S76, it was placed in the hands of a 
receiver, and remained so until sold under 
foreclosure May 1 , 1 8 7 9 . The purchase of 
this toad by the Milwaukee & St. Paul com-
p;uy will bo of considerable interest to Chi­
cago, as it will give this city another through 
line to the Mississippi river, in connection 
with tho Western Union, or, as it is now 
known, the Racine & Southwestern Divisiou 
of tho Milwaukee & St. Panl. . T o make tbe 
connection between the two lines the Mil­
waukee <& St. Paul will have to construct 
thirty-four miles of new road from Byron to 
Lanark. By this Dew route the distance 
from Chicago to Rock Island will be 195 
miles, against 181 by the Chicago. Rock Isl­
and & Pacific—a difference of only fourteen 
miles. The valne of the Chicago & Pacific 
to the Western Union cannot be overesti­
mated, as it secures thereby a direct outlet 
to Chicago, while at present it has its ter­
minus at Kacine, a point without any termi­
nal facilities. 

I 'BINCE D E MONACO. 

A Vamous Vtvorcn Cane in Rome—the 
Ttut'hrsH of Hamilton Secures a I'apal 
Dissolution of Iter ilarrinaf. 
| Rome Cable to the Cincinnati Enquirer. 1 
The question still agitates tbe laity and 

the clergy here regarding the lair duchess of 
Hamilton seeking a Papal divorce from her 
husband, the Prince de Monaco. It is a big 
and broad question, brought to the very 
tbresbold of the church in its capital city. If 
what was refused the real Tudors in Henry 
VIII. can bo granted to the questionable line 
of the Stuarts in the duchess of Hamilton, 
then indeed will a serious issue grow out of 
the hitherto hard and fast virtue in vincu­
lum matrimonii, and the door of divorce 
may re.adily be opened by any besieger. 

It is alleged that the duchess is influenced 
toward this appeal for divorce on the 
grounds that she was unduly influenced in 
the matrimonial tie by her mother, the 
dowager duchess, and by the said dc.wager's 
particular friend, the late Emperor Napoleon. 
JBut voila les autre chose! There lived in 
Vienna, and stiii l ives there, a handsome 
Austrian duke, who bas oft visited Paris and 
tbe principality of Monaco ; and for him, 
like many bonnie laddies devoted to Annie 
Lowrie, the Duchess wonld "lay me doon 
and doe." Here is the real undue influence. 
And lo, here too, the dowager's repeated 
power, for she loveth not the prince, bnt the 
duke! Thus speaketh the quidnuncs of gos­
siping Rome. 

But a reigning prince, if even the loins 
nnd quarters of a Grimaldi buccaneer an-
eestory, intermarried with all the Bourbon 
blue-bloods of the day, will not tamely sub­
mit to be thus wooed, won and undone! Al­
beit bis dominion is but a square mile of 
rocks and olivo-troes, of lemon grounds and 
orango groves, and bis standing army like 
"Falstaff's" guard, still it is the wealthiest 
square mile, the gaudiest guard, and tho 
greatest principality in tho world for rou­
lette aud rouge et noir! Where co much is 
hazarded iu funds the prince has learned 
naught to risk in cardinal cards or Austrian 
tricks. He will not be uuloosened, he says; 
but princes propose aud popes dispose. 

To-day society in Rome is amazed at the 
reporlpd pontifioial action in thin famous 
case. It is announced oa apparently trust­
worthy authority that the cardinals decreed 
the dissolution of the marriage oontract, and 
that the Pope has confirmed the decree. The 
matter has attracted almost universal atten­
tion here, and is the ge 'era l topic cf con­
versation in all social circles. 

THE IRISH FAMINE OF 1847. 

l \u-nn;i Reiterates I l l s Charge Agains t 
Cueeu Victoria. 

NEW Yonii, Feb. 1.—In reference to the state­
ment made recently by Parnell, tbat Queen 
Victoria contributed nothing in lo47 to the 
Irish famine, tbe denial of which statement 
Lord Randolph Churchill has cabled here. 
Parnell has addressed a letter to the New York 
Htrahl in which he says: In reference to Lord 
Randolph Churchill's contradiction of my 
statement that tbe Queen gave nothing to re­
lieve the famine io 1847,1 find tbat I might 
have gone still further and said with perfect 
accuracy tbat not only did she give nothing 
but that she actually intercepted 6,000 pounds 
of a donation which the Sultan of Tur­
key desired to contribute to the famioo fond 
in 1847. The Sultan had offered a donation »f 
ten thousand pounds, bat tbe English ambas­
sador at Constantinople was directed by the 
Queen to inform him tbat her coutribution was 
to be limited to two thousand pounds, and that 
tbe Sultan shall not in good taste give any 
more than her majesty, hence the net result to 
he famine fund by the Queen's action was a 
loss of six thousand pounds. 

Row Conuress Imposes a Heavy Tribute 
Vpon the Dissemination of Literature. 

I Chicago Tribune. 1 
There are several great industries in this 

country which are directly and grievously 
afflicted by the tariff without any rational 
purpose or financial reason. These are tbe 
manufactures of cotton, l inen, glass, and 
paper. I n all these great industries the use 
of soda-ash and of other bleaching agents 
is an essential aud serious item of cost. The 
articles are indispensable, and tho tariff tax 
is oppressive and repressive, and most in­
jurious to all engaged in these largo branches 
of industry. 

W e wish to call the attention of the press 
and of Congress to the effect of the tax on 
soda-ash and other bleaching agents upon 
the cost of making paper. Ih this country 
paper ia made not only from rags, but large­
ly from straw and from wood. The process 
of bleaching in the manufacture of paper 
from straw and wood is a costiy one because 
of the great quantity of chemicals needed, 
and because o t the oppressive tax imposed 
upon these necessary commodities. The 
annual importation o f soda-ash exceeds two 
hundred mil l ions of pounds; tbe duty on 
this article is $5 .65 per ton. Tbe duty on 
other chemicals used for the same purpose is 
e-^3n higher. Paper is one of the great 
manufactnres of this country, and every tax 
upon the materials needed in the basiuess 
becomes a burden, without accomplishing 
any corresponding benefit. 

The great "boom" which has so crazed the 
iron, Hteel and COBI iudustries of the country 
baa extended sympathetically to other pro 
ductions. It has reached tbat of paper-
making. The prices of paper at the mills 
have been advanced between 25 and 33 per 
cent since Jnne last. And tbe trouble with 
the newspaper consumers of "print" is, they 
cannot increase their subscription prioes to 
correspond with the advance of white paper. 
If they raise their price, they lose subscribers, 
and so thoy are thus far standing the loss as 
a choice of evils. When they protest to the 
paper makers against tbe advance, the latter 
point them to tbe high cost of soda and 
other bleaching powders, and say that if 
the duty were taken off they could materially 
reduce the price of print paper. This is 
tho main excuse given for the great 
advance in the price. 

Tho fact, however, is tbat the American 
manufacturers have combined to place the 
price of print-paper nt the exact point whio'i 
will exclude importation. The duty on paper 
used for books and newspapers, magazines, 
and other similar publications, is 20 per 
cent, o n the foreign cost, and 20 per cent, 
ou tbe storage, handling, commissions, and 
other foreign charges, to which is to be 
added the cost of ocean freights and inland 
transportation to the place of consumption. 
The advance is an arbitrary one: there has 
been no snch increase in the cost of rags, 
straw or wood as to justify any such in­
crease in the price of print-paper since last 
summer. There may have been some in­
crease in tho cost of labor and ot transporta­
tion, but nothing to warrant the increase of 

ne-tbitd m.idu by the manufacturers. 

Tho paper ma Ki-rs iepreheiit, us they have 
always done, that tt«y are heavily taxed up­
on the chemicals and bleaching-powders 
aseu in their production. This complaint is 
also, aud ns strongly, nrged by the mann-
faoturers of cotton and linen ^oods ui.d 
glassware. This complaint has been urged 
on the ground tbat, if tho manufacture of 
paper was relieved of the heavy tax upon 
bleachers, the American paper makers coula, 
because of the better qualities and cheaper 
cost of the straw aud of the wood, make pa­
per for export, and sell it abroad in success­
ful competiou with the paper of European 
mills. T b u , if true, shows that the present 
tax on bleachiug-powders and other chemi­
cal agents is an oppressive and restraining 
weight upon the unlimited expansion of 
American paper manufacture. 

Any tax on paper is a tax on public intelli­
gence. The book, the magazine, the pamph­
let, and the newspaper aro essentials to tho 
American people. They are the dissemina­
tors of knowledge; they are the great Ameri­
can teachers: they enter every household: 
they carry information where it could not 
otherwise go , and they cnltivate aud main­
tain the public sentiment upon which public 
and private morality depend. The magni­
tude of this tax on paper can be estimated 
partially by considering the many mill ions 
of publications issued daily and weekly, ana 
reaching every household, showing the 
enormous consumption of paper iu this 
country. 

Now, the duty of Congrsss in tins matter 
is a plain one. American manufacturers of 
paper, and of glass, cotton, and liuen goods, 
should be relieved of everv tax on each aud 
every thing entering into their production. 
All raw materials, all chemicals, all dye-stuffs, 
and all bleaching-powders of every descrip­
tion nnd quality should be admitted free of 
duty, aud these manufacturers placid on tbe 
same footing in this respect with their for­
eign competitors. Tbe manufacture of 
paper in this country should be relieved of 
this tax in an especial manner, beoause a 
tax upon paper is a repressive tax that 
reaches every man, woman, and child iu 
the country that can read and write. 
At the same time, the duty o n 
all paper, especially that used for books and 
newspapers, should be reduced one half, that 
is, to 10 per cent. If tho statements of the 
manufacturers as to tbe heavy addition made 
to the cost of producing printing- pa per be­
cause of the tax on chemicals be true, then a 
repeal of this oppressive tax will far more 
than compensate them for the reduction of 
the duty on imported printing-paper. There 
has been no print-paper imported for years : 
no foreign paper can be imported that can 
compete with domestic paper protect­
ed by a duty of 20 per cent, and other 
charges, and tho cost of ocean and internal 
transportation. 

The taxes on the bleaching and other chem­
icals used in making the paper, it has been 
always claimed, so increased the cost of mak­
ing paper in this country that nothing less 
than a duty of 20 per ceiit. would protect it 
from foreign competition. Congress, there­
fore, will see that by repealing this onerons 
tax o n bleachers the duty on paper may be 
repealed or at least reduced 10 per cent, to 
the great advantage of the American man­
ufacturers as well as of every nows-
paper and every book and magazine pub­
lisher in this country. Evi-rybody has 
a direct interest iu this matter. The 
revenue from printing paper is not large.and 
can be spared, and tbe tax on chemicals used 
for bleaching serves only to swell tbe cost of 
manufacture. Every newspaper and every 
publisher in the United States, therefore, 
should unite in laying all thtse facts before 
Congress, in order that that body, being 
thus informed, can relieve the manufacturers 
of this useless and oppressive burden, and 
tbat tho duty on paper, if not abolished also, 
be reduced to one-half. Tho case is too 
plain for Congress to hesitate in tho matter. 

MAINE ELECTION TROUBLES.

A U G U S T A , J a n . 2 9 . — T h e F u s i o n l eg i s ­
lature, after a prolonged sc ret session this 
morning, adjourned to meet :hc first Wednes­
day in August next. Many of the members 
will go home not to return here before that 
date. Others will go back to the people of 
their districts to abide by their decision as to 
joining or remaining out of the State House 
legislature. Others will take their seats among 
their Republican brethern. The counted-in 
members will, some of them, go home, while 
others will contest the seats of their rivals for 
tlift sake of getting the pay usually allowed 
defeated contestants. Two Fpslonlsts, to-day, 
appeared hi the Republican house, and nu­
merous others have expressed the intention to 
follow them. Fusionist Gov. Smith and Tal­
bot, speaker of the Fusion house, will leave for 
their nomes to-morrow. The capitol guards 
and Richardson's l ight infantry marched out 
of the State House this morning. Hill, of 
Corink, and Millikin, of Burnham, look their 
seats in the Republican house. Tbe New Era, a 
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Greenback organ, submits to the decision of 
the supreme court aud appeals to the people. 
It also calls upon the press to publish its de­
claration of the principles to Brick Ponieroy 
leagues. The Republicans and quite a num 
ber ofFusionists say that the Fusion legisla­
ture will never meet again, as will be shown 
to-morrow by members takinjr their seats in 
the regular legislature, that the course pur-
sued was an indirect method of dissolving, 
and that if the members go home they will 
soou be returned by their constituents to look 
out for important interests coming before the 
legislature this session. The legislature 
will declare all seats that are not 
now filled vacant, aud new elections will 
be ordered. The Fusionist secretary of 
state. Sawyer promises to return the valua­
tion books to oiiice of secretary of state, and 
it is thought lie will not claim to be secretary 
any longer. State Treasurer White was un. 
able to be here to-day, Dut telegraphed the 
finance committee that be would read the 
opinion and meet them to-morrow, his only 
desire having been to secure himself aud 
bondsmen against loss. The opinion prevails 
that he will freely give up the keys and prop­
erty of the office as soon as his "successor is 
qualified. Only one company of malitia Is 
now at the State house, nnd that will soon be 
relieved from duty. It is the opinion ou all 
sides that the contest has now ended and ex 
citement closed.
