HORRIBLE AFFAIR IN MASSACHUSETTS. 

SFSINOFIELI), Mass., Aug. U. - T h e family of 
/ebing Lntson, living a mile from Shates-
burg Centre, were al armed at 8 o'clock last 
night by the sudden appearance of Jarvis Nel­
son Philips, a yonng man of 24, son of 
their nearest neighbor, who was bleed­
ing from several wounds in the cheat. 
He declared he had shot himaelf and had bat 
a few minutes to live, and that be had left the 
dead body of Sadie A. Qrover, bia former mia-
ireaa, and the mother of their 3 year-old child, 
in the woods a short way back. An alarm waa 
immediately given and search proved Phelps' 
story to be true. Phelps, who baa a 
wife living, formerly lived with the Grevergirl 
who is scarcely 19 and quite pretty and modest 
in appearance, until arrested for bigamy and 
aent to Greenfield jail for a year. His 
sentence was commuted about a year ago, 
since which he has been endeavoring to get 
her to live with him again. Her continued re­
cusal .and association with other men is sup­
posed to have exslted him to commit the 
•rune. He aaya he fired four chambers of 

hia revolver into the woman's heart, then cooly 
i eloaded and discharged seven barrels into hia 
own breast. An autopsy confirms thia atory 
substantially. Phelps is still living,, and, to 
all appearances, the coolest man in town, but 
the doctors say he cannot recover. His victim 
is a daughter of A. J. Grever, a respectable 
farmer of Turns Falls.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—Dr. Tanner continues 

in good condition. He passed a quiet night, 
sleeping moat of the time. At 7 this morning 
be ate a hearty meal of beefsteak and bread, 
and at 9 he took two boiled eggs and stewed 
potatoes, drinking two ounces of light wine. 
At I t be swallowed a dozen raw oysters with 
crackers, washed down with four ounces of 
milk. He was weighed at noon, the scale Indi­
cating 132% pounds. His pulse at that time 
waa 95, and temperature 105. 

Or. Tanner ia still at the residence of Dr. 
Gunn, conversing with the few visitors who 
were admitted to bia presence, and attending 
to many letters which were continually pour­
ing in. At 2 o'clock he ate half a dozen oys­
ters, drank eight ounces of milk and one of 
his favorite wine. He then slept for an hour, 
and upon awakening drank another ounce 
of wine. At 4 o'clock he drank four 
ounces of milk, and at 5 ate 
very, heartily of a quarter of a pound of beef 
steak with bread, and drank eight ounces of 
milk. At 6^0 be again drank eight ounces of 
milk, and at 8 o'clock partook of the same 
quantity. At 8:25 he drank two ounces of 
wine, and at 9 o'clock eight ounces of milk 
with crackers. At 10:15 he threw himself 
across the bed without undressing and slept 
for an hour and a half, when be retired far the 
Pight.

ASSASSINATION IN IRELAND 

LONDON, Aug. 9.—A fearful outrage was per­
petrated last] night near New Ross, Ireland. 
Thornaa Boyd, crown solicitor for the county of 
Tipperary, and hia two sons were tired at by 
masked assassins armed with guns and bayo­
nets. Boyd was severely wounded in the arm; 
One son was shot through the lungs aud there 
is no hopes of bis recovery. The other son re­
ceived a slight wound in the leg. Three men 
have been arrested on suspicion of committing 
the outrage. A later dispatch from New Ross 
says Boyd senior is dying from wounds. 

A Dublin correspondent says the country hss 
never been more tranquil than now. Danger 
from organized land agitators and Fenians is 
uo greater than it was in former years. 

The Times in an editorial says there will he 
no popular rising where there are troops ready 
to suppress it. 

The tragedy at New H>«s was au agrarian 
outrage. 

LONDON, Aug. '.».—Six arrests have been 
made of parties implicated in the New Ross 
outrage, including one woman. 

Sir Stafford Northcote stated ho had received 
a telegram announcing the death of one of the 
sons of Mr. Boyd, crown solicitor of Tipper­
ary county, who was shot at New Rosa yester­
day. 

GI.ADSTONE.

AFGHANISTAN 

NATIVES MOVING. 

LONDON. Aug. 9.—A Bombay dispatch to the 
Time* says. Cbaman Choki is threatened by Af­
ghans, hut the rumor of its capture is improb­
able. Certain tribes over the whole country 
are in commotion. 

A Cabul dispatch Bays the whole of northern 
Afghanistan is fairly qniet, as are also Kohia-
tan Nardak, Ohil/ai and the country around 
Jellalabad. The ameer's chances of maintain­
ing himself in power have certainly increased 
by Gen. Robert's march through part of the 
country most hostile to hire. 

EVACUATION OF CABUL. 

In the bouse of commons the Marquis of 
Hartington. secretary of state for India, 
stated the Indian budget would be presented 
the 17th inat., but the government cannot fix 
a day for closing of the session of parliament. 
Replying to a question the Marquis said the 
government's intention;to withdraw from Cabul 
immediately toad been formed before General 
Barrows' defeat, which does not, according to 
the opinion of Indian or home government, 
justify deferring the withdrawal.Gea. Stewart 
fully concurs believing that all objects have 
been attained and that *a longer stay in 
Cabnl ia unnecessary.No information has been 
received regarding the capture of Chimi Choki 
by the Afghans. 

IN J'BONT OF CANDAHAR. 

Advices from Simla to the 5th state Candahar 
had not been attacked. Ayoob Khan had 
reached Kohkahran, four miles southwest of 
Candahar. There bad been no advance on 
Khelftt, Ighilzai or Piabit. All quiet at Cabul. 

LONDON, Aug. U.~A diapatcb from Quettah 
reports that another tight has occurred between 
the troops retiring from the line of railway 
upon Sibi and a large body of tribesmen.

RUSSIAN CROPS. 

LONDON, Aug. 9.—A St. Petersburg aorres-
pondent says telegraphic reports received at 
the ministry of the interior* from the govern­
ors of forty-nine provinces show that tbe har­
vest throughout Russia is poor. 

FRENCH NAVY. 

PARIS, Aug. 9.—Manoeuvres al the French 
fleet at Cherburg began yesterday. President 
Grevy was weclomed by Admiral Rifonrt, 
marine prefect. The fleet comprises six of the 
largest and most powerful ironclads forming 
the squadron of evolution nnder command of 
Vice Admiral Gamult. A flying squadron ia 
also assembled under command of Rear Ad­
miral Galibert, and a sub-marine or torpedo 
squadron nnder orders of Rear Admiral Baron 
Girvel. 

ENGLISH GRAIN. 

Kel er Weather for Harves t ing-Markets 
Variable, According to tho Weather, 
With a Dowuward Tendency-Trade 
Dull. 
IJONDON, Aug. 9.—The Mark Lane Kxprexx in 

its review of the grain trade for tbe past week 
aays finer weather with less rain baa enabled 
farmers in some counties in the south to make 
a fair beginning of harvest in wheat. There 
will certainly be great improvement on 1879, 
but the yield is likely to be very uneven. 

The markets the past week retrograded 
uligbtly, but trade was so susceptible to the 
weather that buyers or sellers have the best of 
the market according as the day is fine or foul. 
The reaction has been confined chiefly to 
wheat and flour. Foreign descriptions are 
six pence and one shilling per quarter and per 
sack respectively lower on the week. English 
wheat is nearly stagnant and prices unchang­
ed. Deliveries at several well known markets 
have stopped entirely. 

Last week's shipments from America direct 
to the continent are stated at 330,000 quarters 
of wheat and 120 quarters of maize, but until 
the telegram is confirmed by letter, we must 
accept the statement under all reserve. The 
330,000 is probably a mistake for 3,000. 

The price of wheat on passage baa receded 
slightly. Red winter for immediate shipment 
marks 43a, the same as California, For Sep­
tember shipment the same rates are asked hut 
tbe value is really lower. 

The imports into tbe United Kingdom dur­
ing the week ending July 31st, were, wheat 
1,374,709 hundred weight, and floor 233,170 
hundred weight. Barley was in small supply 
and slow of sale at unchanged rates. Oats 
were slightly lower, except for the best sam­
ples, whioh are unchanged. Maise C pence 
lower. Beans and peas are firm, and in some 
instances a shilling dearer. The provision 
trade haa been inert.

Wetherport and wounded 
a man named Herman. Trnlloek was arrested 
and claims to have done the shooting in self 
defense. 

frightful Calamity on Elias McCalne's 
Farm In Washington County—Berbert 
Young, James Graham and Rllsuforth 
Fay Fatally Injured—Bibs Broken, An 
Arm Torn Off and Terribly Scalded- De­
tails of the Tragic Affair. 

STILLWATER, Aug. 9.—A sad accident occurred 
this morning on the farm of Mr. Elias McCaine, 
about five miles below this city, by which grief 
and desolation wss brought into three once 
happy homes. Mr. McCaine hsd made arrange­
ments to commence thrashing his grain at noon> 
and had gone to Lakeland for an experienced 
engineer. Meanwhile, Mr. Jas. Graham had 
brought his thrashing machine on the ground, 
and got everything ready for work. Not being 
quite sura, however, that the machine and en. 
gine was in good working order, he concluded to 
raise up steam and see if everything was right. 
It seems that the steam gange and safety 
valnedid not work satisfactory, and Mr. Her­
bert Yonng, a practical engiucer, happening to 
pass by on bia way to tbe city, Mr. Graham 
asked him to come over and tell him wha*, the 
trouble was. One glance at the boiler 
and engine was sufficient t«» con­
vince Mr. Young that there was 
danger of an explosion and he ordered Mr. 
Graham to take out tbe fire at once. This 
being done Mr. Young stepped to the side of 
the boiler to inspect the guage, when, with ter­
rific force, the boiler exploded, scattering the 
fragments hundreds of feet in every direction, 
and fatally, as it seems, injuring three and 
seriously wounding one of the persons who 
stood in close proximity to the machine. 

Mr. Young had three of hia rib3 crushed in 
to the lung. Mr. Graham was terribly scalded, 
and Mr. Ellsworth Fay bad hia right arm torn 
off below the shoulder, and had the end of a 
threc-sightha inch screw driven into hia fore­
head. Augustus Graham, u lad of 15 years of 
age, was thrown from the wagon on which he 
sat and had his collar bone'broken. 

A messenger was immediately dispatched to 
Hudson, for Doctors King and Hoyt, and 
another to Stillwater for Doctors Millard and 
Pratt, while still others were sent to Lake­
land to inform the relatives of the unfortunate 
ones of the painful catastrophy. Meanwhile 
the three first named sufferers were carefully 
carried into the barn on McCaine's premises 
and laid upon blankets spread npon hay, and 
two of the men present having formerly been 
hospital assistants, the wounds of the injured 
were attended to as well aa could be done. 
Upon the arrival of tbe doctors, and after an 
examination of the nature of the injuries, 
Mr. Graham and Mr. Young were at once taken 
to their respective homes in the village of 
Lakeland. 

Young Fay was unconscious when the sur­
geon examined him, and they concluded to 
amputate the arm then and there, which ope­
ration was performed by Doctors Hoyt, King 
and Pratt. After that, the piece of iron was re­
moved from hia forehead. By that time he had 
regained consciousness, and looking at the 
stump of his right arm, inquired: "Where is my 
arm?" Silently tbe surgeon pointed to the 
severed limb lying on the ground. Poor Els-
worth looked at it a moment, and then turning 
away said, "Take me home." His father and 
mother had arrived at the scene of the catas­
trophy about the same time that the physicians 
did, and the grief of the stricken parents was 
beast-rending in the extreme. It is now 
thought that neither of the three will recover 
from tbe injuries received. The sad calamity 
baa cast a gloom over the whole community, 
or all the persons injured were highly esteem­
ed by all who knew them. 

TUE TUNNEL DISASTER. 

Work of Recovering the Dead by Coffer 
Dams Abandoned. 

JERSEY CITY, N. J., Aug. 9.—The work at tbe 
tunnel has progressed very slowly to-day. The 
large rotary pnmp, together with two small 
ones, were put in operation this morning, but 
it was found that the combined power of three 
pumps, wnose capacity is 5.900 gallons per 
minute, was not sufficient to reduce 
the water in the coffer dam, as it 
flowed faster than it could be pumped out and 
the more they pumped the larger the flow of 
water became. It was decided at a late hour 
this afternoon to abandon all idea of reaching 
the bodies by means of the coffer dam. At a 
consultation of officers and engineers in charge 
it was decided that tbe only way of reaching 
the bodies was by means of a caisson, timber 
for which has beer* ordered and is eg. 
pected to reach the grounds to-morrow 
morning. The caisson will be the same 
aa that uaed in the conatraction of the 
foundation for the towera of the East 
river bridge. It will be twenty feet high, 
twenty-five feet wide and forty feet Ion". It 
is expected it will take at least two weeks to 
construct the caisson and two weeks more to 
reach the bodies. When Col. Haskins was 
asked this afternoon if he bad estimated tbe 
costejf the work so far, he said he had not, but 
said he thought it was near $30,103. 

OHIO VETERANS. 

Grand Reunion at Columbus—The City 
Dressed In Holiday Attire In Honor of 
the Veterans. 

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Ang. 9.—Columbus pre­
sents a grsnd appearance to-night. Tbe whole 
city is decorated for the reunion, especially the 
public buildings, the city hall, State house, 
fire department buildings and all business 
blocks. High street for five miles is almost 
shaded with flags and bunting. A large oil 
painting, 40 by 2S feet, by Homer Henderson, 
of this city, ia placed on top of the capitol, 
representing a sailor and soldier, in the back 
ground, of the former a soldier sleeping with 
campnres burning and tents near, in tbe back 
ground of the latter tbe sea is covered with 
gunboats and vessels and in the far distance a 
maratime city. Sixty regiments infantry and 
cavalry and eight associations of ex-soldiers 
have been assigned quarters. Tents on the 
fair ground will accommodate 13,000 men. 
Private Secretary Rogers telegraphs here to­
day that President Hayes will leave Washing­
ton to-morrow morning, arriving here en 
Wednesday morning. Gen. Durbin Ward tele­
graphs that he will speak on Wednesday, tak­
ing the place of Gen. Ewing, who was 
unexpectedly called to California. The dome 
of the Capitol is lit np to-night, presenting a 
very beautiful and magnificent appearance. 
Over the entrance to the west front to the 
Capitol is the word "Wele >me," formed by gas 
light. ^ ^ ^

Victoria with 
about one hundred and fifty warriors is again 
across tbe river, while the troops arc isfw 
moving rapidly to get in his front. The In­
dians arc evidently starling for Guadalupe or 
Sacramento.

Catholic temperance convention of the Unit­
ed States adopted a recommendation to es­
tablish agenis in all seaports to aid emigrants 
with money and transportation, father Bow-
lett of the Indian commission started by Mrs. 
General Sherman, made au address urging co­
operation In forwarding temperance, ednca-
tim, industry and Catholicity among the In-
dians. 

Not a Dollar Lost 
The fourth auditor of the treasury de­

partment, Washington, Aug. 0, addressed a 
letter to the secretary of the navy, stating that 
a careful examination bad been made of the 
accounts of the navy department covering 
four years from July 1st, 1S75, to June SOth, 
1810. The money transactions of the period 
amount to $7,541,710; in disbursing this large 
amount no single oflleer has defaulted nor 
has a single dollar been lost to the govern­
ment

For some years past he haa lived in retire 
ment at tils home In Carrollton. 

Catholic Riot In Toronto.

August 7, aboat 000 Catholics and Orangemen 
met on Queen street and fought fiercely with 
sticks and stones. The loliee clubbed right 
and left. Constable No: man was struck on 
the head with a stone ind probably fatally 
injured. Some rioters w ere badly beaten by 
tbe police. At Young si reet wharf an orange 
crowd gathered to prevent he landing of an 
excursion party. The police succeeded In 
dispersing the crowd. I'h.1 ringleaders were 
locked up by the police. 

Trouble in Ireland apprehended. 
T h e London Standard of Ang. 5, learns 

that the government resolved to dispatch Im­
mediately a large body of troops to Ireland in 
view of possible disturbances there. The 
Standard's Plymouth correspondent asserts 
that an order has been been received for the 
royal marines to be held in readiness to pro­
ceed to Ireland If necessary The Standard's 
Chatham eorresponccnt reports that sudden 
notice has been received that the authorities 
had decided to send a battalion of marines to 
Ireland, consisting oj 800 men, which were or. 
dered to embark for Cork. 

Murder in St. Panl. 
On Monday night , A u g u s t 2, J . C. 

Green, of Stillwater, shot Alfred C. Savage, at 
'•Green Tree" saloon on Robert street, St. 
Paul, Minn. Green was drunk and had been 
in Savaga's barber shop. Savage refused to 
shave him, refused to drink with him but con­
sented to smoke with him. They went to­
gether to the Green Tree Saloon, when Green 
exclaimed, "Damn you, you refused to drink 
with me," and Immediately commenced fir­
ing. Several shots were discharged, oue of 
which took eflect In Savage's bowels. The 
murderer fled to the old court house yard, 
where he was arrested by police officers. Sav­
age was taken to St. Joseph's Hospital. 

Attempted Highway Robbery. 
Near the Harvester works , in S t . Paul 

Minn., on the night of August 3 three tramps 
about 8 p. m. attacken Mr. Kicfcr, brother of 
Clerk Klefer, and proprietor of the half way 
house between this city and Stillwater, Mr 
Kicfer was driving home about 8 o'clock in 
the evening, and had reached a point a short 
distance beyond the harvester works, when 
he was suddenly attacked by three tramps. 
One of the villians seized the horse by the 
bridle and his companions attempted to get 
into the buggy. Mr Kicier was armed with 
a heavy whip, aud, reali/.ing his perilous sit­
uation, he dealt the men several sturdy blows 
on the bead. They rolled back from lite shock 
and whipping ht.-t horse, the animal plunged 
forward and broke away from his captor. The 
men were soon distanced, and Mr. Klefer 
luckily escaped without injury. 

Slaughter of Cattle. 
Arthur Arnold, liberal, in the house 

of commons moved the following resolution: 
"That in the opinion of tbe bouse, the com­
pulsory slaughter at ports of landing of fat 
stock from the United 8tates, restricts the 
supply and increases the cost of food, and hav­
ing regard to the freedom from disease of cat­
tle produced in America, the house deems it 
desirable tbe government eliouH consider the 
restrictions with a view to their modification 
ar their removal." The resolution in the first 
part closoly followed that proposed by W. E. 
Foster in 1878, for which resolution twenty, 
four members of the present government vot-
ed In the minority. Official correspondence 
with the United States on the subject will be 
distributed in the house before discussion cf 
the rebellion. 

Manage of the Aged Baroness Rur dett-Coutls. 
The London World o f A u g . 3 , says a 

marriage has been arranged between Baroness 
Burdett-Coutts and Ashmeade Bartlett, her 
secretary and almoner for some time past. A 
recent statement to the same effect, which was 
contridicted, was made by the intended bride­
groom. The gentleman is a brother to Bills 
Ashmeade Bartlett, member of parliament. 
By becoming Bartlett's wife the baroness will 
lose a very large portion of her Income—to 
tbe extent, it is said, of over one hundred 
thousand poudds yearly. This Is In accord­
ance with the will of the duchess of St. Albans, 
who bequeathed her vast property to Miss 
Angels, now Baroness Burdett-Couttt, provid­
ed if she married an alien or naturalized sub­
ject, her interest In Coutts' bank and other 
properties shall eease. Bartlett is an Ameri­
can naturalized a short time since. It is as­
serted remonstrances against the marriage 
engagement from the best friends of the baro­
ness and from the highest quarters failed to 
have any eflect, and the marriage will shortly 

take place. The bareness is 66, while Bartlett 
hss not yet completed his 39th year. 

Indian Troubles. 
Reports are received from Fort Smi th , 

Ark., of serious trouble at Muscogee Creek na­
tion between Creek negroes and Cherokees 
Two Creek negroe horse thleves.Bill Peters and 
Long Monday, were hanged by Cherokee 
lynchers on the 37 ult, On Wednesday 13th 
Creek negroes crossed Into the Cherokee nation 
and shot two young Cherokee*, Wm. Cobb 
and Alex Cowan, the first killed the latter fat-
tally wounded. Dick Glass, a Creek, was 
killed also in tbe fight. At last accounts some 
"900 Cherokees were assembled at Fort Gib­
son, near the line, intending to attack the 
Creek negroes also in force, only desisting at 
the interposition of Chitfj Brushy Head and 
Ross, who obtained a promise of suspension 
of hostilities if the Creek were delivered to 
the Cherokees by Thursday morning last. A 
.white man was reported killed on Tuesday 
last, which will require the interference of the 
federal authorities. 

The Faster Frisky. 
A N e w York telegram of A u g . S, says 

I>r. Tanner speut a very quiet day to-day, and 
saw ve/y few.yisltora^4Hsphysicians say he 
is improving as well as can be expected after 
suck a long fast. Duriug the morning he 
chewed half a pound of beefsteak, only retain­
ing the juice, and some milk toast with wine. 
Shortly after noon he ate hafl a pound of beef­
steak and some potatoes cooked in milk. He 
was then weighed and turned the scales at 
136 pounds. About every hour be partook of 
some nourishing food or drink, which includ­
ed watermelon, milk, potatoes stewed in milk, 
ale, beef tea, bread and wine. About i'. o'clock 
his weight was again taken and was found to 
be 130 pounds. He was quite lively to-day, 
and frisked about his room like a schoolboy. 
His physicians say his rapid recovery from 
the eflect of his long last is something re-
markable. 

Chilian Atrocities. 
A letter received at N e w York A u g . 4, 

from Lima, says of the taking of Tacua by the 
Chilian troops: Only one street escaped the 
sack, and this good fortune it owed to the cir-
cumstance that General Baquedaro bad bis 
headquarters in It. Hundreds of wounded 
and prisoners were slaughtered In cold blood. 
Not one wounded ally was found alive on the 
field of battle the day succeeding the battle 
Women and girls of tendercst age were violat­
ed and many killed. The farms in the vicini­
ty and their inhabitants shared the common 
fate of the town. Every day eight or ten 
murders arc committed, and the bodies of the 
poor victims are allowed to remain 
unburicd until their removal become a mat­
ter of necessity. Ariea suffered even more 
severely than Tacua. All tbe bouses were 
elthei totally or partially destroyed. Out of 
eighteen hundred defenders only sfrc hundred 
survive. These of tbe twelve hundred who 
did not fall In Hie light were subsequently 
massacred In cold blood. It is an authenti­
cated fact that forty-nine soldiers who had 
thrown away their arms and taken refuge, in 
the United States commercial agency, over 
which the flag was ilying were taken out and 
butchered In tbe street. 

The Benders. 
There were important au«l startl ing 

developements at Fremont, Nebraska, August 
8, in the matter of the Benders. Mrs. Bender 
made a full confession of all the heinous raur-
ders committed on the John Bender farm dur­
ing '72 and '73. She was a widow when she 
married McGregor, alias Bender, who was a 
widower with four children. They migrated 
from Missouri to Labelle county, Kan., when 
under the leadership or Kate, old fohn's 
daughter, the murders and robberies began. 
Mrs. Bender declares that she bad no person­
al hand in these crimes. The first man killed 
by them was a man named Brown. Very 
soon after the first murder two morestrargers 
were killed. The woman was asked whether 
she remembered about a whole family being 
killed, and she said: "iTes, I do. There was 
a man and wife and two little, girls who drove 
up to the house one afternoon and wanted to 
speed the night. That night while the man 
and his wife were at supper, they were 
dropped through the hole. Kate and tbe old 
man were below. The man fought pretty 
hard but they fixed him. The next day the 
two children were buried alive. Old John 
took one and Kate the other. They hollered 
awful, but finally stopped, and Kate came in 
and said, 'the damned brats arc all right now.'" 
Soon after this, according to the woman's 
story, they became frightened and joined the 
Cherokee or Choctaw nation. Many further 
details were obtained from this woman, and if 
these are not the original Benders the fact can 
easily be established. 

The Awful Act of a Mother. 
A telegram from Americus , Webster 

county, fla., of AugustC, relates tbe following 
Last evening, Woodson L. Gunnels, a well-to: 
do f<i:mer, l'.viug twenty miles west of there, 
left home to visit a hick neighbor, and return­
ing at 10 o'clock in the evening, found his 
wife and nine of his ten small children in a 
horrible sleep from the etlects of morphia ad­
ministered in lemonade by Mrs. Gunnel?. 
Gunnels was married to this his second wife 
about ten years ago ami has by her four chil­
dren. The other six are children of the pre­
vious wife, and as far as known the stepmoth­
er has been a dutiful and kind parent to them. 
Medical aid was immediately summoned, but 
Mrs. Gunnels soon died and no hopes of re­
covery are entertained for three of the chil­
dren. The others are believed to be out of 
danger. A note in the handwriting of Mrs. 
Gunnels was found under the morphia on the 
table, in which she stated she had deliberate 
ly administered the morphia to the children 
and herself with the Intention of destroying 
them all and that she was not actuated by 
any domestic trouble. 

Internal Revenue Bureau. 
Commissioner Raum officially iutorms 

ihe Secretary of tbe treasury that during the 
past fiscal year $123,9S1 010 Internal revenue 
taxes have been collected and the entire sum 
paid into the treasury. During the past four 
fiscal years the total amount of taxes received 
by collectors of internal revenue was $467,-
080,886, and the entire sum has been paid in-
to the treasury. Salaries and expenses of the 
bureau will be about $19,929,000, or a little 
more than three and one half per cent, upon the 
amount collected. The commissioner pays 
a high compliment to collectors, and adds: 
During the past four years a well sustained 
effort has been made to suppress the illicit 
manufacture of whiskey and tobacco in a 
number of districts in the Southern States, 
where for many years these practices bad 
been rife. During that period 3,784 illicit dis­
tilleries bad been seized, 7,70$ persons arrested 
or Illicit distilling, and twenty-five officers 
and employes killed and thirty-five wounded 
enforcing laws. D ia gratifying to be able to 
state that frauds upon the revenue have been 
greatly reduced, and violent resistance to law 
has practically ceased in all of these districts, 
except the second of Georgia. But it must 
be borne in mind that violations cf the law 
and the spirit of resistance have not been vol­
untarily abandoned, but have been suppressed 
and subdued by the earnest and determined 
efforts of officers of the government, sus­
tained by the coutts. 

Sensational Confession. 
A Detroit , Michigan , te legram of A u g . 

8, says Mrs. Smith who died in prison there on 
Saturday, Ang. 7, made a most extraordin­

ary ante mortem confession Friday to the ma­
tron of that institution. On the night of the 
13th of September, 1876, her husband wasraur-
dered as he lay in bed beside her. The body 
was then taken to the barn, which was sot on 
fire. Mrs. Smith, her sister, her sister's hus­
band and a yonng farm hand named Alex an-
der turned State's evidence that her husband 
was killed by her brother in-law and her sis­
ter, whom she incited to the deed. Both were 
found guilty and sentenced to State prison for 
life Mrs. Smith was given fifteen years im-
prisonenment and young Alexander ten. In 
her confession to the matron Mrs. Smith said 
she swore falsely, that neither of the parties 
convicted had anything to do with the crime, 
nor did she know who committed it. She said 
that a certain party, whoso name has not been 
revealed by the authorities, persuaded her to 
make tbe false confession assuring her that 
she would receive a light sentence. In her 
anxiety to rejoin her children she agreed to 
do as was suggested. While giving her testi­
mony she was under the direction of this 
party, who was in the court room a} tho 
trial. At certain preconcerted signs made by 
him she answered "yes" or "no" to the ques­
tions of the prosecuting attorney. The con-
tension -creates considerable of a sensation In 
Detroit and the matter will doubtless lead to a 
searching investigation. 

The Murder of Dr. Parsons, the Missionary. 
Adv ices from Constantinople o f A u g 7, 

state that Dr. Parsons tbe American mission­
ary, who, with a servant was murdered near 
Ismid, was making a tour of tbe mountains 
and encamped by the roadside in Ihe vicinity 
of some Zuruks, a semi-nomadic tribe. Two 
Zurnk shepherds confessed they shot two 
travelers as they slept anil robbing them of 
their money, amounting to less than five dol­
lars. As Parsons did not reach his destina-
tion at the expected time, and as his horses 
were found wandering about the hills, his 
friends instituted search aud the bodies were 
discovered under the bumes. The authori­
ties hearing the dispatch on the subject had 
been sent the British embassy, showed more 
than usual zeal and by threatening wholesale 
arrests induced the Zuruks to surrender the 
criminals who are now imprisoned. During 
the half century of American missionary en­
terprise in Turkey, this is only the third case 
of murder of a missionary, and it is only just 
to state that none of the crimes proceeded 
from religious fanaticism. The present state 
of insecurity does not proceed from a fanatl-
ical feeling lint from wholly different causes, 
for which the government is mainly responsi­
ble. Among these may be mentioned the 
system of sending Circassians, Lozes and 
other warlike refugees into peaceful districts. 
A few days ago a large ship load cf Circas­
sians and T.ozes landed In the gulf ot Is­
mid, near the spot where Dr. Parsons was 
murdered. As it is pretty certain that no 
measures will be taken to give these lawless 
emigrants the means of an honest living we 
shall probably soon hoar of other robbery and 
murders, 

Onosecration ofBUhop Watteraon. 
I t is reported that one of the greatest 

events of Catholicity took place at Colum­
bus, Ohio, on Sunday, August 8, in the conse­
cration of the Right Rev. Jno. A. Watterson, 
as Bishop of Columbus. This occsaion attract­
ed an immense crowd Irom various sections of 
the State, coming in large excursion trains 
with bands of music and rich regal iaed 
societies, among them in the ancient Order of 
Hibernians, benevolent societies and temper­
ance societies. Very few of those present 
could gain enhance to the grand cathedral of 
8i- Josephs' place of consecration. About 
1,800 were adinitcd by tickets. Eighty-five 
priests and eighty-five bishops wore present. 
The officers of the m a ^ were Rt. Rev. Wm 
George McClousky, first assistant; Rev. J. 
Twiggs, second assistant; Rt. Rev. Edward 
Fitzgerald, preacher and assistant priest; 
Very Rev. N. A. Gallagher, deacon of honor; 
Rev. F. X. Specht and Rev. X. E. Pilger, dea­
cons of the mass; F. J. Campbell, sub deacon 
of the mass; Rev. J. J. Fitzgerald, first master 
ofcermonics; Rev. W. Mulhone, second mas-
tar of ceremonies; Rev. J.C. Goldsrnidt, third 
master of ceremonies; Rev. John McGerck 
chaplain to Bishop'.Watterson. Father Hayes 
and Ahren and Bishops Duengen, of Fort 
Wayne, and Toebbe, of Covington, were also 
present. The sermon was preached by Bish­
op Fitzgerald on the evils of the present gen­
eration. At 3 o'clock the ma&s and ceremony 
was over and Bishop Watterson bestowed his 
bleesing, stopping to bestow it on his aged 
mother, an incident very affecting. In tho 
afternoon a grand parade of the local and vis­
iting societies took place, reviewed by the 
Rev. Bishop and attending priests. This 
evening Bishop Watterson celebrates pontifi­
cal vespers.

F o r a m o m e n t her e y e s looked search-
i i i g l y i n t o mine—our l ips m e t i n a l in­
ger ing kiss , and I was answered. 

Reader, m y s tory i s finished. Three 

{rears a g o w e were married. N o t a c loud 
las d immed t h e br ight heaven of our 

happiness , and, if ever n m a n m i g h t 
venture t o be l ieve what h e feels t o b e 
true, then m a y I be l ieve that n o possi­
b l e crisis can ever t e m p t m e t o violate 
the p l edge that w o n m y wife.
