Illinois, and Iowa, prophesy 
a short crop of winter wheat, for the 
reason that dry weather last] fall pre­
vented seeding until October, and the 
wheat had hardly started before 
winter set in.

On the top 
of this, the country is eaten up with 
taxation to support a mammoth stand-
army and the gorgeous phraphernalia 
of an imperial government. No won­
der the over-burdened German skips 
for America on the first opportunity.

THE European powers continue to 

amuse themselves with the contro­
versy between Greece and Turkey. 
Every day some one of them reiterates 
a demand to the porte to submit to 
arbitration, which that porte kindly 
but firmly declines. So the gentle 
efforts at persuasion go on indefinitely, 
while Greece daily dons fresh war­
paint, spits on her hands, and howls 
for somebody to hold her, lest she be 
overcome by her yearning to yank the 
tail feathers from that perverse gob 
bier.

The remains of George Woods, the 
colored porter who lost his life In the Beck-
wlth House lire, Oshkosh, Wis., were found 

.Jan. 18, their situation showing he lost his 
life in endeavoring to save Mrs. Page, who 
perished in the same fire. 

A m e m o r i a l s i g n e d b y e v e r y R e p u b ­
lican member of the Ohio legislature, recom­
mending Gov. Foster for a cabinet position, 
has been sent to President-elect Garfield. Gov. 
Foster declaims any knowledge of the memos-
rial, does not meet with his wishes, and that 
he must not be held responsible for it. 

Washington dispatch, Jan. 22, says: 
The president has directed that the following 
officers be placed on the retired list: Gen. 
Stewart Van Vliet, assistant quarter-master 
general; Lieut. Col. Samuel Woods, deputy 
paymaster general; and Maj. Joseph H. Eaton, 
paymaster. The retirement of the first two 
named goes into effect to-day, and of the oth­
ers on Monday. 

THE wily politician of the border, 
Sitting Bull, has again skipped'the 
fence and retired to the protection of 
his namesake, John Bull. He Snuffed 
upon the tainted gale the scent of .the 
soothing and persuasive Gatling gun, 
and breaking off negotiations with 
Allison, without asking to be excused, 
hoisted the bovine caudal appendage 
and made sail for Canada. Only a 
handful of warriors followed him. The 
remainder of his band prefer the com­
forts of civilization, and have surren­
dered.

THE Dakota legislature voted to 

memorialize Congress, praying for the 
passage of the Bennett bill to divide 
the Territory on the forty-sixth paral­
lel, and admit South Dakota as a State. 
The legislature also passed a resolu­
tion requesting the President to reap­
point Hon. A. H. Barnes to the office 
of associate justice of Dakota 
Territory at the expiration of his pres­
ent term of office. An effort .'will be 
made this session to remove the capital 
from Yankton to Pierre, on the Mis­
souri river, where the Northwestern 
road crosses.

Two young ladies at Reading, Pa., 

were instantly killed while coasting.

X. H., destroyed 
thirteen stores, the bank and several offices 
Loss, $60,000; partially Insured. 

By the explosion of a boiler at 
Dcnsburry, England, Jan. 20, eleven persons 
were killed aud sixteen wounded. 

M o u n t B a k e r , B r i t i s h C o l u m b i a , i s 
reported in a state of active irruption, and 
throwing out clouds of smoke and ashes. 

A t M e x i c o , M o . , o n t h e 2 4 t h , a f a t h e r 
aud son, named Schariach, while walking on 
the railroad track, were struck and run over 
by a backing train and instantly killed. 

A Yankton dispatch, Jan. 22, says: 
A blizzard of the most approved character has 
been raging since night before last, blocking 
railroads and delaying mails in all directions. 

Omaha dispatch, Jan. 29, says: 
Last night, at the Blair crossing of the Sioux 
City and Pacific railroads, trains collided, aud 
a brakeman named McLennan was instantly 
killed. 

A boiler explosion occurred near 
Long Prairie, Minn., on Jan. 24, killing the 
engineer, Frank Oliver, and seriously injuring 
three others—E. B. Rice, and two brothers 
named Strong. 

Three inches of snow fell in Xew 
Orleans Jan. 24, the heaviest fall since in 1853. 
There was a fall of five inches at Mobile, Ala. 
Other parts of the South were visited by the 
heaviest fall of snow ever known. 

Fredericksburg, Va., dispatch, Jan. 
22, says: In the Rappahannock to-day a gorge 
formed, causing water and broken lec to back 
up to the height of eight feet, submerging 
wharves and the lower story of the Baltimore 
steamers' warehouse. 

Port Jefferson, L. I., dispatch, Jan. 
20, says: S. A. Tooker, a college student, 
and J. S. Ackcrley, foreman in the Times of­
fice, w«rc both seriously injured while coast­
ing to-day. Ackcrley is likely to die and 
Tooker is still insensible. 

St. Peter dispatch, Jan. 22, says: 
One of the worst blizzards of the season was 
raging at Sleepy Eye to-day. The Winona & 
St. Peter road had barely been opened before it 
was closed again. Trains are running to 
Waseca, and may possibly reach St. Peter. 

A l o n z o B e n d , e n g i n e e r o n t h e W a ­
bash express train, when approaching Ceril, 
Indiana, Jan 21, saw a freight train taking the 
siding and expecting a collision jumped oft", 
and was thrown under the cars and cut to 
pieces. His fireman remained on the engine 
and escaped injury. 

A f r i g h t f u l r a i l r o a d a c c i d e n t o c c u r ­
red on the 24th, at Puerto Cortes, Louisiana. 
A train consisting of two passenger coaches, 
a mail and baggage car, juumped the track at 
Golden Rock Curve, Amour Mountain, and 
fell seventy feet to the rock below.

19, d e ­
stroyed A. B. Martin's morocco manufactory, 
throwing three hundred hands out of employ 
ment and inflicting a loss of $80,000. Lancas­
ter's factory adjoining, belonging to A. B. 
Martin, was partly burned; loss $80,000. The 
old Revere Beach depot and seven dwellings 
were also burned. Total loss $100,000. 

Salt Lake dispatch, Jan. 22, says: 
The bodies of seven victims of the Alta ava­
lanche of last week were buried yesterday in 
this city. The Tribune has letters from .Cus­
ter and Bonanza, Idaho,dated the 12tb, describ­
ing snow slides there burying seventeen. per­
sons, all but four of whom were rescued. The 
danger appears to be over Alta for the Present.

At a meeting of the Medical and Chir-

urgical Society, of Leeds, England, an 
account of an interesting case of quies­
cent schirrus was given by Dr. Teale. 
The patient was an unmarried lady of 35. 
A cancer formed in her breast, causing 
retraction and ultimately loss of the nip­
ple ; it ulcerated; some auxiliary glands 
enlarged, and the patient seemed about 
to die. But in consequence, as it ap­
peared, of the small quantity of food 
taken by the patient,, the cancer was 
"starved." It atrophied slowly, and 
now, nine years after its first appear­
ance, there was nothing but a hard cica­
trix left in the breast and axilla. Gases 
more or less similar were related in the 
discussion which followed.

Big and Little Drops. 
A "drop" is a valuable quantity, al­

though many people never think about 
this fact. The Journal of Chemistry 
says that the largest drop is formed by 
sirup of gum-arabic, forty-four to the 
drachm, and the smallest by chloroform, 
220 in the drachm. As a general rule 
tinctures, fluid extracts, essential oil 
yield a drop less than one-half the size 
of water, and acids and solutions give a 
drop but slightly smaller than water.
