Tills Clil MIX A L A XD Tilli UXFOR-
TUXA TK. 

The recent report of Secretary II. IT. 
Ilart, of the State Board of Charities 
and Corrections, is certainly a very 
suggestive document, showing among 
other things, (1) that the creation of the 
Board was a wise aud humane measure 
and that it should be continued; (2) 
that some of our jails are a disgrace to 
the State and that reform in individual 
instances is demanded not only by 
justice but by common decency, and 
that the whole system needs rel'ormirg; 
(3) that the system of poor houses, 
poor farms and poor relief, (if that can 
be called a system which has no uni­
formity,) demands reform almost as 
urgently and as thoroughly as the jail 
system of the State. These are con­
clusions drawn from reading the re­
port rather than suggestions made in 
the report-

The Pioneer-Press supplements the 
revelations of the report by some facts 
concerning the Uamsey county jail, 
where a young woman accused of at­
tempting to lire a hotel and a man held 
merely as a witness, were huddled to­
gether, with insane men and hardened 
criminals, all within seeing and hearing 
distance of eacli other at least. 

If we remember correctly, Secretary 
Ilart, alter iiis tour of inspection in 
the eas;, reported that he found in a 
Chicago jail a young woman who had 
been held a year as a witness in an im­
portant case. Here was an innocent 
party deprived of her liberty, put in 
loathesome confinement, herded with 
criminals for a year, simply because she 
was needed as a witness to the crimes 
of others. 

The city or the State which permits 
an outrage of this kind commits a crime 
itself. The machinery of the law, we 
know, is cumbrous and crude, and the 
execution of the law is difficult, but 
when those against whom no crime is 
charged are treated as criminals and 
subjected to imprisonment and forced 
association with criminals, the State 
commits a crime. 

We invite the attention of our Coun­
ty Commissioners to that portion of 
Secretary Hart's report relating to 
Poor Relief. In some counties the 
town system prevails and the Secretary 
says he is net prepareed to pronounce 
either for or against it. Here the 
county system prevails and there is 
always more or less complaint as to 
expenditures and management. One 
of the greatest evils, of which Worth-
ington complains, is that outside fam­
ilies coming upon the county are apt 
to move to town, where the Commis­
sioners rent them a house and issue 
them a monthly allowance. They are 
ipt to be large families, illy controlled, 
md the children are not kept in school 
md are "on the town" in a literal 

sense. The question has therefore 
been raised whether or not Worthing-
ton is to became a Pauper house or a 
Poor farm. 

T11E 11A II.liOA li LA XUS ROOMING. 
Land Commissioner Drake of the St. 

Paul and Sioux City line has been out 
on a trip over the road looking up its 
rea' estateand preparing tor June immi­
gration boom. IJe reports that at least 
fifteen hundred land seekers arej now 
visiting the lands of the company with 
a view of making purchases from farms 
to colony locations. The prospect for 
large sales to bona-fide settlers was 
n?ver better than at present. Seeding 
alons the line is about finished, the 
weather is first class for a rapid growth 
and farmers are elated over the spring 
prospects of a bounteous harvest.— 
Slay ton Gazette.

There are about 66,000 locomotive 
engines in the world, and 120,000 pas-
sensrer and 500.000 freight cars. There 
are 200.000 miles of track, and the cap­
ital invested is $20,000,000,000. 

EDITOR ADVANCE:—After picking 
up such relics of the battle as wo think 
we can carry handy, we take the 7:30 
a. m. train on the Memphis & Charles­
ton railroad to Grand Junction and 
then the 1:45 p. m. train on the Illinois 
Central for New Orleans, passing 
through Holly Springs and Jackson, 
Miss. Ilere we notice a fine large cot­
ton mill, and further on we come to the 
Pine lands and many saw-mills cutting 
lumber, while altogether we see more 
thrift and enterprise than we expected. 

On the 25th, at 7:20, we reach New 
Orleans aud take rooms at the Casady 
Hotel opposite the St. Charles, in the 
central part of the Crescent City. We 
call on Col. Wright in the U. S.Custom 
House, who gives us a hearty greeting 
and kindly shows us through all depart­
ments of that Due building—the post-
otfice, the court rooms, the snb-treas-
ury, the vaults, where we see over 
§12,000,000 in U. S. coin, gold and sil­
ver in sacks heaped up in rows, all well 
arranged with men inside to care for it 
and keep it in order. We are handed a 
package of U. S. treasury notes, which 
each one holds in his hand, containing 
$1,800,000. The Treasurer remarks, 
"this is the peoples' money and you are 
the people." Whe i I hand it"back I 
reply, "thank you; as I can't well take 
it with me now I return it to you for 
safe keeping, hoping to be able to call 
for it soon." Col. Wright goes with us 
through every department, explaining 
all to us. A fire had damaged the out 
side on the south and the building is 
undergoing repairs. It was occupied 
by Ben Butler's troops in 'G2, and has 
never been entirely completed. It was 
that general's headquarters from which 
he issued his renowned orders for which 
he has become so famous. To-night we 
visit Mower Post No. 1, G. A. R., De­
partment of the Gulf, which was or 
ganized over twelve years ago and has 
held firmly together through all this 
time and many dangers unknown to 
any of the Posts of that order in the 
North,, when it was hardly safe to let 
it be known that such an arganization 
existed or that individuals were mem­
bers. We met members of the G. A. R. 
from California, New York, Pennsyl­
vania, and all over the North and West, 
and to say the least, we had a very 
pleasant and happy time, with orations, 
songs and sold iers' st ories. A fterwards 
we met with I. O. Howe Post No. 3, a 
beautiful Post, room with reading room 
attached, all furnished richly and car­
peted, where we met with the same 
pleasant time as at the other. We vis­
ited the coining World's Fair Grounds 
just above the city near the river and 
inspected the new* buildings for which 
Congress has just made such a liberal 
appropriation. All about here we see 
the hanging moss on neatly every liv­
ing tree. I climb one and capture some 
moss. Anions the many interesting 
sights is the statue of Geri. li. E. Lee, 
and of Gen. Jackson, who whipped 
• he British under Packenham. just be­
low the city, Jan. 8tl», 1814; also Gen. 
Harrison's on Canal street, and a mon­
ument to the Confederate heroes in the 
cemetery, with a soMier on top stand­
ing with musket and fixed bayonet at 
Parade rest, and just above the base is 
Lee, Bragg, Jackson and Polk, os.o on 
each of the tour sides, just the head 
with name below. In these cemeteries, 
which are ci'ies of the dead, we see 
most all are vaults built aliove the 
ground, built of brick and plastered 
with cement and whitewashed, and 
most all located between the city and 
Lake Pontchartrain. We also visited 
the National Cemetery located on the 
battle ground where Jackson defeated 
the British, wherein lies over 12.000 
Federal soldiers, nearly all unknown 
graves. And Spanish Fort on the lake 
where we see monster alligators. On 
returning at night the steam street 
ears jumped off the track and we had 
to get out and walk the balance of the 
distance. 

On the 29th we went on an excursion 
to Mobile, Ala., along the Gulf coast. 
It is hot and dusty, but we get the 
Gulf breezes Arriving at Mobile we 
visit tlie state Agricultural Fair, and 
must say that Nobles county can beat 
it ten to one, both in farm implements, 
machinery and stock; I won't say races. 
This city seems to lack life. The streets 
are all dark at 8 p. m., except two, and 
we see a company of militia grey-coats 
drilling on the wharf, with arms, breech 
loaders and fixed bayonets, which re­
minds us of what we saw in the late 
war. The 30th we visited a large 
ice manufacturing establishment, and 
learned that it takes 24 hours to freeze 
a 220 pound cake of nice clear ice that 
looks and tastes as good as ice frozen 
on 1/ike Okubena in 24 days. This ice 
costs the consumer from $15 to $20 per 
ton. At 4 p. m. we return to New Or­
leans. 

Start for home Saturday, May 3d. ;»t 
9:15 a. m. They are building new rail­
roads, the land is low and marshy, the 
sugar cane is knee high on the planta­
tions, and there are many cabbage fields 
within twenty miles of the city. The 
hanging moss and the palm-leaf are the 
principal scenery for many miles north. 
The colored people are certainly in the 
majority along this railroad in Louis­
iana and Mississippi. We reach Jack­
son, Miss., about dark. Here lives a 
pleasant gentleman who has been trav­
eling in the seat with me part of the 
day and who fought in the First Lou­
isiana regiment through the war and 
surrendered with Gen. Lee at Appoto-
max. Like all othei^ex-confederate 
soldiers he wishes Northern capital and 
enterprise to come down aud settle 
among them. 

At 10:30 p. m. we find ourselves one 
mile and a half from Duck Hill station 
running about forty miles an hour, 
about thirty passengers and without a 
sleeper on the train, a number bound 
for St. Louis Stop at Jackson to wait 
the next train for a sleeper. We are 
fixing to sleep as best we can in the 
seats. Ben has taken off his coat, hat 
and boots and crossed two cushions fer 
a bed, but the jerking and jolting 
throws us about so we can't sleep. The 
engine becomes uncoupled twice while 
crossing a high bridge. A terrible 
crash, a sudden halt, two short jolts 
ahead with sudden stops, all in a mo­
ment, and we are a wrecked train. 
Then we hear above the screams of 
women, prayers of two old ladies, the 
cries of children, the steam escaping 
the boiler of the engine, one moment 
more. After all is still, save the cries 
for help, we are all safe, only a few 
bruises in our car, although we made 
the attempt of several hand springs and 
fell back before we got there toward 
the rear and went head first, striking a 
lady in the shoulder that is clasping a 
child .in arms. We pick up our hat, 
boots and grip and make for the rear 
door, for we sep we are just hanging, 
ready to fall, from a high bridge into 
the water below. We swing down 
from the rear platform and jump and 
are safe on'the bridge. Then we call 
to the ladies to come, and assist them 
to land safely, then rush down and 
cross the stream on drift logs and 

wood. We cross and rush ahead, first 
assisting to put out the fire of the en­
gine aud lights, then help to care for 
the wounded. The engine was crushed, 
and a scalded tramp pulls out from 
behind the tender, all crushed from the 
hips down. Seven are wouuded. In 
the darkness we can't tell how many 
killed. The moving of the wreck will 
only tell the story. The Roadmaster 
and Assistant Surgeon are on the train 
with us; also a physician, but have no 
case of medicines or instruments. All 
they do is to look on and order vs what 
to *do. I suppose they thing we are 
either colored men or poor white trash, 
for we have our coats off and are doing 
all we can to aid the wounded. Two 
long hours we wait in that dismal 
woods, wading in the mud. Then a 
relief train approaches from Grenada, 
without.orders, not aware of our situ­
ation, until they see the fires we have 
built to warn them. Then we go on to 
Grenada and wait until the next day, 
the 4th, before we go on to Valley 
Springs, where the wounded are cared 
for, their wounds dressed for the first 
time. The engineer died at 3 p. m. 
All the cars and engine are crushed 
save the one we were in, the rear coach, 
the reai trucks of which stick to the 
track. It is yet raining heavily lind 
continues all day. We now make good 
time towards Worthington, where we 
arrive on the 6th without further se­
rious mishap, to greet, friends again.

MARSHALL AFTER IT. 
The Marshall Messenger says Major 

Blake, of that place, has returned from 
St. Paul where he had been to see the 
officers of the Minneapolis & St. Louis 
road about a branch to connect them 
with that road at Sand Lake or some 
other point. President Hatch favored 
it and said if tli3 people of Marshall 
would make a proposition lie would 
personally take it to Chicago and urge 
the immediate building of the road. 
The Messenger thinks Marshall may be 
the junction of the road from Worth­
ington north. It says: 

About 18 miles of nearly level coun­
try would connect us with that line at. 
Sand Lake and give us an outlet to 
everywhere including northern Lake 
Michigan, to which point a branch of 
this road is now being built. That the 
company intend building a southwest 
branch at some future time through 
this section is an undoubted atatement. 
A mortgage on file in Redwood county 
provides for such a branch. The get­
ting of this branch might also make 
Marshall a junction of this and a future 
north and south line from Worthing­
ton. Localities south.west of us are 
also interested in this branch. It could 
easily be built to Marshall this summer. 

TO WATEUTOWN. 
The Watertown Courier of Friday 

last gives a report of a railroad meH 
ing held in that place in the interest of 
the B., C. R. & N., a representative of 
that road being there. This represen­
tative, it-seems,asked for depot grounds 
and right-of-way for the road and also 
the Minneapolis & St. Louis, or as it 
seems to be called now, the Wisconsin, 
Minneapolis & Pacific. It looks as 
though the junction would be at Wa­
tertown. 

The Watertown News, of later date, 
says: 

The guarantee which the B. C. R. & 
N. and the M. & St. L. lt'ys demanded 
of the citizens of this county to insure 
their coming to Watertown and mak 
inga junction here, has been forwarded, 
and thus we can rest assured that w 
will get the roads, which means foi 
Watertown a future not less fiatterinp 
and propitious than that of any city ii 
this great territory. These roads are 
under the management of the Rock Is­
land road, which iu and of itself is 
sufficient to warrant us lower rates to 
Chicago and the east; gives us connec­
tion with St. Louis and a direct line t< 
Minneapolis aud Duluth.

ORIGIN OF "DECOllA TIOS DA 1'." 
Mrs. Sarah Nicholas Evans, who died 

recently in Des Moines, Iowa, was one 
of the four ladies with whom the obser­
vance of Decoration Day originated. 
On the 13th of April. 1S02, just one year 
after the fall of Fort Sumter. Mrs. Eva­
ns, with the wife and two daughters of 
Chaplain May, of the Secot d Regiment, 
Michigan Volunteers, decorated the 
graves of a considerable number of sold­
iers on Arlington Heights. In May of 
the next year the same ladies performed 
the service again at the same place 
In May of the year following they rend­
ered the same sadly pleasant attention 
to the graves of soldiers buried at 
Fredericksburg. In 1S74 Congress took 
notice of a ceremonial so t-ignificant of 
the Nation's obligation to the dead;, and 
made the 30tli day of May a legal holi­
day. It was becoming, after such a 
record, that Mrs. Evans should have a 
formal recognition by the Grand Army. 
This was given her by Crocker Post, 
No. 12, Des Moines, February, 1873, the 
same recognition being extended to 
Miss Ella May, now the only survivor 
of the four, a few mouths later.—Shel­
don Mail.
