«;lunery, and the surprising result has 
been a showing of 95 to 98i per cent 
paid.

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MEMORIAL DAY IN WORTHING­

TON. 
Celebrated by Stoddard Po3t and 

the Citizens. 

GOOD FOR J UDUtJ SEVERANCE. 
The Luvcrne Herald, in its court re­

port, mentions an interesting liquor 
case. A fellow named G. M. Kenton 
went into .John M. l'ark's drug store 
and procured some whisky claiming 
that he was not feeling well. He after­
wards complained nnd had Parks in­
flicted, and admitted that he did so for 
the purpose of securing an indictment. 
The Ilerald report says: 

Hel'ore the sentence was passed Mr. 
Park was permitted to make a state­
ment and said in substance that Mr. 
llentnn claimed when he asked for the 
liquor that he wits not teeling well and 
wanted the liquor because he thought 
a little stimulant would do him good. 
The .Indue -tated that he did not ap­
prove of the means that had been em­
ployed iu this iustance and could not 
«ee in the ofRvise, under the circnin-
nl-aiices, any great depth of morsol tur-
|iitud»*. Upon the suggestion l/V the 
comity attorney that it was a c»:*e of 
"Conistockisin"—hiring men to obtain 
evidence—the court said that there 
ought to te a law passed that would 
impose upon the man who hires an-, 
other t.n eet such evidence a fine three 
limes as great as that imposed upon 
the man who sells the liquor; and that 
lie would favor a law that would pun­
ish the man who buys as well as the 
man who SPIIS liquor. The court re 
fused to charge the costs to the de­
fendant. and Mr.Park paid his line and 
was discharged. 

We are heartily glad to hear Judge 
{Severance speaking in condemnation of 
this devilish Comstockism which has 
become the stereotyped method of 
fanatics all over the country. We have 
condemned ;t here in Worthington 
time and again in about as strong 

-Jterms as can well be used and have for 
years been "pegging away" at Cora-
stock and his methods and the infernal 
business he is plying for a salary. He 
is the agent of :»n American Inquisi­
tion, a society of ecclesiastical bigots, 
and although the outrages committed 
are not as bloody as those of the old 
Inquisition, the principle is in many 
respects the same, an effort to unite 
the ecclesiastical and the civil, and to 
persecute, entrap and punish men for 
difference of opinion upon moral, social 
and religious questions. 

Of course, Comstock's society have 
nothing to do with these local perse­
cutions, but the "method" is the same 
and that is what we condemn. 

We have been cursed up and down, 
from top to bottom and bottom to top, 
by bigots and fanatics for condemning 
Comstockism in sucb strong terms 
through the ADVANCE, but so long as 
we can get a lead pencil to* write with 
and a newspaper to publish an article, 
we shall do what we can from our

Decoration of Graves, Exercise* by 
the Post and Addresses. 

Decoration Day, oy, as it is now 
called, Memorial Day, had not been 
properly celebrated in Worthington for 
several years, but under the inspiration 
and efforts of the revived Stoddard 
Post of the G. A. R., the day was again 
fitly observed on Friday last. The day 
was beautiful, the buildings were dec­
orated with flags, and all business 
houses wtre closed from 1 to 5 o'clock 
p. m. 

At 1 o'clock the members of Stoddard 
Post assembled at their hall, and head­
ed by the Worthington Band, marched 
to the Cemetery and decorated the 
graves of the following comrades, only 
three being buried in the Worthington 
Cametery: 

Ex-Gov. Stephen Miller; Peter Stod­
dard, for whom the Post was named; 
Isaac Small, who lost his life in the 
great blizzard of 1873, 

At 3 o'clock the Post assembled at 
Masonic Hall, which had been beauti­
fully decorated with flags, flowers, etc., 
by the ladies' Auxiliary Corps. The 
hall was soon filled to overflowing with 
citiz«ns and ex-soldiers, and after mu­
sic by the Worthington Band, the Post 
exercises began. This was followed by 
Kellar's A merican Hymn, by the cho­
rus, after which came the regulation 
exercises by the Post. Then followed 
music and addresses by the following 
speakers: 

REV. MR. HENDERSON. 
Commander Lange first introduced 

Rev. Mr. Henderson of the Congrega­
tional church, who spoke of the day as 
a day of flowers. Flowers are asso­
ciated with every scene of human life 
from the cradle to the grave. Flowers 
express every emotion of the soul. 
What music is to the ear, flowers are to 
the eye. They express hope, joy, sor­
row, and every emotion of the human 
soul, and are never so much in place or 
so beautiful as when used to deck the 
brow of victory. Hence in all ages 
they have been used to crown the vic­
tors aud strew their path. 

No one is more worthy of honor than 
the soldier. To be a soldier is to be a 
prince. The soldier is the power be­
hind the throne. Witliout soldiers gov­
ernments nauId not stand, and religion 
could not have been carried to the com­
mon people. The soldier's life is a life 
of self sacrifice. Iiis characteristic is 
devotion to country, lie leaves home 
to secure the home's of others. A sol­
dier is a man of courage, endurance, 
etc. All virtues unite in a soldier. 
And never was there a more singular 
or remarkable army went forth than 
burs. Other nations have standing 
armies. It was not so with the Union 
army. It came from peaceful homes. 

was said that Minerva sprang full-
armed from the brain of Jupiter, and 
A'e might say that the Union army 
sprang full-armed from the soil of 
America. Other armies go for con­
quest, ours went to save homes and the 
iiat.io..i, and they went as individual 
soldiers. Another remarkable thing— 
it is rare that individual soldiers are 
remembered. But in this war the 
memory of the individual soldiers is 
preserved. And we meet to-day not 
only to honor the dead but for the sake 
of the living. Our safety is in the peo­
ple. The heart of the people is the 
safeguard of the nation. 

REV. MR. ROBINSON, 
of the Presbyterian church, was next 
introduced, and said that we did well 
to remember the soldiers. They had 
heard the clash of ai ms and received in 
their honies the marks of war. We 
need often to hear the tale of that war 
that we may know how much has been 
paid for this nation. We need to keep 
alive our patriotism so that if to-day 
our flag should receive insult, the soul 
of the hero shall still beat in our 
breasts. Let us never forget the dead, 
Jet us not farget the living. Battles 
are yet to be fought which require 
greater courage than to stand at the 
cannon's mouth. 

DANIEL ROITRER, ESQ., 
was next introduced, as a soldier of the 
Mexican war, and alluded to the occa­
sion and the day as Memorial Day. 
Memory is the one faculty which distin­
guishes man and gives him a history. 
No higher token of regard can we pay 
to any one than to remember him and 
give him a place in our hearts and our 
memory. Blessed and precious are the 
memories of our dead and the outward 
tribute you bring to-day is the most 
expressive. Soldiers ef the Grand 
Army! yr(n may never again hear the 
cry. ''fall into line!" but you should 
remember that peace hath her battles 
as well as war. 

THE EDITORS. 
The editors of the Worthington pa­

pers were next given a hearing on the 
platform. Commander Lange intro­
duced the editor of the ADVANCE, who 
is reported as having said, substan­
tially: 

A citizen of Rome said that personal 
courage was the commonest and lowest 
form of human virtue, if it could be 
called a virtue. This was said under 
the Roman Empire, where "courage" 
and "virtue" were syuotiotnous terms. 
Rome trained her soldiers for couquest 
and to extend her empire over the 
world. But while we honor personal 
courage, we honor our soldiers for 
something higher. No soldier in the 
late conflict went to war for conquest. 
Our soldiers enlisted from a sense of 
duty, and patriotism and humanity; 
and the greatest of these three is II u-
maiiity. 

And while we join with you to-day 
in honoring and remembering the sol­
diers who have died; while we join to 
honor and remember the soldiers who 
shduldered their muskets and went to 
the front, will you join with us in hon­
oring and remembering those soldiers 
who did not shoulder their muskets 
and go through the battles? I refer to 
Lincoln, and Stanton, and Gov. An­
drew, of Mass., and Gov. Brough, of 
Ohio, and a host of others who stood to 
the helm and bore the strain, and broke 
down or went down, almost as soon as 
the war closed. An English writer 
said at the time of the assassination 
that no man ever had such a burden 
laid upon hand and heart and brain as 
was laid upon Lincoln. And how 
meekly and patiently and humbly he 
bore this burden and carried us through 
only to be struck down by the hand of 
an assassin in the hour of triumph. 

Will you go further and join with ns 
in honoring those who made the cause 
in whieh you went to war? For long 
before the cause culminated in war 
there were true men, and women, too, 

going up and down the land pleading 
for the slave. Tliev were insulted, spit 
upon, hissed, mobbed and in many in­
stances killed. Garrison, of whom 
Wendell Phillips said that lie put his 
own soul in pawn against the world 
and won. lie was mobbed, and the 
very halls in which he and his fellows 
were allowed to speak were burned. 
Phillips, educated, wealthy, of excel­
lent family and spotless character, was 
for thirty years a political Islimnelite 
and a social outcast, preferring rat her 
to suffer with the people of God than 
to enjoy the favors of the Boston mam­
mon. Sumner, who never failed in all 
those years to stand up against the 
slave power, tabood by Boston Beacon 
street society and struck down in the 
senate by the brutal Brooks, spent a 
year abroad in the hands of the best 
physicians of France, recovered from 
the effects of the brutal attack and 
lived to do many years more of 
valiant service in the cause, while God, 
or Nature, or some other power, seems 
to have struck down his assailant, for 
Brooks died soon after the assault. 
Lovejoy, the preacher, one of the few 
preachers, who. like Beecher, spoke out 
when it cost something t,o speak, 
planted his printing press on the banks 
of the Mississippi and fulminated his 
thunder against slavery. And how did 
they treat Lovejoy! They threw his 
press into the river and killed the 
editor. 

We join with you to-day in remem­
bering and honoring the soldiers who 
went to the front aud fought our bat­
tles, and we ask you to join with us in 
honoring and remembering those who 
made the cause in which yon went to 
war. 

GEO. AV. PENN, ESQ., 
editor of the Worthington Record, was 
next introduced. Commander Lange 
saying that as the pen was mightier 
than the sword, he would now place 
the Penn before the sword. Mr. Penn 
alluded to the origin of the decoration 
of graves iu this country, which origi­
nated with a lady of I)e*moines, Iowa. 
It was, however, an anoieut custom. 
In Greece it was the custom to gather 
the bones of her fallen soldiers and de­
posit them on a famous battle field 
where the graves were annually decor­
ated with flowers. It was also a custom 
in old England alluded to by Irving. 
He hoped that Memorial Day would be 
perpetuated. We celebrate to-day de­
votion to moral principle, and he re­
spected the man who fought for prin­
ciple, right or wrong. 

The audience then joined in singing 
"America." and after prayer by Rev. 
Mr. Robinson, and closing exercises by 
the Post, the audience dispersed. 

FROM TALCOVT LAKE. 
EDITOR ADVANCE:—The crops in 

this vicinity are looking lteautiful for 
this time of the year. The Wavetre." 
farm, owned by Mr. Paul, is cultivated 
like a garden, under the supervision of 
Mr. Pugh who came from England this 
spring. The English people had sev­
eral big fox hunts this spring. We saw 
them galloping over the prairie with 
nine hounds. One of the gentlemen 
carried a horn and was called the mas­
ter of hounds. However, they did not 
succeed as well as Sampson, the noted 
fox hunter of bible times, as they did 
not catch a single fox. 

Mrs. Alice Handy has returned from 
Anoka where she has been taking; care 
of her sister's children during the win­
ter and spring. Mrs. Handy, the 
mother of the children, is in the hos­
pital for the insane at St. Peter. We 
have a piece of terra-cotta lumber that 
Mr». Handy brought from the mill at 
St. Paul. It is quite a curiosity. 

Mr. Fish, the Methodist preacher who 
occasionally preached in the Talcott 
Lake school house, has moved away, 
so we have no religious meetings in 
this neighborhood. Some people might 
think we were losing much of real life 
and enjoyment by not sustaining old 
theological ideas in our midst; but we 
do not think so. Our views are in 
harmony with what Col. Robert G. In-
gersoll said in his late famous lecture 
entitled "Ort hodoxy." He commenced 
his discourse by saying, "It gives me 
great pleasure to say to this audience 
that orthodox religion is dying out in 
the civilized world. It is a sick man. 
It has been attacked by two diseases-
softening of the brain and ossification 
of the heart. This world is a succes­
sion of births and deaths, and when an 
old religion dies a better one is born." 
This means that the Christian church 
has se long fed on the old absurd doc­
trines and withered creeds, that the 
brain power is weakened and cannot 
think and keep up with this progres­
sive age. Ossification of the heart 
means blunting the affections of the 
human soul by preaching the monstrous 
doctrine of eternal hell. Spiritualism 
is no doubt the better religion which is 
to take the place of the old.

THIS IS A POOR FARMING COUNTRY. 
To prove that this is not a good farm­

ing country we publish the individual 
agricultural statement of L. Aldrich as 
given to the assessor for the year 1883. 
Wheat, 70 acres, yielded 1909 bu., of 
this 50 acres made 1509 bushels or thirty 
and one-fifth bu. per acre; oats, 50 acres, 
3,500 bushels; corn, 22 acres, 440 bushels; 
barley, 30 acres, 1150 bushels; potatoes, 
li acres, 400 bushels; flax, 70 acres, 1000 
bushels; timothy hay, 5 acres, 10 tons; 
apple trees growing, 200, bearing, 50; 
tame grape vines 20. He has on the 
farm this year 11 head of cattle, 18 head 
of horses, 14 head of hogs, and 40 sheep 
that will shear 200 pounds of wool. He 
has in crop 40 acres of wheat, 46 of 
oats, 10 of corn, 22 of barley, 1 of po­
tatoes, 150 in flax, and 50 in tame 
grasses, besides a large well kept gar­
den. If Mr. Aldrich did not live on 
the lake shore where fish are plenty he 
might with such poor crops be puzzled 
to make a living. It is just so all over 
this county and we can't see why peo­
ple will stay heie.— Currie Minnesotian. 

The reason for such "poor" crops is 
plain. Murray county is on the "East 
Slope" and is north of the State line 
fence-post. Something should be do Ob 
to pull down the ridge and pull up the 
fence-post.
