MEMORIAL ADDRESS OF EX-GOV.
C. K. DAVIS.

We find in the St. Paul Dispateh the
full text of the address delivered by Ex-
Gov. Davis at St. Paul on Memorial
Day. Like all his addresses, it
is not ounly excellent as to rhetoric
or style, but abounds in ideas
which are vital and which should
be set to work, like spiritual yeast, in
the mindsof the people. We have time
and space to refer to only a few of
these ideas:

1. The tendeney to centralization.
The functions of the Federal govern-
ment, says Gov. Davis. should le as
much as possible restored to what they
were before the war.

This tendency undoubtedly is one of
the evils bequeathed us by the war.
During the conflict military power was
exercised and  extra-constitutional
methods were adopted, and when the
war ceased these were transferred to
the ciyil power or rather continued to
be exercised by the general government.
The door being thus opened, every re-
former with an *ism” is carrying it to
the National government and asking
that his reform or hobby be made the
subject of Congressional action, orthat
the Constitution be changed so that
his particular reform, or religion, can
be made “‘national.” And it is a fact
that Congress has enacted laws which
are unvconstitutionzai ard utterly at
variance with the genius of our insti-
tutions and under which eyen post-
masters are exercising powers which
before the war would hardly have been
entrusted to the courts.

2. Anether suggestion in the address
of Gov. Davis is that *‘there should be
some abatement of the jurisdiction of
the federal courts.,” The tendency
now isand has been since the war to
limit the State courts and increase the
jurisdiction of the federal conrts.
Under what is known as the
**Comstock law?’’ there is not an editor
or a bookseller in the country, who
may not be arrested by a U. S. marshal,
taken before a federal judge at o dis-
tance and held until his Dbusiness is
ruined. This has been done in & num-
ber of cases like that of Barter, the
Towa editor.

One statement made by Gov. Davis,
we cannot agree with, viz: that *“there
has existed since the wara broader
spirit of toleration.”” In some respects
i’ may be true, but never in our history
has “intolerance’ Leen so thoroughly
organizad and active as since the war.
This i3 shown in those detestable or-
ganizations  ealled  “*vice socicties™
which Sidney Smith ridiculed out of
Loundon, and which aim to unite the
ecclesiastical and civil ofiicer in one
person. Lt is shown also in the move-
ment to unite church and state by
amending the Constitution so that the
United States shall be declared a Chris-
tian nation. It is shown in the un-
ceasing effimrt to enact and enforee
Sunday laws on religious grounds; in
the eftort to force the reading of the

Yible upon the public schools in de-
flanee ol the wishes ot Jews, Cuatholies
and Liberals; in the prohibition move-
ment and in scores of assaults upon
personal liberty,
FOR CONGILESS.
