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THRE O UTLOOK.
There is a pretiy general report of
dull business just now in interior towns,

but the outlook is very good neverthe-
less. The stock market secms to have
recovered from the May panie and de-
pression and on Saturday last in New
York prices went up with a rush and
the feeling was unusually buoyant.
The crop prospect, too, is good gener-
ally with a few local exceptions. The
Sioux City Journal reports the besg
wheat cerop in the region tributary to
that c.ty since 1876, and that corn is so
good that farmers begin to fear low
prices,
THE PROHIBITION PROGRAM.

Commissioners Price, of the Indian
office, and Dud:ey, of the pension otlice,
went to Pittsburg to attend the Prohi-
bition convention to secure an endorse-
ment of the Republican ticket if pos-
sible.

RESULTS OF THE STORM IN THB
WE&ST END.

The Adrian Guardian, published on
Saturday last, gives fuller details® of
the storm in -the West End than we
were able to secure up to the time of
going to press:

Neorthwest of here we are informed
the crops were badly injured by hail.

Cora Graf, daughter of Emil Graf,
county commissioner of Wilmont, was
killed by being struck on the head by a
piece of heavy timber. She was at the
barn and started to go to the house
when the storm struck the large barn,
40x54, blowing off the roof and scatter-
ing the heavy timbers, one of which
struck her with the result recorded
above. She was thirteen years of age
and spoken of by the neighbors as a
bright, intelligent child, anda general
favorite in the newhborhood. The
family have the sincere sympathy of the
comu:unity in their sad affliction.

I'he storin also demolished his Kkitch-
en, 12x16. Mr. Graf was at Worthing-
ton where the board of commissioners
was in session when the sad news was
telegraphed him.

Another sad accident occurred at Jas.
Barry’s, in Larkio township. The new
house, which they recently moved inte,
was completely blown to pieces, and
D. F. Ufford, Mrs. Barry’s father, was
carried a considerable distance and
wlien found was unable to speak. Dr.
Sullivan was immediately sent for, and
upon his arrival found bim in a critical
condition—several ribs breken, shoul-
der dislocated, and shoulder blades
shattered;there were also severe bruises
about his head, and at first it was
thought that lus injuries would prove
fatai, but the doctor now has hopes of
his recovery. Mr. and Mrs. Barry only
escaped by going into the cellar. Mr.
Ufford was about to follow them, but
was i moment too late. ‘T'he house was
not finished but stood on blocks, about
eighteen to twenty inches from the
;_.rouml being enclosed on the seuth
and east, and open on the west and
north, the wind got under it, raising it
and scattering the timbers in all direc-
tions. 'l‘heluuntule, with a anew or-
gan and sewing machine, was all de-
stloyed It was a severe shock for
Mrs. Barry.

A school house in Dist. No. 43, with
teachers and pupils, was carned some
feet, but fortunately no one was hurt.

Wm. Welch’s barn and granary, in
Lismore, was blown down. George
>lade’s cattle bain was blown to pieces
and some other damages tu his place;
Marshall Smith’s barn on 26, Westside,
blown down. Quite 2 number of build-
ings in Lismore and LarKkin were more
wr less damaged. Mr. Hosmer’s herd,
together with his son, who had it in
charge, were driven a long distance in
front of the storin, and the little fellow
baving too much pluck to abandon his
charge, stayed out all night.

P. 3.—We learn to-day (Iriday) that
there are strong hopes of Mr, Ufford’s
recovery.

Little Cora Graf, the victim of Mon-
day's hurrieane, was buried on Wed-
aesday afterncon, Rev. Buttleman ofli-
ciating. Iler remains were laid away
on a mound just norih of her late home,
near the spot where she met Ler death.
A very large number of neighbors and
friends assembled to mingle their tears
with  her aticied relatives. . Peace ta
her ashes.

The results about town of Monday’s
storm ean be summed up very briefly:
Esq. Campbell’s emrriage house was
teveled to the ground, but strange to
sy, his earviage received no injurys his
harvester was blown about forty rods
out into the field, but was not Lroken.
The iron roofing on the big clevator
was partially torn off, while up in town
Mr. L. G. Newell, My, C. C. Peterson
and Mrs. Baiber each lost a portion of
their chimneys. A large nomber of
outhouses were upset and morve or less
broken to pieces, signs were. blewn
down and a few trees were twisted off.
One of the quecrest freaks of the storm
was the tearine off of a pateh of shin-
gles about as big as a bed quilt on the
north side of Ji Roli’s residence, while
even the chimneys on the house were
left undisturbed.  This is all eur town
suffered, .lnd tlu- damage is trifling.

ADDITIONAL STORM ITEIS.

From Commissioner Emil Graf we
learn additional particulars of the re-
sults of the storm in the northwest
part of the county. Mr. Graf’s barn
was completely unroofed and his corn-
crib was blown over. The **L?”’ part of
his house was destroyed. The roof
was taken oft as carefully as workmen
conld have done it and the two halves
were laid dewn some distance apart
uninjured The frame was splintered
and scattered and yet one of the win-
dows was left unbroken with not a pane
of glass cracked.

The great and irreparable loss was in
the death of his daughter Cora, a bright
child between 13 and 14 years of age.

The whole family had gene to the
barn when the storm approached to
assist in getting teams in and closing
up for the storm. When the storm
struck, Mrs. Graf and the children
started for the house. Cora was first
out,- and Mr. G. thinks that she was
struck by the section of the reof that
fell first. T'he back and part of the top
of her hvad were crushed in, her arm
wits broken in two places and her shoul-
der was splintered.  The section of
roof which struck her lay some distance
away.

Mr. Graf’s neighbors responded hand-
somely in his distress. Five teams
volunteered to haul lumber from Ad-
rian and on Sunday last twenty-seven
men mounted his barn and beiore night
the whole roof was on.

Parties in Leota also suffered, sev-
eral severely. John Hackett’s granary
was struck by lightning and burned
with all its contents except a fanning
mill which Mr. H. succeeded in drag-
ging out. In the granary were most of
his supplies, feed for teams, flour, etc.,
and his, tools. A shed attached con
taining a new binder was also burned.

The barn of Kelley & Howard was
blown down, and three horses which
were in at the time escaped with only
a few scratches.

THE REPUBLIC OF AMERICA.

The remarks made by the editor of
the ADVANCE on the 4th of July, dur-
ing the exercises in the park, were the
subject of adverse criticism by persous
who object to everything, good, bad
and indifferent, which emanates from
the ADVANCE man. These remarks
were called ‘‘sacriligeous’ by some.
Others thonglht the remarks were a
“‘Democratic speech.’’ We therefoce
wrote out an abstract of what was said,
sutlicient to convey the ideas, and we
make our appeal to the larger audience
of ADVANCE readers, who will not be
influenced by any local criticism. The
report was laid ‘aside to give place to
more pressing matter, and we offer no
other apolegy than the above explana-
tion for presenting them a few weeks
late.

PROPNECIES CONCERNING THE AMER-

ICAN CONTINENT.

A good many years ago I took up an
old Book and read it throughe—What |-
is more singular, I took it up again and
read it through from Genesis to Reve-
lation. I found that shis old Boek
consisted of a number of books, and
that many of them bore the names of
the parties by whom they were said to
have been written. Some of these titles
were *‘Isaiah,” *‘Jeremiah,” *‘Daniel”
and ‘“Ezekial,” aud I found that these
men were called prophets. Well, I read
these books through several times with-
out discovering what I discovered years
after, viz: That the American Conti-
nent was described and the American
Republic foretold by these old prophets
with singular accuracy.

They predicted that some day in the
far future the *‘People of God”” would
be gathered together in a great land.
They said it would be a land of great
rivers and great mountains, like the
Mississippi River and the Rocl\y Moun-
tains; that it would have a great sea on
each side of it, like the Atlautic on one
side of us and the Pacific on the other.
They said that all the people of the
earth would come up to this land, just
as the people of other nations have
been coming to America for the past
hundred years or more. And one of
these prophets went so far as to name
one of the races which should come.
He said “Sinim shall come.” Sinim
was the ancient name for China, and
the Chinese guestion is one of the very
questions with which we are wrestling
to-day.

“People of God” meant the Jews, and
that the predictions referred to their
being gathered together again in Pal-
estine, But neither the descriptions
nor the prophesies can be applied to
Palestine, while they will apply with
remarkable accuracy to the American
continent. The **People of God? 18 the
human race and the everlasting govern-
ment which they are to found and
which is te rule the world is the Great
{epublic.
THE RETPUBLICAN IDEA.

Tet us see now how tlns Republiean
leaven is working, It has Leen said
Lthat the very existence of the Ameriean
Republie is a menace to all the Old
World monarchies. ‘This is true. The
FACL LNt 1oern Cin Ooverna (nemnscives;”
the Idea of a Republie, is keeping the
monarchies of the world in continual
agitation.  And when you hear of the
Nibilists, and the Red Republicans,
and the Socialists of Burops, don’t
blame the men, bat blame the Jdea, for
I tell you that it these men keps still,
the very stones in the streets would
explode. The result will be, and some
of you may live to see it, the overthrow
of the Monarchical principle in Europe
and the establishinent in its place of the
Republican principle.

THE UNITED STATES IDIA.

And this brings us to consider an-
other effect of our Republic upon the
world. The very name **United States
of America’ was itself an inspiration
and a prophesy. The fact that thivteen,
or thirty-six, or forty States. can unite
for general purposes, and yet be free to
conduct their local affairs in their own
way, has been demonstrated. Men
were not long in seeing that this idea
might be applied on a broader scale.
Hence we hear of the **United States of
the World,” of the settlement’of differ-
ences by arbitration, and of a union of
the nations, similarto the Union of our
States. When that is realized, we may
expect to see each nation send one
judge, or three judges, as the case may
be, and these judges will come together
and censtitute the Supreme Court of
the world, and national differences will
be adjustv(l in this court, as differences
among our States are now settled by
the Supreme Court of the United States.
Then we may expect to see those other
prophesies realized, that “every man
shall sit under his own vine and fig
tree with none to molest or to make
him afraid,” and that the nations
**shall beat their swords into pruning
hooks and their spears into plow
shares” and shall ‘*learn war no more.”

CHANGES AND IMPROVEMENTS.

But this wonderful Republic of Amer-
ica. is still rfar frem being a perfect
government., It will undergo many
changes, as it should, and as its foun-
ders contemplated by making the fund-
amental law subject to change.

One of the changes now pressing
upon us is that of minority representa-
tion. Majority rule is the best we have
now, but in some respects it is unjust
and llnfdll'. Minority representation
would be fair to all and will in time be
adopted because it is just. Asasimple
illustration take the State of Minne-
sota, which polls a large minority vote
that has no representation in Con-
gress, Under minority representation,
if three-fifths of the veters were Repub-
lican and two-fiftths Democratic. Minn-
esota would have three Republicans
and two Democrats in the lower house
of Congress.

LIMITATION OF MAJORITY KULE.

These thoughts concerning the rights
of the majority and the minority lead
to anothe:, viz: how far the rule of the
majority rightfully extends. We are
now in the midst of vne of our greatest
dangers, and the rule of the majority
must be defined and limited. It must
be kept where the founders of the gov-
ern vent put it when adopted. You
will search in vain through the discus-
sions of that time for any opinion
among the great founders of the goy-
ernment that the majority shounld rule
in anything but political questions. 1f
we go a step beyond this, then the ma-
jority can rule us in 1el|glous matters,
and if in religious matters, why not in
all social, scientific and htelary mat-
ters? One of the great coming ques-
tions is this very question of the rights
of the majority and the minority. *

But.we can trust the people to settle
thege questions. So long as you remain
infeilicent, so long as you resist the
encromscihiments of those who would vote
their peculiar notions and hobbies upon
you, so long will you maintain your
liberty and perpetuate free government
upon the earth.

KITCHEN ECONOMY.

INTERESTING TESTS MADE BY THE
GOVERNMENT CHEMIST,

Dr. Edward G. Love, the Analytical
Chemnist for the U. S. Gowrnment, has
made some interesting experiments as
to the comparative value of baking
powders. Dr. Love’s tests were made
to determine what brands are the most
economical to use, and as their capacity
lies in their leavening power, tests were
directed solely to ascertain the avail-

able gas of each pewder. Dr. Love's
report gives the following:
