Oats unusually heavy and about 
ready to cut. 

Barley as good as ever and harvest 
already begun. 

As to hay, there is literally millions 
of it and "millions in it." The grass 
'crop is just as thick as it can stand and 
thousands of tons are being cut every 
day. 

A full and overflowing crop is upon 
lis, and if nothing interferes to mar 
the prospect, our plates will be full af­
ter harvest.

Seeing Mr. N. A. Call,8 teams pass­
ing through town with loads of fresh 
timothy hay, neatly baled, we followed 
them up and found that the bah s wer>i 
lauded promptly on cars and shipped. 
Interviewing Mr. C. he said, "Come 
out and see us; bring your family." So 
on Thursday afternoon last we helped 
the ADVANCE family into a buggy and 
drove a few miles west to Mr. Call's 
fine farm and took him in the very act, 
speaking scripturally, of haying. 

We found him busy with a half doz­
en men, running loads of beautiful 
timothy into the barn, a large one, by-
the-way, with a capacity for soveral 
hundred tons of hay and a large num­
ber ef horses and cattle besides. Mr. 

has 125 acres of timothy in good con­
dition which he is gathering and ex­
pects an average of a ton and a half to 
two tons per acre. We drove over the 
farm and around a piece of oats half a 
mile long which is on the sohool quar­
ter recently added to his original farm. 
On this quarter also we saw the best 
flax we have ever seen on "breaking." 
Here is a crop of flax standing thick 
and clean on this year's breaking. 

Since our last visit Mr. C. has built 
the large shed or addition to his barn 
for the purpose of pressing hay. This 
is an ample shed, covered with 25,000 
shingles, in the midst of which stands 
the hay press. Under this roof is am­
ple room for work, for storing five cars 
of baled hay, for sheltering all his 
farm machinery, etc. This is so con­
nected with the barn that the hay can 
be easily "fed" to the press. Here on 
damp" days, winter days, etc., when 

farm work cannot go on outside, Mr. 
C. expects to coin money by pressing 
hay. Near by, Mr. C. has a good sized 
horse barn. lie expects soon to keep 
ten brood mares and go into horses to 
some extent. lie has now about 00 
tiead of cattle, with as fine a lot of 
calvis as iver were seen, as they 
have been allowed to do the "milking' 
all season, Mr. C. only making enough 
butter for his own use. 

Mr. Call is now in excelient shape 
for handling hay and hopes this year to 
get off from 100 to 150 car loads. lie 
is also in good shape to handle cattle 
and horses, having ample barn and sta­
ble room and a half section of beautiful 
land, fifteen minutes drive from Wor­
thington. 

In short, Mr. C. has the basis laid 
for an ideal farm. lie came from Can­
ada a few years ago, preferring to come 
west aiul grow up with the country to 
staying "east" waiting for relatives to 
die and leave him a stake.

management 1ms a fortune in his half 
section.

VISIT FROM THE R. R. COMMIS­
SION 8R8. 

On Saturday last Gen. Baker, Gen. 
Becker and Hon. S. S. Murdock, the 
State Railroad Commissioners, in a 
special train in charge of Supt. Spen­
cer, made Worthington a flying visit 
and stopped long enough to dinner 
with Shell. This was not an "official" 
visit, and there was not tisie enough 
to give notice and hear grievances, but 
they contemplate a visit soon on busi­
ness, when parties having complaints 
to make will have time and opportuni­
ty to make them. 

Parties, however, took advantage of 
the visit to lay before them the con­
tracted condition of the depot and 
platforms at Worthington, which are 
not ample enough for the business. It 
was also urged that the high and nar­
row platform just in front of ths depot 
building is dangerous. Afternoons 
when the transfers are making to the 
Sioux Falls train this -platform is usu­
ally a heterogeneous mixture of men, 
women, children, dogs, mail bags, 
trucks, big box, little box, Jtand-tox 
and bundle, and the wonder is that 
people are not knocked down three or 
four feet onto the track at the rate of 
one or two a day. 

It was also complained that the fa­
cilities for unloading and loading cars 
are inadequate, annoying and some­
times exasperating. Parties say that 
they sometimes hire men to unload 
cars, begin work and after an hour or 
so, along comes an engine or two buck­
ing and making up trains and cuts 
them off for the rest of the day. 

Supt. Spencer was asked about the 
facilities at this point. He said they 
would have been enlarged before now, 
but the intention has been all along to 
move the depot or build larger, on 
ground east of the present station.
