It is possible that more mort-
gages have been given in this county
than in Pipestone, for instance; but a
vastly greater amount of lands have
been sold the past year in this county
than in Pipestone, and it is to this faet
that is to be attribuied the other fact
that the register’s fees are so much
larger, and activity in the real estate
market is everywhere recognized as a
sign of prosperity.

The management of Pearson’s thea-
ter conpany are not satistied with the
advertising they received in last week’s
ADVANCE, hence that bitleruess ex-
hibited Saturday night. Some pevple
want the earth and a quarter section
of the ADVANCE besides, but that will
bhardly be granted.

Heretofore when a taxpayer left the
county treasurer a list of the property
die wished to pay taxes upon, and when
he received from the treasurer the
proper receipt, and when he had com-
pared his receipt with the list furnish-
ed and found that they agreed, he has
not thought it necessary to give the
matter any further attention, but un-
der the present law, and even under
the broad and liberal interpretation
put upon it by Judge Stearns, a tax-
payer, when paying his taxes, to be
absolutely safe, must not only procure
bis tax receipt, but he must actually
stand over the county treasurer and
see that the taxes are marked *‘paid?
on the treasurer’s books.—Duluth
“Tribune.

Some people, editors included, seem
to have a very vague idea about the
manner in which county matters, es-
pecially those relating to taxes, are
managed. Take Nobles for instance.
When a man pays his taxes he gets a
receipt, taken from a book of receipts.
This book contains three receipts ex-
actly alike, and bearing the same num-
ber—the one given to the taxpayer
called the “*original,”” another for the
county auditor called the *‘duplicaté”
and one for the treasurer himself,
which is kept bound in the book, call-
ed the *‘triplicate.” It is impossible to
give a taxpayer a receipt from the
book without leaving the ‘‘triplicate”
aforesaid as evidence of tl:e fact. When
the board of audit go through the
books of the treasurer jf there are any
descriptions net marked ‘‘paid” they
are bound to be discovered, and of
course they are then marked. The on-
ly way for trouble to ensue is for the
board of audit to neglect their duty,
and they have not neglected it in this
county for the past four years at any
rate.

The senate committe on public 1ands
" has completed a bill to reform the land
land laws in many important particu

lars. It repeals the pre-emption and
tree culture laws, with careful provi-
sos, guarding the rights already ac-

quired by settlers, modifies the desert
lana act, and provides for the determi-
nation of settlers’ rights in case of dis-
pute. The bill is comprehensive and
complex, but its general intent seems
to be wholesome.—Pineer Press.
