ol IXTAXED RAILROAD:

From the St. Paul papers it is learned
that an important suit was commenced
in the state supreme court last week,
which will undoubtedly result in a long
and bitter litigation. Attorney Gene-
ral Hahn, as relator, filed information
with the clerk of the supreme court for
quo warranto against the Southern
Minnesota Railway Extension com-
pauny, the Southern Minnesota, the
Minnesota Central, the Hastings and
Dakota and the St. Paul and Sioux
City Railway companies. There was a
separate information filed 1n each case.
Associate Justice Dickinson issued the
writs, requiring the respondents in the
action to appear in the supreme court
room on April 6, at 11 o’clock, to show
cause why their charter should not be
forfeited, and their existence as corpor-
ations annulled. Concerning the ob-
Ject sought to be obtained by this suit,
the attorney general says:

Of course, the ideais to get the lands
in such condition that they can be
taxed. As long as the corporations
exist, this is iwpossible. 1 have had
the malter of bringing suit under con-
sideration ever since I have been in
office, but it has only been during the
past six months that 1 have had time
to devote to the case, owing to the
press of other business. Should we
ganin our point, it will have the effect
of making the several corporations
divide the property among themselves
or it will revert to the state, or [ sup-
pose permission would be granted them
to dispose of the whole of it at once.
The decision concerning the taxability
of the swamp lands of the St. >aul and
Chicago road, which was rendered in
supreue court about six months ago. is
A strong point in our favor. I think
that there will be a very severe fight
over the case.

J. II. Drake, land commissioner of
the St. Panl and Sioux City railroad,
said to an interviewer:

This is only another attempt to makte
subject to taxation the Lands of the St.
Paul and Sioux City railroad. So far
a3 this road i8 concernsd a test case
was made up and has recently been
sent back (rom the suprewme court for
evidence of the intent ol the company
in the issuance of its stock.  The void-
apce of 1Its charter, it such a thing is
possible, would be an ivjury to the
Omaba line, whizh sutliciently valued
it tast winter to assist in preventing
the passage of a bill introduced by
Senator Wiison to accomplish the pur-
pose now contemplated by this action
of the attorney general. 1f the charter
and franchises are of value to the
vmaha line, I cannot see how the
courts can void thewn unle s the right
exists on the part of the state to contis-
cate. Marvin Hughitt, the president
of the Omaha line, 1s likewise president
of the St. Paul and Sioux City railroad,
which, 8 an organization, is regularly
maintained, and on July 1. 1891,
will acguire every acre of land
then unsold, as provided for in
the deed of trust under which the land
grant is now being administered by me.
Through the trustees, as land commis-
gioner, [ make reports to the St. Paul
and Sioux City railroad, and it is pos-
gible that a large residuary interest
may be acquired by them. Anadvance
in the value of lands such as that of
the past three years wounld leave to the
railroad a residuium. Perhaps the
state can intervene and deny to the
railroad its contract right by the void-
ance of i*s charter; but if it is so, my
conception of the justice that pervades
law is a radically mistaken one.

Te understand this matter it should

be remembered that the St. Paul and

Sioux City Railroad company in 1881-

transferred its line of road to the Chi-
cago, St. Paul, Minneapolis and Omaha
Railroad company, called the Omaha
line, for short, which is an entirely dis-
tinct corporation., The St. Paul and
Sioux City company has about 190,000
acres unsold. At the time the grants
were made in aid of the several com-
panies they were exempted from taxa-
tion in consideration of the payment
into the treasury of the state of 1 per
cent. of the gross earnings during the
first three years of operation, 2 per cent.
during the next seven years, and 3 per
cent. thereafter. The corporations
named have sold every mile of com-
pleted line,dncluding all railway prop-
erty and rights of way, and still exist,
holding their unsold lands exempt from
taxation. Itis charged in the infor-
. matien and giyen as the reason for the
application for the write that they now
maintain their corporate existence
solely for the purpose of securing their
unsold lands exempt from taxation,
and the process is instituted for the
purpose of bringing them under taxa-
tion.

It is a rareexhibition of cheek on the
part of Land Commissioner Drake to
claim that because his company lobied
suocessfully last winter to defeat legis-
tion, that therefore this suit should not
be instituted. Here we have the proof
of what has been frequently asserted:
that the people have no hope of secur-
ing favorable action by the legislature
a3 at present constituted. It is hoped
that the attorney general has good
counsel to assist him. The railroad
compaunies affected have the best legal
talent that money can procure, aud
will undoubtedly make common cause,
while many people’ have not as much
confldence in Mr. Hahn’s ability to cope
with the railroad attornies as they wish
they had. However, as the action has
been commenced, the people generally
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will hope that it may prove successful,
and not result, as some fear it may, in
strengthening the claim the companies
already have to keep these lards frem
being tuxed. ‘In the meantime the
efforts being made in some of the coun-
ties to place these lands on the tax list
should not be relaxed on account of
this syit. Authorities as good as the
attorney general think the lands can be
taxed while the corporations exist.

THK POLITICAL OUTLOOK.

The political pot is beginning to sim-
mer, and no doubt will be boiling at a
furious rate before midsummer. Not
since Minnesota was a state was there
ever an election so sweeping in its
character as the one of next fall will be,
The term of every officer will expire in
the three departments of the state gov-
ernment except two of the supreme
judges. Every seat in the house and

] ¢Inor down
to auditor will be called upon to vacate
or be re-elected, and three members of
the supreme court are te be balloted
for. To add to thegeneral disturbance
the legislators elected will be called
upon to select a United States senator
to succeed McMillan. Not only that,
but the senatora who will serve for four
years will have a voice in the election
of Senator Sabin’s successor two years
from next winter., Then there is to be
counted in the election of congressmen
from all five districts. Also a judge
for this judicial district, and a full set
of county officers. Concerning affairs
in this congressional district, a writer
in the St. Paul Pioneer Press says:

Mr. Wakefield’s constituents are
divided, as usual. Some want to run
him again, and others talk of C. H.
Smith of Worthington, John Lind of
New Ulm, and M. D. L. Collester of
Mankato. * * * Judge Perkins of
Windom is understood to have a dyna-
mite mine laid in every cow path and
road in Gov. Wakefield’s district, and
a relay of trained scouts to pull the
string at the proper moment.

Commenting on the above the Fair-
mont Seuntinel says:

Judge Perkins would make a good
congressman, and so would Collister of
Mankato, Dunn of Winnebago, Kuiss
of Luverne, Wilson of Worthington,
Lind of New Ulm, and last but by no
weans least, our own Jim Wakefield of
Blue Earth City, Faribault county. We
hope they will all enter the race, if for
no other reason than to make things
lively.

Judge Perkins in conversation with
a gentleman of this place recently, said
there was not a particle of truth in the
Pioneer Press article regarding him.
Ile is not a candidate for congress and
would not aceept a nomination if ten-
dered him. It is understood that he
desires to be eleeted to the position he
now holds by appointment—judge of
the Thirteenth judicial district—and it
is probable that he will be,

Awmong the other names mentioned
for congressman is that of Hon, A. M.
Crosby of Luverne. Should either Ilon.
C. H. Smith or Geo. W. Wilson of this
place receive the nomination, they will
fill the place now occupied by Mr.
Wakeficld with credit to themselves,
the district and the republican party.
Mr. Smith has bad experience in legis-
lation, havirg served a term or two in
the state legislature, and is also thor-
oughly versed in the land laws and the
need of further legislation in that de-
partmeunt of the government, by his
service as receiver of the Worthington
land office. Mr, Wilson has also made
a specialty of the land and pension
laws, and has au extensive l: w practice
throughout the district. The AD-
VANCE can cheerfully support either.

The sudden closing of the McCormick
reaper works in Chicago is most unfor-
tunate, particularly at this season of
the year. By it no less than 1,400 em-
ployes are thrown out of work in dead
of winter, and much misery and suffec
ing cannot fail to be the result. This
McCormick is one of the men who coin
wealth out of widows’ tears and or-
phans’ cries, and who think toeven up
the account by *‘lendipg” a small per
cent. of the wealth thus obtained *‘to
the Lord” by giving it to the support
of church institutions. To an unprej-
udiced observer it would seem that he
could please the Lord better by paying
his employes geod wages and selling
machinery at a fair profit, than by
grinding his workmen down to the
lowest possible limit, and then selling
machinery at two or three times its
real value and forcing collections and
thereby causing distress among those
who could pay for the machinery if
purchased at a reasonable price, but
are unable to pay the price exacted by
McCormick—and then seeking to bribe
the Lord by adivy.

A LITERARY CURIOSITY.

The Glasse of Time, in the First and
Second Age. Divinely handled by
Thowas Peyton, of Lincolnes Inne,
Gent. Seen and Allowed. London:
U'rinted by Bervard Alscp for Law-
rence Chaupman, and areto be sold at
his shop over against Staple Inne, 1620,
Now repriuted in a neat volume, long
primer type, bound in fine cloth, gilt
top, buvelled boards. Price 50 cents.

The quaint pvem, of the title page of
which the above is a transcript, ap-
peared nearly a half ceutury earlier
than Paradise Lost, dud it is iutrinsi-
cally probable that it viould have fall-
en under the eye of Milton; in any case
there are striking poiuts of resem-
blance between the two poems, and
many have supposed Milton’s immor-
tal work to have been inspited by the
former. Only two copies of the work
are known to be in existence previous
to the issue of the present edition, one
being in the British Museum, the oth-
erin the Bodleian Library, Oxford.
The copy in the British Museum was
purchased at a noted sale of old books
in 1819, by Baron Bolland, who notes
upon a blank leaf that it cost him 21..
17s. 6d., (about $110). Some years ago
a gentleman of Virginia, Mr, J. L.
Peyton, sprung frem the old English
family of that nawe, made an accurate
transcript of the copy in the British
Museum, preserving even the quaint
spelling, punctuation, capitalizing and
italicizing of the original. This pres-
ent edition is printed without altera-
tion. Apart from its presumed con-
nection with Paradise Lost, the poem
has very considerable merits of its
own, and is in every way a literary
curiosity.
