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TAXING THE RAILROAD LANDS.

The cases brought by the attorney
general against certain land grant rail-
road companies, came up in the su-
preine court on the 21st. The compa-
nies invoived are the Hastings and
Dakota, the Minnesota Central and
the St. Paul & Sioux City. The South-
ern Minnesota Railway company and
the Southern Minnesota Railway Ex-
tension company were also involved,
but they expressed a willingness to
transfer their lands, about 400,000
acres, to private individuals, thus
bringing them upon the tax list. The
suits will theretore be dropped and the
cases stricken from the calendar.

The other cases were argued. That
against the St. Paul and Sioux City
was argued on its merits, J. D. llowe
appearing for the company, the gist of
his argument being:

The St. Paul & Sioux City company
was not only a railroad company, but
it was also a land company. Iaving
been authorized to transter its railroad
its charter could not be forfeited for
not operating a railroad. It had a
right to exist until it had disposed of
its land grant. It isnot lawful for the
attorney general to complain of this
company existing, for by the act of
1881 it was expressly provided that this
company, after the sale of its railroads.
should continue to exist and exercise
its franchises. It is just as much the
rizht of the state to resume these lands
as to destroy any other vested right
acqnired under or through this ehar-
ter. If it dissolves the corporation the
Jand goes to the cereditors and  stock-
lolders. "Uhe exemption from taxa-
tion does not become extinet by exiin-
gaishing the corporate entity. The
trustees, s i3 well known, are abrut
to dispose of the Lands in exeention of
the trust, so that within thirty days,
they say. nearly all will be added to
the mass of taxable poperty, It was
the intention of the legishiture to keep
this company alive so as to hold it pe
cuniarity linble for the percentage  of
#ross enrnines which would be dae the
state. No bz as the statute points to
no duty or obization, that the respon-
dent is not disehareing, it has not sus-
pended its Lawful basiness,  Since the
respondent was ehiartered, it devolved
itg dnties upon the Omalin eompany,
and that company i3 cerying oat the
cloter datics, That the company is
kept in bemg for the sole purpose of
holding its Land grant, is no ground
for torfeiture.  The state is endeavor-
ing to Kill the trustee in order to get
ridd of the trust,  [n regard to the fil-
ure to build the road to Shakopee, the
state has waived the 1ight 1o eluim a
forfeitnre hy the passage of other aects
giving them additional power,

In lis reply to the argument Attor-
ney General ITalin said:

The question betore this comt is
whether these corporations shall be
dissolved and their charters forfeited.
It is well settled to be a tacit condi-
tion of . grant of incorporation that
the grantees shall act up to the end
and design for v hich they were incor-
porated. This the respondent has fail-
ed to do. The courts of New York
have established the doctrine that if
a corporation suffer acts to be done
which destroy the end and object for
which it was instituted, it 15 eqniva-
lent to a surrender of its rights. As
to the argument concerning the au-
thorizition to sell the road, it will be
observed that no case is cited, aud we
confidently believe that none can he
found, where a power to sell, or ratifi-
cation of a sale, or a recognition of a
corporation after a sale, which depriv-
ed the corporation of the power to sub-
serve the design of its creation, was
held to be a license to continue to ex-
1st. The proposition that the corpora-
tion may be authorized to sell its prop-
erty, and nevertheless, that act, be-
cause of its consequences, may be a
ground of forfeitnre, is sustained by
numerous authorities.

‘The court took the case under ad-
visement.

The truth is, the matter is working
admirably. The demand of the people
for the taxation of the land has not
only been heard but heeded. The
Southern Minnesota company are
transferring theirs, it seems, all at
once, 8o as to bring them on the tax
list, and the same kind of transfer is
what the St. Paul and Sioux City has
been working at gradually for several
years. They have been making an en-
ergetic effort to get rid of the lands
acd have sold them off so rapidly that,
as stated in last week's ADVANCE,
there are not more than 30,000 or 40,-
000 acres left in Nobles county. It
would not surprise us to see all these
lands sold under pressure of these

guits, within the next year.

Towns in Lyon county, Iowa, have
been voting on the question of bonus
to the B. C. R. & N. branch from Ells-
worth to Sioux Falls. This looks as
though the company meant to build
some this summer.

The St. Paul & Omala officers are
visiting Doon, it is supposed, with a
view to extending the Doon branch. It
is claimed that when the road is ex-
tended the ‘‘main line™ to Sioux City
will go winding around that way to
get to Sioux City.

CYCLONES.

The St. James Journal of last week
gives an account of an infant cyclone
in Watonwan county, which destroyed
considerable property. The Journal
says:

The storm swe:ping through Odin
and Butterfield Jast week covered more
territory and did more damage than
was reported in our last issue. It was
a veritable cylone, the funnel-shaped
clond reaching from skv to earth, and,
as described by an eye-witness, had a
movement similar to that of aspin-
ning top partially ran down, the spin-
dle end circling on the ground. Ev-
erything was wrecked in the path eof
the storm, ‘which was about one-half
mile wide. :

We confess to being a little non-
plussed at these cyclones forming in
Minnesota so early in the year. But it
is evident that the last few years have
been *‘a little off”’ in the matter of cy-
clones, earth quakes, etc. They are
getting out of their old latitudes,
stampeding or overflowing, or some-
thing of the Kkind, for last year a cy-
clone destroyed a town in Ohio and
storms of a similar nature made havoc
in parts of Philadelphia and Balti
more. This summer we expect to hear
of them away up in New England, and
until the *‘cyclone era” is over no sec-
tion can count on entire safety.

By the way, we notice in the ac-
counts of the Sanuk Rapids and St,
Cloud cyclone that the good old cellar
played the usual part as the safe place.
Those who had time to gel to their
cellars escaped unhurt. The lesson is,
prepare your cellars and get into them
if you can when you see a storm com-
ing. If anyof your neighbors laugh,
well, let them langh. They laugh best
who laugh last. Tell them about Noah
and his ark, and how ull the fellows
who laughed at him got left. The
prudent man is apt to escape unhurt,
while, as Solomon says, the fool passes
on to destruction.
