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LANDS oy THE TAX LIST. 
^few entries of real estate in Nobles 

county have been made on the assess­
ment lists of 18SU as follows: Railroad 
lands sold, 32,142.84 acres; state school 
lands, 9.397.G7 acres; final entries. U. 
S. land, 6,200/27 acres. Total, 47,336.78 
acres.—Advance. 

New entries in Watonwan county 
are: Railroad lands. 33,343 acres; state 
lands, 9,478 acres; final entries,gov­
ernment land. 1,344 acres. Total. 44,-
lGo acres. The figures given do not 
include the recent sales of railroad 
lands yet to l»o listed for taxation, 
which will swell the total to about 
SO.OOO acres.—St. James Journal. 

This shows that Nobles and Waton­
wan are pretty even in the number of 
acres listed since the last round of the 
assessors, with Nobles a little ahead. 
In this county as in Watoovan, the 
figures do not include the recent sales 
of railroad land, about 20 000 acres, 
which would raise ours to over 67,000 
as against Watonwan's 50,000. These 
figures all go to show the rapid pro 
gress of the lilue Grass Region and 
the rapid settlement of the question of 
liow to tax the railroad lands. 

SF. ll'S/M I'Eli DECISION'S. 
Several persons have asked us re­

cently concerning the laws relating to 
newspaper subscriptions, etc. Below 
we give the main decisions: 

1. Any person who takes a newspa­
per regularly from the postortice, 
whether directed to his name or an­
other's, or whether he has subscribed 
or not, is responsible for the payment. 

2. If a person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send 
it until payment is made, and collect 
the whole whether the paper is taken 
from the office or not. 

3. The courts have decided that re­
fusing to lake newspapers and periodi­
cals from the postollice, or removing 
and leaving them uncalled for, is pri­
ma facia of intentional fraud. 

It will be seen from these decisions 
that taking a paper from the postottice 
makes the party responsibb for pay­
ment no matter whether he subscribed 
or not. Also that refusing to take 
papers from the oHice or removing 
without paying up "is a fraud, and 
criminal action can be brought.

TERRIFIC STORM AT KAy8AS CITY. 
A terrific wind and rain storm visit­

ed Kansas City on Tuesday last be­
tween 11 and 12 o'clock. A school 
house, an overall factory, and the 
c mi t house were demolished, and a 
span of the bridge over the Missouri 
was blown down. The dispatches say; 

As nearly as can be learned atnid 
the intense excitement and coufusiou, 
about twenty persons are known to be 
dead. Frank Smith, of Smith & Mof-
fit. owners of the spice mills situated 
in the oht waterworks building, Second 
and .Main streets, was killed. Deputy 
Sheriff Daugherty was buried in the 
ruins of the court house, and at 3 
o'clock the searchers were reported to 
have come in sight of his body. A 
teamster who took refuge in the court­
house is also missing. At Lathrop's 
school eleven children are reported 
dead. Of the four buildings wrecked 
all were more or less unsound. The 
school building has been twice con­
demned and the court-house by many 
was considered unsafe. No one was 
killed except in these four houses. The 
storm, though entailing so heavy a 
loss of life, was nothing of the nature 
of the tornado that visited the city 
three years ago. 

The main building of the Lathrop 
school fell, the falling floors precipi­
tated the terrified children to the base­
ment, where masses of brick and 
boards crushed them to the ground 
and buried them from view. Persons 
near, hearing the crash, made their 
way as best they could against the 
beating storm to the scene. The gale 
quickly subside^ and the work ot res­
cuing was undertaken by eager hands. 
Owing to the prevailing excitement at 
first the work was not very effective, 
but the fire department and police 
soon arrived and organized search was 
commenced. The dead and wounded 
were taken out as quickly as possible 
and carried to the natonum adjoining, 
which was turned into a hospital. 
Here the parents and friends of the 
little ones soon gathered, each search­
ing for his or her own. and uttering 
heartrending cries as they recognized 
in the maimed and bleediug ones those 
whom they loved. 

The list of killed at latest accounts 
is 25 and the injured about 30.
