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TIE BOYCOTT.

The Minneapolis Tribune, speaking
of Mr. Powderly’s remark that he has
no use for the boycott until everything
elae fails, says it would have been well
if he had not qualilied his condemna-
tion. The Tribune then proceeds to
qualify its own condemnation by say-
ing that **boycotting is not justifiable
on American soil.” It would have
been better if the Tribune had not
qualified its own condemaation.

The boycott is not justifiable at all
nor on any soil. It belongs to the ge-
nus Force or violence, and is only a
milder form of bulldozing, riding on a
rail, drumming out of town, stringing
up toa lamp post or tree, ete. It be-
longs to what is misnamed mob law,
and is the mob in » homeopathic dose.

The workingmen have a great cause
and ultimately they will win. But
they must not commit ten wrongs in
righting one, must not hate and club
their fellow laborer as they do, and
must get rid of the brutal idea that
their demands can be carried by force.

IMPORTANT LAND DECISION.

The General Land Office, on the 7th
of May, made an important decision
which opens up to settlement mnearly
5,000 acres of land in Murray county.
The land was claimed as indemnity
land by the St. Paul & S, C. Railroad
Co., and also claimed by the State of
Minnesota as indemnity saline land.
In the year 1584, the settlers and appli-
cants commenced proceedings to deter-
mine the rights of the parties. Judge
Geo, W, Wilson, of this place, attor-
ney for the parties, succeeded in 1885
in getting a (inal decision from the
department against the railroad com-
pany barring the same from all rights
to the land. Iie then commenced pro-
ceedings to bar the State from its
claim to the lands, and the Land De-
partment. on the 7th, made a decision,
holding that the Stute has no legal
claim to any of the land in question.

At the time of the presentation of the applica-
tion of the State the tracts were appropriated
on the records, and many of themn were claimed
by settlers anxious to mak eniry, as it ap-
pears by the tiles and records of this office.

The act of 1579, mder which the application
was make, excepts from selections thereunder
lands “otherwise appropriated” and oceupied
lands. The State was not entitled to come in
and seleet the Tands while the matter of the val-
idity of the railroads selections was being con-
sidered, and thus virtuaily obiain a preference
right of appropriaticn théreof i the event of the
cancellation of the railroad seleetions.

Upon such cancellations the lands became
subject to disposal to the first legal applicants
thercafter; the npl»lix-;xlinu of the State tovk no
eflect thereon, and will not be considered as
barring entry thercof,

The application Is thercfore rejected, and you
will so notify Mr. Jewett, and make due report.

Inform the public generally of the action here-
by taken.

We have
heretofore pointed to the fact that it
lays somewhat like Sheldon with refer-
euce to the trade of fonr counties, and
it has tlherefore the natural location
for an important business point. It
was at the suggestion of the ADVANCE
that Bro. Eastwood purchased the
Journal outlit here and started up the
News at Ellsworth. If the people
down there have tha enterprise to
make the best of their opportunities,
they can have a booming town.

The Rock Rapids Reporter of last
week has this to say of the new town:

Tuesday we visited Ellsworth and
while there learned that a proposition
had been submitted for bonds for $5,-
000 as inducement to the company to
build from that place. The amount
asked amouunts to much less than had
been expected and as a consequence a
much more favorable feeling pravails
than at the time of our last visit. We
found the town all anxious for the
road and were told that few farmers
would object to giving them $5,000.
While there we were shown a dispatch
from President Ives in which he stated
that if the bonds were voted the place
would be made a **division point” in
the line. The fact that Pipestone can-
not furnish water for the railroad
company’s use will probably cause a
removal of the freight division from
there and of the passengér division
from Sibley, thus making Ellsworth a
center of great importance. We urge
upon our Minnesota friends that they
stand at a critical point in their histo-
ry. The right action now means last-
ing success, while a defeat of the
bonds, in our judgment, not only
places other towns near them to sap
the strength of theirs, but will give
one of them the division now within
the reach of Ellsworth.

The Sibley T'ribune says:

There is no doubt but that the Sionx
Falls extension of the Burlington will
branch off at Ellsworth. Following
this we understand that Mr. Butler,
the leading man of the place, received
a dispatch from DPresident Ives the
other day to the effect that with the
completion of the Sioux Falls exten-
sion, Ellsworth will be made the divis-
ion point between Estherville and Wa-
tertown, the same to be moved from
Pipestone. If this report should prove
true Ellsworth is destined to bLecome
quite a business centre. If Sibley can-
not get it we are satisfied to see Ells-
worth take in the blessings.

The Ellsworth News says:

Mr. Rohrer showed us a letter yes-
terday that he had just received from
Mr. Ives, in which he (Mr. Ives) says
that if the people here vote the aid for
the new road, this place will be made
a division. There is no need of our
going into detail and explaining the
many advantages the town would de-
rive from such & move. ITundreds of
dollars would be paid out every month
to employees of the road, and in turn
would be paid out by them to the bus-
iness men of the town,
