The St. Jaines Journal says the 

southwest counties should unite upon 
a candidate tor congress and thus 
make themselves felt. This is easier 
said than done, and yet as long as the 
newer counties coi»cede all the impor­
tant oflices to the older counties, and 
do not unite in demanding something 
for themselves, so long they will re­
main unrecognized, save as so much 
goods and chattels to be delivered by 
this or that politician in the older 
parts of the district. So far the seven 
or eight counties of the southwest have 
had no recognition on any state or con­
gressional ticket. Before the district 
was divided it was understood that 
Duunell, or whoever the congressional 
candidate might be, held the south­
western counties as so many cards in 
his hand to be played as absolutely 
and unquestionably as Gen. Schenck 
would play a hand at poker. This es­
timate of the newer counties still ob­
tains largely among the politicians of 
the older counties, and It will contin­
ue until we uuite and compel recogni­
tion. 

Look for a moment at the offices 
which have fallen to the older counties 
and set this list against zero for us of 
the southwest: 

Faribault county has had Wakelield 
for lieutenant-governor two terms and 
congressman two terms. 

Nicollet county had Austin for gov­
ernor and has now the most prominent 
candidate for governor in the person 
of McGill, who is also preseut insur­
ance commissioner. 

Iirown county h&s had state treas­
urer two terms and secretary of state 
one term, and now claims to have the 
leading candidate for congress in Mr. 
Lind. 

Blue Earth county has Dickinson, 
supreme judge; Severance, district 
judge; Baker, railroad commissioner; 
Warner, secret ary to the railroad com­
missioners: lleed, warden of the peni­
tentiary; James and llaigh, wheat in­
spectors; Howard, assistant dairy in­
spector, and has now two prominent 
candidates for congress and one or two 
candidates iiguring for state offices. 
This is only the present list. The list 
of the past would extend beyond the 
limits of this article. 

if the southwest counties were wise 
they would unite on some man like C. 
II. Smith and go into the convention 
solid for him. Then it' they could not 
nominate him they would still be a 
power which would bring other candi­
dates to their knees and might control 
the convention. If nothing else, they 
would establish themselves as a power 
iu this and all future conventions, and 
not remain as so many ballots carried 
around the vest pockets of the politic­
ians of the older tout'ties. 
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LETTER FROM OREGON. 

S IOUSLAW R IVER, Lane Co., Oregon. 
Walton P. O., June 2S, 1886. 

E DITOU A DVANCE: Having prom­
ised many of your readers a descrip­
tion of this section of country, I now 
make the effort and through your kind 
permission hope to re^ch them with 
some information at least. A great 
deal of Oregon might be said to be 
very mountainous, and much of it 
nearly level. I have not seen much 
rocky land; even the mountains are 
sometimes almost free from stone and 
afford Kood grazing to the summit. 
The valley lands are very rich and pro­
duce very line wheat, oais, grass, fruit, 
vegetables and roots. I called upon 
and took dinner with Mr. Bellshaw, 
the great wheat raiser, who took five 
premiums, including one at the world's 
fair. He Jives four miles west of 
Eugene City. Here is an abundance 
of the finest timber laud in the world, 
which might be divided Into two class­
es, deciduous and evergreen. The ev­
ergreens include the lir, cedar, hem­
lock, pine, laurel, and the yew, the for 
mer predominating. Timber grows 
hereto perfection. The fir is often 
over nine feet across the stump aud 8()0 
feet high. The deciduous timbers are 
soft maple, vine maple, ash, oak, alder, 
balm, chinquapin, hazel, etc. The ha­
zel attains the height of 20 to 30 teet. 
and makes rails for fences. Vine ma­
ple is an excellent timber for axe 
helves, etc. It grows 20 to 30 feet 
high, lops dowu aud takes root and 
goes on repeating the process. So dees 
hazel and many kinds of timber until 
the rich bottoms have become perfect 
jungles, beautifully draped with mis­
tletoe and mosses almost impenetrable. 

Society is good. Vim and industry 
somewhat lacking. The best of 
schools. Roads? Well, the Minneso-
tian would say they are very bad, es­
pecially in the wet season. We have 
an abundance of the best water in the 
world, line springs of soft water. 
Plenty wild fruit, salmon, blackber­
ries, thimble berries, raspberries, 
whortle berries, etc. They have fine 
orchards here, apple3, peaches, pears, 
cherries, plums, quinces, prunes and 
grapes. They complain of hard times 
here but I can see no ueed of it. Men 
get one dollar a day and board for 
common labor. We have plenty of 
game, elk, deer, bear,* panther,"etc., 
and mountain trout and salmon. The 
salmon run up the streams iu Septem­
ber, when they can be easily caught. 
They weigh often 20 to 30 pounds and 
are fine food. Now as to the climate. 
This is about the end of the wet sea­
son. and we had not too much rain 
since we came, just about enough. 
Nights always cool, too cold for corn. 
Very little winter. I think fifty per 
cent of the Minnesotians would i«ot 
stay here, though there are many here, 
but many go back. I am well suited 
here. Although sickness, sorrow and 
death have visited us in our short resi­
dence here, we still feel greatly at 
home. We live near the ocean on a 
main thoroughfare leading from the 
ocean to the'Willamette valley. We 
are for the present some distance from 
postottice, etc.. but this section is set­
tling up very fast. The ADVANCE 
reaches us regularly every week with 
its clean face and newsy countenance. 
It is a welcome visitor. Success to it 
and all old friends. More anon.

A correspondent of the Lakefield 
Standard recently visited the Roche 
farm ten miles southeast of Worthing 
ton and says: 

The place is in charge of James 
Boardman, as superintendent, whom I 
found to be a pleasant geutleman, 
chock full of practical common sense 
and fidelity to the interest of his em­
ployer. From him I gathered the fol­
lowing particulars: The farm consists 
of three sections, one-half of which is 
fenced into pasture, where 500 sheep 
and 100 head of cattle find abundant 
range. At the head of the herd is 
magnificent Poll Angus or Aberdeen 
bull. Mr. Roche makes a specialty of 
this breed which is fast growing in 
popularity. There are 28 horses kept 
on the place, the most valuable of 
whioh is an imported Norman stallion 
for which two thousand dollars were 
paid. The crops this year are flax, 150 
acres: oats 118 and corn 45 acres. In 
addition to the above Mr. Boardman 
expects to sow 100 acres of flax on this 
year's breaking. At the time of my 
visit he was assisted by nine men 
though more are sometimes employed 
during the busy seasons of the year. 

The Beaver Creek Bee says:

thington, stating that they have closed 
the trade with the land department of 
the St. Paul & Sioux City railroad com 
pauy for Beaver Creek townsite, and 
are prepared to sell lots from the 
old plat.

We are now doing 
more building than any other town on 
the line, aud with this new enterprise 
of Messrs. Shell and Smith, who know 
so well the advantages of this part of 
Rock county, Beaver Creek may look 
for a genuine boom this fall. 

Mr. Shell, the popular and well 
known proprietor of the Worthington 
House, and Hon. C. II. Smith, of Wor 
thington, formerly of the U. S. land 
office at that place, are shrewd business 
men, and will use their ample means 
to place Beaver Creek in the front 
rank of towns in southwestern Minne­
sota.

from Watertown terminates on the 
east side of the James river, three 
miles south of Andover. 

Ash Creek, Minn., on the Rock Riv­
er brauch of the Omaha, a few miles 
south of Luverne, has been made a 
regular station. 

The Rock Rapids Reporter says that 
about all the line from Rock Rapids to 
Ellsworth has been let to sub-con­
tractors. Work began on Monday. 

The Rock Valley Register says it is 
generally conceded that the Doon 
branch will be extended before the 
Ellsworth & Sioux Falls line is com 
pleted. 

It is stated that the Worthington & 
Sioux Falls line is to be extended to 
Mitchell. 

The Rock Island has secured a Con­
trolling interest in the Fore Dodge 
road. The Desmoines Register says: 

This Fort Dodge road lias always 
beeu a good property, and some of 
Iowa's best railroad men regret sorely 
that they did not buy it when it was 
in trouble ten years ago. It promises 
to be a thorn in the llesh of the north­
ern roads, and when extended into 
Daktoa as it doubtless will be in the 
near future, it will play an even more 
important part in the railroad system 
of Iowa. The Rock Island has shown 
great good judgment in securing it 
ahead of all rivals, and it will prove a 
valuable adjunct to them.
